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RESUMEN EJECUTIVO

e Todos los paises que se encuentran en riesgo de incumplimiento de las reducciones intermedias o que
tienen consumo remanente antes de la eliminacion de CFC/CTC para 2010, y consumo de
1,1,1-tricloroetano (TCA) o metilboromuro (MB) antes de la eliminacién para 2015 cuentan, ya sea
con proyectos aprobados para alcanzar dichos objetivos, con actividades en los planes administrativos
para 2010-2014 que contribuirian a lograrlos, o con actividades que se llevaron a cabo en el marco del
Fondo para el Medio Ambiente Mundial (FMAM), a excepcion de:

o El Ecuador, que cumple respecto del tetracloruro de carbono (CTC), pero adn tiene un consumo
de CTC de 0,1 tonelada PAO;

e Los datos de consumo mas recientes indican que 69 paises (54 segun los datos de 2009 y 15 segun los
datos de 2008) continuaron teniendo consumo de CFC, pero 74 notificaron niveles nulos y 4
notificaron consumo negativo;

e Los datos de consumo mas reciente, no obstante, indicaron que la mayoria de los paises tienen un
consumo nulo de las sustancias restantes (excluidos los HCFC), y solo 6 paises notificaron consumo
de halones (3 segln datos de 2008); 32 paises notificaron consumo de metilbromuro (2 con datos de
2008); 12 notificaron consumo de CTC; y 2 paises excedieron el objetivo de TCA del 70 por ciento
para 2010;

e Todos los paises con posibles cuestiones relacionadas con el cumplimiento han sido considerados por
el Comité de Aplicacion en 2010, excluidos los paises que no habian presentado datos con arreglo al
Acrticulo 7 para 2009;

e Los datos sobre la ejecucion de los programas de pais indican que:

0 Todos los paises proporcionaron datos de acuerdo con el nuevo formato aprobado hace mas de
cinco afios, pero solo siete paises presentaron datos utilizando el sistema basado en la Web para
2009;

0 De un consumo total estimado remanente de SAO de 1 629 toneladas PAO en 2009 en paises que
operan al amparo del Articulo 5, excluidos los HCFC, alrededor de 1102,3 toneladas PAO
(incluidos datos del Articulo 7 para los cuatro paises que no han notificado datos de programas de
pais) aln deben ser consideradas por el Comité Ejecutivo para adopcion de medidas;

0 Lamayor parte de las 1 102,3 toneladas PAO de consumo remanente corresponde a metilbromuro
(MB) (1 102,2 toneladas PAO), sequido de CTC (0,1 tonelada PAO);

0 En los datos de programa de pais se notificé un consumo de HCFC de 473 715 toneladas métricas
en total (31 950 toneladas PAO). Para los 126 paises que notificaron los datos de 2008 y de 2009,
el consumo de HCFC aument6 14,5 por ciento;

0 De los 144 paises que debian presentar informacién acerca de los sistemas de otorgamiento de
licencias, 133 han notificado que dichos sistemas se encuentran operativos (104 de los 107 paises
gue presentaron datos de 2009 contaban con sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias operativos, de
los cuales el 94,2 por ciento funciona “satisfactoriamente’ o ‘muy bien’);

o0 En la mayoria de los paises, el precio del CFC-11y el CFC-12 (si bien es més alto que en 2005)
y de varias alternativas esta disminuyendo.

e De los 34 proyectos con demoras en la ejecucion, 3 se han completado, en 5 proyectos ha habido
progresos de un hito a otro, para 2 proyectos no se han notificado progresos por primera vez y 21 se
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recomiendan para supervision continua. No se han recibido informes de demoras de Israel, Portugal y
Espafia.

Se han recomendado informes adicionales para 34 proyectos para los que se deben presentar informes
de situacion a la presente reunién, asi como informes adicionales sobre 62 actividades de preparacion
de planes de gestion de eliminacioén de HCFC.

En el Anexo I, Apéndice VI, se incluye informacion adicional sobre actividades relacionadas con los
HCFC aprobadas hasta la fecha y presentaciones a la 622 Reunion, el tonelaje relacionado con estas
actividades y las medidas de control abordadas por estas actividades.

Todos los paises han recibido fondos para preparacién de planes de gestién de eliminacién de HCFC,
se espera que todos los planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC se presenten durante el trienio en
curso (2009-2011), excepto para Somalia, que se prevé para la primera reunion del trienio siguiente
(ExCom 66). Noventa y una actividades relacionadas con los HCFC resultantes de la preparacion ya
aprobada se deben presentar a la 632 Reunién, 68 actividades a la 642 Reunién y 12 a la 652 Reunién.
Otras 22 actividades relacionadas con los HCFC no tenian una fecha de presentacién planificada. Los
planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC han sufrido una demora media de 12 meses y para muchos
no se han completado los estudios sobre HCFC.

De los 125 paises que han recibido preparacion de proyecto para planes de gestion de eliminacién de
HCFC, 86 paises han tomado en consideracion el ajuste para la medida de control para los HCFC
adoptado en 2007, y los restantes paises lo tomaran en cuenta en 2011 cuando se conozcan los niveles
bésicos.
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Introduccion

d) La Parte IV presenta los resultados de progresos alcanzados en cuanto al logro del
cumplimiento, incluida informacidn sobre proyectos con demoras en la ejecucion.

e) La Parte V presenta la situacion de desarrollo de los planes de gestion de eliminacion de
HCFC.
1j)] La Parte VI presenta la situacién de incorporacion de las medidas de control de HCFC

adoptadas en 2007 en los sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias.

2. El anélisis realizado y las conclusiones del presente documento no menoscaban en modo alguno
la situacion de cumplimiento que determine la Reunién de las Partes, Gnico érgano facultado para ello.
Los datos notificados de conformidad con el Articulo 7 del Protocolo se utilizan exclusivamente para
determinar la situacion de los paises respecto del cumplimiento cada afio. El analisis que se realiza en este
documento utiliza una combinacién de datos notificados a la Secretaria del Fondo sobre la ejecucion de
los programas de pais para diversos periodos de cumplimiento y datos con arreglo al Articulo 7. Por lo
tanto, este documento no determina el cumplimiento per se. Por el contrario, evalla las perspectivas de
los esfuerzos de los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 por cumplir con lo estipulado por una o
méas medidas de control del Protocolo de Montreal. Su principal finalidad es identificar las SAO que aln
deben ser abordadas por medidas apoyadas por el Fondo Multilateral.

