Ce document comprend six parties. Les principaux sujets abordés et conclusions sont résumés
ci-dessous :

e Il y aeu production de CFC, de tétrachlorure de carbone et de bromure de méthyle en Chine en
2011. La production de CFC a été permise en vertu de la dérogation pour utilisation essentielle.
La production de tétrachlorure de carbone a été permise aux fins d’utilisation comme agent de
transformation et en laboratoire. La production de bromure de méthyle a été inférieure a 20 pour
cent de la valeur de référence imposée pour 2011;

e Sept pays vises a l'article 5 ont produit 37 744 tonnes PAO de HCFC, quatre pays ont produit
moins de HCFC que leur valeur de référence pour I’année 2011 et la Chine a été le plus gros pays
producteur (33 654 tonnes PAO);

e La plupart des pays ont déclaré une consommation nulle des substances restantes (sauf les HCFC
et les substances permises en vertu des dérogations pour utilisation essentielle), et 25 pays ont
déclaré une consommation de bromure de méthyle supérieure aux limites permises en vertu des
mesures de réglementation pour 2015;

e Les données communiquées en vertu de I’article 7 et/ou relatives au programme de pays au
4 octobre 2012 révélent que tous les pays semblent respecter les mesures de réglementation de
2011, a I’exception d’un pays dont les données relatives au programme de pays révélent une
consommation de halons en 2011. Ce pays a toutefois déclaré une consommation nulle dans son
rapport subséquent remis en vertu de I’article 7 au Secrétariat de 1’0zone;

e Tous les pays admissibles ont recu un soutien financier pour la préparation du plan de gestion de
I'élimination des HCFC (PGEH) a I’exception du Soudan du Sud, qui présente une demande
d’avance pour une aide a la conformité a la 68° réunion, mais qui n’a ratifié aucun amendement
au Protocole de Montréal a ce jour;

o Dix-neuf pays visés a l'article 5 n’ont recu aucun financement pour leur PGEH, alors qu’un
PGEH a été recu pour tous les pays sauf six, dont le Soudan du Sud. Soixante-treize pays ont
déclaré une consommation de HCFC inférieure a leur valeur de référence pour I’année 2011;

o Deux des dix situations liées a la conformité pour I’année 2012 ont été réglées, selon les données
déclarées en vertu de I’article 7; les informations recues des agences d’exécution et du Secrétariat
de I’0zone révelent que 7 situations ont été réglées et qu’une autre n’a pas encore été réglée;

e Lesdonnées sur la mise en oeuvre des programmes de pays révélent que :
0 116 pays ont communiqué leurs données en utilisant le nouveau modéle approuveé il y a six
ans, et 65 pays ont déclaré leurs données en ligne;
o Les 830,3 tonnes PAO de consommation restante consistent en du bromure de méthyle;

0 Le prix du HCFC-22 et du HCFC-142b est inférieur au prix des substances de remplacement
indiquées dans les données relatives au programme de pays. Le prix du HCFC-141b est
inférieur au prix des substances de remplacement HCFC-245fa et HFC-356mfc, mais
supérieur a celui du cyclopentane et du pentane, selon les barémes de 2011;

0 Le Comité exécutif a éliminé 24 pour cent de la consommation de référence de HCFC gréace
aux projets approuves;
0 L’examen des méthodes utilisées par les Bureaux nationaux de I’ozone pour évaluer le prix

des SAO révele que la plupart des pays utilisent des prix moyens provenant surtout de
détaillants et de fournisseurs, calculés a partir des prix observés au cours de I’année;

0 137 pays ayant déclaré des données pour 2010 et 2011 ont connu une hausse de 3 pour cent
de leur consommation de HCFC;
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0 134 des 144 pays tenus de remettre un rapport et ayant fourni de I’information sur leur
programme de permis ont indiqué que leur programme était opérationnel (109 des 116 pays
ayant déclaré des données possédent un programme de permis opérationnel et cing ont
précisé que leur programme de permis ne fonctionnait « pas trop bien »);

0 67 pays ont indiqué avoir mis en place un systéme de quotas dans le cadre des mesures de
réglementation des HCFC;

e Le maintien du suivi est recommandé pour seize des 28 projets dont la mise en ceuvre accuse un
retard;

e Un rapport supplémentaire est recommandé pour 70 projets pour lesquels un rapport périodique
est soumis a la présente réunion et un rapport supplémentaire est recommandé pour deux activités
de préparation de PGEH.
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Introduction

1. Ce document comprend six parties :

a) La partie | a été préparée en réponse aux décisions 32/76 b), 46/4 et 67/6 c), qui chargent
le Secrétariat de préparer un compte rendu sur I’état de conformité des pays visés a
I'article 5 ciblés par les mesures de réglementation au Protocole de Montréal, pour chaque
réunion du Comité executif et en tant que guide pour la planification des activités de
conformité pour les HCFC.

b) La partie Il contient de I’information sur les pays visés a l'article 5 ciblés par les
décisions des Parties et les recommandations relatives a la conformité du Comité
d’application.

C) La partie |1l présente des données sur la mise en ceuvre des programmes de pays, dont
une analyse des données sur la consommation des substances qui appauvrissent la couche
d’ozone (SAO), par secteur. Elle comprend également une section sur les caractéristiques
des programmes nationaux d’élimination des SAO.

d) La partie IV présente les résultats des projets dont la mise en ceuvre accuse un retard et
pour lesquels des rapports périodiques spéciaux ont été demandés.

e) La partie V porte sur les activités de mobilisation des ressources.

f) La partie VI porte sur les rapports de vérification soumis, mais non dans le cadre des
demandes de tranches ou des rapports d’achévement de projet demandés a la décision
66/16 b) iv) ni des rapports périodiques sur le bromure de méthyle.

