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Introduction
1. Le présent document comporte les sections suivantes :

Projets et activités présentés par les agences bilatérales et les agences d'exécution

2. Les agences bilatérales et les agences d’exécution ont présenté 65 demandes de financement pour
des tranches d'accords pluriannuels approuvés, ainsi que des projets et des activités, pour un montant total
de 8 641 899 $US, y compris les codts d'appui d'agence, le cas échéant. Les demandes de financement
portaient sur :

a) Deuxiéme, troisieme, quatriéme tranches de plans de gestion de I’élimination des HCFC
(PEGH) approuvés de 28 pays;

b) Une tranche d’un projet d’élimination du bromure de méthyle approuvé;
c) Vingt et une demandes de projets de renforcement des institutions; et
d) Activités de préparation d’un PGEH pour deux pays.

3. Apres I‘examen des projets, 58 projets et activités d’un montant total de 6 135 580 $US,
y compris les colts d’appui d’agence, sont recommandés pour approbation globale, et la troisiéme tranche
de la phase | d’un PGEH (comportant deux éléments de financement) d’un montant total de 377 632 $US
est transmise pour examen individuel par le Comité exécutif. Le financement demandé a cette réunion
pour I’ensemble des projets présentés pour approbation globale et pour examen individuel est
de 6 513 212 $US.

4. Des troisiemes tranches (avec deux éléments de financement) de la phase | du PGEH (République
islamique d’Iran) pour un montant total de 622 711 $US initialement présenté et une deuxieme tranche
(avec deux éléments de financement) de la phase | du PGEH (Nigeria) pour un montant total de
1235 176 $US initialement présenté ont été retirées par les agences pertinentes, parce que ces dernieres
avaient décaissé, lors des tranches précédentes, un montant inférieur a 20 pour cent. Un amendement au
programme de travail pour I’ONUDI (financement pour la préparation de la phase Il du PGEH du
Mexique) a été retiré, parce que le Comité exécutif n’avait pas terminé sa discussion des lignes directrices
pour le financement de la préparation de la phase Il des PGEH*

5. Comme Iindique le rapport «Etat des contributions et des décaissements »
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/70/3), le montant total des ressources disponibles pour approbation par le

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Comité exécutif a la 70° réunion est de 69 487 827 $US en date du 27 mai 2013. Ce montant est supérieur
au montant demandé a cette méme réunion pour les projets et les activités.

Questions soulevées pendant I’examen des projets

6. Les participants n’ont relevé aucune question de politique pendant I’examen des projets pour
la 70° réunion.

7. Toutefois, lors de I’examen des demandes de tranches présentées a la 70° réunion, le Secrétariat a
remarqué que, dans plusieurs pays vises a I’ Article 5, les frigorigénes avec hydrocarbures (purs tel que le
R-290 ou en mélanges) sont utilisés pour la reconversion, le fonctionnement ou le remplissage
d’équipements de réfrigération ou de climatisation avec HCFC-22. Il semble que les conditions du
marché puissent étre favorables a une telle pratique, ce qui a lieu indépendamment des activités mises en
ceuvre dans les PGEH. Le Secrétariat s’interroge en ce qui a trait a I’utilisation sécuritaire des frigorigénes
avec hydrocarbures dans des systemes congus pour des frigorigénes non inflammables, ou les politiques,
les reglements, I’éducation et la sensibilisation qui rendent leur utilisation sécuritaire ne semblent pas étre
en place; ou la capacité technique permettant le maintien et I’entretien appropriés d’équipements avec
hydrocarbures est limitée et soumet aux risques afférents les techniciens et les utilisateurs finals (pour
presque tous les sous-secteurs en cours de discussion, les produits de remplacement du HCFC-22 dotés
d’un potentiel de réchauffement de la planéte inférieur a celui du HCFC-22 sont inflammables). Le
Secrétariat est d’avis qu’il est important que les pays visés a I’Article 5 envisagent d’adopter des normes
relatives au stockage, a I’installation, au fonctionnement, a la maintenance et a la disposition des
frigorigénes inflammables et des équipements fonctionnant avec ces produits de remplacement, et de
procéder a la formation appropriée des techniciens et des intervenants en matiére de manipulation et
d’utilisation sécuritaires.

8. Pendant I’examen des projets, les agences bilatérales et les agences d’exécution pertinentes ont
indiqué qu’elles fournissent déja de I’assistance en ce sens a plusieurs pays visés a I’Article 5, afin de
s’assurer de I’introduction de frigorigénes inflammables et de technologies appropriées comme solution
de remplacement du HCFC-22. Cette question fait aussi I’objet, dans le document de travail, d’une
analyse de la réduction des effets négatifs sur le climat en ce qui a trait a I’élimination des HCFC dans le
secteur de I’entretien en réfrigération (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/70/53).

Rapports de vérification des pays a faible volume de consommation de SAO (PFV)

9. Dans sa décision 61/46 c), le Comité a demandé au Secrétariat de fournir au Comité exécutif,
chaque année a la premiére réunion a compter de 2013, une liste de tous les pays dont le PGEH avait été
approuvé et dont la consommation de référence de HCFC était de 360 tonnes métriques (tm) ou moins,
ainsi qu’un échantillon indicatif de 20 pour cent des pays de cette liste afin que le Comité exécutif puisse
approuver un tel échantillon pour vérification de la conformité de ces pays a I’accord visant les PGEH de
cette année-la.

10. Conformément a la décision 61/46 c), les 86 pays visés a I’Article 5 dont la consommation de
référence est inférieure a 360 tm sont montrés a I’annexe | du présent document. Le Secrétariat a
sélectionné dans cette liste un échantillon de 17 pays (Tableau I) afin d’en vérifier la conformité a
I’accord visant les PGEH, selon les critéres suivants :

a) Répartition géographique des pays;
b) Consommation de HCFC des pays (sept pays dont la consommation de référence de

HCFC est inférieure a 100 tm, six dont la consommation de référence est entre 101 et
200 tm, et quatre dont la consommation de référence est supérieure a 200 tm);
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c) Pays consommant des HCFC uniquement dans le secteur de I’entretien (12), et aussi pays
consommant des HCFC dans le secteur de la fabrication (5);

d) Pays dont les données sur la consommation présentent des problémes potentiels (sur la
base de I’examen des PGEH) (12) et pays sans problémes potentiels relatifs en ce qui a
trait aux données (5); et

e) Participation de toutes les agences bilatérales et agences d’exécution pertinentes (un pays
chacun pour la France et I’ Allemagne, neuf pour le PNUE, et trois chacun pour le PNUD
et ’ONUDI).
