The strategic objectives of Phase V of institutional strengthening support shaped the overall frame for the 
NOU activities. The main achievements can be grouped under four main titles:

international activities (e.g. public relations, networking, opening ways for cooperation with other 
national and international stakeholders) has reached to an extent never witnessed before, which also

correspondence under the NOU. 

  
NOU is fully aware of the criticality and importance of the IS Project funding and planning, therefore, the 
extension of IS project is of critical importance for the functioning of NOU. The IS funding for 2013-2015 
is foreseen in achieving the following goals: 

 - to pursue the phase-out calendar in compliance with the accelerated national HCFC phase-out targets;  
 -to improve national structure and regulations for the identification, collection, verification system with for 

destruction of the ODSs.  
 - to support new generation HCFCs alternatives through the trainings and awareness meetings. 
 - to strengthen monitoring of ODS trade, especially through the use of innovative, IT-based and context 

dependent approaches is aimed to combat the illegal trade of ODSs and control HCFCs  
 

 The communication and networking possibilities as well as the awareness on the protection of the ozone 
layer among the concerned actors will be strengthened, increased visibility in both the regional and 
international scene as well as an underlined leader role in the Montreal Protocol related issues is expected to 
be achieved. 
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
