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INFORMES DE SITUACION Y CUMPLIMIENTO

RESUMEN

Las principales cuestiones y conclusiones son las siguientes:

Botswana, Libia y Sudan del Sur no han informado el establecimiento de sistemas de concesion de
licencias;

e Diversos paises no han incluido las medidas de control para la eliminacion acelerada de los HCFC
acordadas en 2007 en su sistema de concesion de licencias y cupos;

e Ningun pais parece estar en situacion de incumplimiento de las medidas de control, segun los datos
mas recientes notificados con arreglo al Articulo 7 (A7) y/o del programa de pais presentados;

e La mayoria de los paises notificaron un consumo nulo de las sustancias restantes (excluidos los
HCFC) y 25 paises notificaron haber consumido metilboromuro, si bien de conformidad con las
medidas de control de 2005;

e Se registré produccion de metilboromuro en 2012 en China. La producciéon de metilbromuro estuvo
por debajo del nivel basico del 20 por ciento requerido para 2012.

Los documentos previos al periodo de sesiones del Comité Ejecutivo del Fondo Multilateral para la Aplicacion del Protocolo de
Montreal no van en perjuicio de cualquier decision que el Comité Ejecutivo pudiera adoptar después de la emision de los mismos.
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Siete paisesprodujeron 37.003 toneladas PAO de HCFC segun los datos mas recientes notificados en
virtud del Articulo 7 del Protocolo de Montreal, y tres notificaron una produccion de HCFC inferior a
sus niveles basicos. La mayor parte de la produccion (34.414 toneladas PAO) se registro en Ching;

Todos los paises admisibles tienen aprobada la financiacion para la preparacion de planes de gestion
de la eliminacion de los HCFC;

Dos paises presentaron sus planes de gestién de la eliminacién de los HCFC ante la 722 reunion (Libia
y Tunez) y cinco paises los presentaran (Mauritania y Sudan del Sur) o volveran a presentarlos
después de la 722 reunion (Botswana, Republica Popular Democratica de Corea (la) y Republica
Arabe Siria). El plan de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC para Libia fue posteriormente retirado
por la ONUDI en razén de que el pais no ha puesto ain en funcionamiento un sistema de concesion
de licencias y cupos;

El Comité Ejecutivo ha atendido al 24 por ciento del consumo de HCFC y el 89 por ciento de la
produccién de HCFC mediante proyectos aprobados;

Para los 146 paises® que notificaron datos correspondientes a 2011 y 2012, el consumo de HCFC
aumenté el 5,8 por ciento;

El consumo de HCFC mas reciente en 84 paises se ubicd por debajo de sus niveles basicos de
consumo;

Los datos sobre la ejecucion de los programas de pais indican que:

o De los 144 paises que debian notificar datos de los programas de pais, 132 notificaron datos
de 2012; de entre estos, 89 paises presentaron los datos usando el sistema basado en la Web;

o De entre los paises que han presentado sus datos para 2012, 98 notificaron tener sistemas de
concesion de licencias en funcionamiento;

o Ciento un paises indicaron disponer de sistemas de concesion de cupos y haberlos implantado con
vistas a las medidas de control atinentes a los HCFC.

La Republica de Corea, Singapur y los Emiratos Arabes Unidos han convenido no pedir financiacion
al Fondo Multilateral.

! Incluida la Republica de Corea (un nivel basico de 395,1 toneladas PAO y 306,7 toneladas PAO de produccién en

2012), que no ha recibido asistencia del Fondo Multilateral para la eliminacion del consumo de SAO.

2 148 paises notificaron sus datos para 2011 0 2012, 0 ambos, pero sélo 146 notificaron los datos de ambos afios.

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Introduccion

PARTE |: ESTADO Y PERSPECTIVAS DE CUMPLIMIENTO (SEGUN LOS DATOS MAS
RECIENTES DISPONIBLES)

2. Esta seccidn presenta los resultados del andlisis del estado de cumplimiento de las medidas de
control establecidas para la congelacion del consumo de HCFC en 2013 y la eliminacion definitiva del
consumo de metilbromuro y 1,1,1-tricloroetano para 2015. En el analisis se presupone que en el consumo
maés recientemente notificado en virtud del Articulo 7 o en los datos de programas de pais se han tenido
en cuenta las eliminaciones resultantes de los proyectos ya terminados que fueron aprobados por el
Comité Ejecutivo. Desde la creacion del Fondo Multilateral hasta diciembre de 2012, se han
eliminado 249.263 toneladas PAO de consumo y 192.150 toneladas PAO de produccion como resultado
de los proyectos terminados. Los proyectos terminados alcanzaron un valor de 2.100 millones $EUA, de
un total aprobado de aproximadamente 2.730 millones $EUA’,

3. Al 21 de marzo de 2014, 140 paises amparados en el Articulo5 notificaron datos
correspondientes a 2012 y cuatro notificaron datos para 2013 con arreglo al Articulo 7. Otro pais notificd
los datos de su programa de pais para 2013 a la Secretaria del Fondo. Para aquellos paises que no
presentaron datos para 2012 ni para 2013, se usaron en el andlisis los datos de consumo mas recientes
disponibles (datos notificados con arreglo al Articulo 7 correspondientes a dos paises en 2011). En el
analisis se presupone que los niveles méas recientes de consumo de SAO notificados, excluidos los HCFC,
no han aumentado, aunque es posible que este presupuesto no sea cierto respecto de dos paises para los
cuales no se contd con datos correspondientes a 2012 y 2013.

