Observaciones de la Secretaria

3. La Secretaria examin6 las peticiones de renovacién de cinco proyectos Fl presentados por el
PNUD en nombre de los respectivos Gobiernos, confrontandolas con las directrices y decisiones
pertinentes relativas a la admisibilidad y a los niveles de financiacion. Las peticiones se sometieron a
comprobacién cruzada con el plan de trabajo de FI original de la fase anterior, el programa de pais y los
datos relativos al articulo 7, el informe mas reciente sobre la ejecucidn del Plan de gestion de eliminacion
de los HCFC, el informe del organismo sobre la marcha de las actividades, y toda decision pertinente de
la Reunion de las Partes en el Protocolo de Montreal. Se tom6 nota de que estos paises estan en situacion
de cumplimiento de sus obligaciones para con las metas de eliminacion de SAO contraidas en virtud del
Protocolo de Montreal y que todas las peticiones presentadas incluian indicadores de desempefio para las
actividades planificadas para la siguiente fase de los proyectos FI de conformidad con la
decision 74/51 e)*.

1 El Comité Ejecutivo decidi6 continuar utilizando el actual formato para renovaciones de FI, conforme a lo
aprobado en la 612 reunién (decision 61/43 c)), con modificaciones en la seccion 10, a fin de indicar que habran de
incluirse los indicadores de desempefio, como se recoge en el anexo XIX del documento
UNEP/OzL .Pro/ExCom/74/56 (decision 74/51 €)).
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4. Dado que el presente documento se difundié con anterioridad a la fecha limite prescrita del 1 de
mayo de 2016 para la presentacion de los informes de los datos de programa de pais correspondientes a

2. During Phase VIII of Argentina’s institutional strengthening (IS) project, the country achieved

and maintained compliance with the freeze of HCFC consumption in 2013, more than a 10 per cent
reduction by 2014, and the complete phase-out of TCA consumption. Import quotas for methyl bromide
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were allocated amongst registered importers following the approval of agreed critical-use exemptions for
methyl bromide for 2016 and 2017 by the 27" Meeting of the Parties. The Government of Argentina
continued implementing stage | of the HCFC phase-out management plan (HPMP) and strengthened the
legal framework through the approval of legislation for the establishment of the HCFC quota system and
the ban of production and imports of HCFC-based domestic air-conditioning. Other activities included the
preparation of the ODS consumption reports, training sessions for air-conditioning technicians, and
coordination of the start-up of the survey of ODS alternatives. The NOU participated in regional network,
Montreal Protocol, and Executive Committee meetings, and continued public awareness activities
including celebration of International Ozone Day.

Plan of action

3. Through the phase IX of the IS project the Government of Argentina will prepare and present the
strategy for stage Il of its HPMP and will strengthen and ensure the sustainability of the activities
implemented in the servicing sector including technical assistance to end-users in selection of low-global
warming potential (GWP) alternatives and the legal framework to support HCFC phase-out activities. The
NOU will continue to participate in regional and international meetings and carry out public awareness
activities.

operation of the quota system, import controls and training for customs officers; ODS data collection,
quality checking, and reporting; consultations with stakeholders through steering committee meetings and
industry associations; supervision and monitoring of project implementation, including the servicing
sector and the pilot ODS disposal project; awareness raising activities; participation in regional and
international Montreal Protocol meetings; and initiated work on the ODS alternatives survey.

6. During phase XII of the IS project Ghana will focus on strengthening a regulatory environment to
support the safe use of hydrocarbons (HC) and management of HCFCs and their alternatives; ensuring
ODS import controls particularly an operational licensing system; monitoring ODS importers and
refrigerant brands to ensure the availability of genuine refrigerants; cooperating with neighbouring West
African countries to combat illegal trade; continuing ODS data reporting, networking and stakeholder
engagement; supporting monitoring of ongoing projects and ensuring the sustainability of completed
ones; awareness raising; and initiate the preparation of stage Il of the HPMP.

8. In addition to implementation of stage | of the HPMP, the Ozone Cell continued monitoring

production, imports and exports of ODS for effective control of supply and consumption. India achieved
the 2013 freeze in HCFC consumption and production and is on target to achieve the 2015 control
measures. The ODS Regulation and Control Rules were published in the Gazette of India in April 2014,
and preparation of the strategy for stage Il of the HPMP is at an advanced stage following active
involvement of industry, industry associations, Government agencies and other stakeholders. The Ozone
Cell participated in meetings of the Executive Committee, Montreal Protocol, and regional network
meetings. It also continued implementation of a fiscal incentive scheme. The Ozone Cell conducted
public awareness and information dissemination activities together with the Ministry of Environment.

