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CUESTIONES IDENTIFICADAS DURANTE EL EXAMEN DE PROYECTOS

Proyectos y actividades presentadas por organismos bilaterales y de ejecucién
2. Los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion presentaron a la 772 reunion un total de 170 solicitudes de
financiamiento para tramos de acuerdos plurianuales aprobados mas proyectos y actividades por un monto

de 170.483.133 SEUA (975.440.206 $EUA, si se considera lo solicitado en principio), cifra que incluye los
gastos de apoyo correspondientes. Estas solicitudes comprenden:

a) Siete etapas Il del plan de gestion para la eliminacion de HCFC (PGEH) en paises de alto
consumo y dos en paises de bajo consumo;

Los documentos previos al periodo de sesiones del Comité Ejecutivo del Fondo Multilateral para la Aplicacion del Protocolo de
Montreal no van en perjuicio de las decisiones que el Comité pudiera adoptar después de la emision de los mismos.
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b) Una etapa | del PGEH para un pais de bajo consumo;

C) Tramos de PGEH aprobados para 28 paises;

d) Renovacion de proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional en 35 paises; y
e) Preparacion de proyectos para la etapa Il del PGEH vy actividades de inversion en tres paises.
3. Hecha su evaluacion, se recomiendan para aprobacion general 77 proyectos y actividades por un

total de 8.241.271 $EUA, cifra que incluye gastos de apoyo. Se presentan para consideracion individual
otros XX proyectos y actividades por un total de 149.690.219 $EUA (678.515.829 $SEUA, si se considera lo
solicitado en principio). Estos proyectos suman en conjunto un total de 157.931.490 SEUA.

Renovacion de proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional

4, La Secretaria evalué informes de terminacion y solicitudes de prérroga de fondos para
fortalecimiento institucional para 34 paises a la luz de las decisiones pertinentes, en especial la decision
74/51(c) sobre nivel de financiamiento para proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional y su renovacion, y la
decision 74/51(e) sobre la obligatoriedad de incorporar indicadores de desempefio a las actividades previstas.
Cada solicitud se cotejé con los informes de fortalecimiento institucional anteriores; con los informes de
avance sobre ejecucion de programas pais; con lo informado en virtud del articulo 7 del Protocolo de
Montreal; con los ultimos informes de ejecucion de los PGEH; con los informes de avance presentados a la
778 reunion por los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion y con las correspondientes decisiones sobre
cumplimiento adoptadas por las Partes del Protocolo de Montreal.

Proyectos vy actividades presentadas y posteriormente retiradas

5. Durante el proceso de evaluacion quedaron en evidencia ciertos problemas con la etapa Il de los
PGEH para Egipto, Kenia y Timor-Leste y con la etapa | del PGEH para Burkina Faso (tercer tramo), por un
valor de 7.869.944 $EUA. Al no poder resolverse oportunamente, el correspondiente organismo de
ejecucion principal los retir, como sigue:

a) Etapa Il del PGEH para Egipto, retirada para permitir un andlisis detallado del consumo
remanente admisible para financiamiento de HCFC-141b y de HCFC-141b contenido en
polioles premezclados de importacion, y para evaluar mas detenidamente los sobrecostos del
sector fabricacion de equipos de climatizacion en vista de ciertas dudas sobre la tecnologia
seleccionada;

b) Etapa Il del PGEH para Kenia, retirada por problemas con los sistemas de licencias y cuotas de
consumo de HCFC, tomando nota de que el gobierno se apresta a adoptar una serie de medidas
de fortalecimiento de dichos sistemas por medio de actividades previstas en la etapa I;

C) Etapa Il del PGEH para Timor-Leste, retirada debido a la ausencia de avances significativos en
la ejecucidn de la etapa | del PGEH; y

d) Solicitud de tramo para la etapa | del PGEH para Burkina Faso, retirada’ debido a la no
presentacién de informes de verificacion de consumo de HCFC para los afios 2013, 2014 y
2015y a la subsistencia de fuertes fluctuaciones en los niveles de consumo que podrian motivar
ajustes al punto de partida para la reduccion acumulativa sostenida en el consumo de HCFC.

! Los retrasos en la presentacion de tramos estan normados por el documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/77/6.
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Cuestiones identificadas durante el examen de proyectos

6. Durante el proceso de evaluacion de proyectos la Secretaria detectd diversos problemas respecto de
los cuales solicita la orientacion del Comité Ejecutivo.

