Introduccion

1. Este documento presenta un resumen de los ajustes financieros indicados por los organismos
bilaterales y los organismos de ejecucion de conformidad con lo convenido por la Secretaria. Se incluyen
datos estadisticos® de todos los proyectos con saldos que se han retenido durante mas de 12 meses después
de la terminacién del proyecto, como se dispone en las decisiones 28/7 y 56/2 c). Se indican los saldos
relacionados con proyectos, que se han de devolver, como actividad complementaria de las decisiones
pertinentes del Comité Ejecutivo (mencionados como “por decisién” en el presente documento). Se indica
el nivel de recursos de que dispone el Comité Ejecutivo en efectivo y pagarés, de lo cual se dejé constancia
en el documento sobre el estado de las contribuciones y los desembolsos?, como se establece en la
decision 41/92 b), y se formula una recomendacion.

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Fondos que se han de devolver a la 802 reunion

3. El monto total de los fondos que se han de devolver asciende a 4.420.729 $ EUA (o sea,
23.205 $EUA de los organismos bilaterales y 4.443.934 $EUA de los organismos de ejecucion) procedentes
de proyectos terminados y proyectos “por decision”. En los anexos | y Il se ofrecen explicaciones de las
demoras en el desembolso de los fondos comprometidos o la devolucién de fondos no comprometidos.

Fondos que han de devolver los organismos de ejecucion

4. El total de fondos que han de devolver los organismos de ejecucidn asciende a 4.443.934 SEUA
como se indica en el cuadro 1 (la lista de proyectos con fondos a devolver figura en el anexo IlI).

6. En las reuniones 68% y 69? el Gobierno de Francia devolvié saldos de proyectos terminados por la
suma de 322.799 $EUA, de los cuales 23.205 $EUA (que incluian gastos de apoyo a los organismos de
1.450 $EUA) correspondian a gastos no registrados. La Secretaria y el Tesorero examinaron esta cuestion
con el Gobierno de Francia y acordaron asentar los 23.205 $EUA como gastos en los correspondientes
proyectos, y que esa misma suma se compensara con futuros proyectos aprobados por el Gobierno de Francia
en calidad de organismo bilateral.

7. En el cuadro 3 se muestran los saldos de proyectos terminados que estan retenidos por los organismos
bilaterales.

8. En lo referente a los saldos retenidos por organismos bilaterales, el Gobierno del Japon retiene un

saldo comprometido de 365.464 $EUA y un saldo no comprometido de 813.706 $EUA correspondientes a
un proyecto terminado y dos proyectos por decision, incluidos los gastos de apoyo al organismo.

Disponibilidad de recursos

9. El documento sobre la situacion de las contribuciones y los desembolsos® indica que al 16 de octubre
de 2017 habia un saldo disponible de 78.880.802 $EUA. El saldo neto total devuelto por los organismos
bilaterales y los organismos de ejecucion, incluidos los gastos de apoyo a los organismos, asciende a
4.420.729 $EUA. El nivel de recursos disponible para aprobaciones del Comité Ejecutivo en la 80% reunion,
después de tener en cuenta el saldo del Fondo y la cantidad total devuelta por los organismos de ejecucion,
asciende a un total de 83.301.531 $SEUA.

Observaciones de la Secretaria

10. En la reunion de coordinacion entre organismos®, la Secretaria recordé a los organismos bilaterales
y a los organismos de ejecucion que los saldos relacionados con proyectos terminados y proyectos por
decision que se adeudaban debian devolverse al Fondo Multilateral a mas tardar en la 80 reunion. Los
organismos bilaterales y los organismos de ejecucion se comprometieron a proseguir sus esfuerzos para
devolver los fondos cuanto antes, y a presentar una actualizacion a la 80 reunién con miras a la devolucion
de saldos adicionales.

11. Considerando que el nivel total de fondos para proyectos y actividades presentado a la 80% reunién
asciende a 138.446.594 $EUA, incluidos los gastos de apoyo a los organismos®, los recursos de que se
dispone no son suficientes para cubrir los montos aprobados en la 80% reunion. No obstante, esta informacion
se actualizara durante la reunion.
