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Introduction

1. Les parties du Protocole de Montréal ont adopté un budget de 540 000 000 SUS pour le
réapprovisionnement 2018-2020 du Fonds multilatéral, étant entendu que 34 000 000 $US proviendront de
contributions anticipées payables au Fonds et d’autres sources du triennat de 2015-2017 et que
6 000 000 $US proviendront des intéréts a percevoir du Fonds durant le triennat 2018-2020
(décision XXIX/1).

2. Lors de sa 80° réunion, le Comité exécutif a entériné le plan d’activités calculé au prorata du Fonds
multilatéral conformément a la décision 80/34(c)(v). Lors de la 81° réunion, le plan d’activités calculé au
prorata a été en outre rectifié¢ selon la nouvelle ressource des allocations adoptée par le Comité exécutif de
194,4 millions $US en 2018, de 174,6 millions $US en 2019 et de 171 millions $US en 2020, comme
I’indique le Tableau 1 (décision 81/26(b)).

Les documents de présession du Comité exécutif du Fonds multilatéral aux fins d’application du Protocole de
Montréal sont présentés sous réserve des décisions pouvant étre prises par le Comité exécutif aprés leur publication.

3. Le financement total disponible pour 2018 s’éléeve a 194400 000 $US. De ce montant,
73 930 598 $US ont été approuvés lors de la 81° réunion. Les demandes de financement présentées a la
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82° réunion s’élévent a 105 866 396 $US. Si les demandes de financement pour toutes les propositions de
projets présentées sont approuvées, un solde de 14 603 006 $US sera disponible dans le plan d’activités de
2018, comme I’indique le Tableau 2. La liste des propositions de projets présentées a la 82° réunion se trouve
a I’Annexe I du présent document.

4. La valeur des propositions de projets soumises a la 82° réunion de 98 717 726 $US est de
5528 155 $US au-dessus de leur valeur dans le plan d’activités de 2018, dont 3 329 848 $US associés aux
propositions de projets non incluses dans le plan d’activités 2018." La valeur des activités de réduction du
HFC présentées a la 82° réunion est de 4 120 570 $US, dont 2 959 457 $US sont associés aux propositions
de projets non incluses dans le plan d’activités 2018.

5. Les propositions de projets avec une valeur 43 602 722 $US? qui étaient incluses dans le plan
d’activités de 2018 n’ont pas été présentées pour la 82° réunion. Ces propositions ont été incluses dans le
plan d’activités consolidé du Fonds multilatéral pour 2019-2021.

6. Toutes les contributions volontaires supplémentaires de 17 pays non visés par I’ Article 5%, s’élevant
a25 513 071 $US, ont été regues. Depuis la 80° réunion, 23 104 300 $US ont été approuvés pour des activités
d’habilitation du HFC et des projets d’élimination du HFC, avec un solde de 2 408 771 $US disponible pour
la programmation lors de la 82° réunion.

Engagements a terme
7. Le montant total pour les engagements a terme existants d’accords pluriannuels (APA) pour la

période de 2018 a 2031 est de 618,46 millions $US, en présumant que les demandes de financement
présentées a la 82° réunion seront approuvées en principe, comme 1’indique le Tableau 3.
