Introduccion

1. Este documento presenta una sintesis de los ajustes financieros indicados por los organismos
bilaterales y de ejecucion conforme a lo acordado por la Secretaria. Incluye datos estadisticos' de todos los
proyectos con saldos que se han retenido durante mas de 12 meses después de la terminacion del proyecto,
de conformidad con lo requerido en las decisiones 28/7 y 56/2 c). Se ocupa de los saldos que habran de
devolverse de los proyectos de conformidad con las decisiones pertinentes (mencionados como proyectos
“por decision” en el presente documento). Indica el nivel de recursos de que dispone el Comité Ejecutivo en
efectivo y pagarés, segin lo registrado en el documento sobre la situacion de las contribuciones y los
desembolsos®, como se requiere en la decision 41/92 b), y presenta una recomendacion.

3. Los fondos totales que han de devolverse ascienden a 5 174 080 SEUA (esto es, 3 100 SEUA por los
organismos bilaterales y 5 164 348 SEUA por los organismos de ejecucion provenientes de proyectos
terminados, por decision y de estudio sobre alternativas a las SAO, y 6 632 $EUA de intereses por parte de
organismos bilaterales).

4, Ademas, el Banco Mundial devuelve 241 811 $EUA a las contribuciones adicionales para la
aplicacion inmediata de la reduccion de HFC.

5. En los anexos I, II y III se dan explicaciones sobre las demoras en el desembolso de los fondos
comprometidos o la devolucion de los fondos no comprometidos.

Fondos que han de devolver los organismos de ejecuciéon

6. El monto total de fondos que los organismos de ejecucion han de devolver asciende a 5 164 348
S$EUA, como se muestra en la tabla 1 (la lista de proyectos con fondos devueltos se presenta en el anexo IV).

de 149 801 094 SEUA al 30 de abril de 2019. El saldo total devuelto por los organismos bilaterales y de
ejecucion a la 83" reunion asciende a 5 174 080 SEUA. Por lo tanto, el nivel total de recursos disponibles
para las aprobaciones en la 83" reunion asciende a 154 975 174 $SEUA.

11. Ademas, habria 241 811 $EUA disponibles para actividades para la aplicacion inmediata de la
reduccion de HFC en las contribuciones adicionales’.

Comentarios de la Secretaria

12. En la reunién de coordinacion interinstitucional®, la Secretaria recordé a los organismos bilaterales
y de ejecucion que los saldos relacionados con los proyectos terminados hace un afio y por decision deberian
devolverse al Fondo Multilateral a mas tardar en la 83 reunion.

13. La Secretaria insta a los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion a acelerar el proceso administrativo
necesario de cierre financiero de los proyectos terminados, teniendo en cuenta que el cierre financiero de los
proyectos sigue siendo la razon mas comun de las demoras en las devoluciones de saldos.
