Introducción 

1. Este documento presenta una síntesis de los ajustes financieros indicados por los organismos 
bilaterales y de ejecución conforme a lo acordado por la Secretaría. Incluye datos estadísticos1 de todos los 
proyectos con saldos que se han retenido durante más de 12 meses después de la terminación del proyecto, 
de conformidad con lo estipulado en las decisiones 28/7 y 56/2 c). Este documento trata los saldos que habrán 
de devolverse de los proyectos de conformidad con las decisiones pertinentes (mencionados como proyectos 
"por decisión" en el presente documento). Indica el nivel de recursos de que dispone el Comité Ejecutivo en 
efectivo, según lo registrado en el documento sobre la situación de las contribuciones y los desembolsos2, 
como se estipula en la decisión 41/92 b), y presenta una recomendación.

4. Los fondos totales que han de devolverse ascienden a 6.199.509 $EUA (920.287 $EUA por los 
organismos bilaterales y 5.279.222 $EUA por los organismos de ejecución) provenientes de proyectos 
terminados, por decisión y de estudio sobre alternativas y proyectos de contribuciones adicionales.

5. Los fondos totales que han de devolver los organismos de ejecución ascienden a 5.279.222 $EUA, 
tal como indica el Cuadro 1.

Disponibilidad de recursos 

8. El documento sobre la situación de las contribuciones y los desembolsos indica un saldo disponible 
de 219.542.509 $EUA al 26 de noviembre de 2019. El saldo total devuelto por los organismos bilaterales y 
de ejecución a la 84ª reunión asciende a 6.199.509 $EUA. Por lo tanto, el nivel total de recursos disponibles 
para las aprobaciones en la 84ª reunión asciende a 225.742.018 $EUA. Además, hay un saldo sin utilizar de 
13.698 $EUA proveniente de las contribuciones voluntarias adicionales al Fondo Multilateral de 17 países 
donantes para proporcionar apoyo rápido a la ejecución de la Enmienda de Kigali.3 

Comentarios de la Secretaría 

9. En la reunión de coordinación interinstitucional4, la Secretaría recordó a los organismos bilaterales 
y de ejecución que los saldos relacionados con los proyectos terminados hace un año o más y los proyectos 
por decisión deberían devolverse al Fondo Multilateral a más tardar en la 84ª reunión. Destaca la importancia 
de la necesidad de proseguir con el cierre financiero de proyectos y recalca la necesidad de devolver los 
fondos remanentes no utilizados de los proyectos de estudio sobre alternativas a las SAO a la 84ª reunión, 
de acuerdo con la decisión 80/75 c) i). 

10. Considerando que el nivel total de fondos para proyectos y actividades presentados originalmente a 
la 84ª reunión asciende a 156.062.592 $EUA5, incluidos los gastos de apoyo a los organismos, los recursos 
disponibles son suficientes para las aprobaciones previstas en la 84ª reunión.
