7. El total de fondos que deben devolver los organismos bilaterales asciende a 6 747 $EUA, que se
componen de 6 247 $EUA, mas los gastos de apoyo del organismo de 500 $EUA para Francia.

Disponibilidad de recursos

8. El documento sobre la situacion de las contribuciones y los desembolsos indica un saldo disponible
de 334 427 526 $EUA al 9 de junio de 2021. El saldo total devuelto por los organismos bilaterales y de
ejecucion a la 87° reunion asciende a 2 308 358 $EUA. Por lo tanto, el nivel total de recursos disponibles
para las aprobaciones en la 87 reunidn asciende a 336 735 884 $EUA.
