2020 approved for UNIDO activities under the Multilateral Fund amount to US$
853,360,884, excluding agency support cost, the core unit funding and projects funded by
the additional contributions for implementation of the Kigali Amendment. This amount,
however, includes the adjustments made until end 2020. The details are contained in the
attached database (Annex Il in the Excel file). Inthis annex, the data are sorted by regions
and within each region the completed, financially completed; ongoing and closed
(cancelled) projects are listed.

From 2017 a total of US$ 8,085,163 were approved for UNIDO activities from the
additional contributions to provide fast-start support for implementation of the Kigali
Amendment. The details are contained in the attached database (Annex lla in the Excel
file)

As of 31 December 2020, UNIDO’s cumulative disbursement for all projects (completed
and ongoing) amounts to US$ 761,330,396 excluding agency support cost, core unit
funding and disbursements in projects funded by additional contributions. This
corresponds to a delivery rate of 89 per cent. Out of this amount, US$ 684,379,507 relate
to cumulative disbursement for investment projects (Table 2, “Summary Data by Project
Type” in the Excel file).

17) Tranches approved: Number of tranches approved vs. those planned

In 2020, 33 tranches were approved in total against the updated target of 41. The
original target was 57, however, the below projects were not approved beyond
UNIDO’s control:
o UNIDOwasready for submission of the following tranches from HPMPs Stage
I: Kuwait and Suriname, and HPMPs Stage Il for Bahrain, Chad, Congo,
Ethiopia, Guinea-Bissau, Kuwait, Saint Lucia, Sao Tome and Principe and
United Republic of Tanzania, but the lead agencies were not ready for
submission;
e The tranche request for Algeria and the new Stage of HPMP for Bolivia were
submitted, but UNIDO was requested to withdraw the submissions;
e The new Stage of HPMP for Qatar was submitted, but approval has been
postponed to another meeting;
e The agreement for Brazil HPMP Stage Il has been revised and the 2020
tranche for UNIDO has been removed,;
e UNIDO was ready for the next tranche request under the HPMP Stage |1 for
the Philippines, however an ExCom decision/guidance was needed before
UNIDO could proceed with the submission.

18) Projects/activities approved: Number of projects/activities approved vs. those planned

During 2020, 16 individual projects were approved against the originally agreed target of
40. However the target should be updated to 18 taking into account the projects not
approved for reasons beyond UNIDO’s control:

e Thepreparations for HFC phase down plans were submitted for Albania, Jordan,
Mexico, Montenegro, Niger, North Macedonia, Senegal and South Africa
however due to the fact that the Executive Committee did not agree on the cost-
guidelines, these projects were deferred to another meeting.

e The preparations for HFC phase down plans were not submitted for Benin,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Cameroon, Chad, Ethiopia, Gambia, Malawi,
Rwanda, Serbia, Togo, Tunisia, Turkey and Uganda due to the fact that the
Executive Committee did not agree on the cost-guidelines.

e The institutional strengthening project in Qatar was transferred to UNEP,
therefore should be removed from UNIDOs targets and Business Plan.

e The Demonstration project to provide experience in ICCs and 10Cs associated
with the phase-down of HFCs in the XPS manufacturing for China was
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submitted at an earlier meeting and then UNIDO was asked to withdraw it. The
project will not be re-submitted and should be removed from UNIDOs targets
and business plan.

The approvals include 7 renewals of institutional strengthening projects (Armenia, Egypt,
Libya, Mexico, Oman, Turkmenistan and Montenegro as part of the HPMP), 8 project
preparations projects and 1 global project for UNIDO’s 2021 Core Unit Funding.

Implementation

Funds disbursed: Based on estimated disbursement in Progress Report

During 2020 the funds disbursed as per IPSAS were US$ 20,641,013 against the estimated
disbursements for year 2020 established in the Progress Report for year 2019 of US$
23,582,315.

ODS phased-out: ODS phase-out for the tranche when the next tranche is approved vs.

46.23 ODP tonnes can be recorded as achievements for all MY A projects approved in
2020. The tranche for China HPMP Stage I, XPS sector is in UNIDOs targets, but the
ODP in the amount of 635 is not calculated in the initial target of 273.64. This should
be added to the initial target and it should be 908.64. However, 115.49 ODP tonnes need
to be deducted from the original target of 273.64 OPD (or 908.64 if China is added) as
explained in section 17 due to the non-submission and/or non-approval of several
tranches beyond UNIDO’s control. UNIDOs achievement should be 681.23 against a
target of 793.15 (86% achievement), instead of 46.23 against a revised target of 158.15
(excluding 115.49 OPD tonnes linked to projects listed in section 17) (29%).

