SECCION A: ACTIVIDADES RECOMENDADAS PARA APROBACION GENERAL

Al: Renovacion de proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional

Descripcion de los proyectos

2. El PNUMA presento solicitudes para la renovacion de proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional
de los paises citados en la seccion Al de la tabla 1. La descripcidon de estos proyectos se presenta en el
anexo I del presente documento.

Comentarios de la Secretaria

3. La Secretaria examind las solicitudes de renovacion de dieciséis proyectos de fortalecimiento
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institucional en nombre de los Gobiernos concernidos teniendo en cuenta las orientaciones y las decisiones
pertinentes sobre admisibilidad y los niveles de financiacion. Las solicitudes fueron doblemente verificadas
comparandolas con los planes de trabajo originales para el fortalecimiento institucional de la fase anterior,
los datos del programa del pais y del articulo 7, el tltimo informe sobre la aplicacion del plan de gestion de
la eliminacién de los HCFC (PGEH), el informe sobre la marcha de las actividades del organismo y
cualquier decision pertinente de la Reunion de las Partes. Se observo que estos paises han presentado los
datos de sus programas de pais de 2020 y cumplen con los objetivos de control en virtud del Protocolo de
Montreal y su consumo anual de HCFC no supera el consumo anual maximo admisible indicado en sus
Acuerdos del PGEH con el Comité Ejecutivo. Asimismo, las solicitudes presentadas incluian indicadores
de desempefio para las actividades planificadas para la siguiente fase de los proyectos de fortalecimiento
institucional, de acuerdo con la decision 74/51(e).

4, La Secretaria tomo nota de la reciente situacidon politica en Sudan y debatié con el PNUMA la
ejecucion de proyectos en el pais. Se acordd que el PNUMA no desembolsaria ninguna financiacion
aprobada para Sudan hasta que el PNUMA haya presentado una carta a la Secretaria en la que se indique
la posibilidad de que las actividades previstas pueden llevarse a cabo en el pais.

Recomendacion de la Secretaria

5. La Secretaria recomienda la aprobacion general de las solicitudes de renovacion de proyectos de
fortalecimiento institucional para Albania, Benin, Bhutan, Camerin, Comoras, Islas Cook, Micronesia
(Estados Federados de), Guatemala, Namibia, Paraguay, San Vicente y las Granadinas, Senegal, Islas
Salomoén, Sudan, Timor-Leste y Vanuatu con el nivel de financiacion indicado en la seccion Al de la tabla
1 del presente documento, en el entendimiento de que el PNUMA no desembolsaria ninguna financiacion
aprobada para Sudan hasta que el PNUMA haya presentado una carta a la Secretaria indicando la
posibilidad de que las actividades previstas pueden llevarse a cabo en el pais. El Comité Ejecutivo puede
considerar oportuno expresar a los Gobiernos mencionados anteriormente los comentarios que se presentan
en el anexo II de este documento.

A2: Asistencia técnica para actividades de apoyo para la reduccion de HFC
Antecedentes

6. De conformidad con la decision 79/462, el PNUMA present6 una solicitud de financiacion para la
realizacion de actividades de apoyo para la reduccion de los HFC en India®, como se indica en la seccion
A2 delatabla 1.

7. Las actividades de apoyo consisten en:

(a) Desarrollo de una estrategia nacional para la aplicacion de la Enmienda de Kigali que
incluya un estudio sobre el consumo y la produccion de HFC; evaluaciones sectoriales
para diversas aplicaciones, como la refrigeracion y el aire acondicionado, las espumas,
los aerosoles y el sector de servicios; identificacion de los requisitos para establecer la
legislacion y el marco politico para la gestion de la reduccion de los HFC; y
coordinacion entre las instituciones gubernamentales y las partes interesadas sobre las
politicas y los planes de accidon necesarios para la ratificacion y aplicacion de la

concesion de licencias de HFC en consulta con las aduanas y las autoridades
pertinentes;

