Introduccion

datos estadisticos? sobre todo proyecto con saldos a su haber a los 12 0 mas meses de terminado e informa
los saldos a reintegrar en virtud de decisiones del Comité Ejecutivo (en el presente documento, proyectos
terminados “segtin decision”). EI documento aborda ademés la recomendacion de la Oficina de Servicios
de Supervision Interna (OSSI) sobre cierre financiero de proyectos (decision 88/1 d)), indica el nivel de
recursos en efectivo de que dispone el Comité segun el documento Situacién de las contribuciones y los
desembolsos® conforme a la decision 41/92 b), y presenta una recomendacion. Los montos que obran en
poder de los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion por concepto de proyectos terminados y terminados
segun decision constan en los Anexos | y Il, respectivamente, en tanto que el Anexo Il muestra los
fondos reintegrados por dichos organismos por concepto de proyectos terminados, terminados segun
decisién y financiados por contribuciones voluntarias adicionales.

Fondos a reintegrar a la 902 reunion

2. Segln muestra el Cuadro 1, el total de fondos a reintegrar por parte de los organismos de
ejecucion asciende a la suma de 3.360.846 SEUA.

4. Japon mantuvo a su haber un saldo de 50.059 $EUA, cifra que incluye gastos de apoyo, por
concepto de un proyecto terminado durante el afio 2020.
Seguimiento a la decision 88/1 d)
5. Durante la 882 reunién, en el marco de la auditoria realizada por la OSSI al Fondo Multilateral, el

Comité Ejecutivo solicité a la Secretaria, a la Tesoreria y a los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucién dar
cumplimiento a la Recomendacion N° 5 de la OSSI en cuanto a implementar el plan de accion orientado a
resolver los retrasos en concretar el cierre financiero de proyectos més all del plazo de doce meses fijado
por el Comité, e informar al respecto en la correspondiente documentacion (decisién 88/1 d)). En tal
sentido, el 12 de noviembre de 2021 la Secretaria despach6 a los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion un
recordatorio oficial en cuanto a implementar rigurosamente todos los elementos del plan de accion
establecido durante la 282 reunion, cefirse a lo dispuesto en las decisiones posteriores, y concretar el
cierre financiero de todos los proyectos antes del vencimiento del plazo de doce meses, recomendacién
que reiterdé durante la reunién de coordinacion interinstitucional efectuada el 31 de marzo y 1° de abril de
2022. Para fines de cumplimiento, la Secretaria hizo llegar a los organismos de ejecucion la némina de los
proyectos terminados con saldos a su haber durante el afio 2020 y anteriores, recordandoles informar
constantemente cualquier problema relativo a cierre financiero a fin de poder adoptar medidas de manera
oportuna. Las estadisticas con que cuenta la OSSI muestran que el PNUD ha hecho el cierre financiero de
todos los proyectos terminados durante los afios 2018 y 2019 y que se ha comprometido a cerrar otros
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10 tramos de proyectos plurianuales. Respecto de lo recomendado en la auditoria, el PNUMA alcanza un
nivel de cumplimiento del 96 por ciento y se ha comprometido a cerrar otros cuatro proyectos; la ONUDI
ha cerrado 38 proyectos y se ha comprometido a cerrar otros nueve, en tanto que el Banco Mundial no
mantiene saldos retenidos por este concepto. En vista de lo anterior, la OSSI acord6 dar por cumplida la
observacion sobre cierres financieros demorados mas alla del plazo de doce meses fijado por el Comité.

Disponibilidad de recursos

6. Al 5 de mayo de 2022, el documento Situacion de las contribuciones y los desembolsos muestra
un saldo disponible de 424.470.206 $EUA, en tanto que el total reintegrado a la 902 reunion por los
organismos de ejecucion asciende a la suma de 3.360.846 SEUA. En consecuencia, el nivel total de
recursos disponibles para aprobacién durante la 902 reunion alcanza a la cifra de 427.831.052 $EUA.

Observaciones de la Secretaria

7. Se recuerda a los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion que los saldos provenientes de proyectos
terminados segun decision y terminados hace un afio o0 més deben ser reintegrados a la brevedad al
Fondo Multilateral.

8. Al 2 de junio de 2022 se habian presentado a la 902 reunidn proyectos y actividades por un monto
total de 18.550.280 $EUA, por lo que se cuenta con recursos suficientes para solventar las aprobaciones
previstas.
