INTRODUCTION

1.  The United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) is submitting this Annual Financial and
Progress Report (APR) covering the period 1 January to 31 December 2021 for the consideration of the
91% meeting of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral Fund.

2. UNEP followed the Multilateral Fund’s Revised Operational Guidelines for Progress and
Financial Reporting,® as well as guidance received from the Multilateral Fund Secretariat when
developing this APR. This report details the project implementation assistance provided by UNEP to
developing countries operating under Article 5 of the Montreal Protocol (“Article 5 countries”) in
accordance with UNEP’s 2021-2023 Business Plan, which was endorsed by the 88" meeting of the
Executive Committee.?

3. The focus and orientation of UNEP’s work continues to be defined by the evolving needs of
Acrticle 5 countries as they progress in their implementation of the Montreal Protocol, and as they meet
and sustain compliance with specific obligations. UNEP continues assisting the countries with
implementing their hydrochlorofluorocarbon (HCFC) phase-out responsibilities including preparing for
the 2025 target and subsequent total phase out, strengthening the government institutions in Article 5
countries responsible for implementing and reporting on their national strategies to comply with the
Montreal Protocol, and sustaining Article 5 countries’ compliance with ozone depleting substance
(ODS) phase out targets already met. UNEP continues providing the assistance to Article 5 countries to
ratify the Kigali Amendment as soon as possible and support activities that the countries need to meet
their first obligations under the Amendment once they ratify.

4.  This 2021 APR was developed during the unprecedented COVID-19 pandemic, which began in
early 2020. All members of the Montreal Protocol family, including the National Ozone Units (NOUSs)
and the Implementing Agencies, face continuing challenges associated with the virus. Health
regulations, travel restrictions, social distancing requirements, teleworking, and macroeconomic
impacts have affected every aspect of this collective work, including inter alia data collection, project
implementation, physical meetings, and missions. Despite these daunting challenges, all Article 5
countries continue to demonstrate high-level commitment to implement the Montreal Protocol and a
considerable number of projects and activities have progressed.

5. UNEP will apply the lessons it learned during its experience in 2021 assisting Article 5 countries
under COVID-19 conditions to the future projects. This includes provision of more online operations
(e.g., virtual meetings, webinars, distance training, e-learning and digital platforms), increased
communication with Ozone Officers, additional information products and services, backloading of
physical meetings to the latter part of the implementation period and collaborating with the Multilateral
Secretariat and sister Implementing Agencies to identify alternative approaches to deliver projects and
activities during COVID-19 conditions. UNEP will mitigate the impacts of COVID-19 on its work
through a dynamic response that includes contingency planning, redesign of activities, and appropriate
scheduling of work at the international, regional and national levels.

6. In 2021, UNEP in cooperation with the other Implementing and Bilateral Agencies provided
significant advisory and project implementation support to Article 5 countries that resulted in an overall
high rate of compliance with the Montreal Protocol and its Amendments by those countries.

7. UNEP has previously presented to the 88" meeting of the Executive Committee a partial CAP
Progress Report for the period October 2020 - July 2021 as part of its 2022 Compliance Assistance
Programme (CAP) budget request.> UNEP will present the details of the balance support provided by
CAP in 2021 (i.e., August-December) to the 915 Meeting of the Executive Committee as part of UNEP’s
2023 CAP Workplan, Budget and Progress Report.

Gender Mainstreaming

8. UNEP promotes gender equality and empowerment of women through CAP activities in line with
UNEP's Policy and Strategy for Gender Equality and the Environment and the Multilateral Fund's
Operational Policy on Gender Mainstreaming for Multilateral Fund-supported Projects.* OzonAction
established a Gender Core Team that provides internal guidance to the CAP teams, monitors, and reports
on gender mainstreaming in the Multilateral Fund supported projects. OzonAction operationalized its
own internal plan which provides a comprehensive approach to gender mainstreaming in its work,
including both institutional (internal) and programmatic (external) actions. As part of the latter, UNEP
has included gender considerations in all projects approved since June 2020 as per Multilateral Fund
requirements.

9. UNEP performed an analysis of gender mainstreaming related to preparation of Institutional
Strengthening (1S) projects, based on 50 such projects approved for UNEP implementation in 2021. As
an outcome, UNEP identified gender entry points in the project template, as well as potential gender
mainstreaming activities and indicators that could be considered for IS projects.

10. In UNEP’s projects, gender mainstreaming activities and use of indicators are varied and depend
upon the project type:

e Institutional Strengthening: Gender-related activities and indicators are systematically
included and based on the possible gender mainstreaming activities and indicators mentioned
above.

e HCFC Phase out Management Plan (HPMP) tranches: These contain mostly sex-
disaggregated data about trainings and events. It is difficult to include gender
activities/indicators since the original project documents for the stages were approved without
gender considerations.

