verification of compliance of a selected Article 5 country with its HPMP Agreement, preparation of Kigali 

HFC implementation plans (KIPs) and/or investment-related activities, and institutional strengthening (IS) 
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renewal projects are presented in the 2023 work programmes of UNDP,2 UNEP,3 UNIDO4 and the World 

Bank,5 and in the document on bilateral cooperation.6 

3. Tranches of the approved HPMPs for 15 countries, namely Cuba (stage II, second tranche),7
