6. Table 3 provides a summary of the requests for bilateral co-operation from the Government of 
Germany. The value of these requests (US $4,651,661) exceeds 20 per cent of Germany’s contribution for 
2011 (US $2,776,808). Moreover this amount combined with Germany’s approved bilateral activities  
in 2009 – 2011 exceeds Germany’s maximum bilateral contribution for the triennium 2009 – 2011 by  
US $2,559,502. Since the year 2011 is the last year of the 2009 – 2011 triennium, the maximum amount 
to be approved in the bilateral assistance programme for Germany at the 64th meeting should not exceed  
US $2,092,159.
