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COMENTARIOSY RECOMENDACIONESDE LA SECRETARIA DEL FONDO
I ntroduccién/Antecedentes

1 El Comité Ejecutivo decidié admitir cierta flexibilidad en el afio en que se acreditarian
los proyectos hilaterales, a condicidén de que los organismos bilaterales presenten sus planes de
trabajo oportunamente a comienzos del afio, de modo que la Secretaria pueda transmitirlos al
Subcomité de Supervision, Evaluacion y Finanzas para que sean considerados durante €l examen
de los planes administrativos en la primerareunion del afio del Comité (Decision 25/13 a)).

2. Tras la presentacion de los proyectos de planes administrativos de Alemania, Austrdia,
Canadd, Italia, Japén y Suecia, asi como de la financiacion bilateral planificada por € Reino
Unido, el Comité Ejecutivo pidié a todas las Partes que proyectaran presentar solicitudes de
cooperacion bilateral que sometiesen sus planes administrativos definitivos a la 362 Reunion
(Decision 35/3).

3. Los siguientes paises que no operan a amparo del Articulo 5 presentaron planes
administrativos definitivos o cartas sobre planificacion administrativaz  Alemania, Australia,
Canada, Francia, Israel, Italia, Japén, Reino Unido, Republica Checa y Suecia. Estos
documentos se incluyen como Anexos | a VIII, con excepcién de la Republica Checa, que
presentd una propuesta de proyecto en lugar de un plan administrativo y el Reino Unido, que
informd a la Secretaria por correo electronico que aln prevé presentar el proyecto incluido en su
proyecto de plan administrativo.

4. Sobre la base de los planes administrativos presentados, los organismos bilaterales
planifican realizar actividades en 28 paises que operan a amparo del Articulo 5 durante 2002.
Estos paises incluyen: Albania, Angola, Argelia, Bolivia, Brasil, China, Croacia, Gambia, India,
Indonesia, Iran, Jamaica, Kenya, Libano, Marruecos, Namibia, Nigeria, Oméan, Pakistan, Papua
Nueva Guinea, Santa Lucia, Senegal, Tanzania, Tunez, Uganda, Vietnam, Yemen y Zimbabwe.
Algunos de los proyectos se realizaran en el sudeste de Africay en laregion del Pacifico. Enla
lista de gastos imprevistos de los organismos bilaterales se incluyen otros trece paises.

5. La Tabla 1 presenta las actividades bilaterales planificadas por tipo de actividad.
Histéricamente, la mayoria de las actividades bilaterales han sido actividades ajenas a la
inversion. En 2002, 81 por ciento del nivel de gastos previsto para los organismos bilaterales
esta destinado a proyectos de inversion.

COMENTARIOS SOBRE LOSPLANES ADMINISTRATIVOS DE LOS ORGANISMOS
BILATERALES

8. La Secretaria del Fondo examind los planes administrativos de todos los donantes
bilaterales y formulé comentarios acerca de varias de las actividades propuestas. En esta seccion
del documento se resume parte de la informacion incluida en los planes administrativos
bilaterales por pais donante.

Alemania

9. El Gobierno de Alemania proporciond una lista de 25 proyectos que prevé presentar en
2002 (Anexo V). Alemaniaincluydlas sguientes actividades en su plan administrativo:

* Preparacion de un proyecto de eliminacion en aerosoles para el sector farmacéutico en
Croacia, una estrategia para €l sector de espumas en Iran ($EUA 80.000), un proyecto de
eliminacion definitiva de CFC en Argelia ($EUA 120.000) y Papua Nueva Guinea
($EUA 78.535)

» Proyectos de conversion de espumas en Argelia (JEUA 736.473), India (3EUA 767.466),
Iran (SEUA 500.000)

* Proyectos de eliminacion de bromuro de metilo en Kenya ($EUA 200.000), Namibia
($EUA 100.000),y Y emen ($EUA 250.000)

» Proyectos de gestion de halones en Marruecos ($EUA 50.000), Nigeria ($EUA 200.000),
Omén ($EUA 50.000), y una conferencia sobre dternativas paralos 22 paises angloparlantes de
Africa ($EUA 79.100).

