1. En su programa de trabajo para 2004, el PNUD esta solicitando, en la 42* Reunion, la
aprobacion de 630 500 SEUA para la preparacion de proyectos y otros proyectos mas los gastos
de apoyo del organismo de 52 912 SEUA. En la siguiente Tabla 1, se presentan las actividades

IL. Proyectos para consideracion individual

Jamaica: Provecto general de asistencia técnica para eliminar el uso de disolventes a base de
SAOQ (se vuelve a presentar) (25 000 SEUA)

Descripcion del proyecto

3. La finalidad del proyecto consiste en ofrecer capacitacion y asistencia técnica a los
distribuidores de disolventes a base de SAO para que familiarizarlos con la conversion al uso de
alternativas sin SAO.

4. El Gobierno de Jamaica apoyard esta iniciativa de capacitacion a través de la
implantacién de un programa de reglamentaciones que controle las importaciones. Desarrollara,
también, un programa de sensibilizacion dirigido a los usuarios del sector de disolventes,
comprendidos los posibles usuarios de esterilizantes a base de SAO en hospitales. El programa
complementard las actividades existentes de sensibilizacion que se estan llevando a cabo a través
del proyecto de fortalecimiento institucional.

5. Se espera que las iniciativas de capacitacion, reglamentacion y sensibilizacion generaran
la eliminacion indirecta del consumo remanente de disolventes a base de SAO, a excepcion de
cualquier uso residual en los laboratorios.

Comentarios de la Secretaria del Fondo

6. Este proyecto se presentd por primera vez para su consideracion en la 41* Reunion del
Comité Ejecutivo. Sin embargo, se difirid6 para permitir al PNUD que se ocupara de algunas
cuestiones relativas a su costo. Estas cuestiones han sido abordadas por el PNUD como se indica
mas arriba y ha dado como resultado un nivel de financiacién de 25 000 SEUA en oposicion a
los 145 375 SEUA que se solicitaron originalmente. El costo del proyecto ha sido acordado entre
la Secretaria y el PNDU.

Recomendacion de la Secretaria del Fondo

7. La Secretaria del Fondo recomienda la aprobacion del proyecto de asistencia técnica para
eliminar el uso de disolventes a base de SAO en Jamaica al nivel de financiacion que se indica en
la Tabla 1, basdndose en que Jamaica no buscard financiacién adicional para la eliminacion de
SAO en el sector de disolventes.

. SUMMARY

1. UNDP has submitted its 2004 Business Plan, comprised of both a series of tables and a
detailed narrative, for consideration at the 42" Meeting of the Executive Committee in
March 2004. As a complementary submission, this work programme document contains a
request for US$ 683,412 (including support cost for US$ 52,912) of funding to be
submitted for consideration at the 42™ Meeting of Executive Committee.

1I. BUSINESS PLAN RELATIONSHIP

2. As indicated in UNDP's 2004 Business Plan, UNDP will continue or will start preparation
of activities in the servicing sector in 8 countries, individual sector projects in 9 countries
and multiyear projects in 3 countries. These activities will represent US $12,587,954 within
the context of the regular programme, and will eliminate 1,080 ODP tonnes.

3. The funds required during 2004 for preparation of these projects will be US $485,900
(including support cost of US$ 33,900), A total of US$ 274,662 (including support cost of
US$ 19,162) are being submitted to the 42" Executive Committee Meeting in this Work
Programme (see Annex 1).

4. In addition to funds for project preparation, a total of US$ 408.750 (including a support cost
of US$ 33,750) is being submitted to the 42" Executive Committee Meeting for the
implementation of 5 non-investment activities included in the UNDP’s 2004 Business Plan.
These projects were initially submitted to the 41" Executive Committee Meeting and
deferred to this meeting for different reasons.

5. Detailed information on the activities submitted for consideration at the 42" Executive
Committee Meeting is presented in the next two sections.

been completed yet: Barbados (US$ 8,000), Suriname (US$12,000).

It should also be noted that funds for the preparation of RMP updates for Bahrain, Fiji and
Nepal included in the BP 2004, will be requested to the 43™ Meeting of the Executive
Committee, when all the requirements related to these requests are fulfilled (Fiji and

Nepal will be prepared in cooperation with UNEP).
