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RESUMEN EJECUTIVO

1. El valor total de los proyectos que prevén presentar los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y
multilaterales en 2006 corresponde a 162,96 millones $EUA, lo que supondria la eliminacion de
38 307 toneladas PAO.

2. Los planes administrativos presentados por los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y
multilaterales, que incluyen iniciativas especiales del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento y
planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva, pueden tratar las necesidades de eliminacion
establecidas en el plan de eliminacidn trienal con objeto de posibilitar el cumplimiento para 2010, a
excepcioén de algunos paises que han notificado que su Ultimo consumo ha sido nulo.

3. Los organismos de ejecucion incluyeron 122 nuevos acuerdos plurianuales basados en el
desempefio, con una primera partida que deberd presentarse en 2006 y cuyo valor se estima en
15,97 millones $EUA.. El valor total de los nuevos acuerdos plurianuales basados en el desempefio,
incluida la primera partida para 2006, incrementaria los acuerdos futuros en 135,86 millones $EUA.

4. En los planes administrativos para 2006-2008 se incluye un total de 22,25 millones $EUA en
proyectos bilaterales, de los cuales 10,67 millones SEUA se presentarian en 2006.

5. En sus planes administrativos, los organismos de ejecucion indican que se eliminaria un total
de 98 951 toneladas PAO como resultado de todas las actividades aprobadas en el trienio
2006-2008. Las actividades aprobadas para 2006, por si solas, permitirian eliminar
42 175 toneladas PAO.

Cuestiones

6. Existen posibles coincidencias parciales de los proyectos que estan sin resolver para
actividades programadas por el PNUD y la ONUDI en Nigeria con respecto a actividades sobre
hidrofluorocarbonos (HCFC) y actividades de destruccion de sustancias que agotan la capa de
0zono (SAO).

7. En los planes administrativos de los organismos se incluyen 2,78 millones $EUA destinados
a asistencia técnica individual sobre HCFC, y preparaciones de proyectos que se presentaran en
2007 y 13 millones $EUA para proyectos de inversion en 2008.

8. En los planes administrativos para 2006-2008 se incluyen 8,43 millones $EUA destinados a
actividades de destruccion de SAO, de los cuales 100 000 $EUA son para 2006.

9. El plan administrativo para 2006-2008 de Alemania supera el nivel del 20 % de sus
contribuciones prometidas en 5,7 millones SEUA.

10. El valor total de las actividades establecidas en los planes administrativos rebasa el
presupuesto propuesto en 8,9 millones $EUA en 2006 y en 7,8 millones $EUA en 2007, pero es
29,5 millones $EUA menor que el presupuesto propuesto en 2008.
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Introduccion

1. Desde que el Comité Ejecutivo, en su 382 Reunion, adopté el plan modelo de eliminacion
trienal de SAO orientado al cumplimiento (decision 38/66), la planificacion administrativa en el
Fondo Multilateral se ha basado en tratar ciertas cantidades de SAO para determinados paises
durante el trienio a fin de posibilitar el cumplimiento de las medidas de control del Protocolo.

2. La Secretaria y los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y multilaterales iniciaron sus labores
de colaboracién para examinar el plan para el trienio 2006-2008 en enero de 2006 en una reunion de
coordinacion entre organismos. Durante esa reunion, los debates se centraron en las actividades
planificadas en paises que precisaban asistencia para cumplir las medidas de control para 2007 y
2010.

3. Los planes de los organismos son planes administrativos plurianuales que comprenden tres
afios de actividades. Las actividades programadas para 2006 se tratan con cierto detalle, aunque
existe menos certeza por lo que respecta a las actividades programadas para 2007 y, en particular,
2008 que no forman parte de los acuerdos plurianuales en curso. Puede consultarse una plantilla de
calculo en la que figuran datos recopilados de los planes administrativos en el sitio web de la
Secretaria, en la direccion www.multilateralfund.org.

4. El presente documento cuenta con las secciones siguientes:

5. En lugar de ofrecer un documento independiente sobre la cuestion, en la Seccién IV figura

un breve resumen de la informacion sobre la Situacion/Perspectivas de Cumplimiento. El resumen y
las tablas de datos anexos estan basados en informacion actualizada sobre aprobaciones de
proyectos extraida de la 472 Reunion y datos del Articulo 7 hasta el 14 de febrero de 2006.

SECCION I: PLANES ADMINISTRATIVOS PARA 2006

6. Las actividades incluidas en los planes administrativos son firmes para 2006, pero menos
seguras para 2007 y 2008. En esta seccion se presenta un resumen de las actividades que se planifica
presentar en 2006, asi como la medida en que se tratan los paises para los que se establece una
necesidad de eliminacion en 2006 basandose en el plan modelo de eliminacion trienal de SAO
orientado al cumplimiento. Asimismo, en esta seccidn se tratan varias cuestiones derivadas de los
planes administrativos para 2006, como, por ejemplo: los proyectos de inhaladores de dosis
medida/farmacéuticos en el plan administrativo para 2006, los proyectos de enfriadores, las
actividades en Arabia Saudita, y las coincidencias parciales de los proyectos que no estan resueltas.
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Resumen de actividades planificadas en 2006