PARTE I: SITUACION Y PERSPECTIVAS DE CUMPLIMIENTO (SEGUN LOS DATOS MAS
RECIENTES DISPONIBLES)

3. En esta seccion se presentan los resultados del andlisis de la situacion de cumplimiento de las
medidas de control que incluyen las medidas de control para la eliminacion definitiva de los CFC, los
halones y el CTC para 2010, y del metilboromuro y el TCA para 2015.* El anélisis parte del supuesto de
que los datos de consumo mas recientes notificados en virtud del Articulo 7 o que figuran en los datos de
los programas de pais tuvieron en cuenta la eliminacién en los proyectos completados que han sido
aprobados por el Comité Ejecutivo. Desde la creacién del Fondo Multilateral hasta diciembre de 2009, se

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habian eliminado 229 821 toneladas PAO de consumo y 195 848 toneladas PAO de produccion con
proyectos completados.

4. Los proyectos completados tuvieron un valor de 1,92 millones de SEUA dentro de un total
aprobado de aproximadamente 2 270 millones de $EUA. En el documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/37/18,
que se presentd en la 372 Reunién del Comité Ejecutivo, se describe detalladamente la metodologia
empleada en el andlisis.

5. Para este analisis, se utilizaron los datos mas recientes disponibles. Al 7 de octubre de 2010,
119 de 147 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 habian notificado datos de 2009 con arreglo al
Articulo 7 (en comparacion con 103 en septiembre de 2009). Al 14 de octubre de 2010, otros 8 paises
notificaron datos de 2009 a la Secretaria del Fondo relativos Gnicamente a progresos en la ejecucion de
los programas de pais (decision 17/34). Para aquellos paises que no habian presentado datos para 2009, se
usaron en el andlisis los datos de consumo més reciente disponibles. Esto incluy6 el uso de datos con
arreglo al Articulo 7 de 2008 para 20 paises. En el analisis se parte del supuesto de que los niveles de
consumo de SAO mas recientes notificados, excluidos los HCFC, no han aumentado, aunque esto podria
no aplicarse a alrededor de 20 paises para los cuales los datos de 2009 no estaban disponibles, y que
podrian no estar cumpliendo con lo estipulado.

6. Los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y multilaterales presentaron informes anuales sobre la
marcha de las actividades a la 612 Reunidn del Comité Ejecutivo, en los cuales facilitaron datos sobre la
situacion de la ejecucion de todas las actividades y los proyectos aprobados por el Comité hasta el fin de
2009. Los datos sobre las aprobaciones potenciales en 2010 han sido tomados del Plan administrativo
refundido revisado del Fondo Multilateral para los afios 2010-2014 (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/61/7),
aprobado en la 612 Reunion.

7. La Secretaria del Fondo seguira sintetizando todos los datos incluidos en las versiones previas de
los informes sobre la situacion y perspectivas para el cumplimiento que hayan sido utilizados por la
Secretaria del Fondo con fines analiticos. Estos datos estan disponibles a pedido.

SECTOR DE PRODUCCION

8. De los siete’ paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que disponen de instalaciones para la
produccién de CFC, los Gobiernos de la Argentina, China, la India, la Republica Popular Democraética de
Corea, México y la Republica Bolivariana de Venezuela han concertado acuerdos para llevar a cabo las
reducciones previstas. EI Gobierno del Brasil indicé que ha eliminando por cuenta propia la produccion
de CFC. Para la produccion de halones, el Gobierno de China tiene un acuerdo vigente, y el Gobierno de
la India recibi6 una donacion por Unica vez para el cierre de sus instalaciones de produccidon de halones.

9. Cuatro paises (el Brasil, China, la India, la Republica Popular Democréatica de Corea) tienen
establecido un nivel basico de referencia para la produccién de CTC. ElI Comité Ejecutivo ya ha aprobado
proyectos para la eliminacion definitiva del CTC en los sectores de produccion y consumo para tres paises
(China, la Republica Popular Democratica de Corea y la India). En la 542 Reunion se aprobd un proyecto
para el sector de agentes de proceso de CTC en Brasil. Solo se aprobaron proyectos para el cierre de las
instalaciones de produccion de TCA en China.

10. Se aprobaron proyectos para el cierre de la produccién de metilboromuro para China, que era uno
de los dos Unicos paises que operan al amparo del Articulo5 con instalaciones de produccion de
metilbromuro. El segundo es la Republica de Corea, que no ha solicitado asistencia del Fondo.

2 Sj bien Rumania recibié financiacién para la eliminacién de la produccién y el consumo, dicho pais no se ha
incluido debido a que el 1 de enero de 2008 fue reclasificado como pais que no opera al amparo del Articulo 5.
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11. En la 55% Reunién, en julio de 2008, el Comité Ejecutivo aprob6 preparacion de proyecto para el
sector de produccion de HCFC en China (CPR/PHA/55/PRP/467). En la 592 Reunion, en noviembre de
2009, el Comité invit6 a los paises admisibles que estuvieran listos para proceder a la eliminacion de la
produccion de HCFC que presentasen una solicitud de auditoria de sus plantas de HCFC
(decision 59/44 c) ii)). EI Banco Mundial ha presentado a la presente reunién una solicitud para una
auditoria técnica en nombre del Gobierno de China. A la fecha de redaccion del presente, las medidas
respecto a la auditoria técnica estan sujetas a que se reciban los datos preliminares requeridos.

SECTOR DE CONSUMO

12. En esta seccidn se presenta un resumen de los resultados de un andlisis detallado del grado en que
los paises parecen encontrarse en situacion de incumplimiento o estan en riesgo de no cumplir con lo
estipulado. Los datos sobre los que se basa este resumen se incluyen en el Anexo I, que contiene
informacion detallada para cada pais, desglosada por sustancia. Asimismo, en el Anexo I, se indica si los
paises han recibido toda la asistencia que esperaban que les fuese proporcionada por el Fondo
Multilateral.

13. En la evaluacion del cumplimiento que figura en el Anexo | se incluy6 informacion relativa al
momento en que se aprobd la actividad que permitié el cumplimiento y si el pais ha notificado el
establecimiento de un sistema de otorgamiento de licencias. Esta informacion deberia servir de mayor
ayuda al Comité Ejecutivo para evaluar las perspectivas de cumplimiento de los paises, dado que la fecha
de aprobacién indica cuanto tiempo ha durado la ejecucion del proyecto o del acuerdo. Asimismo, la
informacion relativa al establecimiento de un sistema de otorgamiento de licencias indica que existen
controles que permitiran un futuro cumplimiento, sea cual fuere el nivel actual de consumo. La
informacion sobre aprobacion de proyectos se toma del Inventario de proyectos aprobados. Los datos
relativos a los sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias establecidos han sido facilitados por la Secretaria
para el Ozono al 5 de octubre de 2010.