2. Les parties V et VI seront émises en tant qu’additifs au présent document.

3. L’ analyse effectuée et les conclusions tirées dans le présent document sont sans effet sur I’état de
conformité déterminé par la Réunion des Parties, le seul organe habilité a évaluer une telle situation. Les
données communiquées en vertu de I’article 7 du Protocole servent exclusivement a déterminer I’état de
conformité d’un pays sur une base annuelle. L’analyse développée dans le présent document s’appuie a la
fois sur les données communiquées au Secrétariat du Fonds sur la mise en ceuvre des programmes de pays
pendant plusieurs périodes de conformité et les données communiquées en vertu I’article 7. En
conséquence, le présent document ne détermine pas en soi la conformité. Plus exactement, il évalue les
perspectives qui s’offrent aux pays visés a I’article 5 dans leurs efforts de se mettre en conformité avec
une ou plusieurs des mesures de réglementation prévues par le Protocole de Montréal. Il a pour principal
objet de recenser les SAO qui doivent encore faire I’objet de mesures soutenues par le Fonds multilatéral.

PARTIE 1I: ‘ETAT DE LA CONFORMITE ET PERSPECTIVES DE CONFORMITE (SELON
LES DERNIERES DONNEES DISPONIBLES)

4, Cette partie présente les résultats de I’analyse de I’état de la conformité aux mesures de
réglementation pour I’élimination finale des CFC, des halons et du tétrachlorure de carbone d’ici a 2012,
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aux mesures de 2015 pour le bromure de méthyle et le méthylchloroforme,* et le gel de 2013 pour les
HCFC. L’analyse a été réalisée selon I’hypothése voulant que les derniéres données communiquées en
vertu de I’article 7 ou relatives au programme de pays tiennent compte de I’élimination réalisée dans le
cadre de projets approuvés par le Comité exéecutif. Au total, 242 954 tonnes PAO de consommation et
191 936 tonnes de production ont été éliminées en date de décembre 2011, dans le cadre de projets
achevés depuis la création du Fonds. La valeur des projets achevés a été évaluée a 2,06 milliards $US sur
les quelque 2,55 milliards $US approuvés pour des projets. Une description détaillée de la méthode
utilisée pour réaliser I’analyse est fournie dans le document UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/37/18, présenté a la
37° réunion du Comité exécutif.

5. L’analyse a été réalisée a partir des derniéres données disponibles. Cent trente pays visés a
l'article 5 avaient communiqué des données en vertu de I’article 7 au 4 octobre 2012 (comparativement a
121 en octobre 2011). Sept autres pays n’ont communiqué au Secrétariat du Fonds que les données sur les
progrés accomplis dans la mise en oeuvre du programme de pays en 2011 (décision 17/34). Les derniéres
données disponibles ont été utilisées aux fins d’analyse pour les pays n’ayant pas communiqué de
données pour I’année 2011, ce qui signifie que les données communiquées en vertu de I’article 7 pour
I’année 2010 ont été utilisées pour dix pays. L’analyse tient pour acquis que les dernieres données sur la
consommation de SAO autres que les HCFC n’ont pas augmenté, ce qui pourrait étre faux pour les
10 pays pour lesquels aucune donnée n’a été communiquée pour I’année 2011.

6. Les agences d’exécution bilatérales et multilatérales ont soumis a la 67° réunion du Comité
exécutif des rapports périodiques annuels contenant des données sur I’état de la mise en ceuvre de toutes
les activités et tous les projets approuvés par le Comité exécutif en date de la fin 2011. Les données sur
les approbations possibles en 2012 sont tirées du Plan d’activités général du Fonds multilatéral pour la
période 2012-2014 (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/66/7) approuvé a la 66° réunion.

7. Le Secrétariat du Fonds continuera a résumer toutes les données figurant dans les rapports
précédents sur I’état de la conformité et les perspectives de conformité, et utilisées par le Secrétariat du
Fonds aux fins d’analyse. Ces données sont disponibles sur demande.

SECTEUR DE LA PRODUCTION

8. Le tableau 1 présente les plus récentes données sur la production, sauf les HCFC, dans les pays
visés a l'article 5 :

Chine, de I’Inde, du Mexique, de la Républigue bolivarienne du Venezuela et de la République populaire

ni financé de projets portant sur ces substances, devant faire I’objet d’une élimination de 85 pour cent de la valeur de
référence a compter de 2007.
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démocratique de Corée, sur les sept® pays visés a l'article 5 possédant des installations de production de
CFC. Tous les projets sur le secteur de la production de CFC sont terminés, mais des rapports sont encore
attendus pour la Chine et une partie de la tranche restante de I’Inde pour laguelle aucun soutien financier
n’a encore été accordé. Le gouvernement du Brésil a indiqué avoir éliminé sa production de CFC sans
aide. Le gouvernement de la Chine a déja signé un accord pour les halons, et le gouvernement de I’Inde a
recu une subvention unique pour la fermeture de ses installations de production de halons. La Chine est le
seul pays ayant produit des CFC en 2011 et cette production a été de 539 tonnes PAO. La Chine profite
d’une dérogation pour utilisation essentielle, pour 741,15 tonnes PAO destinées aux inhalateurs a doseur,
en vertu de la décision XXI1/4.

10. Une valeur de référence pour la production de tétrachlorure de carbone a été établie pour quatre
pays (Brésil, Chine, Inde et République populaire démocratique de Corée). Le Comité exécutif a
approuve des projets pour I’élimination complete de la production et de la consommation de tétrachlorure
de carbone dans trois pays (Chine, Inde et République populaire démocratique de Corée). La 54° réunion
du Comité executif a approuvé un projet pour le tétrachlorure de carbone utilisé comme agent de
transformation pour le Brésil. La Chine a produit 456,6 tonnes PAO de tétrachlorure de carbone en 2011.
Le Secrétariat a demandé a la Banque mondiale de lui fournir des précisions sur la nature de la
production. Le Secrétariat de I’ozone a indiqué que 179,92 tonnes PAO ont été utilisées comme agents de
transformation (consommation permise en vertu de la décision XXI1/8) et 235,14 tonnes PAO ont été
destinées a une utilisation en laboratoire (consommation permise en vertu de la décision XXI1/7).