4. Los datos sobre posibles aprobaciones en 2014 se tomaron del Plan Administrativo Refundido del
Fondo Multilateral para 2014-2016 (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/71/7), que fue aprobado en la 712 reunion.

® El anélisis realizado y las conclusiones del presente documento son sin perjuicio del estado de cumplimiento que
determinen las Partes del Protocolo de Montreal, Gnico 6rgano facultado para efectuar tal determinacién. Los datos
notificados de conformidad con el Articulo 7 del Protocolo se utilizan exclusivamente para determinar la situacion
de los paises respecto del cumplimiento cada afio. El andlisis que se realiza en este documento utiliza una
combinacion de datos notificados a la Secretaria del Fondo sobre la ejecucion de los programas de pais para diversos
periodos de cumplimiento y datos notificados con arreglo al Articulo 7. Por lo tanto, este documento no determina el
cumplimiento per se. Mas bien, evalla las perspectivas de los esfuerzos de los paises que operan al amparo del
Avrticulo 5 por cumplir una 0 mas de las medidas de control del Protocolo de Montreal. Su principal finalidad es
identificar las SAO que aln deben ser abordadas con medidas apoyadas por el Fondo Multilateral.

* No se ha identificado ningn proyecto que se ocupe de las sustancias incluidas en el Anexo B-I; el Comité
Ejecutivo no ha examinado ni financiado ningun proyecto en relacién con estas sustancias, las que estan sujetas a la
reduccion del 85% respecto del nivel basico de consumo a partir de 2007.

® La metodologia utilizada para el anélisis se describe pormenorizadamente en el documento
UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/37/18, que se presentd por Gltima vez ante la 372 reunion del Comité Ejecutivo.
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SISTEMAS DE CONCESION DE LICENCIAS Y ENMIENDAS DE MONTREAL Y BEIJING

5. La informacion mas recientemente facilitada a la Secretaria del Ozono sobre el establecimiento
de sistemas de concesidn de licencias indica que tan sélo Botswana y Sudan del Sur no han notificado el
establecimiento de tales sistemas. Cabe sefialar que tanto Botswana como Sudan del Sur ratificaron la
Enmienda de Montreal del Protocolo de Montreal el 21 de febrero de 2013 y el 16 de octubre de 2012,
respectivamente, y que disponen de seis meses a partir de la fecha de ratificacion de la Enmienda para
implantar sistemas de concesion de licencias.

6. En el caso de Botswana, el PNUMA inform6 que en marzo de 2014 se presentd ante el
Parlamento el nuevo proyecto de Ley de Meteorologia, que comprende el sistema de concesion de
licencias y cupos, y que el mismo fue sancionado en abril de 2014. Respecto de Sudan del Sur, el
PNUMA sefial6 que la situaciéon politica y de seguridad imperante impide el establecimiento de los
reglamentos de control de SAO previstos en la preparacién del plan de gestion de la eliminacién de los
HCFC que se suspendio.

7. En el caso de Libia, el representante del Gobierno que asistié a la reunion de la red regional en
Africa (Addis Abeba, 24-28 de marzo de 2014) manifestd que el Gobierno se encontraba en proceso de
redactar los reglamentos sobre SAQ, comprendidos los sistemas de concesion de licencias y cupos. Por
esta razon, la ONUDI retir6 el plan de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC para Libia que se habia
presentado ante la 722 reunién.

8. El Comité Ejecutivo podra estimar conveniente pedir al PNUMA que informe acerca del
establecimiento de los sistemas de concesion de licencias en Botswana y Sudan del Sur y a la ONUDI que
informe sobre los sistemas de concesion de licencias en Libia para la 732 reunion.