Plan of action

9. The objective of the phase XI of the IS project will continue the sustainability of ODS phase-out;
to monitor effective implementation of stage | of the HPMP, finalize and implement the strategy for stage
Il of the HPMP, and strengthen institutional networks to achieve the compliance targets; to continue
implementation and enforcement of the Amended Rules (2014) for ODS; and to intensify implementation
of information outreach activities for active involvement of all stakeholders in sustaining ODS phase-out
and HPMP implementation.

11. During phase VIII of the IS project, Nigeria continued the implementation of ODS phase-out
activities including stage | of the HPMP activities which resulted in more than a 10 per cent reduction in
HCFC consumption. The operation of the HCFC quota system was improved and effective monitoring
controls led to the seizure of 1.1 tonnes of CFC-12. Other activities included: ODS data reporting;
participation in regional network and international Montreal Protocol meetings, consultations with
stakeholders; and awareness activities including a side-event on implementation of the HPMP
implementation at the 27" Meeting of the Parties. Stage | of the HPMP is at an advanced stage of
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implementation and activities to prepare stage Il have commenced. The ODS alternatives survey was
initiated. The NOU worked on improving its relationships with the customs and importers through the

data gathering exercise for the HFC survey.

Plan of action

12. During phase IX, Nigeria intends to consolidate and sustain the ODS phase-out already achieved,
complete stage | of the HPMP, and submit and start the implementation of stage Il of the HPMP. The
NOU will continue data collection activities including the completion of the survey on ODS alternatives
and intensify awareness raising and outreach activities to maintain the success of implementation and

ODS control efforts.

14. During phase X of the IS project, the NOU ensured timely policy decisions on ODS phase-out,
technical capacity building and awareness creation among stakeholders, and the adoption of legislative
measures. Licensing for HCFC is now mandatory and the quota system worked effectively. Sri Lanka
continued to submit Article 7 and country programme consumption data on time, and has implemented
stage | of the HPMP. The NOU continued information and awareness activities including the
incorporation of ODS educational materials into the school science curriculum, and the promotion of
zero-ODP and low-GWP technologies.

Plan of action

15. During phase XI Sir Lanka will continue to strengthen national management capacity, introduce
further targeted policies and regulations for ODS phase-out, and sustain awareness and commitment from
stakeholders and general public. NOU activities will include awareness raising; production and
distribution of information materials on the HPMP; conducting and coordinating committee meetings for
HCFC policy related decisions; organizing the International Ozone Day celebrations; ODS data collection
and reporting, and attending regional network meetings.

EI Comité Ejecutivo tomé asimismo nota con reconocimiento de la
ejecucion coordinada y sin altibajos de la etapa | del Plan de gestion de eliminacion de los HCFC y del
proyecto de eliminaciéon del consumo de SAO, y de que la Dependencia Nacional del Ozono habia
conseguido con éxito la participacion de todas las partes interesadas en las actividades de eliminacion. El

EI Comité Ejecutivo tomo asimismo nota con
reconocimiento de la ejecucién coordinada de la etapa | del Plan de gestion de eliminacién de los HCFC
y de otros proyectos a pesar de haber cambiado el responsable de la Dependencia Nacional del Ozono,
también tomd nota ulteriormente de que Nigeria dispone de un sistema de control eficaz en sus aduanas y
fronteras, como lo confirman los decomisos de las importaciones ilegales de CFC. EIl Comité Ejecutivo
manifesto su apreciacion de que Nigeria haya utilizado el sistema en red para presentar por primera vez
sus datos de programa de pais para 2014 y su optimismo porque Nigeria haya superado los retos en la
presentacion de datos y porque asi podra presentar puntualmente los futuros datos del programa de pais.
El Comité Ejecutivo prevé que Nigeria confirme pronto haber logrado alcanzar la reduccion del 10 por
ciento en el consumo de HCFC en 2015 y expresd su confianza en que en el transcurso de los dos
préximos afios el pais continde cumpliendo las futuras medidas de control en virtud del Protocolo de
Montreal.