Reemplazo o incorporacion de organismos de ejecucién de PGEH aprobados

7. Algunas solicitudes para tramos contenian una peticién a la Secretaria en cuanto a incorporar a
ciertos organismos bilaterales o de ejecucion. En ciertos casos se necesita sustituir a un organismo como
forma de superar trabas a la ejecucion (p. ej., en la 75 reunién las actividades y el financiamiento para la
Republica Popular Democréatica de Corea se traspasaron del PNUMA a la ONUDI debido a que el PNUMA
tuvo inconvenientes para hacer llegar el financiamiento aprobado al pais). En otros, el cambio se debe al
interés de un pais beneficiario por trabajar con un determinado organismo (p. €j., solicitud presentada a esta
reunion para incorporar al gobierno de Espafia a la implementacion del segundo y siguientes tramos de la
etapa Il del PGEH para México).

8. Salvo gastos de apoyo, el reemplazo o incorporacién de un organismo no afecta las actividades a
implementar ni el nivel de financiamiento aprobado, pero si requiere ajustar el Acuerdo para dejar constancia
de ello. En tales casos, la Secretaria tiende a recomendar que el Comité Ejecutivo someta la solicitud de
tramo a consideracion individual.

9. Dado que el reemplazo o incorporacion de organismos a la ejecucion de un PGEH generalmente no
causan problemas, el Comité Ejecutivo, salvo que existan otras materias por analizar, podra solicitar a la
Secretaria que considere dichas solicitudes para aprobacidn general.

Financiamiento retenido a la espera de informes de verificacion o del cumplimiento de condiciones

10. En la 762 reunion el Comité Ejecutivo aprobd los tramos de distintos PGEH en el bien entendido de
gue el Tesorero retendria los fondos hasta que los organismos de ejecucion correspondientes presentasen lo
siguiente: informes de verificacién de consumo de HCFC (para Butan, Camboya, Chad, el Congo, Haiti,
Pakistan, Santo Tomé y Principe y Sudafrica); confirmacion de la firma de acuerdos entre el gobierno y el
PNUMA (Chile, Guatemala y Honduras); o informe de verificacion de consumo de HCFC y confirmacién de
estar en operaciones el entorno regulatorio necesario para el correcto uso de refrigerantes a base de
hidrocarburos (Ghana), conforme a la decisién 72/32(b).

11. Con posterioridad a dicha reunién, la Secretaria recibié conforme los informes de verificacion para
Butan, Camboya, Chad, el Congo y Pakistan y confirmacion de la firma de un acuerdo entre el gobierno de
Guatemala y el PNUMA, en vista de lo cual el Tesorero efectud el traspaso de los fondos aprobados a los
organismos de ejecucion.

12. A fines de octubre de 2016 faltaban aun por presentar los informes de verificacién de Haiti
(PNUMA), Santo Tomé y Principe (PNUMA) y Sudafrica (ONUDI), asi como confirmacion por parte del
PNUMA de la firma de acuerdos con Chile y Honduras. En el caso de Ghana, se recibié el informe de
verificacion pero seguia pendiente la confirmacidn del cumplimiento de las condiciones estipuladas en la
decision 72/32(b).

13. Considerando que las condiciones para la transferencia de los fondos aprobados debian haberse
cumplido poco después de la 762 reunidn, y que no es posible iniciar las actividades de los tramos aprobados
hasta no transferir los fondos a los organismos de ejecucion, el Comité Ejecutivo podra estimar oportuno
instar al PNUMA, la ONUDI y los gobiernos de Haiti, Santo Tomé y Principe y Sudéafrica a presentar cuanto
antes los informes de verificacion de consumo de HCFC; al PNUMA y los gobiernos de Chile y Honduras a
suscribir cuanto antes los acuerdos de ejecucion de sus respectivos PGEH; y al PNUD vy el gobierno de
Ghana a implementar cuanto antes la decision 72/32(b) para no dilatar mas el inicio de las actividades.
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Fabricacion temporal de equipos de refrigeracion y climatizacion de alto PCA en empresas que recibieron
fondos para reconvertirse a alternativas de bajo PCA

14, Durante el estudio de los informes y la evaluacién del sector sistemas de refrigeracion y
climatizacion, la Secretaria constaté con preocupacion que diversas empresas del sector que habian acordado
reconvertirse a alternativas de bajo PCA estaban utilizando lineas de produccion convertidas para fabricar
equipos de alto PCA. Tal es el caso en el sector equipos de refrigeracién industrial y comercial de China
(tecnologia HFC-32), Indonesia (tecnologia HFC-32), y Serbia (sistemas en cascada a base de amoniaco o
amoniaco mas dioxido de carbono o hidrocarburos). En estos proyectos existen empresas que, pese a haber
instalado el equipamiento necesario para fabricar unidades que operen con la tecnologia acordada, por ahora
lo utilizan para fabricar unidades de alto PCA.