Project completion for activities: Project completion vs. planned in progress reports for all
activities (excluding project preparation)

During 2020, UNIDO completed 35 projects against the target of 64. It should be noted
that 2020 was an extraordinary year. Due to the covid-19 pandemic, for several months
no activities could take place due to the curfews and lockdowns introduced globally.
After the initial few months and introducing strict restriction measures in daily lives,
some activities could continue with implementation but with great limitations posting
extraordinary challenges to countries and implementing agencies. Implementing
agencies should not be penalized for the unfortunate global situation.

Cumulative completed investment projects

23) Since 1993, UNIDO’s cumulative number of completed investment projects has grown to
795 with a total of US$ 558,345,822 of approved funding including adjustments. The
average number of months from approval to first disbursement was 9 months. The
average number of months from approval to completion was 39 months. The cost
effectiveness of completed projects is US$ 7.36/kg. Table 5 “Cumulative completed
investment projects by region, sector and implementation characteristics” in the Excel file
illustrates more details, presenting information both on a regional and on a sector basis.
The vast majority of completed investment projects have been implemented with
disbursements of funds during implementation; only ten retroactively funded projects were
implemented by UNIDO. In addition, UNIDO has completed one investment project
funded by additional contributions for the Kigali Amendment.

Cumulative completed non-investment projects

24) Since 1993, UNIDO’s cumulative number of completed non-investment projects is 321.
Out of a total of US$ 52,741,265 approved funding, 99 per cent of funds have been
disbursed. Except for 73 institutional strengthening projects, all UNIDO completed non-
investment projects were objective-sensitive. Table 6 “Cumulative completed non-
investment projects by region, sector and implementation characteristics” in the Excel file
provides details according to geographic region and sectors. In addition, UNIDO has
completed 12 Technical Assistance and project preparations funded by additional
contributions for the Kigali Amendment.

Cumulative ongoing investment projects

25) Bytheendof 2020, UNIDO’s cumulative portfolio of ongoing investment, demonstration
and recovery and recycling projects contained 141 projects. Of the US$ 202,060,641
approved budget, 60 per cent has been disbursed. It took an average of 10 months from
approval to first disbursement. The Africa region had 51 ongoing projects, Asia and the
Pacific 49 ongoing projects, Europe 16 ongoing projects and Latin America and the
Caribbean 25 ongoing projects. Table 7 “Cumulative ongoing investment projects by
region, sector and implementation characteristics” in the Excel file illustrates the
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implementation characteristics among regions and sectors for UNIDO’s ongoing
investment projects. The ongoing projects are objective sensitive and the disbursement of
funds takes place during implementation. In addition, UNIDO is implementing two
investment projects funded by additional voluntary contributions for the Kigali
Amendment.

Cumulative ongoing non-investment projects

26) At the end of 2020, UNIDO’s cumulative portfolio of ongoing non-investment projects
(excluding preparatory funding) consisted of 47 projects. Out of a total of US$
11,139,832 of approved funding, 30 per cent has been disbursed. The ongoing non-
investment projects include 19 Technical Assistance projects (tranches of HPMPs), 19
Institutional Strengthening projects, 4 Verification Reports, 2 Enabling activities projects
and 1 Core Unit Budget. Table 8 “Cumulative ongoing non-investment projects by
region, sector and implementation characteristics” in the Excel file illustrates details,
presenting the projects according to regions, sectors and types. In addition, UNIDO is
implementing 20 Technical Assistance projects funded by additional contributions for the
Kigali Amendment.

V. Status of Agreements and Project Preparation by Country

Agreements to be signed/executed/finalized and ready for disbursing

27) Assoon as a project is approved by the Executive Committee and after having notified the
respective authorities, UNIDO secures officially from the recipient country’s Ozone and
project authorities, validity/confirmation of basic project data, such as actual ODS
consumption; validity of counterpart commitment, etc., since by this time, a substantial
period of time might have elapsed from the time of formulation of the project, and the
projects, in most cases, are adjusted as a result of the negotiations during the approval
process. After this, wherever itis required by the Country, UNIDO prepares and signs with
the Ozone Authorities the agreement of cooperation. UNIDO prepares detailed Terms of
Reference (TOR) for services to be rendered under the project. The TOR and the list of
potential suppliers are approved by the counterpart. The bidding and subcontracting takes
place based on the mutually agreed TOR. The first payment is due upon entry into force
of the first contract. Even if the first payment is released, as per the IPSAS, disbursements
are not reflected until after services have been delivered. Under UNSAS, any payment
outflow was recorded as disbursement. The above-illustrated preparatory work explains,
for multi-year programmes and projects, the time elapsing between project approval and
first disbursement.

28) As of the end of 2020, UNIDO had on-going project preparation in 46 countries with
approved funding amounting to US$ 2,052,750 out of which US$ 518,053 has been
disbursed.