(©) Evaluacion de las practicas y capacidades de los técnicos de mantenimiento en relacion
con el control de emisiones y el manejo de refrigerantes inflamables y toxicos;
evaluacion del sistema existente de capacitacion profesional y certificado de
cualificacion para los técnicos de mantenimiento de la refrigeracion; y examenes de
las aplicaciones tecnologicas alternativas; y

(d) Programa de divulgacion y sensibilizacion que incluye la elaboracion de material
informativo y la organizacion de tres talleres informativos para las partes interesadas
y el publico sobre la Enmienda de Kigali y sus implicaciones, la reduccion de los HFC
y la manipulacion segura de las alternativas, asi como la eficiencia energética y las
opciones de refrigerantes inocuos para el clima.

Comentarios de la Secretaria

8. La Secretaria examind la solicitud para las actividades de apoyo y llegd a la conclusion de que
cumplian todos los requisitos de la decision 79/46, como se indica a continuacion:

(a) El PNUMA presento una carta de apoyo del Gobierno de la India;

(b) La propuesta de proyecto incluia una descripcion de las actividades de apoyo, los
arreglos institucionales, el desglose de los costos y el calendario de ejecucion; y

(©) La ejecucion del proyecto durara 18 meses.

9. La financiacion solicitada para la India era coherente con la decision 79/46(c), y se calculd sobre
la base del consumo basico de referencia de HCFC del pais.

Recomendacion de la Secretaria

10. La Secretaria recomienda la aprobacion general de la solicitud de actividades de apoyo a la
reduccion de los HFC para la India, con el nivel de financiacidn indicado en la seccion A2 de la tabla 1.

Descripcion del proyecto

11. El Comité Ejecutivo pidi6 a los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion pertinentes que incluyeran
en las enmiendas de sus programas de trabajo respectivos para su presentacion a la 88" reunion, la
financiacion de la preparacion de informes de verificacion del consumo de HCFC para determinados paises
que operan al amparo del articulo 5. El PNUMA, como organismo de ejecucion director, solicita
financiacion para la verificacion de la etapa II de los planes de gestion de la eliminacion de los HCFC
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(PGEH) de Botswana, Djibouti, Gambia, Guinea-Bissau, la Republica Democratica Popular Lao,
Mongolia, Nepal, Nicaragua, Santo Tomé y Principe y Zimbabwe*.

Comentarios de la Secretaria

12. La Secretaria advirti6 que la financiacidon solicitada para estos 10 paises era coherente con los
fondos aprobados para verificaciones similares en reuniones anteriores. Observo ademas que el informe de
verificacion debe presentarse al menos 10 semanas antes de la reunion del Comité Ejecutivo
correspondiente en la que se solicite el siguiente tramo de financiacion del PGEH.

Recomendacion de la Secretaria

13. La Secretaria recomienda la aprobacion general para la preparacion de informes de verificacion
para la etapa II de los PGEH para Botswana, Djibouti, Gambia, Guinea-Bissau, la Republica Democratica
Popular Lao, Mongolia, Nepal, Nicaragua, Santo Tomé y Principe y Zimbabwe con el nivel de financiacion
indicado en la seccién A3 de la tabla 1, entendiendo que el informe de verificacion deberd presentarse al
menos 10 semanas antes de la reunion del Comité Ejecutivo correspondiente en la que se solicite el siguiente
tramo de financiacion para el PGEH.

A4: Preparacion de proyectos para los planes de aplicacion de la Enmienda de Kigali para los HFC
(PAK)