¢ HPMP new stages: Gender-related data and gender mainstreaming activities are more
systematically included in these project proposals. Gender-related indicators are still not
proposed since baseline data is missing or incomplete. Examples of activities for new HPMP
stages include providing scholarships for female technicians or targeted campaigns to
encourage students, especially female students, to study in the refrigeration and air
conditioning (RAC) field.

o Kigali HFC Implementation Plan (KIP) preparation requests: These usually do not contain
any gender-related activities. Some of the most recent KIPs contain an “Assessment of

activities for gender mainstreaming in the KIP strategy” as an activity in Formulation of the
KIP strategy part of the project request.

I PROJECT APPROVALS AND DISBURSEMENTS
A Annual Summary Data

12. From June 1991 until the end of December 2021, the Executive Committee approved 2,724 projects
for implementation by UNEP. The total funding approved for UNEP was US$ 403,334,316 including
programme support costs (PSC), which represents about 10% of the total funding allocation to date
approved by the Multilateral Fund for all Implementing Agencies and bilateral agencies. Of these
projects, 941 were time-sensitive IS projects and 1,783 were objective-sensitive projects.

13. During 2021, the Executive Committee approved 127 new projects for UNEP to implement,
including the 2021 CAP budget. The total value of those approvals was US$ 23,916,170 plus PSC of
US$ 1,840,613.

21. UNEP has completed a total of 2,093 non-investment projects excluding project preparation
assistance. Of the total amount of US$ 310,228,281 approved plus adjustment (excluding PSC), 98 %
has been disbursed. It took an average 11 months from approval for the first disbursement and 37
months from approval to completion. The breakdown and details are provided in the Annexes.

22. UNEP has 324 ongoing non-investment projects excluding project preparation assistance. Of the
total amount of US$ 49,556,938 approved plus adjustment (excluding PSC), 22 % has been disbursed.
It took an average of 13 months from approval for the first disbursement (i.e., when expenditure report
is submitted by the partner country and recorded in Umoja). The average number of months from
approval to planned completion is 41 months (as per agreements the duration of tranches). The
breakdown and details are provided in the Annexes.

24. UNEP has completed 222 project preparation activities totaling US$ 9,553,312, of which 97 % has
been disbursed. It took an average 31 months from approval to actual completion. As of 31 December
2021, UNEP also has 57 ongoing project preparation activities totaling US$ 3,048,000 of which 9 %
has been disbursed.



VI. ADMINISTRATIVE ISSUES (OPERATIONAL, POLICY, FINANCIAL, AND OTHER ISSUES)
(a) Meetings Attended

25. UNEP used online services such as video conferencing, telephones, and emails to deliver global
activities. No face-to-face meetings were organized in 2021.

(b) Implementing Agency and Other Co-operation

26. UNEP’s work under the Multilateral Fund is performed in close cooperation and coordination with
the Multilateral Fund Secretariat, Ozone Secretariat, the other Implementing Agencies (UNDP,
UNIDO, World Bank), bilateral agencies, and other partners at the international, regional and national
levels. Examples include:

o Regional Network meetings. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the planned Regional
Network/thematic and other meetings could not be organized face to face as planned; virtual
meetings were held in their place. CAP organized virtual meetings and webinars on various issues
during this period. These encompassed CAP organizing and delivering meetings virtually, as well
as supporting and participating in a number of virtual national events. These virtual meetings and
webinars included: National Ozone Officer network meetings and thematic meetings on specific
issues, national and regional stakeholder consultations, capacity building for NOQOs, trainings for
Customs officers and refrigeration & air conditioning technicians, country-to-country
consultations, Kigali and HFC control webinars, high ambient temperature international webinars,
as well as events focusing on: the informal prior informed consent mechanism (iPIC), gender
mainstreaming, HS codes, the cold chain, the Refrigerant Driving License, etc.

o HPMP implementation. UNEP implements many of its projects on the ground in countries jointly
with other Implementing Agencies, where each agency co-implements complementary parts of a
single project. For example, in 2021 UNEP was the Lead Agency for the HPMP implementation
for 73 Article 5 countries, and the Cooperating Agency for the HPMPs of 30 countries. UNEP
cooperated with UNIDO in 52 countries, UNDP in 30 countries, Germany in 1 country, and Japan
in 1 country for HPMP implementation.

e Enabling Activities (EA) projects. In 2021, UNEP implemented 93 EA projects approved at
ExCom-80 (31 projects), ExCom-81 (49 projects), ExCom-82 (9 projects), ExCom-83 (1 project),
ExCom-85 (2 projects) and ExCom-88 (1 project). Out of 93 EA projects, UNEP is a sole lead
agency for 83 projects and collaborating with the Government of Italy (3) and UNIDO (1) in four
projects. Also, UNEP implements EA projects as a cooperating agency with UNDP (4) and UNIDO
(2) in six projects.