e Un plan RMP para Angola ($EUA 80.000) y suplementos de 50 por ciento de RMP para
Gambia ($EUA 70.000) y Sury Este de Africa (SEUA 250.000)
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e Supervision de actividades de RMP actividades en Kenya ($EUA 16.950) y Uganda
($EUA 16.950)

e Capacitacion de funcionarios de aduanaen Brasil (SEUA 200.000)

» Un proyecto de recuperacion y reciclgje en Tanzania (SEUA 185.572)

» Fortalecimiento institucional en Angola ($EUA 80.000)

10.  Alemaniatambién presentd una lista de gastos imprevistos de 15 actividades por valor de
$EUA 7,5 millones.

11.  LaSecretariaidentifico potenciales superposiciones con las actividades planificadas en el
plan administrativo de Alemania. Por gemplo, Alemania planifica desarrollar un proyecto de
eliminacién definitiva de CFC en Argelia, al mismo tiempo que planifica presentar proyectos
para el sector de espumas. Los proyectos individuales de espumas de Alemania ya recibieron
preparacion de proyectos. Alemania ha incorporado sus planes anteriores de desarrollar una
estrategia para el sector de solventes en sus planes actuales para un proyecto de eliminacion
definitiva de CFC. Alemania not6 que el Gobierno de Argelia habia solicitado ala ONUDI que
se ocupara de las restantes actividades para su sector de refrigeracion.

12.  En India, Alemania es el organismo director de la preparacion de un plan RMP para
dicho pais. Esta coordinando esta actividad con otros organismos bilaterales y el PNUD. El
Banco Mundial incluyé un proyecto de enfriadores para India en su plan administrativo y la
Secretaria le solicitd que aclarara esta potencial superposicion con Alemania a fin de asegurar
gue el plan RMP no incluya un componente para enfriadores. Alemania indico que la estrategia
parael sector de servicio de India no incluye una actividad sobre enfriadores.

13.  También en India, Alemania prevé presentar proyectos individuales para el sector de
espumas, al tiempo que e PNUD planifica una estrategia para el sector de espumas. Sin
embargo, Alemaniarecibio en la 342 Reunidn preparacion de proyectos destinada a los proyectos
individuales que prevé presentar en 2002. Alemania indicd que esta coordinando las actividades
estrechamente con el PNUD y ha proporcionado a dicho organismo informacion acerca de sus
proyectos individuales para el sector de espumas afin de evitar superposiciones futuras.

14.  En Irén, Alemania prevé presentar proyectos individuales para el sector de espumas en
2002 y solicitar fondos para preparar un plan de eliminacién en el sector de espumas. Sin
embargo, los proyectos individuales para el sector de espumas de Alemania recibieron fondos de
preparacion de proyectos en 2001. El PNUD y la ONUDI solicitan fondos de preparacion de
proyectos para preparar proyectos individuales para el sector de espumas en 2002, a mismo
tiempo que Alemania preparard una estrategia que presentara en 2003. Alemania indico que €l
Gobierno de Iran la habia designado para desarrollar la estrategiade sector de espumas.

15. La Decision 35/2 b) egtipula que los organismos deberian resolver los asuntos de
discrepancias de datos antes de incluir proyectos de esos paises en sus planes administrativos
definitivos para 2002. Alemania ha incluido un proyecto para € sector de aerosoles para una
compariia farmacéutica de Croacia. Sin embargo, € consumo més reciente de Croacia en ese
sector fue de 100,7 toneladas segun los registros de la Secretaria; los proyectos aprobados pero
aln no gecutados ascienden a un total de 28,2 toneladas PAO y Alemania incluyd 84 toneladas
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PAO en su plan administrativo. Alemania indicé que la actualizacién del plan RMP de Croacia,
cuando se haya ejecutado, generaria un efecto de aproximadamente 172 TM utilizadas en el
sector de enfriadores.

Australia

16.  El plan administrativo de Australia se incluye en el Anexo |. Australia indicd que prevé
retener SEUA 450.000 para gjecutar la Estrategia regional para el cumplimiento del Protocolo de
Montreal en los Paises de las Islas del Pacifico (PIC). Esa actividad se ejecutaria con el
PNUMA, que haincluido a su vez $EUA 450.000, mas comisiones de gestion, para la gjecucion
de laestrategia PCI.