7. El valor total de los proyectos que los organismos de ejecucion planifican presentar en 2006
asciende a 162,96 millones $EUA, que supondrian la eliminacion de 38 307 toneladas PAO. Entre
sus planes figuran:

e 75 solicitudes de partidas de financiacion para 2006 asociadas con acuerdos plurianuales en
curso basados en el desempefio, que ascienden a 109,38 millones $EUA (que supondran la
eliminacién de 36 358 toneladas PAO de SAO cuando se ejecuten);

e 48 nuevos acuerdos plurianuales basados en el desempefio, con una financiacién de
15,97 millones $EUA en 2006 (de una estimacion total de 34,77 millones $EUA), con una
eliminacion de SAO asociada en 2006 de 1 100 toneladas PAO (de una eliminacion total a lo
largo de la duracién de los acuerdos de 2 451 toneladas PAO);

e 19 proyectos individuales de inversion que se presentaran en 2006 con un valor total de
6,59 millones $EUA y una eliminacion de SAO asociada en 2006 correspondiente a
450 toneladas PAO. Esto incluye 12 proyectos que daran lugar a la eliminacion total de un
sector 0 una sustancia;

e Preparacion de proyectos que asciende a 2,36 millones $SEUA,;
e Proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional y renovaciones con un costo de 9,72 millones $EUA;
e Proyectos de asistencia técnica con un costo de 3,05 millones $SEUA;

e Presupuestos administrativos para el Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento para 2006 del
PNUMA con un costo de 8,64 millones SEUA,;

e Capacitacion con un costo de 100 000 $SEUA,
e Proyectos de demostracidn con un costo de 2,11 millones $SEUA;

e Financiacion de la Unidad Central con un costo de 5,05 millones $EUA;

Actividades planificadas en 2006 por sector

8. En el Anexo | se presenta un resumen de las nuevas actividades que se presentaran en 2006,
por sector. En la tabla figura el valor y la eliminacion, por sustancia quimica, para todas las
actividades. La tabla indica que la mayor parte de la eliminacion que debe aprobarse en 2006 se
destina a los clorofluorocarbonos (CFC), que ascienden a 1 320 toneladas PAO, lo cual representa
una financiacién de unos 38,02 millones $EUA. Se han asignado 4,37 millones SEUA para
proyectos relativos al tetracoloruro de carbono (CTC) que, en caso de aprobarse, darian lugar a la
eliminacién de una cantidad estimada de 495 toneladas PAO, segun los datos reflejados en los
planes administrativos. Al metiloromuro, metilcloroformo (TCA), halones y otras sustancias les
corresponden 2,24 millones $EUA, 617 000 $EUA, 357992 $EUA y 563 500 SEUA,
respectivamente.
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9. Cabria sefialar que las actividades resumidas en el Anexo | vienen a sumarse a aquéllas
asociadas con la ejecucion de los programas de trabajo anuales derivados de los acuerdos
plurianuales aprobados. Los recursos asignados a las partidas de financiacion para 2006 ascienden a
109,38 millones SEUA destinados a la eliminacion de 36 358 toneladas PAO de produccion y
consumo de SAO.

Otras actividades ajenas a la inversién

10.  Otras actividades ajenas a la inversion que figuran en los planes administrativos para 2006
corresponden a proyectos de demostracion y asistencia técnica y capacitacion no asociados con
actividades del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento o del Plan de Gestion de Refrigerantes.

11.  Japon pide 100 000 $EUA en 2006 para la actividad de capacitacion “Programa de
capacitacion complementaria del PNUMA que se llevaré a cabo junto con el JICA”.

12.  EI PNUMA (1,47 millones $EUA), el PNUD (189 000 $EUA), la ONUDI (265 742 $EUA)
y los organismos bilaterales (1,57 millones SEUA) tienen planificados proyectos de asistencia
técnica, que ascienden a un total de 3,49 millones $EUA. La asistencia tecnica del PNUMA incluye,
entre otros:

e Varias actividades relativas al metilbromuro (34 000 SEUA para la celebracion de mesas
redondas sobre el cumplimiento durante las conferencias anuales de divulgacion sobre
alternativas al metilbromuro; 197 800 $EUA destinados a Planes de Accion Estratégica para
prestar asistencia a paises con consumo basico nulo; 100 000 $EUA para proyectos de Escuelas
de campo para agricultores en Africa; 20 000 SEUA para la eliminacion de metilbromuro en
Saint Kitts y Nevis; 90 400 $EUA destinados a asistencia técnica para actividades ajenas a la
inversion a fin de eliminar el consumo de metiloromuro remanente en Swazilandia; y
90 400 $EUA para un proyecto de eliminacion de metilbromuro en Trinidad y Tobago);

e Una actividad de eliminacion de halones en Haiti (28 250 SEUA);

e Una actividad sobre enfriadores (226 000 $EUA destinada a actividades de concienciacion en el
sector de los enfriadores);

e Talleres regionales de sensibilizacion sobre los inhaladores de dosis medida por una suma total
de 542 400 SEUA;

e Una actividad que podria considerarse complementaria al Programa de Asistencia al
Cumplimiento (135 600 $EUA para actualizar el Manual de Capacitacion de Aduanas en seis
idiomas de las Naciones Unidas).

13. El PNUD incluy6 dos actividades relativas a planes sectoriales de eliminacion de halones
(24 000 $EUA en la Republica Dominicana y 40 000 $EUA en Sierra Leona). Asimismo, el PNUD
incluyo dos actividades en el sector de los solventes (25 000 $EUA destinados a un plan sectorial de
eliminacion de solventes en Kenya y 100 000 $EUA para asistencia técnica en materia de solventes
en Zimbabwe).
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14.  La ONUDI incluy6 cuatro actividades de asistencia técnica para halones, una en cada uno de
los paises siguientes: Kirguistin (54 500 SEUA), Kuwait (70 741 $EUA), Marruecos
(70 741 $EUA) y Rumania (69 760 $SEUA).