CFC

14. En el Cuadrol1, se presenta un resumen de la situacién de los paises en relacion con el
cumplimiento de los controles de CFC. Ademas, se indica el tipo de datos notificados y se incluyen los
paises agrupados en dos categorias: i) aquellos cuyo consumo mas reciente excede el objetivo de
reduccion del 85 por ciento de 2007 que se aplica hasta diciembre de 2009; y ii) aquellos cuyo consumo
mas reciente excede el objetivo de eliminacion del 100 por ciento de 2010.

15. Todos los paises cuyo consumo mas reciente excede las medidas de control o que se considera

que estan en riesgo de incumplimiento han recibido apoyo del Fondo Multilateral o bien cuentan con

6
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actividades planificadas en los planes administrativos para 2010-2014 de los organismos, excepto
Angola, Etiopia, Somalia y Timor-Leste. El plan de gestion de eliminacion definitiva de CFC para estos
paises se integrara en los planes de gestion de eliminacién de HCFC conforme a la decision 60/5 d).

Halones

16. En el Cuadro 2, se presenta un resumen de la situacion de los paises respecto del cumplimiento de
los controles previstos para los halones. Setenta y cinco paises han notificado un consumo de halones
nulo entre 1995 y 2009. Sesenta y un paises han recibido apoyo para actividades de bancos de halones o
acuerdos de eliminacion, lo cual incluye paises que participan en bancos de halones regionales. En el
Cuadro 2 se presenta el tipo de datos notificados y se incluyen paises, que se han agrupado en las
siguientes dos categorias: i) aquellos cuyo consumo mas reciente excede el objetivo de reduccién del
50 por ciento de 2005 que se aplica hasta diciembre de 2009; y ii) aquellos cuyo consumo mas reciente
excede el objetivo de eliminacion del 100 por ciento de 2010.

Metilbromuro

17. En el Cuadro 3 se presenta la situacion de los paises con respecto al cumplimiento de las medidas
de control para el metiloromuro (excluidos usos de cuarentena y preembarque). La totalidad de los
144 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que han ratificado la Enmienda de Copenhague han
notificado datos de consumo basico completos. Los tres paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que
no han ratificado la Enmienda de Copenhague son los siguientes: Angola, Guinea y Nepal. De los
144 paises que han ratificado la Enmienda de Copenhague, 57 notificaron un consumo nulo, tanto para el
consumo de referencia como para el consumo mas reciente. Noventa y nueve paises que operan al amparo
del Articulo 5 recibieron ayuda del Fondo Multilateral para actividades y/o proyectos relacionados con la
eliminacion del metilbromuro.

18. Turkmenistan es el Gnico pais cuyo consumo mas reciente es mayor que sus medidas de control
para 2005. Turkmenistan tiene proyectos aprobados que conduciran a la eliminacion completa del
metilbromuro.

Tetracloruro de carbono

19. En el Cuadro 4 se presenta un resumen de la situacion de los paises con respecto al cumplimiento
de las medidas de control de CTC. Los datos resumidos excluyen las materias primas y no establecen
diferencias sobre su uso final especifico (tales como solventes y agentes de proceso). De los 146 paises
que comunicaron datos de niveles basicos de referencia, 90 notificaron un consumo nulo tanto para el
consumo basico de referencia como para el consumo mas reciente. En el Cuadro 4 se presenta el tipo de
datos notificados y se identifican paises, que se han agrupado en las siguientes dos categorias: i) aquellos
cuyo consumo mas reciente excede el objetivo de reduccion del 85 por ciento de 2005 que se aplica hasta
diciembre de 2009; y ii) aquellos cuyo consumo mas reciente excede el objetivo de eliminacién del
100 por ciento de 2010.

20. Todos los paises cuyo consumo mas reciente excede sus medidas de control o a los que se
considera en riesgo de incumplimiento han recibido apoyo del Fondo Multilateral, a excepcion del
Ecuador. El Ecuador es el Unico pais que podria no necesitar asistencia adicional para cumplir el objetivo
de reduccion del 100 por ciento para CTC. El Banco Mundial analiz6 la posibilidad de un proyecto, pero
determind que todas las importaciones de CTC se atribuian a usos de laboratorio.

1,1,1-tricloroetano (TCA)

21. En el Cuadro 5 se presenta un resumen de la situacion de los paises con respecto al cumplimiento
de las medidas de control del TCA. De los 146 paises que suministraron datos de nivel béasico de
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referencia, 103 notificaron un consumo nulo tanto para el consumo basico de referencia como para el
consumo mas reciente. En el Cuadro 5 se presenta el tipo de datos notificados y se incluyen paises, que se
han agrupado en las siguientes tres categorias: i) aquellos cuyo consumo mas reciente excede el objetivo
de reduccion del 30 por ciento de 2005 que se aplica hasta diciembre de 2009; ii) aquellos cuyo consumo
mas reciente excede el objetivo de reduccion del 70 por ciento de 2010; vy iii) aquellos cuyo consumo mas
reciente es mayor que el objetivo de eliminacion del 100 por ciento de 2015.

22. Todos los paises cuyo consumo mas reciente excede sus medidas de control o a los que se
considera en riesgo de incumplimiento han recibido apoyo del Fondo Multilateral, a excepcion de la
Republica de Corea. La RepuUblica de Corea ha convenido en no recibir financiacién del Fondo
Multilateral.

HCFC

23. En el Apéndice VI del Anexo | se incluye un andlisis de los datos de consumo mas reciente sobre
HCFC e indica si el pais ha recibido fondos para preparacién de un plan de gestion de eliminacion de
HCFC, la cantidad de proyectos de inversion aprobados, la cantidad de proyectos de demostracién
aprobados, la eliminacion total aprobada en toneladas PAO y actividades planificadas en los planes
administrativos para 2010.

24, La columna de observaciones se ha modificado para incluir nuevas columnas que indican planes
de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC aprobados hasta la fecha y presentados a la 622 Reunién y la duracion
cubierta por el plan (como, por ejemplo, un plan de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC aprobado para
alcanzar la reduccidn del 10 por ciento en 2015 o para alcanzar la reduccion del 35 por ciento en 2020).
El Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado cinco planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC hasta la fecha; dos de
ellos abordan las medidas de control hasta 2020 y tres la eliminacion total de los HCFC. Al 18 de octubre
de 2010, se han presentado 22 planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC a la 622 Reunidn. Si éstos se
aprueban, la cantidad total de planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC que se estaran ejecutando tras la
622 Reunion seria para 22 paises, incluidos 7 paises que abordan las medidas de control para 2015, 1 pais
que aborda la medida de control para 2020 antes de 2017, 11 que abordan las medidas de control
para2020 y 3para eliminacion total. También se presentaron 40 proyectos de
inversidn/demostracidn/asistencia técnica individuales por Unica vez. Si se aprueban, estos proyectos de
inversion abordarian la reduccién para 2015 en otros 17 paises.
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25. Los datos del nivel basico para los HCFC no estaran disponibles hasta 2011, cuando se hayan
notificado los dos afios de referencia (2009 y 2010). Al 14 de octubre de 2010, 127 paises que operan al
amparo del Articulo 5 habian notificado datos de 2009; entre estos, se incluyen 8 paises que no han
notificado datos con arreglo al Articulo 7 y que solo notificaron datos de programa de pais.