11. Des projets de fermeture de la production de méthylchloroforme n’ont été approuvés que pour la
Chine. Il n’y a eu aucune production de méthylchloroforme dans les pays visés a l'article 5 en 2011.

12. Des projets de fermeture des installations de production de bromure de méthyle ont été approuvés
pour la Chine, un des deux seuls pays visés a l'article 5 possédant des installations de production de
bromure de méthyle. L autre pays, la République de Corée, n’a pas demandé I’assistance du Fonds. La
Chine a produit 174,8 tonnes PAO de bromure de méthyle en 2011, et a ainsi respecté sa limite de 80 pour
cent de la valeur de référence (776,3 tonnes PAO) et la limite de 176 tonnes PAO indiquée dans son
accord sur le secteur de la production (décision 47/54).

13. Sept pays ont produit des HCFC en 2011 : I’Argentine, la Chine, I’Inde, le Mexique, la
République bolivarienne du Venezuela, la République de Corée et la République populaire démocratique
de Corée.

14. La production globale de HCFC dans les pays visés a l'article 5 (37 744,2 tonnes PAO) en 2011
dépasse de 4 755,3 tonnes PAO la capacité totale de production des pays (32 988,9 tonnes PAO). La part
la plus importante de cet écart est attribuable a la Chine, dont la production est de 4 532,2 tonnes PAO de
plus que sa valeur de référence, tandis que quatre pays producteurs (Argentine, Mexique, République de
Corée et République populaire démocratique de Corée) ont présenté un niveau de production inférieur a
leur valeur de référence en 2011.

15. Le Sous-groupe sur le secteur de la production envisage de mettre en ceuvre des lignes directrices
pour le secteur de la production de HCFC. Conformément aux accords signés avec le Comité exécutif, les
usines mixtes ayant déja recu un soutien financier pour I’élimination des CFC ne sont pas admissibles a
un soutien financier supplémentaire pour la cessation de la production de HCFC. Cette situation
s’applique a I’Argentine, I’Inde, le Mexique et la République bolivarienne du Venezuela. La République
de Corée n’a pas demandé de soutien en tant que pays visé a l'article 5.

16. Le Comité exécutif a recu une demande de la Banque mondiale pour la premiere étape du plan de
gestion de I'élimination des HCFC, présentée au nom du gouvernement de la Chine. La proposition est a
I’étude par le Sous-groupe sur le secteur de la production.

SECTEUR DE LA CONSOMMATION

17. Cette section propose un sommaire des résultats d’une analyse détaillée de la mesure dans
laguelle les pays semblent étre en situation de non-conformité ou leur plus récente consommation dépasse
les limites imposées par les mesures de réglementation. Des tableaux récapitulatifs sont présentés pour les
six substances réglementées. Ils mettent en évidence les pays qui semblent étre en situation de non-
conformité aux mesures de réglementation de 2010 a partir des données de 2011 et les pays dont les
données sur la consommation, y compris les données de 2011, sont supérieures aux prochaines mesures
de réglementation. Les récapitulatifs sont fondés sur les données présentées a I’annexe 1, qui fournit de
I’information détaillée pour chaque pays, par substance. L’annexe | précise également si le pays a recgu
toute I’aide attendue du Fonds multilatéral.

18. L’évaluation de la conformité présentée a I’annexe | comprend de I’information sur la date
d’approbation de I’activité pour assurer la conformité et précise si le pays a déclaré ou non I’existence
d’un programme de permis. Cette information aidera le Comité exécutif a évaluer les perspectives de
conformité des pays, car la date d’approbation indique depuis combien de temps le projet ou I’accord est
mis en ceuvre. De plus, I’information sur la mise en place d’un programme de permis signifie qu’il existe
des mesures pour assurer la conformité future, indépendamment de la consommation actuelle.
L’information sur I’approbation des projets est tirée de I’inventaire des projets approuvés. Le Secrétariat
de I’0zone a remis une version actualisée des données sur la mise en place des programmes de permis au
4 octobre 2012.

21. Le Kenya, le seul pays dont la plus récente consommation est supérieure aux mesures de
réglementation de 2010, selon les données relatives au programme de pays, a recu I’assistance du Fonds
multilatéral. Le Secrétariat de I’ozone a indiqué, dans son rapport du 17 octobre 2012, que le pays a
déclaré une consommation nulle de halons en 2011.

Bromure de méthyle

22. Le tableau 5 présente un sommaire de la conformité des pays aux mesures de réglementation du
bromure de méthyle (sauf les applications sanitaires et préalables a I’expédition). Cent quarante-cing des
147 pays visés a l'article 5 ayant ratifié I’Amendement de Copenhague ont déclaré des valeurs de
référence complétes, 58 ont déclaré une consommation de référence et une consommation la plus récente
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nulles et 100 pays visés a l'article 5 ont regu I’assistance du Fonds multilatéral pour des activités et/ou des
projets d’élimination.

23. Le Comité exécutif pourrait souhaiter demander aux agences d’exécution d’examiner la nécessité
d’ajouter des projets sur le bromure de méthyle dans les pays suivants faisant déja I’objet d’un projet
d’élimination partielle du bromure de méthyle ou profitant d’une dérogation a la conformité en vertu de la
décision XV/12: Algérie, Argentine, Chine, Congo, Nigeria, République démocratique du Congo,
Soudan, Swaziland, Tunisie et Turquie.

Tétrachlorure de carbone

24. Le tableau 6 présente un sommaire de la conformité des pays aux mesures de réglementation du
tétrachlorure de carbone. Les données résumées ci-dessous excluent les matieres premiéres et ne précisent
aucune utilisation particuliére (telle que les solvants et les agents de transformation). Quatre-vingt-dix des
146 pays pour lesquels une valeur de référence a été établie ont déclaré une valeur de référence et une
consommation la plus récente nulles.

26. La République de Corée, le seul pays dont la consommation la plus récente est supérieure aux

prochaines mesures de réglementation, a accepté de ne pas recevoir de soutien financier du Fonds
multilatéral.