9. Al examinar los datos del informe sobre los programas de pais correspondientes a 2012, la
Secretaria observé que 12 paises que tienen un funcionamiento un sistema de concesion de licencias y
cupos, a saber, Argentina, Bolivia (Estado Plurinacional de), Dominica, El Salvador, Filipinas, Irak,
Jamaica, Kiribati, Mauritania, Peru, Republica de Moldova (Ia) y Tonga, notificaron que estos sistemas
no se modificaron para incluir las medidas de control para la eliminacion acelerada de los HCFC
acordadas en 2007. Cinco paises, Cuba, Kirguistan, Serbia, Turkmenistan y Tuvalu, informaron que
Unicamente su sistema de concesion de licencias incluye las medidas de control para la eliminacion
acelerada de los HCFC acordadas en 2007, no asi sus sistemas de concesion de cupos. Diecisiete paises
no han presentado datos de su programa de pais o bien no han proporcionado datos sobre esta cuestion, a
saber, Bahrein, Burkina Faso, Comoras (las), Islas Cook (las), Djibouti, Eritrea, Jordania, Kuwait,
Mozambique, Myanmar, Nauru, Republica Arabe Siria (la), Republica Centroafricana (la), Senegal,
Sierra Leona, Sudan (el) y Suriname.

10. El Comité Ejecutivo podra considerar oportuno pedir a los organismos de ejecucion
correspondientes que proporcionan informacion actualizada para la 73%reunion sobre las medidas
adoptadas por los paises que se mencionan mas arriba para modificar sus sistemas de concesién de
licencias/cupos.

11. Al 14 de marzo de 2014, dos Partes amparadas en el Articulo 5 no habian ratificado la Enmienda
de Beijing. Se trata de Libia y Mauritania.

SECTOR DE PRODUCCION

12. En el Cuadro 1 se muestran los datos de produccién mas recientes, excluidos los de HCFC, en
los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5. No se presenta informacion relativa a los CFC, CTC y
halones, conforme a lo estipulado en la decision 63/4 b) ii).

13. Se aprobaron proyectos para el cese de la produccion de metilbromuro para China, que es ahora

el Unico de dos paises amparados en el Articulo 5 con instalaciones de produccion de metilbromuro. El
segundo es la Replblica de Corea, que no ha solicitado asistencia del Fondo. En 2012 se
produjeron 149,8 toneladas PAO de metiloromuro en China, lo que se encuentra dentro del limite de
control del 80 por ciento del nivel basico (776,3 toneladas PAO) y del limite de 176 toneladas PAO
previsto en su acuerdo para el sector de produccion (decision 47/54).

14. Hay siete paises que produjeron HCFC, como se indica en el Cuadro 2.

15. El Subgrupo sobre el sector de produccion esta considerando directrices para el sector de

produccién de HCFC. Las plantas de produccién variable que anteriormente recibian financiacion para la
eliminacion de los CFC actualmente no resultan admisibles para recibir financiacién adicional para el
cese de la produccion de HCFC conforme a sus acuerdos de eliminacién de CFC con el Comité
Ejecutivo®. Esto se aplica a la Argentina, la India, México y Venezuela (Reptblica Bolivariana de).

SECTOR DECONSUMO
METILBROMURO

16. En el Cuadro 3 se presenta un resumen de la situacion de los paises con respecto al cumplimiento
de las medidas de control para el metilbromuro (excluidas las aplicaciones de cuarentena y previas al
envio). De los 147 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo5 que han ratificado la Enmienda de
Copenhague, 145 notificaron datos del consumo basico de referencia completos; 58 notificaron un
consumo nulo tanto para el consumo de base como para el consumo mas reciente. Cien paises que operan
al amparo del Articulo5 recibieron ayuda del Fondo Multilateral para actividades y/o proyectos
relacionados con la eliminacion del metilbromuro.

17. En el Anexo | se presenta informacion sobre aquellos paises donde se registra consumo de
metilbromuro.

e Nueve paises (Argelia, Argentina, China, Congo (el), Nigeria, Republica Democratica del
Congo (la), Sudan (el), Swazilandia y Turquia) tienen proyectos de eliminacion del
metilbromuro que ya han sido aprobados por el Comité Ejecutivo, y un pais (Tunez) ha
recibido solamente financiacién para un proyecto de demostracion. Estos paises registran un
consumo admisible remanente de 830,3 toneladas PAO. Se han aprobado todos los consumos
admisibles para la financiacion, a excepcion de algunas toneladas en Tunez y posiblemente
Argelia y Sudan del Sur;

e Cinco de los nueve paises han notificado un consumo nulo durante mas de un afio (Congo
(el), Nigeria, Republica Democrética del Congo (la), Swazilandia y Turquia);

e En 18 paises hay proyectos de inversion que aln se encuentran en ejecucion;

e En la71%reunidn se aprobaron fondos para financiar la preparacion de proyectos dirigidos a
la total y definitiva eliminacién de los usos controlados en Sudan (el) y Tunez. Se ha
presentado a la 722 reunidn una solicitud para preparacién de proyectos para Argelia.

1,1,1-tricloroetano (TCA)

18. Todos los paises han notificado un consumo nulo de TCA y estan en situacion de cumplimiento
de las medidas de control.