15. Los principales motivos que se aducen es la dificultad para comercializar los equipos debido a la
falta de normas de seguridad, reservas por parte de los técnicos de servicio, mayor costo respecto de equipos
de alto PCA, poca aceptacion entre los consumidores, baja disponibilidad de compresores en ciertas
categorias, y otros factores. La implementacion de normas nacionales que prohiben el uso de HCFC en la
fabricacion puede también afectar la continuidad comercial de las empresas si no se tiene presente la
disposicion del mercado ante la adopcidn de ciertas tecnologias.

16. Las grandes empresas que operan multiples lineas de produccion pueden absorber los efectos de una
linea ociosa aumentando la produccién de las demas mientras esperan mejores condiciones para vender
equipos con la tecnologia acordada, pero las pequefias y medianas empresas podrian arriesgar su viabilidad
econdmica si mantienen capacidad ociosa. Al respecto se indic6 que, considerando el equipamiento ya
instalado en las lineas convertidas, en cuanto existan condiciones de mercado las empresas podran pasar
facilmente a fabricar equipos que utilicen la tecnologia de bajo PCA originalmente propuesta.

17. Dado que la asistencia del Fondo Multilateral se calcula y aprueba sobre la base de la tecnologia
elegida por la empresa y del respectivo impacto ambiental (eliminacion de SAO e impacto climatico
calculados en la propuesta de proyecto), la Secretaria estima importante que las empresas que acordaron
convertirse fabriquen equipos que utilicen la tecnologia de bajo PCA originalmente propuesta; dicho lo cual,
también estima importante otorgar la debida consideracién a su sustentabilidad econémica.

18. La Secretaria hizo notar ademas que los sobrecostos de operacion no se pueden usar para pagar una
tecnologia distinta a la acordada. Al cierre del presente documento, la Secretaria se encontraba en proceso de
confirmar que no se han pagado dichos sobrecostos en los casos que son de su conocimiento.

19. La Secretaria tomé nota de que en China el sector refrigeracion y climatizacion parece haber
desarrollado un mecanismo eficaz de uso de sobrecostos de operacion para incentivar la absorcidon a nivel de
mercado de equipos que utilizan la tecnologia convenida. Dependiendo de sus respectivas circunstancias,
otras Partes del Articulo 5 podran estimar pertinente evaluar la conveniencia de un mecanismo similar.

Recomendacion

20. El Comité Ejecutivo podra estimar oportuno solicitar a los correspondientes organismos bilaterales y
de ejecucidn que:

a) Informen, en cuanto sea de su conocimiento, cuando una empresa temporalmente fabrique
equipos de alto PCA en lineas de produccion financiadas para fabricar equipos de bajo PCA.
En el informe deberdn constar los motivos, las medidas que el gobierno (y las empresas,
cuando corresponda) adoptaran para avanzar hacia el inicio de la fabricaciéon de equipos que
utilicen la tecnologia de bajo PCA originalmente propuesta, y el cronograma
correspondiente;

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Continten informando a cada reunion del Comité Ejecutivo sobre el uso de alternativas de
alto PCA en las lineas convertidas de la empresa en cuestion, hasta tanto dichas lineas
empiecen a producir tnicamente con la tecnologia de bajo PCA originalmente propuesta; y

Se paguen sobrecostos de operacion Unicamente respecto de la fabricacién de equipos que
utilicen la tecnologia de bajo PCA originalmente propuesta.

Proyectos y actividades presentadas a aprobacion general

21. El Anexo I al presente documento presenta los 77 proyectos y actividades que se recomiendan para
aprobacion general, por un total que asciende a 8.241.271 $EUA, cifra que incluye gastos de apoyo. En la
aprobacion de estos proyectos por parte del Comité Ejecutivo se incluirdn las condiciones o disposiciones
pertinentes de las correspondientes hojas de evaluacion, asi como la aprobacion de los programas de

ejecucidn asociados a los respectivos tramos de los proyectos plurianuales.

Proyectos de inversion para consideracion individual

22. Tras el andlisis de la Secretaria, se proponen para consideracion individual 71 proyectos y
actividades por un total de 149.690.219 $EUA (678.515.829 $EUA, si se considera lo solicitado en
principio), cifra que incluye gastos de apoyo. Para facilitar la labor del Comité Ejecutivo, los proyectos se

presentan en el Cuadro 1 clasificados por sector y agrupados por situacion.