Climate impact of Montreal Protocol activities

32) In the selection of alternative technologies to replace ODS, energy efficiency, has been
taken into account since the first investment projects, from early 1990s in UNIDO. In the
recentyears, the introduction of low Global Warming Potential and high energy efficiency
alternatives has gained high attention to achieve additional climate benefits in the ODS
phase-out process. UNIDO has been looking into the assessment of climate impacts of the
MP activities in order to respond to the needs of Dec X1X/6 of the Meeting of the Parties.
In Decision 72/40 (May 2014) bilateral and implementing agencies have been encouraged
to submit proposals for demonstration projects for low GWP alternatives to HCFCs in the
refrigeration and air-conditioning subsectors and feasibility studies, including business
cases for district cooling.

Cooperation with UNDP and the World Bank:

Several ongoing HPMP activities in different countries and regions are being implemented
together with UNDP and/or the World Bank, among others the following Stage || HPMP
in Brazil, Chile, Egypt, Iran, Jordan and Nigeria.

Cooperationwith UNEP: UNIDO has been implementing 74 HPMPs together with UNEP
until 2020. In 2020, 24 tranches of ongoing and new HPMPs were approved with UNEP as
lead or co-implementing agency in Afghanistan, Albania, Botswana, Ecuador, Gambia,
Guatemala, Guinea, Honduras, Iran, Malawi, Nicaragua, Oman, Rwanda, Senegal,
Serbia, Syria, Uganda and Zambia.

Participation in inter-agency meetings: UNIDO participated at the 85" inter-agency
coordination meetings organized by the Multilateral Fund Secretariat. Shortly after the
return from Montreal, Austria and other European countries introduced the lockdown on
the 15" of March 2020. After this date, no travel could take place.

Cooperation with Bilateral Agencies: During 2020, UNIDO continued implementation of
the ongoing bilateral projects.

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Other issues

The status of ongoing projects is described in Annex Il. The success and timely
implementation of these activities are crucial in the current compliance period. In order to
ensure timely project completion of projects approved so far, and to facilitate compliance
of the recipient countries with their MP obligations, in 2020, UNIDO has continued to
practice the following initiatives, which supported successful project implementation:

Regular follow up of the implementation process is being done by the staff of the
ozone office together with UNIDO’s national and international consultants and
project managers. This ensures that effective actions on critical issues such as
resolving bottlenecks in site preparation, customs clearance, installation,
commissioning and safety certification, monitoring of HCFC-related equipment are
taken.

Communication and interaction between regional and country offices about the
implementation process has ensured the smooth flow of project plans. As in previous
years, directors of UNIDO regional and country offices are regularly briefed on
ongoing and possible future activities. They are involved in the implementation
process and are following up the progress of the programmes. In turn, the
representatives brief headquarter staff working in a specific country on the regular
activities in the field and problems faced, if any.

Taking into consecration the travel and physical meetings limitations imposed
worldwide due to the Covid-19 pandemic, UNIDO continues to provide support to
the countries while prioritizing the health of its staff, consultants and counterparts. To
compensate for the physical meetings and trainings, UNIDO is organizing webinars,
frequent video calls and online trainings until travel will be allowed again.

Due to security and/or political issues, in addition to the pandemic, UNIDO
experienced delays in project implementation during 2020 in several countries.

UNIDO is regularly attending Regional Network Meetings and respective workshops,
organized online during 2020, providing additional support to our counterpart countries.

UNIDO also provides, when requested, support such as policy assistance, putting in place
relevant legislation etc.

To compensate for the lack of field visits and physical meetings, UNIDO organized
during 2020 a number of online meetings and webinars. As an example, in cooperation
with the Ozone Secretariat and the National Ozone Units (NOUs) of Argentina and
Tunisia series of webinars were organized on HFC licensing systems. The objective of
these webinars was to provide guidance to parties on the specific requirements in the
field of import/export licenses applicable to them once they ratify the Kigali Amendment
and first-hand experience from parties who had already initiated or completed the
development of their HFC licensing systems. Following introductory presentations from
UNIDO and the Ozone Secretariat, the webinars focused on the experiences of the two
countries, Tunisia and Argentina, in developing their national licensing systems; with an
emphasis on the legislation and policy measures, adaptation of the customs registry
system and the process for developing an electronic licensing/permit system. The
Tunisian webinar (French/English) took place on 15 October 2020. We had close to 88
participants from 39 countries. The Argentinian webinar (Spanish/English) took place
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on 23 October 2020. We had 86 participants from 39 countries.

Virtual meetings organized as a consequence of the Covid-19 pandemic were helpful
and also a good learning opportunity for UNIDO. The added value was that these
meetings could be open for a larger audience. However, they also have their limitations
compared to the in-person meetings.