Descripcion de proyectos

14. El PNUMA present6 solicitudes para la preparacion de la etapa I de los PAK para 10 paises que
operan al amparo del articulo 5 como organismo de ejecucion director, y para tres paises como organismo
de ejecucion de cooperacion con el PNUD como organismo de ejecucion director para Chile y Fiji, y el
Banco Mundial para Viet Nam, como se muestra en la seccion A4 de la tabla 1. E1 PNUD, como organismo
de ejecucion director para Chile y Fiji y como organismo de ejecucion de cooperacion para Camboya y
Granada, solicito 340 000 SEUA, mas unos gastos de apoyo al organismo por valor de 23 800 $SEUA?®; la
ONUDI, como organismo de ejecucion de cooperacion para Lesotho, Malawi, Namibia, Rwanda, Sierra
Leona, la Republica Arabe Siria, Uganda y Zambia, solicité 354 000 SEUA, mas unos gastos de apoyo al
organismo por valor de 24 780 $SEUA®, y el Banco Mundial, como organismo de ejecucion director para
Viet Nam, solicito 185 000 SEUA, mas unos gastos de apoyo al organismo por valor de 12 950 SEUA, en
sus enmiendas al programa de trabajo para 2021.

Comentarios de la Secretaria

15. Al examinar estas solicitudes, la Secretaria tuvo en cuenta las directrices para la preparacion de los
PAK contenidas en la decision 87/50; las actividades propuestas para la preparacion de proyectos y su
conexion con las actividades de apoyo y otros proyectos relacionados con los HFC en los paises pertinentes.
La Secretaria sefialo que las solicitudes de financiacion estan en consonancia con la decision 87/50, y que
el PNUMA, en su calidad de organismo de ejecucion director, proporciond una descripcion de las
actividades necesarias para la preparacion de estrategias globales para los PAK de los 10 paises, utilizando
el formato para las solicitudes de preparacion de proyectos para los PAK. Las propuestas incluian
estimaciones de las importaciones de HFC y mezclas de HFC para todos los paises, actividades para la
preparacion de proyectos, incluida la elaboracion de una estrategia global; una encuesta nacional con las
partes interesadas pertinentes sobre el consumo de HFC, el analisis del uso de HFC y alternativas, incluidas
las estadisticas de importacion y exportacion de alternativas a las SAQO; consultas para la preparacion de

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una estrategia sobre la introduccion de tecnologias de eficiencia energética en el mercado para siete paises
(Malawi, Namibia, Rwanda, Sierra Leona, Republica Arabe Siria, Uganda y Zambia); examenes de las
iniciativas, politicas y reglamentos nacionales pertinentes relacionados con la eliminacion de los HCFC y
la reduccion de los HFC para cuatro paises (Camboya, Granada, Malawi y Namibia); y reuniones de
consulta para finalizar la estrategia global con diversas partes interesadas para todos los paises’.

16. El PNUMA aclar6 que la preparacion de proyectos para las estrategias generales de reduccion de
los HFC para los 11 paises se basaria en las actividades realizadas en el marco de las actividades de apoyo,
ya que ¢éstas eran las primeras medidas relacionadas con la reduccion de los HFC y habian contribuido a la
ratificacion de la Enmienda de Kigali.

17. Tras este examen, la Secretaria sefiald que todos los 13 paises para los que el PNUMA solicito
financiacion para la preparacion de un plan de gestion de la reduccion de los HFC han ratificado la
Enmienda de Kigali®; los paises han proporcionado cartas de apoyo en las que indican su intencién de
adoptar medidas tempranas para la reduccion de los HFC, y que la financiacion solicitada se ajusta a la
decision 87/50.

Recomendacion de la Secretaria

18. La Secretaria recomienda la aprobacion general de la preparacion de proyectos para los planes de
aplicacion de la Enmienda de Kigali en relacion con los HFC para Camboya, Chile, Fiji, Granada, Lesotho,
Malawi, Namibia, Rwanda, Sierra Leona, la Republica Arabe Siria, Uganda, Viet Nam y Zambia con el
nivel de financiacion que figura en la seccion A4 de la tabla 1.

Progress report
2. During phase IX of the Institutional Strengthening (IS) project, the National Ozone Unit (NOU) of

Albania implemented the revised ODS legislation. Article 7 and country programme data (including HFC
consumption data) were submitted in a timely manner. The NOU coordinated activities under stages [ and 11
of the HPMP. Several training sessions for service technicians and vocational schools were organized.
Outreach materials and activities were produced and organized. Albania also celebrated World Ozone Day
2020, and participated in regional and global Montreal Protocol meetings. Of the 17 performance indicators
proposed, 10 were fully achieved and 7 were partially achieved.