Canada

17.  El plan administrativo para 2002 de Canada (Anexo I1) incluye un proyecto de ejecucion
de plan RMP en Bolivia ($EUA 430.000), la g ecucion dd suplemento de 50 por ciento dd RMP
en Jamaica ($EUA 120.000) y Santa Lucia (JEUA 73.450) y un proyecto de bromuro de metilo
en Indonesia ($EUA 295.000) para e cud la ONUDI ha incluido financiacion adicional en su
plan administrativo.

Francia

18.  El Gobierno de Francia present6 una lista de siete proyectos que prevé presentar en 2002
(Anexo I11) y 1 proyecto en una lista de gastos imprevistos. Se calcula que el presupuesto
indicativo de estas actividades es de $EUA 4,6 millones, excluidos los proyectos de la lista de
gastos imprevistos.

19.  Uno de los proyectos, un proyecto de solventes en China, se deduciria del tramo anual
provisto a PNUD para la gjecucion del plan del sector de solventes de China. Los restantes
proyectos incluyen proyectos de enfriadores en Libano ($EUA 200.000) y Viet Nam
(US$600.000), proyectos de bromuro de metilo en Argelia ($EUA 300.000) y Zimbabwe
($EUA 2,5 millones), un proyecto de refrigeracion comercial en Senegal ($EUA 250.000) y un
proyecto para PyMEs en Iran (3EUA 250.000). El proyecto de bromuro de metilo de Zimbabwe
sera ejecutado por la ONUDI para Francia.

20.  Francia también incluy6é un proyecto de reemplazo de enfriadores de $SEUA 3 millones
para Cote d' Ivoire en su lista de gastosimprevistos.

21.  La Secretaria noté potenciales superposiciones entre Francia y otros organismos. Por
ejemplo, en el Libano, Francia prevé un proyecto de eliminacion en el sector de enfriadores, la
ONUDI un plan de eliminacion sectorial para el sector de refrigeracion y el PNUD planifica un
programa de eliminacion definitiva de CFC. Francia indicd que coordinaria sus actividades con
Alemania. En respuesta a la Secretaria, Alemania indic6 que participaria en el proyecto de
eliminacién definitiva de CFC del PNUD.

22.  En Irén, Japdn planifica un proyecto para € sector de refrigeracion a igual que la
ONUDI, a tiempo que el PNUD planifica un proyecto de eliminacion definitiva en la
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fabricacion de refrigeracion. Asimismo, Francia planifica un proyecto para la eliminacion en
EPMs que podria comprender tanto espumas como refrigeracion y que ha incluido en su plan
administrativo desde 2001. Francia indicé que coordinaria con los restantes organismos a fin de
evitar una superposicion.

23.  Se solicit6 a los organismos bilaterales que proporcionaran calculos estimativos de la
eliminacion producida por sus proyectos de inversion. No se indicd la eliminacion para las
actividades bilaterales de Francia.

24, Israel presentd una carta de plan administrativo bilateral (Anexo V) que indica que
presentaria un proyecto global de bromuro de metilo para brindar asistencia para el
cumplimiento en este sector ($EUA 100.000). Estaseriala primera actividad bilaterd de Israd.
La Secretariainformé a Israel que el Comité Ejecutivo habia adoptado diversas decisiones sobre
el sector de bromuro de metilo que determinan el nivel admisible de asistencia sobre labase dela
asistencia para el cumplimiento provista anteriormente en cada uno de los paises. La Secretaria
solicité a Israel que indicara que paises planificaba incluir en la actividad propuesta. |Israel
indicd que estaba trabajando con el PNUMA para elaborar una lista de los paises beneficiarios
apropiado para el proyecto propuesto y que esperaba presentar una propuesta completa a la 372
Reunion; dicha propuesta incluiria una lista de paises junto con cartas de aceptacion de los
mMisSmos para participar en laactividad.

25. Italia presentd un plan administrativo que incluye actividades por valor de
$EUA 1,95 millones (Anexo VI). Italia planifica presentar un proyecto de conversion en China
($EUA 1,7 millones) y un proyecto de bromuro de metilo en Tunez ($EUA 250.000).