15. En los planes administrativos de Japdén, Francia y la ONUDI figuran proyectos de
demostracion para los sectores de los enfriadores y de destruccion de SAO, que ascienden a
2,11 millones $EUA.

Analisis de adhesion de los paises al plan modelo de eliminacién trienal de SAO orientado al
cumplimiento para 2006-2008

16. En el Anexo Il se muestra una comparacion, por sustancia y pais, entre las necesidades de
eliminaciéon establecidas en el plan modelo de eliminacion trienal de SAO orientado al
cumplimiento para 2006-2008 y los planes administrativos de los organismos de ejecucion para
2006. La actualizacion del modelo orientado al cumplimiento para 2006-2008 esta disponible en el
documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/45/Inf.3. En la Seccion 1l se presenta una comparacion con la
eliminacién total mundial requerida por sustancia para los afios 2006 a 2008.

CEC

17. En el Anexo Il se muestra que todos los paises para los que se ha establecido una necesidad
de reducir los CFC son tratados en los planes administrativos para 2006 de los organismos, a
excepcion de Zimbabwe, donde se aprob6 un proyecto de asistencia técnica en la 44% Reunion a fin
de prestar asistencia al pais para estar en situacion de cumplimiento con respecto a los controles de
2005. Ademas, Alemania ha previsto en 2007 un proyecto de eliminacion definitiva para Zimbabwe.
Este pais recibira también en 2006 asistencia especial del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento
para la ratificacion de las Enmiendas de Montreal y Beijing, y el cumplimiento de los sistemas de
otorgamiento de licencias y cuotas.

Halones

18. Las necesidades de control de halones se tratan en todos los paises, entre los que figuran
Kirguistan, Kuwait y Sierra Leona. EI PNUMA proporciona asimismo asistencia especial del
Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento a Kirguistan.

Metilbromuro

19. Las necesidades de control del metilboromuro se tratan en todos los paises, a excepcion de las
Bahamas, Barbados y Guyana. Tal vez no sea necesario realizar ninguna actividad pues ninguno de
estos paises registrd consumo de metilbromuro en 2004. Guyana recibira en 2006 asistencia especial
del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento sobre la presentaciéon de datos, asi como ayuda a la
dependencia nacional del ozono.

CTC

20. Las necesidades relativas al CTC suelen tratarse a través de un proyecto de asistencia técnica
0 un plan de eliminacién. Sin embargo, no se incluyen actividades para los CTC en los planes
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administrativos para las Bahamas, Bolivia, Ecuador, Guatemala, Liberia, Macedonia, Perq,
Republica del Congo, Republica Dominicana, Serbia y Montenegro, Sierra Leona, Tanzania,
Uganda y Vietnam. Es posible que no se requieran actividades para los CTC en la mayoria de estos
paises ya que en 2004 sélo se registré consumo de CTC en Ecuador (4,3 toneladas PAO) y Sierra
Leona (2,4 toneladas PAO).

21. El consumo de CTC puede tratarse en los planes nacionales de eliminacion o en planes de
gestién de eliminacion definitiva que se incluyen en los planes administrativos de 2006 para Bolivia
y Uganda. De igual forma, también puede tratarse el consumo de CTC en los planes nacionales de
eliminacién o en los planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva que figuran en los planes
administrativos de 2007 para los paises siguientes: Ecuador, Guatemala, Liberia, Per(, Republica
del Congo, Sierra Leona y Tanzania.

22. El PNUMA ofrece asistencia especial del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento en 2006
con objeto de tratar la cuestion de los CTC para las Bahamas, Bolivia, Brasil, Ecuador, Guatemala,
Irdn, México, Perd, Republica Dominicana, Serbia y Montenegro, Tanzania, Uganda y Zimbabwe.
El Banco Mundial esta elaborando un proyecto relativo al TCA para Ecuador que se presentara en
2007 y ha sefialado que el proyecto tratara los CTC, en caso necesario.

TCA

23. Las necesidades relativas al TCA suelen tratarse a través de un proyecto de asistencia técnica
0 un plan de eliminacion. No se incluyeron actividades sobre TCA para los paises siguientes:
Camboya, Colombia, Ecuador, Haiti, India, Pakistan, Republica Dominicana, Repubica Popular
Democrética de Corea, Trinidad y Tobago, y Vietnam. Una vez més, es posible que no se requieran
actividades relativas al TCA ya que, a excepcion de Ecuador (2,6 toneladas PAO), ninguno de estos
paises tuvo consumo de TCA en 2004. Aungue no hay actividades planificadas para el TCA en los
planes administrativos de 2006, el consumo de TCA podria tratarse en los planes nacionales de
eliminacién o planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva que figuran en el plan administrativo de
2007 para Camboya. Asimismo, tal y como se menciond anteriormente, el Banco Mundial esta
elaborando un proyecto relativo al TCA para Ecuador que se presentara en 2007.

24, El PNUMA proporcionara asistencia especial del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento
en 2006 dirigida a actividades relativas al TCA para Brasil, Ecuador, Haiti, India, México, Pakistan,
Republica Dominicana, Repubica Popular Democréatica de Corea, y Trinidad y Tobago.

Actividades de Inhaladores de dosis medida

25. Los organismos de ejecucion incluyeron 5,95 millones $EUA en actividades de inhaladores
de dosis medida en sus planes administrativos para 2006, tal y como muestra la Tabla 1.