26. Todos los paises han recibido proyectos de preparacion de planes de gestién de eliminacion de
HCFC, excepto los Emiratos Arabes Unidos, la Republica de Corea y Singapur. Estos paises habian
convenido en no recibir financiacion del Fondo Multilateral. Tres paises que han recibido preparacion
para planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC (Angola, Guinea y Nepal) no han ratificado la Enmienda
de Copenhague. La ratificacion de dicha enmienda es un requisito previo para la financiacion de planes de
gestion de eliminacion de HCFC.

PARTE II: SITUACION DE LA EJECUCION EN LOS PAISES SUJETOS A DECISIONES DE
LAS PARTES SOBRE EL CUMPLIMIENTO Y AQUELLOS EN RIESGO DE
INCUMPLIMIENTO

217. Esta seccidn se ocupa de los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que estan sujetos a
decisiones sobre cumplimiento. Todos los paises han proporcionado la informacion requerida para sus
planes de accion. Veintiocho paises no habian proporcionado datos con arreglo al Articulo 7 al 7 de
octubre de 2010. Estos paises estaran sujetos a una decision de las Partes sobre presentacion de informes
de datos, dado que todos los datos con arreglo al Articulo 7 se deben presentar antes del 30 de septiembre
de cada afio.

PARTE Ill: DATOS SOBRE LA EJECUCION DE LOS PROGRAMAS DE PAIS

28. La Parte Il contiene datos sobre la ejecucion de los programas de pais, que se presentan a la
Secretaria del Fondo, a mas tardar, el 1 de mayo de cada afio, e incluyen datos de consumo de SAO por
sector. Esta seccion también presenta informacion adicional sobre las caracteristicas de los programas de
eliminacion de SAO de los paises. El formato de notificacion de los datos de los programas de pais se
aprobé en la 352 Reunion del Comité Ejecutivo, en la decision 35/58 e).

DATOS DE CONSUMO DE SAO POR SECTOR, EXCEPTO LOS HCFC

29. La base de datos con la informacidn de los programas de pais esta disponible en el sitio Web de la
Secretaria del Fondo (www.multilateralfund.org) en una hoja de céalculo de Microsoft Excel 2002.

30. Al 14 de octubre de 2010, la Secretaria habia recibido la siguiente cantidad de informes sobre la
ejecucion de los programas de pais: para 2009, de 107 de los 144 paises que debian presentar tales
informes; para 2008, de 32 paises; para 2007, de 1 pais. Los siguientes paises nunca han notificado datos
de programa de pais: Guinea Ecuatorial, Eritrea y Sudéafrica. Timor-Leste no ha informado datos de
programa de pais, dado que ratificé el Protocolo recientemente, pero todos los demas paises lo habian
ratificado en 2007 o con anterioridad. Guinea Ecuatorial no recibi¢ asistencia hasta julio de 2006.
Sudafrica es admisible para recibir asistencia del Fondo Multilateral danicamente para los HCFC. Cabe
sefialar que la renovacion de los proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional esta sujeta a la recepcion de
dichos datos. Ademas, los datos relativos a la ejecucidn de los programas de pais deben presentarse antes
de la dltima reunién del afio y las reuniones posteriores como condicion previa a la aprobacion y
liberacion de fondos para los proyectos. Todos los paises que solicitaron la consideracion de proyectos en
la 62% Reunion presentaron datos de programa de pais de 2009, de conformidad con la decision 52/5, a
excepcion de Cote D’lvoire, India, Swazilandia y Yemen.

31. Si bien los niveles de consumo registrados son de afos diferentes y pueden no necesariamente

corresponderse con los datos notificados con arreglo al Articulo 7, los datos de programa de pais
presentan la evaluacion sectorial mas reciente por pais y a nivel mundial. Estos datos serviran de ayuda a
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los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 interesados y al Comité Ejecutivo para determinar lo que
queda por eliminar en cada sector.

32. En el Cuadro 6 se muestra el consumo total de SAO remanente por sectores, después de tener en
cuenta los proyectos aprobados pero no ejecutados ain. También incluye la eliminacién del consumo total
correspondiente a proyectos aprobados que no han sido completados y el porcentaje del saldo restante que
hay que eliminar (por sector).

La eliminacion total de SAO aprobada, pero no ejecutada (Cuadro 6), no incluye aquella

aprobada en principio para acuerdos plurianuales ni el nivel de eliminacion que se espera como resultado
de la ejecucidon de planes de gestion de refrigerantes y bancos de halones. Ademas de la eliminacion ya
financiada, el Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado en principio proyectos sectoriales y nacionales de
eliminacion para los que se liberan tramos anuales a condicion de que se hayan logrado las reducciones
previstas.

34. La eliminacién en futuros tramos anuales abordara una cantidad significativa del consumo
remanente identificado en el Cuadro 6. Ademas, los planes de gestion de refrigerantes para los paises con
bajo volumen de consumo de SAQ cubren el 85 por ciento del consumo de referencia de estos paises y los
planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva cubren el consumo béasico remanente. No obstante, los datos
en los proyectos que se han aprobado, pero que aun no se ejecutaron, no cubren todo este tonelaje.
Ademas, la eliminacion de SAO aprobada pero no ejecutada indicada en el Cuadro 6 no incluye una parte
del consumo de halones para los paises que ya han recibido un proyecto de banco de halones.

35. En el Cuadro 7, se presenta el consumo remanente por sustancia que ain no ha sido abordado por
el Comité Ejecutivo, una vez considerados los acuerdos plurianuales, los planes de gestion de eliminacion
definitiva, los planes de gestion de refrigerantes para los paises de bajo volumen de consumo de SAO y
los bancos de halones.