Consommation de HCFC

217. L’appendice VI de I’annexe | présente une analyse des données sur la consommation la plus
récente et les approbations concernant les HCFC, par pays. Des informations supplémentaires sont
fournies afin de préciser les PGEH approuvés a ce jour, les PGEH soumis a la 68° réunion et la durée
prévue des PGEH (par exemple, PGEH approuvé afin de respecter la réduction de 10 pour cent de 2015
ou la réduction de 35 pour cent de 2020).

28. Tous les pays ont recu un soutien financier pour la préparation de projets sauf les Emirats arabes
unis, la Républigue de Corée, Singapour et le Soudan du Sud. Le soutien financier pour la préparation du
PGEH comprend des sommes destinées a un programme de permis visant a assurer le respect des mesures
de réglementation des HCFC. Une demande d’avance de fonds pour I’assistance a la conformité qui
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fournira des capitaux de démarrage pour le Bureau national de I’ozone et la préparation pour le Soudan du
Sud est présentée a la 68° réunion.

29. Tous les pays ont ratifié I’Amendement de Copenhague sauf le Soudan du Sud. Conformément a
la décision 53/37, la ratification de I’Amendement de Copenhague est une condition préalable au
financement des PGEH.

30. Le Comité exécutif a approuvé des PGEH pour 126 pays a ce jour, pour une valeur de
498,6 millions $US (dont 257,7 millions $US déja décaissés).

31. La premiére étape des PGEH doit durer au moins le temps nécessaire pour respecter I’objectif de
réduction de 10 pour cent de 2015, et méme plus.

e 24 pays (10 pays a faible volume de consommation et 14 pays n’étant pas des pays a faible
volume de consommation) ont pris des mesures pour assurer la conformité pendant la période
2011-2015;

e 81 pays (62 pays a faible volume de consommation et 19 pays n’étant pas des pays a faible
volume de consommation), plus 12 pays insulaires du Pacifique ont pris des mesures pour assurer
la conformité pendant la période 2011-2020;

e 9 pays a faible volume de consommation (Bhoutan, Cambodge, Croatie, Maldives, Maurice,
Namibie, Papouasie-Nouvelle-Guinée, Saint-Vincent-et-les-Grenadines et Seychelles) ont pris
des mesures pour assurer I’élimination compléte des HCFC bien avant I’élimination de 2040,
notamment la Croatie en 2014 et d’autres pays en 2020 ou en 2025.

32. Dix-huit des 19 pays restants n’ont pas recu de soutien financier pour un PGEH, mais ont recu
des sommes pour la préparation d’un projet de PGEH. L’autre pays, le Soudan du Sud, n’a ratifié aucun
amendement au Protocole de Montréal et n’a soumis aucune donnée le rendant admissible au soutien
financier pour le PGEH. Cependant, un projet est proposé pour le Soudan du Sud a la 68° réunion, pour la
mise sur pied du Bureau national de I’ozone.

PARTIE I1l : DONNEES SUR LA MISE EN (EUVRE DES PROGRAMMES DE PAYS

41. La partie Il contient des données sur la mise en ceuvre des programmes de pays remises au
Secrétariat du Fonds avant le 1* mai de chaque année et comprenant la consommation de SAO par
secteur. Cette partie présente également de I’information supplémentaire sur les caractéristiques du
programme d’élimination des SAO des pays. Le modele de communication des données relatives au
programme de pays a été approuvé a la 35° réunion du Comité exécutif, dans la décision 35/58 ), et
modifiée par la suite dans les décisions 46/39 et 60/4 b) vi).

CONSOMMATION DE SAO PAR SECTEUR, SAUF LES HCFC

42. Le 4 octobre 2012, le Secrétariat du Fonds avait recu les plus récents rapports sur la mise en
ceuvre du programme de pays de 116 des 143* pays tenus de remettre de tels rapports pour I’année 2011,
de 21 pays pour I’année 2010 et de 6 pays pour I’année 2009. Il est important de noter que le
renouvellement des projets de renforcement des institutions est conditionnel a la remise des données
relatives au programme de pays. De plus, les données sur la mise en ceuvre du programme de pays
doivent étre communiquées avant la derniére réunion de I’année et suivantes, comme condition préalable
a I’approbation et au décaissement des sommes pour le projet. Tous les pays ayant présenté une demande
de financement a la 68° réunion ont aussi soumis des données sur la mise en oeuvre du programme de
pays pour I’année 2011 sauf le Botswana, la Cdte d’ivoire, I’Erythrée, le Nigeria, la République arabe
syrienne, la République dominicaine et Saint-Kitts-et-Nevis.

43. Bien que les niveaux de consommation consignés portent sur des années différentes et ne
correspondent pas nécessairement aux données déclarées en vertu de I’article 7, les données relatives au
programme de pays offrent néanmoins I’évaluation sectorielle la plus récente par pays et a I’échelle
mondiale. Ces données devraient aider les pays visés a l'article 5 concernés et le Comité exécutif a
déterminer ce qui reste a éliminer dans les différents secteurs.

44, Le tableau 12 présente la consommation totale restante de SAO (sauf les HCFC) a éliminer par
secteur, en tenant compte des projets approuvés mais pas encore mis en ceuvre. Il présente également la
consommation totale éliminée dans le cadre de projets approuvés mais pas encore achevés.

45, La réduction globale de SAO (sauf les HCFC) approuvée, mais pas encore mise en ceuvre

(tableau 12) ne comprend pas les réductions approuvées en principe dans le cadre d’accords pluriannuels
ni la réduction prévue associée aux activités de banque de halons. Outre les réductions déja financées, le
Comité exécutif a approuvé, en principe, des projets d’élimination sectoriels et nationaux pour lesquels
des tranches sont décaissées en fonction des étapes du calendrier de réduction respectées.