Consumo de HCFC

19. En el Anexo Il se incluye un analisis de los datos mas recientes notificados sobre el consumo de
los HCFC y las medidas de control cubiertas por planes de gestién de la eliminacion de los HCFC
aprobados. Ciento cuarenta y siete paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 han notificado tanto los
datos relativos al nivel basico de consumo como los del consumo mas reciente. Los datos de consumo
mas recientes de 84 paises son inferiores a su nivel basico de consumo.

20. En el Cuadro 4 se presenta un resumen de la situacion de los paises con respecto al cumplimiento
de las medidas de control de los HCFC.

21. Cincuenta y nueve de los 63 paises cuyos consumos exceden el objetivo de congelacién han

recibido financiacion del Fondo Multilateral para planes de gestion de eliminacién de los HCFC.

22. El Cuadro 5 presenta los niveles del consumo de HCFC a partir de los datos notificados mas
recientes de los que se dispone. El cuadro indica que hay un consumo de 566.532,8 tm
(37.196,6 toneladas PAQO) de HCFC formado fundamentalmente por HCFC-22 (64,2 por ciento del total)
y HCFC-141b (31,8 por ciento del total). Las 566.532,8tm de HCFC representan un aumento de
41.118,8 tm por encima del volumen (de 525.414 tm) notificado a la 692 reunion en abril de 2013. El
nivel de consumo indicado en este informe se basa en los datos de 2013 correspondientes a cuatro paises,
los de 2012 para 132 paises y los de 2011 para 8 paises. Para los 146 paises que notificaron datos
correspondientes a 2011y 2012, el consumo de HCFC aumenté el 5,8 por ciento.

23. El volumen de HCFC remanente admisible para la financiacion que deba atenderse depende del

nivel basico de consumo de los planes de gestién de eliminacion de tales HCFC y del volumen de HCFC-
141b contenido en los polioles premezclados importados’ que se acometa en tales planes. EI Cuadro 6
muestra el volumen de HCFC que debe atenderse, considerando todos los paises.

Los planes de gestidn de eliminacion de los HCFC

24. Todos los paises han ratificado la Enmienda de Copenhague y han recibido fondos para la

preparacion de proyectos para planes de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC, incluida la financiacion
para un sistema de concesién de licencias destinado a atender las medidas de control del consumo de
HCFC. Hasta la fecha, el Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado planes de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC
para 138 paises por 556,5 millones $EUA (de los que ya se han liberado 393,6 millones $EUA).

25. En el Anexo Il se brinda informacién adicional donde se indican los planes de gestion de la
eliminacion de los HCFC que se han aprobado hasta la fecha, los presentados a la 722 reunion (de haber
alguno) y su duracion (por ej., planes de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC aprobados para cumplir el
objetivo de reduccion del 10 por ciento para 2015 o del 35 por ciento para 2020).

26. La etapa Il de los planes de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC tienen un plazo de ejecucion
que permite alcanzar la reduccion respecto de los niveles basicos de consumo o puntos de partida:

e \Veintisiete paises (siete paises de bajo consumo y20que no lo son) acometen el
cumplimiento para el periodo que llega a 2015;

e Ciento dos paises (58 de bajo consumo y 32 que no lo son, méas los 12 Paises Insulares del
Pacifico) acometen el cumplimiento para el periodo que llega a 2020;

e Nueve paises de bajo consumo (Bhutan, Camboya, Croacia, Maldivas, Mauricio, Namibia,
Papua Nueva Guinea, San Vicente y las Granadinas y las Seychelles) han recibido
financiacion para la total y definitiva eliminacion del consumo de los HCFC mucho antes de
la fecha de eliminacion en 2040; por ejemplo, Croacia para 2014 y los otros para 2020
0 2025.

217. Seis de los siete paises restantes solo han recibido fondos para financiar la preparacion de
proyectos para planes de gestion de la eliminacién de los HCFC; un pais (la Republica Arabe Siria)
recibié fondos para financiar un proyecto para la eliminacion de 12,9 toneladas PAO de HCFC en el
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sector de refrigeracion y climatizacién en forma independiente de su plan de gestion de la eliminacion de
los HCFC, lo que representa el 9,6 por ciento del nivel basico de consumo. El Sudan del Sur ha ratificado
todas las enmiendas del Protocolo de Montreal pero no ha presentado datos del consumo de HCFC con
arreglo al Articulo 7.

28. La etapa | de los planes de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC esté incluida en los planes
administrativos para 2014 para todos los paises que aun no han presentado sus planes de gestion de la
eliminacion de los HCFC (Libia, Mauritania, la Replblica Arabe Siria, Sudan del Sur y Tlnez) excepto
Botswana y la Republica Popular Democratica de Corea. Los planes de gestion de la eliminacién de los
HCFC para Libia y TUnez se presentaron ante la 722 reunidn, pero el plan para Libia fue posteriormente
retirado en razén de que el pais no ha puesto aun en funcionamiento un sistema de otorgamiento de
licencias y cupos.