Plan of action

3. The plan of action for the upcoming phase includes: continuing activities to adopt and implement
legislation; building national capacity; monitoring and controlling the import and use of HCFCs and HFCs;
facilitating access to alternative substances and technologies; continuing to train technicians in the RAC
servicing sector, customs officers, and environment inspectors; supporting Albania’s compliance with
Montreal Protocol obligations in partnership with public- and private-sector stakeholders; and conducting
public awareness campaigns.

5. During phase XI, the NOU of Benin submitted Article 7 and country programme data for 2019 and

2020 to the Multilateral Fund and Ozone Secretariats. Coordination meetings were held with the National
Ozone Committee and with refrigerant importers and distributors. The NOU supervised the training of
556 RAC technicians and 203 enforcement officers. Information on the availability of HCFC alternatives,
on ODS regulations and on decisions by the parties to the Montreal Protocol was disseminated to consumers
and importers. Benin also celebrated International Ozone Day and participated in regional network and
Montreal Protocol meetings. Of the 20 performance indicators proposed, 19 were fully achieved and one
was partially achieved.

Plan of action

6. The plan of action for the upcoming phase includes: continuing information dissemination and
awareness-raising; coordinating the implementation of stage I of the HPMP; continuing to implement and
enforce the HCFC licensing and quota system; providing information about annual quotas to importers;

56. El Comité Ejecutivo examin6 el informe presentado con la solicitud del proyecto de fortalecimiento
institucional para Guatemala (fase VIII) y tomo nota con beneplacito de que el Gobierno de Guatemala
comunicé los datos de 2019 y 2020 a las Secretarias del Ozono y del Fondo Multilateral, datos que indican
que el pais estd cumpliendo con el Protocolo de Montreal. El Comité también tomo nota de que Guatemala
cuenta con un sistema operativo de licencias de importacion y exportacion de SAO y de cuotas de HCFCy
ha incluido los HFC en el sistema de licencias. El Comité tomé nota de que Guatemala ha llevado a cabo
con ¢éxito actividades de sensibilizacion y divulgacion sobre buenas practicas de refrigeracion y la
manipulacion segura de refrigerantes inflamables entre los técnicos de refrigeracion y los usuarios finales
y ha reforzado la relacion con la Asociacion de Técnicos de Refrigeracion de Guatemala (ASFRIGUA).
Ademas, el Comité tomo nota de que Guatemala estd finalizando el proyecto de actividades de apoyo a la
ratificacion de la Enmienda de Kigali y ha realizado importantes avances hacia la ratificacion. Por lo tanto,
el Comité confia en que Guatemala ratificara pronto la Enmienda de Kigali y continuara la ejecucion del
proyecto de fortalecimiento institucional con un éxito extraordinario para lograr y mantener el
cumplimiento del Protocolo de Montreal.

Namibia

57. El Comité Ejecutivo examind el informe presentado con la solicitud de renovacion del proyecto de
fortalecimiento institucional para Namibia (fase XI) y tomd nota con beneplacito de que Namibia comunicéd
puntualmente los datos del programa de pais y del articulo 7 a las Secretarias del Fondo y del Ozono, datos
que indican que el pais cumple el Protocolo de Montreal y su Acuerdo con el Comité Ejecutivo. El Comité
tomd nota de que Namibia ha adoptado medidas para abordar la eliminacién de los HCFC, incluida la
aplicacion de un sistema de licencias y cuotas para los HCFC, y la capacitacion de funcionarios de aduanas
y técnicos de refrigeracion. Ademas, el Comité tomo nota con beneplacito de la ratificacion de la Enmienda
de Kigali por parte del pais en mayo de 2019, con el compromiso de actuar con prontitud en su aplicacion.
Por lo tanto, el Comité confia en que Namibia continuara su reduccion progresiva del consumo de HCFC
para alcanzar el objetivo del 67,5% para el 1 de enero de 2025 y cumplir con sus otras obligaciones en
virtud del Protocolo de Montreal.