Japon

26.  El Gobierno del Japdn indicd que planifica presentar seis actividades durante el afio 2002

por un valor de $EUA 4 millones (Anexo VII). También indicé que podria presentar méas
actividades en 2002. Incluyd un proyecto para la creacidon de un centro para técnicos de servicio

de refrigeracion en China, pero no seindic6 un presupuesto para esta actividad.

27.  Japon también incluyd proyectos de inversion en el sector de refrigeracion que incluyen
un proyecto general para el sector de refrigeracion en Indonesia ($EUA 1 millén), un proyecto de
conversion en Iradn ($EUA 1,5 millones) y Pakistan ($EUA 500.000). Tambiénincluyd un
proyecto de eliminacion de CTC/TCA para el sector de agentes de proceso de Pakistéan
($EUA 500.000) y $EUA 500.000 para asistencia en la aplicaci én de planificacion estratégica en
laregion asiética.

28. La Secretaria identificoO potenciales superposiciones con otros organismos y solicitd
aclaraciones a Japon. A la fecha de redaccion del presente, la Secretaria no ha recibido la
respuesta del Japén. Las potenciales superposiciones incluyen al sector de refrigeracion en
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Indonesia, para el que el PNUD solicita fondos para un plan para el sector de fabricacion de
refrigeracion.

29.  Enlran, Japény laONUDI planifican proyectos de refrigeracion, pero el PNUD planifica
un plan de eliminacion definitiva en el sector de fabricacion de refrigeracion y la ONUDI
planifica un proyecto de gjecucion de plan RMP.

30.  En Pakistan, Japon planifica un proyecto de eliminacién de CTC/TCA, al igual que la
ONUDI.

Reino Unido

31. El Gobierno del Reino Unido indicd que prevé presentar en 2002 un proyecto bilateral
para la segunda etapa del Proyecto piloto de préstamos en condiciones favorables para el sector
de enfriadores en México. Asimismo indicd que la primera etapa del proyecto de enfriadores
habia resultado satisfactoriay que el Banco Mundial ejecutaria la segunda etapa.

Republica Checa

32. La Republica Checa presentd a la 36 Reunion un proyecto para Albania, intitulado
“Eliminacion de sustancias que agotan el 0zono — Ayuda para introducir tecnologias sin SAO
en la refrigeracion y el aisamiento”. Esta seria la primera actividad bilateral de la Republica
Checa. La Secretaria solicité a la Republica Checa que coordinara sus actividades con el
PNUMA y la ONUDI, dado que estos organismos de ejecucion estan desarrollando el programa
de pais y la gjecucion de actividades dentro del programa de pais para Albania.

Suecia

33.  Suecia present6 un plan administrativo (Anexo VIII) que incluye seis actividades por un
valor de $EUA 695.000. Tres de estas actividades (una estrategia para solventes sn CFC en
Malasia ($EUA 100.000), una estrategiapara € sector de MAC en Malasia ($EUA 240.000) y
una estrategia para los sectores de CTC/TCA en Tailandia (3EUA 85.000), si fueran aprobadas
por los paises correspondientes, se deducirian de los tramos anuales para los proyectos
nacionales de eliminacién de CFC aprobados en la 352 Reunién para Malasiay Tailandia. Las
restantes actividades de este plan administrativo incluyen: un enfoque por pais para
actualizacion de RMP en la region asiatica ($EUA 130.000), asistencia para preparar una
actualizacién de RMP en Croacia ($EUA 20.700), y un taller regional sobre los requisitos de
capacitacion paratécnicos de servicio en laregion del sudeste de Asia ($EUA 120.000).

RECOMENDACIONES

La Secretaria del Fondo recomienda que el Comité Ejecutivo, por intermedio del Subcomité de
Supervision, Evaluacién y Finanzas, considere:
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1. Tomar nota con agradecimiento de los planes administrativos y cartas sobre cooperacion
bilateral presentados por: Alemania, Australia, Canadd, Francia, Italia, Israel, Japon, Reino
Unido, Republica Checay Suecia, como se indica en UNEP/OzL .Pro/ExConm/36/9.