26. La Tabla 1 indica que el Banco Mundial incluyé una actividad de inhaladores de dosis
medida en el sector farmacéutico en China (5,38 millones $EUA), el PNUD una estrategia de
transicion de inhaladores de dosis medida en Colombia (30 000 $EUA) y el PNUMA talleres
regionales de concienciacion sobre los inhaladores de dosis medida (542 400 $EUA). Durante la
reunion de coordinacion con los organismos de ejecucion, celebrada en enero de 2006, se acordd
que estos organismos trasladarian las actividades relativas a los inhaladores de dosis medida a los
afios posteriores a 2006 a fin de permitir que los recursos de 2006 se dirigiesen a actividades
requeridas para el cumplimiento. Se estimdé también que la partida farmacéutica de
5,4 millones $EUA para China para 2006 debia trasladarse a 2007. Sin embargo, los tres proyectos
anteriormente indicados no estaban supeditados a este traslado porque: el proyecto del Banco
Mundial en el sector farmacéutico esta asociado al proyecto de eliminacion acelerada de la
produccion de CFC de 2007; la actividad del PNUD en Colombia es una actividad preparatoria para
un proyecto que se presentara después de 2006; y el taller regional de concienciacion sobre los
inhaladores de dosis medida del PNUMA se celebra en respuesta a la decision XVII/14 de la
Reunion de las Partes.

Enfriadores

27. En su 462 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo establecié un Fondo Mundial para los Enfriadores
(decision 46/33). En su 472 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo decidio apartar para futuros proyectos en
Africa un total de 2 000 000 $EUA (mas los gastos de apoyo). Estos fondos se registrarian como
obligaciones no comprometidas traspasadas del plan administrativo para 2005. Se apartaron al
entenderse que, entre otros, todos los fondos remanentes después de la aprobacion de proyectos para
Africa en la 482 Reunion se trasladarian al proyecto mundial de sustitucion de enfriadores del Banco
Mundial y se utilizarian con prioridad para proyectos en Africa (decision 47/26, parr. ¢ (iv)).

28. Los organismos de ejecucion incluyeron 2,44 millones $EUA en la preparacion de proyectos
para enfriadores, demostracion y asistencia técnica en los planes administrativos para 2006, tal y
como figura en la Tabla 2.

29. La Tabla 2 indica que en el plan administrativo para 2006 se incluyen tres actividades de
demostracion en la region de Africa. Estas actividades han sido presentadas por Alemania
(200 000 $EUA), Francia (406 800 $EUA), Japon (700 000 $EUA), el PNUMA (226,000 SEUA) y
la ONUDI (903 000 $EUA).

Arabia Saudita

30. En su 462 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo postergd examinar la solicitud de la preparacién de
actividades en Arabia Saudita hasta la 48% Reunion y solicité a la ONUDI y el PNUMA que
proporcionaran un analisis preliminar de la naturaleza y el costo de la asistencia propuesta para
permitir que Arabia Saudita continle sus esfuerzos de eliminacion de SAO (decision 46/26). Tanto
el PNUMA como la ONUDI estan planificando actividades para un plan nacional de eliminacion
para Arabia Saudita con la elaboracién del plan previsto en 2006 para su presentacion en 2007. Se
solicitd a estos organismos que proporcionasen el andlisis indicado en la decision 46/26. Tanto el
PNUMA como la ONUDI sefialaron que se habia preparado un proyecto de resumen a través del
equipo del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento en la Oficina Regional del PNUMA para el
Asia Occidental en consulta con la ONUDI. En el informe faltan algunos datos que facilitara el
Gobierno de Arabia Saudita. Tras una misién del coordinador de la red regional para el Programa de
Asistencia al Cumplimiento en la Oficina Regional del PNUMA para el Asia Occidental, se acordo
que un comité especial en Arabia Saudita trabajase para recopilar la informacion necesaria con
objeto de finalizar el informe. Se prevé que el informe sea presentado para su examen en la
492 Reunion del Comité Ejecutivo.

Posibles coincidencias parciales de proyectos

31.  Se trato y resolvio la mayoria de las coincidencias parciales de proyectos bien durante la
reunion de coordinacion celebrada en enero de 2006 o bien como consecuencia de las observaciones
iniciales proporcionadas por la Secretaria del Fondo. Sin embargo, sigue habiendo posibles
coincidencias parciales pendientes entre el PNUMA y la ONUDI.
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Actividades del PNUD vy la ONUDI relativas a los HCFC en Nigeria

32. La ONUDI proporcioné peticiones del Gobierno en cuanto a posibles coincidencias
parciales de proyectos con otros organismos. Sigue habiendo una posible coincidencia parcial
relacionada con las actividades programadas por el PNUD y la ONUDI para los HCFC en Nigeria.
La ONUDI facilité a la Secretaria una copia de un fax con fecha de 3 de mayo de 2005 del
Ministerio Federal de Medio Ambiente de Nigeria solicitando que la ONUDI presentase una
propuesta de estudio de los HCFC en su nombre. EI PNUD sefialo que debido a su labor en los
sectores de las espumas y la refrigeracion y su responsabilidad en relacién con el acuerdo de
eliminacion de CFC, estaba en condiciones de seguir prestando asistencia a Nigeria con los HCFC.
El PNUD indic6 que el Gobierno de Nigeria habia afirmado que enviaria una carta a la Secretaria
del Fondo solicitando que el PNUD participase en las actividades planificadas para el sector de los
HCFC.

Actividades del PNUD vy la ONUDI relativas a la destruccion de SAO

33. La ONUDI ha sefialado que tiene en proyecto actividades de destruccién en la India,
Indonesia, México y Venezuela, que son paises donde el PNUD también incluyé actividades de
destruccion en su plan administrativo para 2005-2007. La ONUDI proporciond peticiones de
Indonesia, México y Venezuela para incluir estas actividades en su plan administrativo para 2006-
2008. Se prevé recibir una carta con respecto a la India. Cabria sefialar que, en su carta, Indonesia
indico también que el Gobierno del Japon habia participado en actividades preliminares que trataban
cuestiones relativas a la destruccidén. Aunque confirmo su interés en la elaboracion de un proyecto
para la destruccion de SAO, México sefialé que el proyecto debia elaborarse en coordinacion con
otros organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y multilaterales.