36. En el documento presentado a la 592 Reunion del Comité Ejecutivo se indicé que quedaban

pendientes 1574 toneladas PAO segln los datos méas recientes de los programas de pais, teniendo en
cuenta los proyectos que se habian aprobado pero no ejecutado adn. La reduccion de 457,6 toneladas
PAO en el consumo es consecuencia de las aprobaciones de financiacion en las 598, 60% y 612 Reuniones
del Comité Ejecutivo y de los datos de consumo actualizados recibidos desde que se emiti6 el documento
para su consideracion en la 612 Reunién. El consumo de SAO restante se basa en los 140 paises que
operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que notificaron datos de programa de pais. Los cuatro paises que no han
notificado datos de los programas de pais también pueden aspirar a recibir asistencia del Fondo. Segun los
datos notificados con arreglo al Articulo 7 para estos cuatro paises, el volumen total de SAO remanente
gue aln debe ser abordado (tomando en consideracion la eliminacion que representan los planes de
gestion de eliminacion definitiva y los planes de gestion de refrigerantes en paises de bajo volumen de
consumo, los bancos de halones, los proyectos de eliminacion definitiva y los acuerdos plurianuales
aprobados en principio), asciende a 1 102 toneladas PAO (Cuadro 8). Esto indica una reduccidn respecto
de la cifra de 1 629 toneladas PAO que se habian notificado a la 592 Reunion.

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DATOS SOBRE HCFC

37. En el Cuadro9 figuran los niveles de consumo de HCFC segln los datos mas recientes
disponibles. Se observa que el consumo de HCFC asciende a 473 715toneladas meétricas
(31 950 toneladas PAO), principalmente de HCFC-22 (58,5 por ciento del total) y HCFC-141b
(33 por ciento del total). Las 473 715 toneladas métricas de HCFC representan un aumento de
51 819 toneladas métricas sobre el volumen notificado (421 896 toneladas métricas) en la 592 Reunion.
Segun una comparacion, el Fondo ha eliminado 232 317 toneladas métricas (250 904 toneladas PAO) de
consumo de SAO al 31 de diciembre de 2009. El nivel de este informe se basa en datos de 2009 para
107 paises, de 2008 para 32 paises y de 2007 para 1 pais. Para los paises que notificaron los datos de 2008
y de 2009, el consumo de HCFC aument6 14,5 por ciento.

CARACTERISTICAS DE LOS PROGRAMAS DE PAIS

38. El nuevo formato de notificacion de datos sobre programas de pais aprobado en la decision 46/39

y revisado en la 60% Reunion (decision 60/4 b) iv)) permite a las dependencias nacionales de ozono
determinar las perspectivas de cumplimiento de manera cualitativa y cuantitativa.

Integridad de los datos

39. Este es el quinto afio que se usa el nuevo formato para notificar los datos de pais. Si bien se reviso
en la 602 Reunion para los HCFC, la totalidad de los 107 paises presentaron datos de 2009 utilizando el
formato nuevo aprobado anteriormente, pero solo 77 paises utilizaron el formato revisado aprobado en la
602 Reunion. Sin embargo, la mayor parte de los datos suministrados en el nuevo formato estaban
incompletos en las tres secciones principales correspondientes a los ambitos: cualitativo, cuantitativo y
normativo. Solamente cinco paises, Bahamas, Camerun, Egipto, Malasia y Zimbabwe, suministraron toda
la informacion para las tres secciones. Solo siete paises notificaron datos de 2009 utilizando el sistema
basado en la Web, que se puso en funcionamiento el 25 de abril de 2007.

40. Solo 107 de los 144 paises requeridos suministraron datos de los programas de pais de 2009 a
tiempo para el analisis en este documento. Todos los paises que presentaron solicitudes de financiacion a
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la 622 Reunion también presentaron datos de programa de pais de 2009, a excepcion de Cote D’lvoire,
India, Swazilandia 'y Yemen.

Resumen de datos

Todas las SAO excepto los HCFC

41. Ochenta y siete de los 102 paises que presentaron informes y que tienen planes de gestion de
refrigerantes/planes nacionales de eliminacion/planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva indicaron
progresos o completaron la ejecucion de sus planes de gestion de refrigerantes/planes nacionales de
eliminacion/planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva. Con inclusion de los paises que notificaron datos
anteriores a 2009, 111 de 136 paises mostraron progresos en la ejecucion de sus planes de gestion de
refrigerantes/planes nacionales de eliminacién/planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva o la
completaron.

42. Incluidos aquellos paises que notificaron datos anteriores a 2009, se encuentran en
funcionamiento 14 216 maquinas de recuperaciéon y 6 047 maquinas de reciclaje en total. Entre los paises
que emplean maquinas de recuperacion y reciclaje, el 67,4 por ciento informé que las maquinas
funcionaban ‘satisfactoriamente’ o ‘muy bien’. Se ha recuperado un total de 251,6 toneladas PAO de
CFC-11, de las que se han reutilizado 245,7 toneladas PAO, y se ha recuperado un total de 4213
toneladas PAO de CFC-12, de las cuales se han reutilizado 2 418 toneladas PAO. No se recopilaron datos
para las restantes SAO. Los datos mas recientes notificados para 2006-2009, considerados junto con los
datos de los informes de afios anteriores, indican que se ha impartido capacitaciéon a 91 923 técnicos de
servicio y mantenimiento de refrigeracion, se ha certificado a 68 468 técnicos y se ha impartido
capacitacion a 4 377 instructores de técnicos en servicio y mantenimiento de refrigeracion.

43. Ciento treinta y tres de los 144 paises que debian presentar informes han notificado sistemas de
otorgamiento de licencias operativos (104 de los 107 paises que notificaron los datos de 2009 tenian
sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias operativos, de los cuales el 94,2 porciento funciona
‘satisfactoriamente’ o0 ‘muy bien’). Ciento veintilin paises de los 141 que notificaron datos (incluidos los
datos de los informes de afios anteriores) indicaron que disponian de sistemas de cupos. Ademas,
129 paises notificaron que requerian el registro de los importadores. Se ha informado que se ha impartido
capacitacion a 16 765 oficiales de aduanas en total. No resulta claro si se trata de datos anuales o
acumulativos.

No se han proporcionado dichos datos para halones, metiloromuro o CTC.

El Cuadro 10 indica que los precios medios para CFC-11, CFC-12, CFC-113, CFC-114,

HCFC-141b, HCFC-22, HCFC-245fa, HFC-356mfc, inhaladores de dosis medidas (produccion de
espumas), pentano, R-404A, R-407C y R-502 han disminuido y que mas paises experimentaron
aumentos de precios en lugar de disminuciones. Sin embargo, coherentemente con los datos de 2005,
2006, 2007 y 2008, los precios medios de los productos sustitutivos (como R-502) siguen siendo mas
altos que los del CFC-11 y el CFC-12. Ademas, los HCFC tales como HCFC-22, HCFC-141b y
HCFC-142b siguen siendo mucho menos costosos que los CFC pertinentes, segun esta muestra de datos.