1l révele qu’il reste une consommation de 525 358 tm (35 332 tonnes PAQO) de HCFC,
consistant surtout en du HCFC-22 (59 pour cent de la quantité totale) et du HCFC-141b (34 pour cent de
la quantité totale). Les 525 358 tm de HCFC représentent une hausse de 23 436 tm par rapport aux
501 922 tm déclarées a la 65° réunion. Les quantités précisées dans ce rapport ont été établies a partir des
données de 2011 pour 116 pays, de 2010 pour 21 pays et de 2009 pour 6 pays. La consommation de
HCFC a augmenté de 3 pour cent dans les pays ayant communiqué des données pour 2010 et 2011.

CARACTERISTIQUES DES PROGRAMMES DE PAYS
51. Le nouveau modele de communication des données adopté a la décision 46/39 et révisé a la

60° réunion (décision 60/4 b) iv)) permet aux Bureaux nationaux de I’ozone d’évaluer les perspectives de
conformité des points de vue quantitatif et qualitatif.

Exhaustivité des données

52. Le nouveau modéle de communication des données relatives au programme de pays en est a sa
sixiéme année d’utilisation. Huit pays ont communiqué leurs données pour I’année 2011 en utilisant
encore le modéle approuvé a la 46° réunion, tandis que 108 pays ont utilisé le modéle révisé a la
60° réunion. Néanmoins, la plupart des données communiquées en utilisant le nouveau modele étaient
incomplétes dans les trois perspectives principales : qualitative, quantitative et réglementaire. Onze pays
seulement ont fourni des données complétes pour les trois perspectives (sans données comportant des
espaces vierges) : Bahamas, Belize, El Salvador, Etat plurinational de Bolivie, Lesotho, Paraguay,
République bolivarienne du Venezuela, République centrafricaine, Serbie, Togo et Zambie.
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53. Le Secrétariat a examiné les données sur la mise en ceuvre du programme de pays communiquées
en ligne, conformément & la décision 59/b) iv). Le Secrétariat a pris note que 65 pays (sur les 116 ayant
communiqué des données) ont communiqué leurs données pour I’année 2011 en utilisant le modéle en
ligne lancé le 25 avril 2007.

54. Cent seize des 143 pays seulement ont fourni des données relatives au programme de pays pour
I’année 2011 et 21 ont fourni des données pour 2010 dans les délais nécessaires pour en présenter
I’analyse dans le présent document.

Récapitulatif des données

Toutes les SAO sauf les HCFC

55. Quatre-vingt-dix-neuf des 116 pays ayant déclaré des données et faisant I’objet d’un plan de
gestion des frigorigénes/plan national d’élimination/PGEH ont indiqué avoir accompli des progrés ou
mené a terme leur plan de gestion des frigorigénes/plan national d’élimination/PGEH. En tenant compte
des pays ayant communiqué des données avant 2011, 123 des 143 pays ont accompli des progrés ou
achevé la mise en ceuvre de leur plan de gestion des frigorigénes/plan national d’élimination/PGEH.

56. Au total, 13 778 appareils de récupération et 5 034 appareils de recyclage sont fonctionnels, si
I’on tient compte des pays qui ont communiqué des données avant 2011. Soixante-quatorze pour cent des
pays qui utilisent un appareil de récupération et de recyclage ont indiqué que leurs appareils
fonctionnaient de maniére « satisfaisante » ou « trés bien ». Au total, 227,5 tonnes PAO de CFC-11 ont
été récupérees et 153,7 tonnes PAO de celles-ci ont été réutilisées, et 18 106,3 tonnes PAO de CFC-12
ont été récupérées et 1999,6 tonnes PAO de celles-ci ont été réutilisées. Les données n’ont pas été
recueillies pour les autres SAO. Les derniéres données déclarées pour 2006-2011, combinées aux données
prélevées dans les rapports des années antérieures, révélent que 55 780 techniciens en réfrigération ont été
formés, 53 466 ont obtenu leur accréditation et 2 145 formateurs de techniciens en réfrigération ont été
formes.

57. Cent neuf des 143 pays ayant communiqué des données (y compris les données prélevées dans les
rapports des années antérieures) ont indiqué avoir mis en place un systeme de quotas. En outre, 122 pays
ont précisé que I’enregistrement des importateurs était obligatoire. Au total, 15 322 agents de douane
auraient été formés. Il n’a pas été précisé si ces chiffres représentent des données annuelles ou
cumulatives.

58. Cent trente-quatre des 144 pays tenus de remettre des rapports ont indiqué posséder un
programme de permis opérationnel (109 des 116 pays ayant communiqué des données pour I’année 2011
possédaient un programme de permis opérationnel, tandis que cing pays ont indiqué que leur programme
de permis ne fonctionnait « pas trop bien » (Afghanistan, Bénin, Etats fédérés de Micronésie, Haiti et Tles
Cook). Les raisons suivantes ont été invoquées pour déterminer que leur programme de permis ne
fonctionnait « pas trop bien » : le besoin de lois supplémentaires (Afghanistan, Haiti et Tles Cook),
I’information sur le programme de permis est toujours en voie d’étre distribuée (Bénin) et la nécessité de
recevoir I’aval du gouvernement (Etats fédérés de Micronésie). Tous les pays ont fourni des raisons.

59. Six de ces 116 pays (Indonésie, Kenya, Mozambique, Panama, Papouasie-Nouvelle-Guinée et
Timor-Leste) n’ont pas indiqué si leur programme de permis fonctionnait de maniére « satisfaisante »,
« trés bien » ou « pas trop bien ». Le septiéme pays, I’Ethiopie, a indiqué dans son rapport de 2009 sur la
mise en oeuvre du programme de pays qu’il n’avait pas mis en place de programme de permis, mais les
derniéres informations recues du Secrétariat de I’ozone mentionnent la mise en place d’un tel programme.
Le Comité exécutif pourrait souhaiter demander a I’Indonésie, au Kenya, au Mozambique, au Panama, a

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61. Aucune donnée de ce type n’a été fournie pour les halons, le bromure de méthyle et le
tétrachlorure de carbone.