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CARACTERISTICAS DE LOS PROGRAMAS DE PAIS

33. Este es el primer afio en el que se emplea el nuevo formato para notificar los datos de los
programas de pais aprobado en la 632 reunidn. Treinta y un paises facilitaron los datos de 2012 aun en el
formato antiguo y 105 lo hicieron utilizando el nuevo formato.

34. Ochenta y nueve paises (de los 132 que entregaron sus datos) presentaron los datos para 2012
empleando el sistema emplazado en la Web. De los 144 paises que debian presentar datos, sélo cuatro
proporcionaron los datos de 2013, 132 presentaron los datos de los programas de pais para 2012 y ocho lo
hicieron respecto a 2011 a tiempo para su inclusion en el analisis de este documento.

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Avances en la resolucion de las causas de las demoras

38. En sus informes, los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion informaron que se han registrado
diversos grados de avance en la resolucién de las demoras. Cuatro de los proyectos clasificados con
demoras en la 712 reunion ya han sido terminados (Anexo I11).

Proyectos con algln avance

39. Diez proyectos han sido clasificados como proyectos que exhiben “algin avance”; los organismos
bilaterales y de ejecucién indicaron que se les seguiria supervisando (Anexo IV). Al margen de los
avances, cabe sefialar que los proyectos aprobados mas de tres afios atras tienen que continuar bajo
supervision de conformidad con la decision 32/4. Asi pues, estos proyectos no pueden eliminarse de la
lista de supervision antes de su total terminacién, independientemente del avance que en ellos se pudiera
haber logrado. Por ende, se les recomienda para seguir bajo supervision.

40. En su 718 reunidn, el Comité Ejecutivo pidi6é 55 informes adicionales de situacién. Este tipo de
informe se requiere cuando no ha habido indicacién alguna de avance desde las fechas del ultimo informe
y/o si se han notificado impedimentos adicionales a la ejecucion. Ha habido avances en 26 proyectos. Se
han pedido informes adicionales de situacion para presentar a la 732 reunion respecto de 29 proyectos
(Anexo V), con indicacion de las razones especificas por las que se piden tales informes.

Elaboracion de planes de gestion de la eliminacién de los HCFC/firma del documento de proyecto

41. Hasta la fecha, el Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado 308 planes de gestion de la eliminacién de los
HCFC vy actividades de preparacion de proyectos de eliminacion de los HCFC en 145 paises, lo que
resulté en la aprobacion de actividades de planes de gestion de eliminacién de HCFC en 138 paises. A
partir del nimero de planes de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC ya aprobados, se presentara un plan
para su consideracion en la 722 reunion y seis con posterioridad a dicha reunion.

42. En su 71%reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo pidié un informe adicional de situacion sobre la
elaboracion del plan de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC para Mauritania.

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STATUS REPORTS AND COMPLIANCE

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The main issues and conclusions are that:

Botswana, Libya and South Sudan have not reported the establishment of licensing systems;

Several countries did not include the accelerated HCFC control measures agreed in 2007 in their
licensing and quota system;

No countries appear to be in non-compliance with control measures based on latest Article 7 (A7)
and/or country programme (CP) data submitted;

Most countries reported zero consumption of the remaining substances (excluding HCFCs) and
25 countries have methyl bromide (MB) consumption but in compliance with the 2005 control
measures;

There was MB production in 2012 in China. MB production was below the 20 per cent baseline
required for 2012;

Seven countries® produced 37,003 ODP tonnes of HCFCs based on the latest data and reported under
A7 of the Montreal Protocol; and three reported HCFC production below their baselines. Most of the
production (34,414 ODP tonnes) was in Ching;

! Including the Republic of Korea (395.1 ODP tonnes baseline and 306.7 ODP tonnes produced in 2012), which has
not received assistance from the Multilateral Fund for the phase-out of ODS.

Pre-session documents of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol are

without prejudice to any decision that the Executive Committee might take following issuance of the document.
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All eligible countries have HCFC phase-out management plan (HPMP) preparation funding
approved;

e Two countries submitted their HPMPs to the 72™ meeting (Libya and Tunisia) and five countries will
submit their HPMPs (Mauritania and South Sudan) or resubmit their HPMPs (Botswana, Democratic
People’s Republic of Korea (the) and Syrian Arab Republic) after the 72" meeting. The HPMP for
Libya was subsequently withdrawn by UNIDO as the country has not yet an operational HCFC
licensing and quota system in place;

e The Executive Committee has addressed 24 per cent of the HCFC consumption and 89 per cent of the
HCFC production through approved projects;

e For the 146 countries® reporting 2011 and 2012 data, HCFC consumption increased by 5.8 per cent;
e Latest HCFC consumption for 84 countries was below their baseline consumption;
e Data on the implementation of CPs indicate that:

o Of the 144 countries required to report CP data, 132 reported for 2012 of which 89 countries
submitted data using the web-based system;

o0 For the countries that have submitted 2012 data, 98 reported operational licensing systems;

0 One-hundred and one countries indicated that they had quota systems in place for HCFC control
measures.

e The Republic of Korea, Singapore and the United Arab Emirates have agreed not to seek funding for
from the Multilateral Fund.