Paraguay

58. El Comité Ejecutivo examind el informe presentado con la solicitud del proyecto de fortalecimiento
institucional para Paraguay (fase X) y tomo nota con beneplacito de que Paraguay ha cumplido con sus
obligaciones de presentacion de datos en virtud del articulo 7 y de eliminacion de los HCFC en el marco
del Protocolo de Montreal, y de que existe un sistema operativo de concesion de licencias de importacion
y exportacion de SAO y de cuotas de HCFC que incluye los HFC en el sistema de concesion de licencias.
El Comité tomo6 nota ademas de que Paraguay presento a la Secretaria los datos de ejecucion del programa
de pais de manera oportuna. El Comité se congratuld de que el pais haya capacitado a técnicos de
refrigeracion en buenas practicas de refrigeracion y en la manipulacion segura de sustancias alternativas,
haya obtenido el apoyo de las partes interesadas a través del comité directivo y se haya comprometido a
formular normas y estdndares para la manipulacion segura de refrigerantes alternativos. El Comité también
tomd nota de que Paraguay llevo a cabo reuniones de consulta y sensibilizo al publico sobre la proteccion
de la capa de ozono. Por lo tanto, el Comité confia en que Paraguay continuara ejecutando el proyecto de
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fortalecimiento institucional de manera eficaz para cumplir con los objetivos de eliminacion de los HCFC
para 2030 y en preparacidn para la reduccion de los HFC.

San Vicente y las Granadinas

59. El Comité Ejecutivo examino el informe presentado con la solicitud del proyecto de fortalecimiento
institucional para San Vicente y las Granadinas (fase VII) y tomd nota con beneplacito de que el pais ha
comunicado la ejecucion del programa de pais para 2020 y los datos del articulo 7 a las Secretarias del
Fondo Multilateral y del Ozono con antelacion a los plazos establecidos. EI Comité reconociéo con
beneplacito que el Gobierno de San Vicente y las Granadinas tiene un sistema de licencias y cuotas de
HCFC bien estructurado y operativo que incluye la concesion de licencias de HFC. ElI Comité tomo nota
con beneplacito de que el pais ha adoptado medidas para iniciar la ratificacion de la Enmienda de Kigali al
Protocolo de Montreal. EI Comité también tom6 nota con beneplécito de los esfuerzos realizados por el
Gobierno tras la erupcion del volcan La Soufriere de abril de 2021. Por lo tanto, el Comité confia en que el
Gobierno de San Vicente y las Granadinas continuara con las actividades relacionadas tanto con las politicas
como con los proyectos, para garantizar que su consumo anual de HCFC no supere el consumo maximo
permitido en el acuerdo del PGEH con el Comité Ejecutivo, y el pais ratifique la Enmienda de Kigali.

Senegal

importantes para eliminar su consumo de HCFC en el periodo cubierto, en particular la aplicacion de
controles de importacion de SAO mediante un sistema de licencias y cuotas y la capacitacion de
funcionarios de aduanas y técnicos de refrigeracion. El Comité aprecio los esfuerzos de Senegal para reducir
el consumo de HCFC y tomo nota de que la reduccion del 35% del consumo de HCFC se logré en 2020 de
acuerdo con los requisitos del Protocolo de Montreal. El Comité espera que, en los proximos dos afios,
Senegal contintie con la ejecucion de su proyecto de fortalecimiento institucional con €xito para seguir
cumpliendo el Protocolo de Montreal.