AUSTRALIA

INTRODUCTION

Australia has sought to improveits performance in facilitating the phase out of ozone depleting
substances (ODS) in Article 5 Parties by undertaking an evaluation and subsequent revision of
Australia’s bilateral activities program. This evaluation and revision hasresulted in an
assessment of the region’s need for ozone protection activities, and an assessment of Australia's
areas of expertise in skills and technology relevant to the ozone protection field.

Australia has based its 2002 Bilateral Agency Business Plan on the outcomes of this review.
Consequently, in 2002 Australia intends to withhold A$702,000 (equivalent to US$450,000
calculated at the fixed exchange rate of 1.56 Australian dollars for each US dollar as agreed in
Decision X1/6) of its 2002 Multilateral Fund (MLF) contribution for bilateral activities. The
A$702,000 represents 18.1% of Australia's A$3,872,327 annual contribution to the MLF.
Therefore the amount is less than the 20% of annual contributions Australia may withhold for
proposed bilaterd activities.

1. Background

There are fourteen countries in the South Pacific region that are constitutionally able to ratify the
Montreal Protocol. The mgjority of the Pacific Island countries (PICs) have already ratified the
Montreal Protocol: Fiji, Federated States of Micronesia (FSM), Kiribati, Marshal Islands, Nauru,
Palau, Papua New Guinea (PNG), (Western) Samoa, Solomon Islands, Tonga, Tuvalu and
Vanuatu. Only two countries (the Cook Islands and Niue) remain non-Parties and outside the
Protocol. Other islands® in the region are not independent nations and are not able to ratify the
Protocol. They therefore are not eligible for assistance under the MLF.

Of the fourteen countries, two (Fiji, Samoa) of the Parties have received assistance from the
MLF of the Montreal Protocol for phase-out activites. Tuvalu, PNG, Kiribati and the Solomon
Islands have also received specific assistance from the MLF to prepare country programmes
Assistance made avail able through the MLF and from the Government of New Zealand has
helped countries in the region to prepare Nationd Compliance Action Plans (NCAPS)

The use of ODS controlled by the Montred Protocol in the Pacific region is limited to
chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs), hydrochlorofluorocarbons (HCFCs) and methyl bromide. CFCs
and HCFCs are used solely for refrigeration and air-conditioning uses. All methyl bromideis
used for "Quarantine and Pre-Shipment" (QPS) applications, as defined by the Protocal, except
in PNG where there is insufficient information to confirm its uses.

While the Montreal Protocol requires Article 5 countries to control the consumption (production
+ import - export) of CFCs, Article 5 countries do not have to control the imports of HCFCs until
2015 and all QPS uses of methyl bromide are exempted from Protocol controls (provided the
country has ratified the 1992 Copenhagen Amendment). Therefore the focus of regional
activities in the Pacific will be on ensuring sustained and permanent CFC phase out.

Owing to the PICs: very small ODS consumption; geographical isolation; closed supply linkages
with other countries in the region; and, relatively late ratification, the assistance required for
these countries needs to be designed in the different way. Given the progress regiona
mechanisms have achieved in the Pacific to date, it is proposed that a Regional Strategy will
leverage this existing spirit of cooperation and politica will tofacilitate the region's accelerated
compliance with the Montreal Protocol’s control measures.

Asindicated in the letter at Attachment B, on behalf of the PICs, South Pacific Regional
Environment Program (SPREP) has requested Australia's assistance in developing and
implementing the Regional Strategy.

3. Implementation Modalities

This project proposal will be submitted by UNEP on behalf of the PICs (further detail on the
proposal isprovided in UNEP's 2002 Final Business Plan). In accordance with its Memorandum
of Understanding with UNEP, SPREP will play akey rolein overseeing the implementation of

the Regional Strategy. It will provide guidance to the PICsin the implementation of the national
and regional component of the Regional Strategy. In addition, SPREP will provide policy
assistance and co-ordinate regional awareness raising programmes.

This will
be followed by teamwork activities that, by the end of the workshop, will formulate country- and
regional-specific strategies and measures for freeze and phase-out solutions.

The workshop will conclude with a number of bilateral groups (between Israel and Article 5
countries) for the preparation of future bilateral assistance, including the initiation of compliance
action plans with a focus on technical assistance, technology transfer and the development of
local expertise to suit phase-out strategies for specific countries.