SECCION II: PLANIFICACION ADMINISTRATIVA PARA EL TRIENIO 2006-2008

34. En esta seccion se presenta un resumen de las actividades planificadas para su presentacion
en 2007 y 2008, asi como una comparacion entre la eliminacién establecida en el plan modelo de
eliminacidn trienal de SAO orientado al cumplimiento para 2006-2008 y la eliminacién especificada
en los planes administrativos para 2006-2008. Aborda mas detenidamente posibles cuestiones
derivadas de las actividades programadas para 2007 y 2008 que incluyen: proyectos de inversion
plurianuales relativos a los HCFC; proyectos de destruccion de SAQ; la prevision de compromisos
sobre proyectos plurianuales y la cooperacién bilateral planificada.

Resumen de las actividades planificadas en 2007 y 2008
35. El valor total de los proyectos que planifican presentar los organismos de ejecucion

bilaterales y multilaterales en 2007 y 2008 corresponde a 159,24 millones SEUA vy
121,76 millones $EUA, respectivamente. Entre sus planes figuran:

e 56 acuerdos plurianuales aprobados basados en el desempefio, que ascienden a
76,01 millones SEUA en 2007 y 51,53 millones SEUA en 2008;
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122 nuevos acuerdos plurianuales basados en el desempefio, que ascienden a una financiacion de
32,64 millones SEUA en 2007 y 39,66 millones $EUA en 2008;

Proyectos de inversion individuales con un costo de 19,83 millones $EUA en 2007 (con una
eliminacion de SAO asociada de 944 toneladas PAQO) y 5,25 millones $EUA en 2008 (con una
eliminacion de SAO asociada de 288 toneladas PAO);

Planes de gestion de refrigerantes con un costo de 678 000 $SEUA en 2007;

Preparacion de proyectos que asciende a una cantidad de 1,73 millones $EUA en 2007 y sin
actividades previstas en 2008;

Proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional y renovaciones con un costo de 6,99 millones $SEUA
en 2007 y 9,65 millones $EUA en 2008;

Proyectos de asistencia técnica con un costo de 6,3 millones $EUA en 2007 y 743 301 $EUA en
2008;

Proyectos de demostracion con un costo de 200 000 $EUA en 2007 y 400 000 $SEUA en 2008;

Presupuestos administrativos para el Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento con un costo de
8,9 millones $EUA en 2007 y 9,17 millones $EUA en 2008;

Financiacion de unidades centrales con un costo de 5,2 millones SEUA en 2007 y
5,35 millones $EUA en 2008; y

Proyectos para el bromoclorometano (BCM) que ascienden a 774 000 SEUA en 2007 para la
eliminacion de 20 toneladas PAO.

Adhesion mundial al plan modelo de eliminacién trienal de SAO orientado al cumplimiento
para 2006-2008

En la Tabla 3 se presentan las cantidades de eliminacion de SAO que deberian examinarse

para su aprobacion durante el trienio 2006-2008, de acuerdo con el plan de eliminacién trienal
actualizado sobre la base de los resultados de la 472 Reunién.

38. La Tabla 4 indica que la eliminacion de CFC establecida en los planes administrativos
rebasa ligeramente la cantidad total de eliminacion de CFC exigida por el plan de eliminacion
trienal de SAQ, tanto en general para todos los CFC como para los CFC en paises que no son de
bajo consumo.

39. En la Tabla 5 se muestra la eliminacion incluida en el plan administrativo para Otras
Sustancias Controladas, a saber, el metilbromuro, el CTC y el TCA. Cabe sefialar que, a diferencia
del caso de los CFC, no hay puntos de partida para determinar el consumo nacional global de las
sustancias que figuran en el Anexo B y el Anexo E. Por lo tanto, la eliminacion propuesta en los
planes administrativos difiere de forma considerable de la calculada en el plan de eliminacién
trienal.

Nota: EI PNUMA brinda asistencia a través del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento a varios paises con volimenes
bajos de consumo remanente, pero los datos no son cuantificables.
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40. No obstante, la cantidad total de eliminacion de metilbromuro y CTC supera la cantidad
requerida en virtud del plan trienal de eliminacion de SAO. Sin embargo, la cantidad de eliminacion
de TCA exigida por el modelo no se trata totalmente en los planes administrativos de los
organismos en lo que se refiere a proyectos de inversién. La diferencia en cuanto al TCA se atribuye
en gran medida al hecho de que, aunque la eliminacién podria tratarse como parte de un proyecto de
asistencia técnica, algunas de las toneladas de TCA podrian incluirse en las cantidades de CTC.

Proyectos de inversion y plurianuales para los HCFC

41. Los cuatro organismos de ejecucion multilaterales han planificado actividades relativas a los
HCFC en 2007 y se incluye una cantidad total de 2,78 millones $EUA en sus planes administrativos
para actividades de preparacion de proyectos relativos a los HCFC en 2007. Solo el PNUD incluyd
actividades de inversion (13 millones $EUA) para los HCFC en 2008.