HCFC

47. Este es el primer afio que se utiliza el formato revisado que incluye informacién pertinente sobre
la eliminacion de los HCFC aprobado en la 60% Reunion (decision 60/4 b) iv)). Setenta y siete de los
107 paises proporcionaron datos de 2009 usando el nuevo formato con informacion sobre los HCFC.

48. Treinta y nueve de los 70 paises que notificaron datos informaron que tenian sistemas de cupos
vigentes y 58 paises notificaron que se requeria el registro de los importadores. Se recuperaron
554,1 toneladas PAO de HCFC-22 en total, de las cuales se reutilizaron 512,1 toneladas PAO. Se ha
informado que se ha impartido capacitacién sobre HCFC a 3 646 oficiales de aduanas en total.

49. Hay en total 1 146 maquinas de recuperacion y 462 maquinas de reciclaje en funcionamiento. Se
ha certificado a 14 045 técnicos, se ha capacitado a 22 703técnicos y se ha capacitado a
1 014 instructores de técnicos para recuperar y reciclar HCFC.

PARTE IV: PROYECTOS CON DEMORAS EN LA EJECUCION E
SITUACION ESPECIALES

INFORMES DE

50. Hay 34 proyectos en curso que se han clasificado como proyectos con demoras en la ejecucion y
estan sujetos a los procedimientos del Comité para la cancelacion de proyectos. Los proyectos con
demoras en la ejecucion son aquellos: i) que se prevé completar con una demora de mas de 12 meses, y/o
ii) en los que no se ha efectuado ningin desembolso en un plazo de 18 meses después de la aprobacion
del proyecto. El desglose de los proyectos con demoras en la ejecucién por organismo de ejecucion y
bilateral, se presenta en el Cuadro 11 como sigue: PNUD (nueve); PNUMA (seis); ONUDI (cinco); el
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Banco Mundial (tres); Japdn (tres); Italia (dos), Australia (uno), Canada (uno) y Francia (uno). No se han
recibido informes de Israel (uno), Portugal (uno) y Espafia (uno). Las demoras se deben mas
frecuentemente a factores externos (6).

Progreso en la solucion de las causas de las demoras

51. En sus informes, los organismos de ejecucion y bilaterales informaron que el progreso en la

superacion las demoras habia sido variable. Tres de los proyectos de la lista con demoras en la
612 Reunion ya se han completado (Anexo II). Cinco proyectos, para los que ha habido progresos de un
hito a otro o una resolucion de la demora en la ejecucion, pueden ser retirados de los futuros informes
sobre proyectos con demoras en la ejecucion (Anexo IlI).

Proyectos con algun progreso

52. Veintiun proyectos han sido clasificados en la categoria “con algun progreso”, y los organismos
de ejecucion y bilaterales indicaron que se seguirian supervisando dichos proyectos (Anexo 1V). Pese al
progreso observado, cabe sefialar que los proyectos aprobados por méas de tres afios deben continuar
siendo supervisados en virtud de la decision 32/4. Por consiguiente, estos proyectos no pueden ser
retirados de la lista correspondiente a la supervision antes de su terminacion definitiva,
independientemente de los progresos que puedan haberse logrado. Por lo tanto, se recomienda continuar
con la supervision de los mismos.

Proyectos sin progreso: notificacion de posible cancelacion

53. Hay dos proyectos que no han experimentado ningin progreso desde la 612 Reunidn (Anexo V).
Conforme a los procedimientos existentes, la Secretaria del Fondo enviara avisos de posible cancelacion
respecto de estos proyectos debido a que no se ha logrado ningln progreso.

Proyectos para los que se pidieron informes de situacion adicionales

54. Los proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional, bancos de halones, capacitacion aduanera,
recuperacion, reciclaje y demostracion no estan sujetos a los procedimientos para la cancelacion de
proyectos. Sin embargo, el Comité Ejecutivo ha decidido continuar supervisandolos segun corresponda
(decision 36/14 b)). En la 612 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo pidié que se presentasen 99 informes de
situacion adicionales, excluidos los informes adicionales pedidos para desarrollo de planes de gestion de
eliminacion de HCFC y sobre sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias que se abordan en las Partes V y VI
del presente documento respectivamente. Dichos informes son necesarios cuando se carece de indicacion
alguna acerca de los progresos realizados desde el ultimo informe y/o cuando se ha informado de la
existencia de impedimentos adicionales a la ejecucion. Se han solicitado informes de situacién adicionales
gue deben presentarse a la 63% Reunion para 34 proyectos (Anexo VI). Ademas, el PNUMA ha solicitado
gue se considere para posible cancelacion el fortalecimiento institucional para Brunei Darussalam
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(BRU/SEV/43/INS/05) si el documento de proyecto no se ha firmado antes de la 632 Reunién, con la
posibilidad de volver a presentarlo cuando el gobierno esté en condiciones de firmar un documento de
proyecto.

PARTE V: 'SITUACION DE DESARROLLO DE LOS PLANES DE GESTION DE
ELIMINACION DE HCFC

55. En la 612 Reunién, el Comité Ejecutivo pidié que se presenten informes adicionales sobre la
situacion del desarrollo de los planes de gestién de eliminacion de HCFC en el contexto de su decision
acerca del informe sobre la marcha de las actividades de cada organismo. La Secretaria pidi6 a los
organismos de ejecucién que proporcionen la informacion sobre toda la preparacion de planes de gestion
de eliminacion de HCFC para dichos planes y proyectos sectoriales respecto a la situacion de los estudios,
talleres de interesados, la identificacidn de instituciones locales, contratacion de expertos, terminacion de
aportes técnicos y proyectos de documentos y la reunién a la que se presentaria el plan de gestion de
eliminacion de HCFC.

56. La cantidad total de actividades de preparacion de planes de gestion de eliminacién de HCFC
financiada por el Comité Ejecutivo asciende a 285 actividades, de las cuales se espera que se presenten
194 actividades a las 63% y 662 Reuniones del Comité. La diferencia de 91 actividades representa aquellas
relacionadas con los planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC que ya han sido aprobados o se presentan
a la 622 Reunion. En el Cuadro 12 se presenta informacion sobre la reunion en la que se prevé presentar
los proyectos de preparacion en curso restantes.

57. Como se muestra en el cuadro, se prevé presentar todas las actividades de planes de gestion de

eliminacion de HCFC antes de la 652 Reunion, excepto una (preparacién de plan de gestion de
eliminacion de HCFC en Somalia debido a las circunstancias politicas del pais). Esto significa que se
prevé presentar todos los planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC, salvo uno, en el trienio en curso
(2009-2011).