62. Huit pays seulement ont fourni des données sur le prix du CFC-11 et 19 pays ont fourni des
données sur le prix du CFC-12, et il n’est pas clair s’il y a des CFC a vendre dans la plupart des pays, car
le cas échéant, ces CFC proviendraient des stocks existants. Le prix du HCFC-22 et du HCFC-142b est
inférieur au prix des substances de remplacement précisées dans les données relatives au programme de
pays. Le prix du HCFC-141b est inférieur au prix des produits de remplacement HCFC-245fa et HFC-
356mfc, mais plus élevé que le prix du cyclopentane et du pentane, selon les barémes de 2011.

63. L’examen des rapports sur la méthode utilisée par les pays pour déterminer le prix de détail
estimatif des différentes SAO et leurs substances de remplacement a révélé que la plupart des pays
utilisent une moyenne des prix fournis par les détaillants et les fournisseurs. Les prix moyens ont été
calculés, dans une vaste mesure, a partir des différents prix relevés au cours de I’année.

64. Vingt-huit des 39 pays ayant fourni de I’information ont indiqué avoir utilisé une méthode
fondée sur le prix moyen, dont 8 pays ayant recueilli des prix auprés de détaillants, 5 auprés de
fournisseurs, 5 aupres d’importateurs, et 2 aupres d’importateurs et de fournisseurs, et 8 pays n’ont pas
précisé la source des données. En ce qui concerne le calcul de la moyenne, il est important de préciser que
trois des 28 pays ont indiqué avoir utilisé les différents prix consignés a une date précise, 2 pays ont
utilisé les prix observés sur une période donnée et 16 pays ont utilisé les prix consignés au cours de la
période visée par le rapport, alors que 7 pays n’ont pas précisé I’origine des données recueillies.

65. Parmi les 11 pays n’ayant pas utilisé une moyenne :

e Un pays a indiqué que le prix au détail des SAO et des substances de remplacement est établi
chaque année par le ministére du Commerce;

e Un pays a expliqué qu’il utilise des prix fixes du marché officiel pour une année donnée et le
prix moyen du marché informel sur une période donnée;

o Six pays ont indiqué avoir retenu le prix des différentes substances a une date précise. Un de
ces six pays a recueilli les prix auprés de détaillants et un autre les a recueillis auprés de
fournisseurs. Les quatre autres pays n’ont pas fourni d’information quant a I’origine des
données recueillies;

e Trois pays n’ont pas fourni I’information nécessaire pour permettre au Secrétariat d’évaluer
la méthode utilisée.

66. Les données sur les prix utilisées pour les propositions de projets et par le Secrétariat lors de
I’examen des projets sont des données franco a bord (FAB) habituellement recueillies aupres
d’importateurs. Les données provenant de fournisseurs et de détaillants comprennent parfois les taxes et
les colts de transport. La décision 63/4 b) ii) a permis d’apporter un changement au modéle de rapport sur
la mise en ceuvre du programme de pays. A cet égard, le Comité exécutif pourrait souhaiter inclure
I’information sur les prix FAB dans le modele révisé établi en vertu de la décision 63/4 b) ii).

HCFC
67. Le modéle révisé incluant de I’information sur I’élimination des HCFC approuvé a la 60° réunion

(décision 60/4 b) ii)) est utilisé pour une troisiéme année. Cent huit des 116 pays ont fourni de
I’information pour 2011 en utilisant le modele révisé comprenant de I’information sur les HCFC.
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68. Soixante-sept des 142 pays ayant communiqué des données ont indiqué avoir mis en place un
systeme de quotas et 105 pays ont précisé que I’enregistrement des importateurs était obligatoire. Au
total, 379 tonnes PAO de HCFC-22 ont été récupérées et 246 tonnes PAO de celles-ci ont été réutilisées,
4 867 agents de douane auraient recu une formation sur les HCFC, 1 258 appareils de récupération et
recyclage sont opérationnels, 10 116 techniciens ont recu leur accréditation, 13 294 techniciens ont été
formés et 1 608 formateurs de techniciens ont recu une formation en récupération et recyclage de HCFC.

PARTIE IV : PROJETS DONT LA MISE EN (EUVRE ACCUSE UN RETARD ET POUR
LESQUELS DES RAPPORTS PERIODIQUES SPECIAUX ONT ETE DEMANDES

69. Vingt-huit projets en cours ont été classés comme projets dont la mise en ceuvre accuse un retard
et sont ainsi assujettis aux procédures d’annulation de projet du Comité exécutif. Les projets subissant des
retards de mise en ceuvre sont les suivants : i) les projets dont I’achévement est prévu avec un retard de
plus de 12 mois et/ou ii) les projets pour lesquels aucun décaissement n’a été effectué dans les 18 mois
suivant I’approbation du projet. Le tableau 17 montre la ventilation par agence bilatérale/d’exécution des
projets accusant un retard, a savoir : ONUDI (dix), PNUD (cing), PNUE (quatre), Banque mondiale
(deux) et Espagne (un). Aucun rapport n’a été recu de la part de la République tchéque (deux), de la
France (un), d’Israél (un), de I’ltalie (un) et du Japon (un). Les retards sont généralement liés a des
facteurs externes, suivis par des raisons techniques, des facteurs liés aux entreprises et des causes liées au
gouvernement.

Progrés accomplis dans le réglement des causes de retard

70. Les rapports des agences d’exécution et bilatérales font état de différents niveaux de progres dans
I’élimination des retards. Deux des projets classés comme projets dont la mise en ceuvre accuse un retard
a la 67° réunion sont maintenant achevés (annexe Il1). Un projet, ou il y a eu progrés dans le passage
d’une étape a I’autre ou le retard dans la mise en ceuvre a été éliminé, peut étre retiré de la liste des projets
dont la mise en ceuvre accuse un retard (annexe 1V).