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Introduction
1. This document consists of four parts:

Part |: Status of compliance® of Article 5 (A5) countries that are subject to the Montreal
Protocol’s control measures (decisions 32/76(b) and 67/6(c));

Part 11: A5 countries that are subject to decisions of the Parties on compliance;

Part 111: Data on the implementation of CPs on sectoral distribution of HCFCs and prices of
HCFCs; and

Part IV: Projects with implementation delays and for which special status reports were requested.

PART 1: STATUS OF, AND PROSPECTS FOR, COMPLIANCE (BASED ON LATEST
AVAILABLE DATA)

2. This section presents the results of the analysis of the status of compliance with control measures
for the 2013 freeze for HCFCs, and the final phase-out of MB and TCA* by 2015. The analysis assumes
that the latest consumption reported under A7 or in CP data has taken into account the phase-out from
completed projects approved by the Executive Committee. Since the inception of the Multilateral Fund,
up to December 2012, 249,263 ODP tonnes of consumption and 192,150 ODP tonnes of production had
been phased out from completed projects. The completed projects were valued at US $2.1 billion out of
an approved total of approximately US $2.73 billion®.

3. As of 21 March 2014, 140 A5 countries had reported 2012 data and four A5 countries had
reported 2013 data pursuant to A7. One additional country reported to the Fund Secretariat 2013 CP data.
For countries that had not submitted 2012 or 2013 data, the latest consumption data available was used in
the analysis (A7 data for two countries in 2011). The analysis assumes that the latest reported levels of
ODS consumption excluding HCFCs have not increased, although this might not be true for two countries
for which 2012 or 2013 data were not available.

4. Data on potential approvals in 2014 have been taken from the Consolidated 2014-2016 Business
Plan of the Multilateral Fund (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/71/7), which was endorsed at the 71* meeting.

LICENSING SYSTEMS AND MONTREAL AND BEIJING AMENDMENTS
5. The latest information provided to the Ozone Secretariat on the establishment of licensing

systems indicates that only Botswana and South Sudan have not reported the establishment of licensing
systems. It should be noted that Botswana and South Sudan ratified the Montreal Amendment to the

® The analysis performed and the conclusions reached in this document are without prejudice to the status of
compliance determined by the Parties to the Montreal Protocol, which is the only body empowered to assess such
status. Data reported pursuant to A7 of the Protocol are used exclusively to determine a country’s status of
compliance on an annual basis. The analysis in this document uses a mix of data reported to the Fund Secretariat on
CP implementation for various compliance periods and A7 data. Therefore, this document does not determine
compliance per se. Rather, it assesses the prospects of A5 countries in their efforts to comply with one or more of
the control measures in the Montreal Protocol.

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Montreal Protocol on 21 February 2013 and 16 October 2012, respectively and that these countries have
six months from the date of ratification of the Amendment to establish licensing systems.

6. In the case of Botswana, UNEP reported that the new Meteorological Bill, which includes the
licensing and quota system, was presented to Parliament in March 2014 and was approved in April 2014.
For South Sudan, UNEP indicated that the current political and security situation did not enable the
establishment of ODS regulations included in the HPMP preparation which had been suspended.

7. In the case of Libya, the representative of the Government attending the regional network
meeting in Africa (Addis Ababa, 24-28 March 2014) indicated that the Government was in the process of
drafting the ODS regulations, including the licensing and quota systems. Based on this situation, UNIDO
withdrew the HPMP for Libya that was submitted to the 72™ meeting.

8. The Executive Committee may wish to request UNEP to report on the establishment of
Botswana’s and South Sudan’s licensing systems, and UNIDO on Libya’s licensing systems, by the
73" meeting.

9. In reviewing the 2012 CP report data, the Secretariat noted that 12 countries, namely Argentina,
Bolivia (Plurinational State of), Dominica, ElI Salvador, Iragq, Jamaica, Kiribati, Mauritania, Peru,
Philippines (the), Republic of Moldova (the) and Tonga, with licensing and quota systems in place
reported that these systems were not amended to include the accelerated HCFC control measures agreed
in 2007. Five countries including Cuba, Kyrgyzstan, Serbia, Turkmenistan and Tuvalu reported that only
their licensing systems included the accelerated HCFC control measures agreed in 2007, but their quota
systems did not. Seventeen countries have not submitted their CP data or have not provided data on this
issue, namely Bahrain, Burkina Faso, Central African Republic (the), Comoros (the), Cook Islands (the),
Djibouti, Eritrea, Jordan, Kuwait, Mozambique, Myanmar, Nauru, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Sudan (the),
Suriname, and Syrian Arab Republic.