Islas Salomoén

61. El Comité Ejecutivo examiné el informe presentado con la solicitud de renovacion del proyecto de
fortalecimiento institucional para las Islas Salomon (fase VIII) y tomo nota con beneplacito de que el pais
esta haciendo lo necesario para cumplir las medidas de control del Protocolo de Montreal relacionadas con
los HCFC y los HFC. El Comité tom6 nota con beneplécito de que el pais ha notificado la ejecucion del
programa de pais de 2019 y 2020 y los datos del articulo 7 a las Secretarias del Fondo Multilateral y del
Ozono. El Comité elogi6 al Gobierno de las Islas Salomon por la elaboracion de un proyecto de ley sobre
la proteccion de la capa de ozono que incluye el control obligatorio de los HFC y la transicidn a un sistema
electronico de licencias y cuotas. El Comité tomo6 nota de que las Islas Salomon aceleraron la ejecucion del
proyecto a pesar de las dificultades impuestas por la pandemia de Covid-19. El Comité también observo
que el pais cumpli6 con su obligacion de reduccion del 35% en virtud del Protocolo de Montreal en 2020.
El Comité espera que, en la proxima fase del proyecto de fortalecimiento institucional, el Gobierno de las
Islas Salomén complete la ratificacion de la Enmienda de Kigali, apruebe el proyecto de ley sobre la
proteccion de la capa de ozono y cumpla con los requisitos de presentacion de informes.

Sudan
62. El Comité Ejecutivo examino el informe presentado con la solicitud de renovacion del proyecto de

fortalecimiento institucional para Sudan (fase X) y tom6 nota con beneplacito de que Sudan comunico a las
Secretarias del Fondo Multilateral y del Ozono los datos de ejecucion del programa de pais de 2018, 2019
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y 2020 y los datos del articulo 7, datos que indican que el pais cumple con el Protocolo de Montreal. El
Comité reconocid que Sudan cuenta con un sistema operativo de licencias y cuotas de HCFC, ha llevado a
cabo la capacitacion de técnicos de refrigeracion en la manipulacion segura de alternativas de bajo potencial
de calentamiento de la atmésfera (PCA) y ha realizado actividades de sensibilizacion. El Comité reconocio
los esfuerzos del Gobierno de Sudan y, por lo tanto, confia en que Sudan continuara con las actividades
relacionadas tanto con las politicas como con los proyectos, para que el pais pueda reducir el consumo de
HCFC y alcanzar la reduccion del 67,5% requerida por el Protocolo de Montreal para el 1 de enero de 2025.
El Comité también espera que la Enmienda de Kigali sea ratificada en la préxima fase.

Timor-Leste

63. El Comité Ejecutivo examind el informe presentado con la solicitud del proyecto de fortalecimiento
institucional para Timor-Leste (fase VI) y tom6 nota con beneplacito de que el Gobierno de Timor-Leste
comunicé los datos de 2019 y 2020 a las Secretarias del Ozono y del Fondo Multilateral, datos que indican
que el pais esta cumpliendo con el Protocolo de Montreal. El Comité también tomo nota con beneplacito
de que el pais siguio reforzando su sistema de licencias y cuotas de HCFC a través del Sistema Nacional
de Ventanilla Unica, que mejord el mecanismo existente para la recopilacion y conciliacion eficaces de
datos, y que proporciond informes de datos precisos. El Comité confia en que Timor-Leste siga ejecutando
su proyecto de fortalecimiento institucional de manera oportuna y eficaz y que ratifique pronto la Enmienda
de Kigali.

Vanuatu

64. El Comité Ejecutivo examind el informe presentado con la solicitud del proyecto de fortalecimiento
institucional (fase VIII) para Vanuatu y tomd nota con beneplédcito de que Vanuatu comunicod a las
Secretarias del Ozono y del Fondo Multilateral los datos del articulo 7 y del programa de pais para 2019 y
2020, datos que indican que el pais cumple con los requisitos de eliminacion del Protocolo de Montreal. El
Comité también tomo nota y apreciéo que Vanuatu haya adoptado medidas importantes para mantener la
eliminacioén de su consumo de HCFC a través de la capacitacion y la mejora de capacidades en sectores
clave como los funcionarios encargados de hacer cumplir la ley (incluidos los funcionarios de aduanas) y
la capacitacion de los técnicos de mantenimiento de refrigeracion y aire acondicionado.