42.  Se aprobaron estudios relativos a los HCFC para el PNUD en 2005 y fueron propuestos por
la ONUDI tras la aprobacion del PNUD. En 2005 el Comité decidi6 postergar los estudios sobre
HCFC de la ONUDI, pero permitioé que se incluyesen en el plan administrativo de 2006. En vistas
de los requisitos de recursos previstos para el cumplimiento en 2006, y los resultados previstos en
2006 del estudio aleman sobre HCFC y de los estudios aprobados para el PNUD el ultimo afio, la
ONUDI desplazé sus estudios a 2007 a condicion de que pudiesen considerarse en 2006 si se
dispone de fondos.

43. Con respecto a posibles proyectos de inversion para HCFC, actualmente no hay directrices
para elaborar o evaluar los costos adicionales de estos proyectos, concretamente para proyectos
relativos a los HCFC-22. La decision adoptada por el Comité Ejecutivo en su 382 Reunion de no
financiar segundas conversiones tras haber financiado una conversion de CFC a una sustancia de
transicion como HCFC (decision 38/38) podria limitar, en concreto, el nimero de proyectos
admisibles para espuma HCFC-141b.

Proyectos de destruccién de SAO

44.  Se incluye una suma total de 8,43 millones $EUA para actividades de destruccion de SAO
en 2006-2008 y se prevén otros 12 millones SEUA después de 2008. De los fondos del trienio
2006-2008, se incluyen 100 000 millones $EUA en 2006 (Japon), 1,43 millones $EUA en 2007
(Japdn, el PNUD y la ONUDI) y 6,9 millones $EUA en 2008 (Japon y el PNUD). Al igual que
ocurre con las actividades para los HCFC, las actividades de destruccion no son requeridas para el
cumplimiento y no forman parte del plan trienal de eliminacion de SAQO. Debido a los requisitos de
recursos para el cumplimiento en 2006, estas actividades deberian trasladarse a los afios 2007 y
2008, una vez que el Comité Ejecutivo haya proporcionado orientacion complementaria sobre este
asunto. EI Comité Ejecutivo seguird examinando, en su 48 Reunion, el mandato, presupuesto y
modalidades para un estudio relativo a la recoleccion, la recuperacion, el reciclaje, la regeneracion,
el transporte y la destruccion de SAO que no sean necesarias a la luz de los resultados de la reunién
de expertos y las observaciones escritas remitidas como seguimiento a la decision 47/47
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/48/42).
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Acuerdos plurianuales basados en el desempefio con partidas anuales

45, En la Tabla 6 se resumen los valores estimados de los acuerdos plurianuales basados en el
desempefio vigentes y previstos para las partidas anuales de 2006, 2007, 2008 y en adelante.
Basandose en la informacion facilitada en los planes administrativos para 2006-2008 de los
organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y multilaterales, se planifica destinar un total de
408 millones SEUA para acuerdos plurianuales, de los cuales 35,5 millones SEUA estan ya
programados para su desembolso después de 2006-2008 y se prevé una cantidad adicional de
47,6 millones $EUA para después de 2006-2008 a raiz de nuevos proyectos.

46. Los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion incluyeron 122 nuevos acuerdos plurianuales
basados en el desempefio, con una primera partida cuyo valor se estimé en 15,97 millones $SEUA,
que se presentaria en 2006 (véase el Anexo Ill). Si estos acuerdos se aprueban, el Comité Ejecutivo
tendra unos compromisos futuros adicionales estimados en 135,86 millones $SEUA (incluido el valor
de la primera partida asociada con los acuerdos).

47. En el Anexo IV se presenta la lista completa de los acuerdos plurianuales basados en el
desempefio, que en principio el Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado. Se muestran los acuerdos por pais y
por sector, el organismo que ejecuta el acuerdo y el valor de las partidas anuales desde 1998 hasta
2014, inclusive. EI Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado en principio 81 acuerdos hasta el afio 2014,
inclusive, con un valor total inicial de 1010 millones $EUA, de los cuales unos
270,3 millones SEUA quedan por financiar a partir de 2006. Tal y como se indica en la Tabla 6
supra, el total de los acuerdos plurianuales vigentes y previstos asciende a 408,26 millones SEUA
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desde 2006 hasta 2014, inclusive, de los cuales 325,19 millones SEUA se aprobarian después del
trienio 2006-2008.

Cooperacion bilateral

48. La Tabla 7 indica que ocho donantes bilaterales presentaron planes administrativos que
cubrian actividades para 2006-2008 (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/48/7). En la tabla se muestra también
el nivel maximo de contribuciones bilaterales para el trienio 2006-2008 para cada uno de los
organismos bilaterales.

49. Para todos los organismos bilaterales, a excepcion de Alemania, el valor de las actividades

planificadas es inferior al nivel maximo de contribuciones bilaterales para el trienio 2006-2008.
Alemania debera ajustar el nivel de financiacion para sus actividades previstas durante el trienio
2006-2008 de acuerdo con su nivel maximo de contribuciones bilaterales. Esta cuestion se trata en
el contexto del documento sobre los Planes Administrativos de los Organismos Bilaterales para
2006-2008 (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/48/7).

SECCION I11: ASIGNACION DE RECURSOS

50. En esta seccion se trata la cuestion de la asignacion de recursos para el trienio 2006-2008 a
la luz de la recomendacion que figura en el documento sobre Planificacion Financiera
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/48/5) relativa a una distribucién equitativa del presupuesto en cada afio del
trienio.
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51. En la Tabla 8 se presentan, por afio, los fondos que se requieren para nuevas actividades,
acuerdos plurianuales aprobados, y otra financiacion de actividades estandar, asi como proyectos de
enfriadores que estan financiados desde el trienio 2006-2008.