58. En aquellos casos en que se prevé presentar el proyecto a la 632 Reunidn, la Secretaria ha
intentado verificar la probabilidad de que se realice la presentacion considerando la situaciéon de las
actividades conducentes a la presentacion, tales como los estudios. En general, se prevé que la
preparacion de un plan de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC lleva 12 meses. Sobre la base de las fechas de
terminacion previstas en los informes sobre la marcha de las actividades presentados a la 612 Reunidn, 74
de 285 actividades no sufrian demoras. Sin embargo, 211 actividades tenian demoras de mas de un mes, y
de 12 meses en promedio. Se pidié a los organismos que indiquen los motivos de las demoras. En muchos
casos, las demoras pueden deberse a varios motivos. En el Cuadro 13 se presentan los motivos de las
demoras.

59. La mayoria de los motivos de las demoras (114) fueron falta de politicas y directrices, seguida

por la falta de un estudio completo (71). Muchas de las actividades de preparacién de planes de gestion de
eliminacion de HCFC no se han completado a pesar del hecho de que la mayoria fueron aprobadas en la
552 Reunion, en julio de 2008. Dado que la terminacion del estudio es un indicador clave de que la
preparacion de un plan de gestién de eliminacion de HCFC estd bien encaminada, la Secretaria
recomienda que el Comité Ejecutivo pida informes de situacidn adicionales sobre los proyectos en una
etapa temprana de la ejecucion para los proyectos y motivos que se especifican en el Anexo VII.

PARTE VI: SITUACION DE LA INCORPORACION DE LAS MEDIDAS DE CONTROL
ADOPTADAS EN 2007 EN LOS SISTEMAS DE OTORGAMIENTO DE LICENCIAS

60. Resulta dificil evaluar la situacién de los sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias que incorporan las
medidas de control para los HCFC debido a que cada Parte puede considerar el requisito de la Enmienda
de Montreal respecto a un sistema de otorgamiento de licencias de diferentes maneras. Si bien una de las
Partes puede haber indicado que ha cumplido con el requisito de una enmienda, dicho requisito puede
haber sido cumplido mediante un sistema de cupos, una reglamentacion, leyes o un decreto. Asimismo,
cumplir con el requisito de la Enmienda de Montreal no necesariamente significa que el mecanismo que
se utiliza para cumplir con el requisito ha sido modificado o podria ser modificado facilmente para incluir
las medidas de control ajustadas para los HCFC que se aprobaron en 2007 para acelerar la eliminacion de
los HCFC.

61. La Secretaria pidié a los organismos de ejecucion principales que proporcionen informacion
acerca de los sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias y los medios para controlar la importacion y
exportacion de HCFC. Dicha informacion fue proporcionada para 143 de los 144 paises que han recibido
financiacién para desarrollar planes de gestion de eliminacion de HCFC (el PNUMA no proporciond
informacion para Mauritania).

62. Ciento veinticinco paises tienen sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias para la importacion, pero
39 de ellos no tienen sistemas similares para la exportacion. De estos 125 paises, 117 también tienen
sistemas de permisos de importacion, y 77 tienen sistemas de cupos. Hay 18 paises que no cuentan con
sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias, pero 3 de estos tienen vigentes sistemas de permisos para la
importacion a granel (2 de ellos, también para exportacion a granel). De los 18 paises restantes, 15 habian
establecido sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias segun lo indican sus informes a la Secretaria del Ozono,
mientras que 3 no los habian establecido. Los datos proporcionados por los organismos de ejecucion
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principales indican que estos tres paises necesitaban un sistema de cupos y que dichos sistemas se
establecerian antes de 2011 y 2013 o durante dichos afios.

63. Respecto a los 125 paises que cuentan con sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias, los organismos
de ejecucion principales indicaron que 86 de los sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias de estos paises han
tenido en cuenta los ajustes de las medidas de control adoptados en 2007. Otros ocho paises han tenido en
cuenta los ajustes de las medidas de control de 2007 por medio de otras medidas gubernamentales. Para
aquellos paises que no han tenido en cuenta los ajustes de 2007, los organismos de ejecucion principales
han indicado que dichos paises los tendrian en cuenta en 2011. No resulta claro en qué medida los
sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias tienen en cuenta la importacién de equipos que utilizan HCFC.

64. El Comité Ejecutivo pudiera solicitar informacion adicional acerca de la aplicacion de los
sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias a la importacion de equipos que contienen HCFC, y continuar
solicitando informes sobre aquellos paises que no han tomado en cuenta los ajustes a las medidas de

control para los HCFC adoptados en 2007.

DETAILED ANALYSIS OF THE STATUS OF IMPLEMENTATION IN COUNTRIES SUBJECT
TO DECISIONS OF THE PARTIES ON COMPLIANCE AND THOSE AT RISK OF
NON-COMPLIANCE

1. Annex | presents the detailed analysis of the status of implementation in countries subject to
decisions of the Parties on compliance and those at risk of non-compliance. The data tables in
Appendixes I-V1 indicate whether a country has received a total phase-out agreement for a specific
controlled substance. The analysis of halons (Appendix I1) indicates whether a halon banking activity has
been approved. Halon banking guidelines require that regulations facilitating production and import bans
are established within six months of the establishment of a reclamation centre (decision 18/22). The
methyl bromide analysis (Appendix I11) indicates further whether a country has received funding for a
phase-out to meet the 2005 control measures. Appendices 1V and V present information on the carbon
tetrachloride (CTC) and methyl chloroform (TCA) phase-out, respectively. Appendix VI provides
information on latest HCFC consumption only, as the baseline will not be established until after 2010.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR CFCs (Appendix I)
2. Countries have been grouped into two categories: (a) those whose latest consumption exceeds the
85 per cent baseline reduction target of 2007 that applies until December 2009; and (b) those whose latest

consumption exceeds the 2010 100 per cent phase-out target.

@) Countries at risk of not achieving the 85 per cent CFC baseline reduction

3. This category consists of two countries, which may need to achieve additional CFC phase-out
amounting to 294.9 ODP tonnes by 2007 in order to comply with the 85 per cent reduction target. Of
these two countries, one was to receive projects with phase-out in the 2010 business plans.

4. The two countries that may require additional actions to achieve the 85 per cent reduction are
Bangladesh and Irag. All countries currently eligible for Fund assistance have national CFC phase-out
agreements with the Executive Committee, which contain a phase-out schedule that is consistent with the
targets in the Montreal Protocol. All of the countries that are at risk have received support from the
Executive Committee to address their compliance needs.

b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target

5. This category consists of 69 countries, including 39 LVC countries, which may need to achieve
additional CFC phase-out amounting to 4,258 ODP tonnes by 2010 in order to comply with the 100 per
cent reduction target. Of these 69 countries, 22 have phase-out projects included in the 2010 business
plans.