Projets ayant connu un certain progreés
71. Seize projets figurent parmi les projets ayant connu un « certain progres » et les agences

d’exécution et bilatérales ont indiqué que ces projets continueraient a faire I’objet d’un suivi (annexe V).
Ces projets approuvés il y a plus de trois ans doivent continuer a faire I’objet d’un suivi en vertu de la
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décision 32/4, indépendamment des progreés accomplis et ne peuvent donc pas étre retirés de la liste des
projets faisant I’objet d’un suivi avant I’achevement, malgré les progrés accomplis. Le maintien du suivi
est donc recommandé pour ces projets.

Projets n’ayant connu aucun progrés — Lettre d’annulation possible

72. Trois projets n’ont connu aucun progres depuis la 67° réunion (annexe VI). Conformément a la
procédure en vigueur, le Secrétariat du Fonds fera parvenir un avis d’annulation possible de ces projets
invoquant I’absence de progres.

Projets pour lesquels des rapports périodiques supplémentaires ont été demandés

73. Les projets de renforcement des institutions, de banque de halons, de formation des agents de
douane, de récupération et recyclage, et de démonstration ne sont pas assujettis aux procédures
d’annulation. Néanmoins, le Comité exécutif a décidé de maintenir le suivi de ces projets, s’il y a lieu
(décision 36/14 b)). Le Comité exécutif a demandé 163 rapports périodiques supplémentaires a la
67° réunion. Ces rapports sont demandés en I’absence de signes de progrés depuis le dernier rapport et/ou
lorsque des obstacles supplémentaires a la mise en ceuvre ont été signalés. Quatre-vingt-treize projets ont
connu des progrés. Un rapport périodique supplémentaire a été demandé a la 69° réunion pour 70 projets
(annexe V1), et les raisons justifiant un tel rapport ont eté précisées.

Développement d’un PGEH/signature du document de projet

74. Le Comité exécutif a approuvé 295 PGEH et projets d’élimination des HCFC dans 144 pays a ce
jour, ce qui donnera lieu a des activités de PGEH approuvées dans 126 pays. Compte tenu du nombre de
PGEH déja approuvés et du nombre de PGEH soumis a la 68° réunion, 6 pays proposeront leur PGEH
apres la 68° réunion.

75. Le Comite exécutif a demandé des rapports périodiques supplémentaires pour quatre projets de
développement de PGEH. Ces rapports périodiques sont demandés en I’absence de signes de progres
depuis le dernier rapport et/ou lorsque des obstacles supplémentaires a la mise en ceuvre ont été signalés.
Ces projets de développement de PGEH en sont a différentes étapes de leur préparation : la préparation
n’a pas encore commence (Mauritanie), le projet de PGEH a été développé mais le Bureau national de
I’ozone attend I’approbation du Cabinet avant qu’il ne puisse étre proposé (Barbade), et deux projets de
PGEH sont proposés a la 68° réunion (Haiti et Pérou). Des rapports périodiques supplémentaires sont
demandés a la 69° réunion pour la Barbade et la Mauritanie (annexe VIII).

Projets faisant I’objet d’exigences particuliéres pour la remise des rapports

76. La 67° réunion du Comité exécutif a demandé des rapports particuliers pour huit projets. Des
rapports supplémentaires sont demandés pour cing de ces projets, dont un projet sur le CO, supercritique
dans la mousse a vaporiser en Colombie (COL/FOA/60/DEM/75) mis en ceuvre par le Japon et quatre
projets portant sur le plan national d’élimination des CFC au Brésil (BRA/PHA/S0/INV/278 -
BRA/PHA/53/INV/280 - BRA/PHA/56/INV/284 - BRA/PHA/59/INV/293) mis en ceuvre par le PNUD.
Aucun rapport supplémentaire n’a été demandé pour trois projets mis en ceuvre par le PNUD et deux
rapports de vérification de plan de gestion de I'élimination finale. Les rapports sont demandés pour les
raisons suivantes :

DETAILED ANALYSIS OF THE STATUS OF IMPLEMENTATION IN COUNTRIES SUBJECT
TO DECISIONS OF THE PARTIES ON COMPLIANCE AND THOSE WHOSE LATEST
CONSUMPTION DATA EXCEEDS THE CONTROL MEASURES

1. Annex | presents the detailed analysis of the status of implementation in countries subject to
decisions of the Parties on compliance and those whose latest consumption data exceeds the next control
measures. The data tables in Appendices I-VI indicate whether a country has received a total phase-out
agreement for a specific controlled substance. The analysis of halons (Appendix Il) indicates whether a
halon banking activity has been approved. Halon banking guidelines require that regulations facilitating
production and import bans are established within six months of the establishment of a reclamation centre
(decision 18/22). The methyl bromide analysis (Appendix 1) indicates further whether a country has
received funding for a phase-out to meet the 2005 control measures. Appendices IV and V present
information on the carbon tetrachloride (CTC) and methyl chloroform (TCA) phase-out, respectively.
Appendix VI provides information on HCFC consumption only.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR CFCs (Appendix I)

2. Countries have been grouped into one category: (a) those whose latest consumption exceeds the
2010 100 per cent phase-out target.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target

3. This category consists of 4 countries which have a reported consumption of CFC amounting to
203.7 ODP tonnes.

4. The Executive Committee has approved national CFC phase-out agreements for all of these
countries.

5. All of these 4 countries that have latest consumption that exceeded zero consumption either have
essential use authorizations for CFC consumption (Argentina, Bangladesh and China,) as per decision
XXI1/4 or emergency essential use for CFC-113 2010-2011 consumption as per decision XXI1/4 para. 7
(Dominican Republic (the)).

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR HALONS (Appendix I1)

6. Seventy-five countries have reported no consumption of halons between 1995 and 2010.

7. Sixty-one countries have received support for halon banking activities or phase-out agreements.
This includes those countries participating in regional halon banks. Halon banking is presumed to be the
last funded activity in the halon consumption sector for most countries but there are some halon phase-out

activities that are part of multi-sectoral phase-out agreements.