10. The Executive Committee may wish to request relevant implementing agencies to provide an
update on the actions taken by the above-mentioned countries to amend their licensing/quota systems by
the 73" meeting.

11. As at 14 March 2014, two Article 5 Parties had not ratified the Beijing Amendment: Libya and
Mauritania.

PRODUCTION SECTOR

12. Table 1 shows the latest production data, excluding HCFCs, in Article 5 countries. Information is
not provided for CFCs, CTC and halon in line with decision 63/4(b)(ii).

A5 countries with MB production facilities. The second is the Republic of Korea, which has not sought
Fund assistance. In 2012, 149.8 ODP tonnes of MB were produced in China that is within the control
limit of 80 per cent of the baseline (776.3 ODP tonnes) and the limit of 176 ODP tonnes in its agreement
for the MB production sector (decision 47/54).

15. The Sub-group on the Production Sector is considering guidelines for the HCFC production
sector. Swing plants previously funded for CFC phase-out are currently not eligible for additional funding
for HCFC closure under their CFC phase-out agreements with the Executive Committee®. This applies to
Argentina, India, Mexico and Venezuela (Bolivarian Republic of).

CONSUMPTION SECTOR

16. Table 3 presents a summary of countries’ compliance with MB control measures (excluding
quarantine and pre-shipment applications). Of the 147 A5 countries that have ratified the Copenhagen
Amendment, 145 have reported complete baseline data; 58 reported zero for both the baseline and the
latest consumption. One hundred A5 countries have received support from the Multilateral Fund for MB
phase-out activities and/or projects.

e Project preparation funds for the complete phase-out of controlled uses in Sudan (the) and
Tunisia have been approved at the 71° meeting. A project preparation for Algeria has been
requested to the 72" meeting.

Methyl chloroform (TCA)

18. All countries have reported zero consumption for TCA and are in compliance with the control
measures.

HCFC consumption

19. Annex Il includes an analysis of the latest reported consumption data on HCFCs and control
measures addressed by approved HPMPs. One-hundred and forty-seven A5 countries have reported both
the baseline and the latest consumption. Latest consumption data for 84 countries is below their baseline.

20. Table 4 presents a summary of countries’ compliance with the HCFC control measures.

21. Fifty-nine of the 63 countries whose consumption exceeds the freeze have received funding for
HPMPs from the Multilateral Fund.

22. Table 5 presents the levels of HCFC consumption based on the latest reported data available. It
shows that there are 566,532.8 mt (37,196.6 ODP tonnes) of HCFC consumption consisting primarily of
HCFC-22 (64.2 per cent of the total) and HCFC-141b (31.8 per cent of the total). The 566,532.8 mt of
HCFCs represent an increase of 41,118.8 mt over the amount (525,414 mt) reported to the 69" meeting in
April 2013. The consumption level in this report is based on data from 2013 for four countries, 2012 for
132 countries and 2011 for 8 countries. For the 146 countries reporting both 2011 and 2012 data, HCFC
consumption has increased by 5.8 per cent.

24. All countries have ratified the Copenhagen Amendment and have received HPMP project

preparation funds including funding for a licensing system to address HCFC control measures. The
Executive Committee has approved HPMPs for 138 countries to-date valued at US $556.5 million
(US $393.6 million of which has been released).

25. Additional information has been provided in Annex Il to indicate those HPMPs approved to-date,
those submitted to the 72" meeting (if any) with the duration covered by the HPMP (such as, HPMPs
approved to meet the 10 per cent reduction in 2015 or the 35 per cent reduction in 2020).

" Information on the amount of HCFC-141b contained in imported pre-blended polyol is only available in country
programme data but not provided under A7 data.
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26. Stage | HPMPs have implementation durations to enable the reduction levels from their baselines
or starting points as follows:

e Twenty-seven countries (seven low-volume-consuming (LVC) countries, 20 non-LVC
countries) address compliance for the period up to 2015;

e One-hundred and two countries (58 LVC countries and 32 non-LVVC countries, plus the
12 Pacific Island Countries (PICs)) address compliance up to 2020;

e Nine LVC countries (Bhutan, Cambodia, Croatia, Maldives, Mauritius, Namibia, Papua New
Guinea, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, and Seychelles) have received funding for the
complete phase-out of HCFCs well in advance of the 2040 phase-out, e.g. Croatia by 2014
and the others by 2020 or 2025.