52. En la Tabla 8 se indica que las actividades en el plan administrativo superan el presupuesto
propuesto en una cantidad de 8,9 millones SEUA en 2006 y 7,8 millones $EUA en 2007, pero las
actividades en 2008 se encuentra 29,5 millones $EUA por debajo del presupuesto. En general, las
actividades en los planes administrativos para 2006-2008 corresponden a un total de
12,789 millones SEUA por debajo del presupuesto para el trienio. Sin embargo, tal y como se indica
en el documento sobre Planificacion Financiera (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/48/5), podria haber un
problema de liquidez en 2006 y el presupuesto propuesto es el nivel maximo de recursos previstos.

53. Dado que todas las actividades del plan administrativo para 2006, a excepcion de aquéllas
incluidas como “Otras actividades nuevas” son requeridas para el cumplimiento, el Comité
Ejecutivo tal vez desee considerar el posponer el examen de las actividades que figuran como
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“Otras actividades nuevas” hasta el momento en que se disponga de fondos. Esto corresponderia a
3,245 millones $EUA de los 8,9 millones $EUA de diferencia. EI Comité Ejecutivo podria ajustar la
diferencia en caso de posponer también, hasta que se disponga de fondos, la financiacion de
actividades clasificadas en los planes administrativos para 2006 como “Nuevas actividades
inhaladores de dosis medida/farmacéuticas”, que corresponderian a otros 5,917 millones $EUA.

SECCION IV: EJECUCION DE LAS ACTIVIDADES EN CURSO Y CUMPLIMIENTO

54, En esta seccion se trata la cuestion de la ejecucion de las actividades en curso y los esfuerzos
realizados por los organismos de ejecucion y bilaterales para tratar las necesidades de cumplimiento
de los paises del Articulo 5.

Ejecucion de las actividades en curso

55.  La Tabla 9 presenta la eliminacién de SAO incluida en los planes administrativos para
proyectos individuales y acuerdos plurianuales en curso comparada con la eliminacién de SAO que
se planifica presentar para su aprobacion durante el trienio 2006-2008. La tabla indica que el
principal esfuerzo en cuanto a eliminacion durante el trienio esta relacionado con la ejecucion de
proyectos mas que con la aprobacion de nueva eliminacion.

56. Los planes administrativos muestran que se eliminarian 98 951 toneladas PAO con las
actividades aprobadas y en curso. Los organismos indicaron que se eliminarian otras
13 903 toneladas PAO después de 2008. Asimismo proporcionaron secciones en sus planes
administrativos sobre la aceleracion de la ejecucion de proyectos y/o un examen en base a cada pais
de sus esfuerzos por ejecutar los proyectos en curso.

Asistencia al cumplimiento en los planes administrativos de los organismos
57. Durante la reunion de coordinacion entre organismos, celebrada en enero de 2006, se

trataron cuestiones relativas al cumplimiento. Se analizé cada pais que se encontro que no estaba en
situacion de cumplimiento en lo que se refiere a las aprobaciones vigentes y las actividades
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planificadas requeridas para que los paises vuelvan a la situacion de cumplimiento. En los planes
administrativos, los organismos han indicado actividades programadas respecto de esos paises que
se encontr6 que no estaban en situacion de cumplimiento. Sus planes administrativos trataban
también el estado de las actividades en todos los paises del Articulo 5, prestando especial atencion a
los que se encontrd que no estaban en situacién de cumplimiento.

Estado o perspectivas de cumplimiento

58. En el Anexo V figuran las tablas que indican el estado o las perspectivas de cumplimiento
con las proximas medidas de control del Protocolo de Montreal. Este documento se presenta
normalmente como un documento independiente, pero para esta reunion se ha combinado con el
plan administrativo de 2006 con fines de informacion y para permitir realizar una comparacion entre
las actividades programadas y las actividades requeridas por el plan trienal de eliminacion.

CEC

59.  Todos los paises establecidos en el Anexo V que pudiesen necesitar medidas adicionales
para cumplir los controles de CFC cuentan ya con un plan de eliminacién de CFC o un plan de
eliminacion definitiva. Estos paises son: Bosnia y Herzegovina, Micronesia, San Vicente y las
Granadinas y Turkmenistan. Turkmenistan tiene un plan de eliminacion que esta siendo ejecutado
con financiacién del Fondo para el Medio Ambiente Mundial (FMAM), obtenida al clasificar al pais
como Parte no incluida en el Articulo 5.

Halones

60.  Cuatro paises podrian necesitar tomar medidas adicionales para cumplir los controles de
halones. Se trata de Libia, Kirguistan, Sierra Leona y Somalia. De ellos, el Comité Ejecutivo ha
aprobado un proyecto de gestion de bancos de halones para Libia. La ONUDI ha presentado una
solicitud en la 482 Reunion relativa a un plan de eliminacion de halones en nombre de Kirguistan.
Sierra Leona tiene una actividad relativa a los halones en el plan administrativo para 2006. No hay
actividades programadas para Somalia en el plan administrativo para 2006-2008, aunque el
PNUMA esta tratando las necesidades de Somalia en cuanto a los halones como una iniciativa
especial del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento a través de la elaboracion de un plan de
gestion.

Metilbromuro

61. De los diez paises que podrian necesitar adoptar medidas adicionales para cumplir los
controles de metilbromuro, cinco de ellos (Bosnia, Chile, Fiyi, Libia y Uganda) tienen proyectos o
acuerdos de eliminacion con el Comité Ejecutivo para la eliminacion definitiva a escala nacional del
metiloromuro. Dos paises (Honduras y Guatemala) tienen proyectos que permitirian cumplir los
controles de metilbromuro de 2005. No hay actividades en los planes administrativos de 2006 para
Armenia, Singapur y Tunez, aunque el PNUMA proporcionara asistencia en la eliminacion del
metilbromuro (y alternativas al metilbromuro en molinos de harina) a través de la participacion en
capacitacion sobre el metilbromuro, reuniones teméticas y visitas sobre el terreno en Armenia.
Singapur no solicita asistencia del Fondo Multilateral. Se incluye una actividad en el plan
administrativo para 2006 de la ONUDI para un proyecto relativo al metilbromuro si se descubre una
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alternativa al metilbromuro para la fumigacion de déatiles de contenido elevado en humedad en
Tlnez.