6. Of the 69 countries, the Executive Committee has approved national CFC phase-out agreements
for 63 countries including 35 LVC countries. Two countries (the Republic of Korea and the United Arab
Emirates) have agreed not to receive funding from the Multilateral Fund. The remaining four countries do
not have projects for complete phase-out of CFC or included in the 2010-2014 business plans including
Angola, Ethiopia, Somalia and Timor-Leste. The CFC TPMP for these countries will be integrated into
HPMPs according to decision 60/5(d).

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR HALONS (Appendix 11)

7. Seventy-five countries have reported no consumption of halons between 1995 and 2009.

8. Sixty-one countries have received support for halon banking activities or phase-out agreements.
This includes those countries participating in regional halon banks. Halon banking is presumed to be the
last funded activity in the halon consumption sector for most countries but there are some halon phase-out
activities that are part of multi-sectoral phase-out agreements.

9. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the 50 per cent reduction target of 2005 that applies until December 2009; and (b)
those whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 100 per cent phase-out target.

@ Countries at risk of not achieving the 50 per cent baseline reduction for halons

10. All countries are in compliance with the 50 per cent halon baseline reduction target.
b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target
11. This category consists of six countries that may need to phase-out additional halons amounting to

2,164 ODP tonnes by 2010 in order to comply with the 100 per cent reduction targets. These countries
have received support from the Multilateral Fund, except the Republic of Korea and the United Arab
Emirates. The Republic of Korea and the United Arab Emirates have agreed not to receive funding from
the Multilateral Fund.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR METHYL BROMIDE (Appendix I111)

12. This section presents the analysis for compliance with methyl bromide control measures. It
should be noted that all data reported and used in this analysis relate to controlled use only, which means
that the data exclude quarantine and pre-shipment (QPS). All of the 144 Article 5 countries that have
ratified the Copenhagen Amendment have reported complete baseline data. Of these 144 countries,
57 reported zero for both the baseline consumption and the latest consumption.

13. Ninety-nine Article 5 countries have received support from the Multilateral Fund for methyl
bromide activities and/or projects. This includes projects that will lead to a complete phase-out of methyl
bromide in 59 of these countries, partial phase-out in an additional 10, and other forms of assistance
received by 30.

14. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the 20 per cent reduction target of 2005 that applies until December 2014; and (b)
those whose latest consumption exceeds the 2015 100 per cent phase-out target. Appendix Il identifies
those countries that have not ratified the Copenhagen Amendment.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 20 per cent MB baseline reduction target

15. This category consists of only one country, Turkmenistan. This country may need to meet
additional combined reduction amounting to 0.02 ODP tonnes in order to comply with the 20 per cent
reduction targets. Turkmenistan has approved projects that will lead to complete phase-out of methyl
bromide.

b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2015 phase-out target

16. This category consists of 32 countries that may need to meet additional combined reduction
amounting to 2,654 ODP tonnes by 2015 in order to comply with the 100 per cent reduction targets. Of
the 32 countries, 23 countries have approved projects that will lead to complete phase-out of methyl
bromide. Seven countries may need additional assistance from the Multilateral Fund to achieve the
phase-out of methyl bromide by 2015. The remaining two countries (South Africa and Singapore) are
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currently not eligible to receive funding from the Multilateral Fund. It should be noted that South Africa
could receive funding for HCFC phase-out.

CARBON TETRACHLORIDE (CTC) (Appendix 1V)

17. This section presents the analysis of compliance with CTC control measures. All data reported
and used in this analysis are those related to controlled use only, which excludes feedstock. Reported
CTC consumption was not differentiated by specific end use, such as solvents, process agents and
laboratory use.

18. Of the 146 countries with reported baseline data, 90 reported zero both for the baseline and the
latest consumption.

19. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the 85 per cent reduction target that applies until December 2009; and (b) those
whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 100 per cent phase-out target. Appendix IV notes those
countries that have not ratified the London Amendment.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 85 per cent CTC baseline reduction
target

20. One country might not achieve compliance with the 85 per cent reduction: Ecuador. This country
would need to phase out a total of 0.03 ODP tonnes to meet the 85 per cent reduction by 2005.

21. Ecuador is the only country that may not need additional assistance to meet the 100 per cent
reduction target for CTC since its consumption is for laboratory uses.

b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target

22. This category consists of 12 countries that may need to phase out additional CTC amounting to
149.3 ODP tonnes to meet the 100 per cent reduction by 2010. Ten of the 12 countries have received
funding for CTC phase-out agreements or projects from the Multilateral Fund. The Republic of Korea
has agreed not to receive CTC funding from the Multilateral Fund. Ecuador may not need additional
assistance to meet the 100 per cent reduction target for CTC since its consumption is for laboratory uses.

METHYL CHLOROFORM (TCA) (Appendix V)

23. This section presents the analysis for compliance with TCA control measures. Of the
146 countries that have reported baseline data, 103 reported zero both for the baseline and the latest
consumption.

24. Countries have been grouped into three categories: (a) those whose latest consumption exceeds
the 30 per cent reduction target that applies until December 2009; (b) those whose latest consumption
exceeds the 70 per cent reduction target of 2010; and (c) those whose latest consumption exceeds
the 2015 100 per cent phase-out target. Appendix V specifies those countries that have not ratified the
London Amendment.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 30 per cent TCA baseline reduction
target

25. All countries are in compliance with the 30 per cent TCA baseline reduction target.
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b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 70 per cent TCA baseline reduction
target
26. This category consists of two countries: Bangladesh and the Republic of Korea. These countries

may need to phase out additional TCA amounting to 27.6 ODP tonnes by 2010 in order to comply with
the 70 per cent reduction targets. Bangladesh has received funding for agreement or projects for complete
phase-out of TCA.

HCFCs (Appendix VI)

28. Appendix VI includes an analysis of the latest consumption data on HCFCs and indicates whether
the country had received HPMP preparation funding, the number of investment projects approved, the
number of demonstration projects approved, total phase-out approved in ODP tonnes and activities
planned in the 2010 business plans. The baseline data will not be available until 2011 when both of the
baseline years (2009 and 2010) will have been reported. All countries have received HPMP preparation
funds. The remarks column has been modified into new columns indicating HPMPs approved to-date and
those submitted to the 62" Meeting and the duration covered by the HPMP (such as, HPMP approved to
achieve the 10 per cent reduction in 2015 or to achieve the 35 per cent reduction in 2020, for example).