8. Countries have been grouped into the following one category: (a) those whose latest consumption
exceeds the 2010 100 per cent phase-out target.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target

9. This category consists of one country that reported 0.1 ODP tonnes of halon consumption in its
CP data. However, the Ozone Secretariat indicated that the country reported zero halon consumption in
its Article 7 data. This country has received support from the Multilateral Fund.
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ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR METHYL BROMIDE (Appendix I11)

10. This section presents the analysis for compliance with methyl bromide control measures. It
should be noted that all data reported and used in this analysis relate to controlled use only, which means
that the data exclude quarantine and pre-shipment (QPS). 145 of the 147 Article 5 countries that have
ratified the Copenhagen Amendment have reported complete baseline data. Of these 147 countries,
58 reported zero for both the baseline consumption and the latest consumption.

11. One-hundred Article 5 countries have received support from the Multilateral Fund for methyl
bromide activities and/or projects. This includes projects that will lead to a complete phase-out of methyl
bromide in 63 of these countries, partial phase-out in an additional 8, and other forms of assistance
received by 29.

12. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the 20 per cent reduction target of 2005 that applies until December 2014; and
(b) those whose latest consumption exceeds the 2015 100 per cent phase-out target. Appendix Il
identifies those countries that have not ratified the Copenhagen Amendment.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 20 per cent MB baseline reduction target
13. All countries are in compliance with the 20 per cent methyl bromide baseline reduction target.

(b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2015 phase-out target

14. This category consists of 25 countries that may need to meet additional combined reduction
amounting to 1,894 ODP tonnes by 2015 in order to comply with the 100 per cent reduction targets. Of
the 25 countries, 20 countries have approved projects that will lead to complete phase-out of methyl
bromide. Four countries may need additional assistance from the Multilateral Fund to achieve the
phase-out of methyl bromide by 2015. The remaining country (Singapore) is currently not eligible to
receive funding from the Multilateral Fund.

CARBON TETRACHLORIDE (CTC) (Appendix 1V)

15. This section presents the analysis of compliance with CTC control measures. All data reported
and used in this analysis are those related to controlled use only, which excludes feedstock. Reported
CTC consumption was not differentiated by specific end use, such as solvents, process agents and
laboratory use.

16. Of the 146 countries with reported baseline data, 90 reported zero both for the baseline and the
latest consumption.

17. Countries have been grouped into the following one category: (a) those whose latest consumption
exceeds the 2010 100 per cent phase-out target. Appendix IV specifies that all countries have ratified the
London Amendment.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target

18. This category consists of 4 countries that may need to phase out additional CTC amounting to
457.7 ODP tonnes to meet the 100 per cent reduction by 2010. Three of the 4 countries have received
funding for CTC phase-out agreements or projects from the Multilateral Fund. The Republic of Korea
has agreed not to receive CTC funding from the Multilateral Fund.
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19. Countries with latest CTC consumption that exceeded zero consumption have process agent use
exemptions for CTC consumption as per decision XXI1/8 (China) or CTC consumption for laboratory and
analytical uses (Croatia, Nepal), except Republic of Korea (the).

METHYL CHLOROFORM (TCA) (Appendix V)

20. This section presents the analysis for compliance with TCA control measures. Of the
146 countries that have reported baseline data, 103 reported zero both for the baseline and the latest
consumption.

21. Countries have been grouped into two categories: (2) those whose latest consumption exceeds the
70 per cent reduction target of 2010; and (b) those whose latest consumption exceeds the 2015 100 per
cent phase-out target. Appendix V specifies that all countries have ratified the London Amendment.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 70 per cent TCA baseline reduction
target

22. All countries are in compliance with the 70 per cent TCA baseline reduction target.

(b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 100 per cent TCA baseline reduction
target

23. This category consists of one country (Republic of Korea (the)) that may need to meet additional
combined reduction amounting to 10 ODP tonnes by 2015 in order to comply with the 100 per cent
reduction target. The Republic of Korea is not eligible to receive TCA funding from the Multilateral
Fund.

HCFCs (Appendix VI)

24. Appendix VI also includes an analysis of the latest consumption and baseline data on HCFCs and
indicates whether the country had received HPMP preparation funding, the number of investment projects
approved, the number of demonstration projects approved, total phase-out approved in ODP tonnes and
activities planned in the 2012 business plans. All of the 148 countries already reported both the baseline
and the latest consumption except South Sudan.

25. All countries have received HPMP project preparation funds except the Republic of Korea,
Singapore, South Sudan and the United Arab Emirates. The Republic of Korea and Singapore had agreed
not to receive funding from the Multilateral Fund.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the freeze reduction target

26. This category consists of 70 countries that may need to phase out additional HCFC amounting to
3,637.9 ODP tonnes to meet the freeze reduction target by 2013.

217. Fifty-nine of the 70 countries have received funding for HCFC phase-out agreements from the
Multilateral Fund. Of the 11 remaining countries, 8 countries have submitted HCFC phase-out projects to
the 68™ meeting.

It’s been a challenging exercise vis-a-vis HCFCs.
Dominica recently provided disaggregated data on their
import/export licensing system to the Ozone Secretariat.
With a view of providing assistance to the country and
getting the revised Act passed, UNEP has been working
closely with the NOU. The revised Act has been passed
to the Attorney General’s Chambers for further
processing. The revised Act controls import and exports
of HCFCs, other ODS and HCs. UNEP will continue to
support the efforts of the NOU to bring this to an early
conclusion. In addition, issues of capacity building with
specific reference to the need to build a closer
relationship and  improve  coordination  with
stakeholders, and their important role in the
implementation of the MP has been identified. UNEP
will provide assistance with this specific capacity
building need towards the overall contribution to the
implementation of the MP. In collaboration with the
NOU and UNEP, customs training will be held the
second week in November 2012 in Dominica. Following
the 2 days of training, UNEP will be having a meeting
with the NOU to discuss the aforementioned issues and
other issues that may be affecting project and the
Montreal Protocol Implementation. It is intended that
direct solutions and timelines will be agreed upon.