217. Six of the seven remaining countries have not received HPMP funding other than for project
preparation; one country (Syrian Arab Republic) received funding for a project for the phase-out of
12.9 ODP tonnes of HCFC in the refrigeration and air-conditioning sector outside its HPMP, representing
9.6 per cent of the baseline. South Sudan has ratified all of the amendments to the Montreal Protocol but
has not submitted HCFC consumption data under A7.

29. All compliance-related issues have been resolved except for Botswana and South Sudan that did
not establish their licensing systems per decision XXV/15.

HCFC CONSUMPTION DATA BY SECTOR

30.

As of 28 March 2014, reports on the implementation of CPs were required from

144 A5 countries. The latest reports were received by the Secretariat for four countries for 2013,
132 countries for 2012 and 8 countries for 2011. All countries that submitted requests for funding to the
72" meeting also submitted 2012 CP data as of 28 March 2014°.

31.

Although the consumption levels recorded are from different years and may not necessarily

correspond to the A7 data, the CP data provides the most recent sectoral assessment by country, and on a
global basis. These data should assist the A5 countries concerned and the Executive Committee to assess
what remains to be phased out on a sectoral basis. Table 8 presents HCFC consumption by sector.

CHARACTERISTICS OF COUNTRY PROGRAMMES

33. This is the first year of use of the new format approved at the 63" meeting for reporting CP data.
Thirty-one countries provided 2012 data still using the previous format and 105 countries used the revised
format.

34. Eighty-nine countries (of the 132 that submitted data) submitted 2012 data using the web-based
system. Only four of the required 144 countries provided 2013 data, 132 provided 2012 CP data and eight
countries for 2011 in time for analysis in this document.

35. The data provided in the new format was incomplete for the three main sections: qualitative,
guantitative and regulatory. Only 24 countries provided all the information for all three sections: Albania,
Armenia, Bahamas (the), Barbados, Belize, Cambodia, Central African Republic (the), Cook Islands
(the), Ecuador, El Salvador, Fiji, Lesotho, Malaysia, Micronesia (Federated States of), Mongolia,
Nicaragua, Panama, Republic of Moldova, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Samoa, Sao Tome and
Principe, Serbia, Togo and Zimbabwe.

Summary of data

36. One-hundred and one of the 144 countries that reported data indicated that they had quota
systems in place and 123 countries advised that importer registration was a requirement. For the countries
that have submitted 2012 data, 98 countries to which reporting requirements apply have reported
operational licensing systems. A total of 1,707.7 ODP tonnes of HCFC-22 have been recovered of which
1,533.2 ODP tonnes were reused. A total of 5,453 customs officers have been reported as having been
trained. A total of 3,189 recovery machines and 1,714 recycling machines are operational;
12,277 technicians have been certified, 15,266 technicians have been trained and 1,557 trainers for
technicians have been trained to recover and recycle HCFCs.

PART IV: PROJECTS WITH IMPLEMENTATION DELAYS AND FOR WHICH SPECIAL
STATUS REPORTS WERE REQUESTED

37. There are 15 ongoing projects that have been classified as projects with implementation delays®
and are subject to the Committee’s procedures for project cancellation, as shown in Table 10. Report has
not been received from Israel (one).

° Projects with implementation delays are those: (i) that are expected to be completed more than 12 months late,
and/or, (ii) where no disbursement has been made within 18 months of the project’s approval.

38. In their reports, the bilateral and implementing agencies advised that there have been varying

degrees of progress in overcoming delays. Four of the projects listed with delays at the 71% meeting have
now been completed (Annex I11).

Projects with some progress

39. Ten projects have been classified as showing “some progress”, and the bilateral and
implementing agencies indicated that these would continue to be monitored (Annex 1V). Notwithstanding
progress, it should be noted that projects approved over three years ago must continue to be monitored
pursuant to decision 32/4. These projects cannot, therefore, be removed from the list for monitoring prior
to final completion irrespective of the progress that may have been made. They are thus recommended for
continued monitoring.

Projects for which additional status reports were requested™

40. At its 71% meeting, the Executive Committee requested 55 additional status reports. Such status
reports are needed when there has been no indication of any progress since the last report and/or where
additional impediments to implementation have been reported. There has been progress on 26 projects.
Additional status reports are requested for submission to the 73™ meeting for 29 projects (Annex V)
stating the specific reasons for which such reports were requested.

HPMP development/project document signature

41. To-date, the Executive Committee has approved 308 HPMP and HCFC phase-out project
preparation activities in 145 countries resulting in approved HPMP activities in 138 countries. Based on
the number of HPMPs already approved, one HPMP will be submitted for consideration at the 72" and
six after the 72" meeting.

42. At its 71 meeting, the Executive Committee requested one additional status report for
Mauritania’s HPMP development. A status report is needed when there has been no indication of any
progress since the last report and/or where additional impediments to implementation have been reported.
An additional status report is requested for submission to the 73" meeting for Mauritania (Annex V).