CTC

62. En las tablas del Anexo V, que indican el estado del cumplimiento, se muestra que 23 corren
el riesgo de no lograr el cumplimiento de las medidas de control de CTC. De éstos, 17 tienen
acuerdos con el Comité Ejecutivo de eliminacién de SAO o CTC o planes de gestion para
eliminacion definitiva. De los otros seis paises, cuatro tienen actividades en los planes
administrativos de 2006 (Brasil, Iran, Rep. Dem. del Congo y Zimbabwe). A peticion del Gobierno,
el consumo de CTC de Ecuador se tratara en 2007 como parte del proyecto de TCA/solventes. El
consumo de CTC de Sierra Leona puede tratarse en el plan de gestion para eliminacién definitiva
que presentaran conjuntamente en 2007 el PNUD y el PNUMA. El Banco Mundial esta elaborando
un proyecto de TCA para Ecuador en 2007 que también podria tratar los CTC en caso necesario.

TCA

63.  Tres paises que podrian necesitar adoptar medidas adicionales para lograr medidas de
control de TCA son: Bosnia y Herzegovina, Iran y Ecuador. Bosnia y Herzegovina tiene acuerdos
de eliminacion con el Comité Ejecutivo para tratar el consumo de TCA. Iran tiene una actividad
programada en el plan administrativo para 2006. Como se sefialo anteriormente, el Banco Mundial
esta elaborando un proyecto de TCA para Ecuador en 2007.

SECCION V: INDICADORES DE DESEMPENO

64. La Decision 41/93 establecio un nuevo grupo de indicadores de desempefio para los
organismos de ejecucion. Estos organismos dispusieron metas para estos indicadores de desempefio
en sus planes administrativos.

65.  Todos los organismos de ejecucion han indicado en sus planes administrativos sus esfuerzos
previstos para ayudar a los paises a conseguir el cumplimiento. EI PNUMA incluy6 en su plan
administrativo sus misiones previstas para paises del Articulo 5 y sus servicios especiales del
Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento para prestar asistencia a paises con necesidades en materia
de cumplimiento. Asimismo indicé la medida en que sus actividades apoyan las de otros
organismos.

66. En el Anexo VI se presenta informacion sobre indicadores historicos de desempefio, tal y
como se solicito en la Decision 42/5. El resto del Anexo VI trata los indicadores en proyectos de
inversion y ajenos a la inversion (2000-2004) e indicadores de desempefio que son propios del
PNUMA.

SECCION VI: OBSERVACIONES SOBRE LOS PLANES ADMINISTRATIVOS

67. Los planes administrativos presentados por los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y
multilaterales tratan todas las necesidades de eliminacion establecidas en el plan trienal de
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eliminacion que deben lograrse para permitir que los paises del Articulo 5 cumplan las medidas de
control hasta el 2010, inclusive. Todas las actividades de eliminacion de SAO que no se cubren
especificamente en los proyectos o actividades de los planes administrativos son o bien admisibles
para financiacion, o se han tratado a través de iniciativas especiales del Programa de Asistencia al
Cumplimiento, o son las que podrian tratarse como parte de planes de gestién de eliminacion
definitiva, o las destinadas a paises con un consumo nulo de metiloromuro, CTC o TCA en 2004.

68. Las actividades planificadas en 2006 rebasan en 8,9 millones SEUA el presupuesto
propuesto. Sin embargo, el valor total de las actividades planificadas en el trienio 2006-2008 es
12,8 millones SEUA menor que el presupuesto propuesto del trienio. Ante la liquidez prevista para
2006, tal vez el Comité Ejecutivo quiera considerar si mantener todas o algunas de las actividades
clasificadas como “Otras actividades nuevas” no requeridas para el cumplimiento y actividades
“Inhaladores de dosis medida/farmacéuticas” de los planes administrativos de 2006 para su examen
a la luz de los recursos disponibles.

69.  Para conseguir el cumplimiento en todos los paises del Articulo 5, los organismos de
ejecucion necesitaran adoptar medidas para acelerar la ejecucion de proyectos, ya que los
organismos deben eliminar 98 951 toneladas PAO con los proyectos aprobados y los acuerdos
plurianuales en curso, de las cuales 42 175 toneladas PAO se eliminarian en 2006.

RECOMENDACIONES

70.  EIl Comité Ejecutivo podria considerar:

a) Tomar nota del Plan administrativo refundido para 2006-2008 del Fondo
Multilateral, tal y como figura en el documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/48/6;

b) Examinar si se mantienen todas o algunas de las actividades clasificadas como “Otras
actividades nuevas” no requeridas para el cumplimiento y las actividades
“Inhaladores de dosis medida/Farmacéuticas” de los planes administrativos para
2006 para su examen a la luz de los recursos disponibles; y

C) Instar a los organismos bilaterales y multilaterales a aumentar sus esfuerzos para
ejecutar los proyectos aprobados a fin de facilitar el logro de la reduccion en 2007 de
las sustancias controladas, tomando nota de que se programé la eliminaciéon de
42 175 toneladas PAO en 2006 a raiz de los proyectos aprobados.
