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Los documentos previos al periodo de sesiones del Comité Ejecutivo del Fondo Multilateral para la Aplicacion del Protocolo de
Montreal no van en perjuicio de cualquier decision que el Comité Ejecutivo pudiera adoptar después de la emision de los mismos.

Para economizar recursos, sélo se ha impreso un namero limitado de ejemplares del presente documento. Se ruega a los delegados
que lleven sus propios ejemplares a la reunién y eviten solicitar otros.
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Proyectos y actividades presentados a la 492 Reunion del Comité Ejecutivo

Propuestas de los organismos de ejecucién vy bilaterales

1. El valor total del conjunto de las partidas de los acuerdos plurianuales, proyectos y
actividades notificados por los organismos de ejecucion y bilaterales a la Secretaria del Fondo se
eleva a 23 844 381 $EUA (incluidos los costos de apoyo al organismo, cuando corresponde).
Tras el examen de los proyectos, el monto de la financiacion solicitada para las partidas anuales
de los acuerdos plurianuales, proyectos y actividades, que se somete a la aprobacion de la
492 Reunion, asciende a 22 956 755 $EUA.

Examen por la Secretaria de los proyectos vy actividades propuestos

2. Tras examinar las propuestas relativas a la financiacion de los proyectos y actividades, la
Secretaria del Fondo recomendd la aprobaciéon general de un total de 45 partidas anuales,
proyectos y actividades por un monto de 7 208 588 $EUA (véase el Anexo I). Se suprimieron o
aplazaron dos proyectos de inversion y otras actividades, por un monto total de 523 825 $SEUA,
comprendidos ciertos proyectos sobre los que la informacion notificada no era adecuada, o cuya
admisibilidad planteaba dudas.

3. Con los organismos de ejecucion pertinentes, se acordaron los costos incrementales de
los proyectos de inversion y de las partidas anuales de los planes sectoriales y nacionales de
eliminacion, para los que se solicitd una financiacion total de 14 861 104 $EUA, y que se
presentan para su consideracion individual (véase el Anexo I1) ya sea con arreglo a la practica
habitual, o porque quedan pendientes otras cuestiones que no estan relacionadas con los costos.

Situacion del Fondo

4. En el momento en que se prepar0 este documento, los recursos del Fondo Multilateral
que podian comprometerse ascendian aproximadamente a 25 500 000 $EUA, suma que
representa un monto suficiente para financiar todos los proyectos y actividades presentadas a la
consideracion de la 492 Reunion.

Solicitud de cambio de tecnologia en un proyecto aprobado

5. El PNUD transmitié a la Secretaria una solicitud para que se cambiara de la tecnologia
prevista en el proyecto titulado “Eliminacién de CFC-11 mediante la conversion a didxido de
carbono liquido (LCD) en la fabricacion de espumas de poliuretano flexible en la planta El
Houria” aprobado por el Comité Ejecutivo, en su 352 Reunion (Decision 35/39), por un monto de
520 405 SEUA, més 67 245 SEUA por concepto de gastos de apoyo al PNUD. El proyecto habia
sido aprobado con la condicion de que los 50.000 $EUA previstos para la financiacion de los
derechos de licencia de la tecnologia que funciona con didxido de carbono liquido no se
asignaran a gastos hasta que el Comité Ejecutivo hubiera examinado un informe sobre la revision
de las directrices sobre esa tecnologia.
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6. El equipo de produccién principal fue adquirido y entregado al beneficiario en 2004.
Desde entonces, el PNUD ha informado sobre los problemas graves que ha experimentado la
ejecucion del proyecto, el incremento significativo de los costos y las dificultades crecientes con
que tropieza el suministro de los equipos auxiliares, comprendido el tanque de almacenamiento
de dioxido de carbono. Como estos problemas fueron imposibles de resolver, finalmente la
empresa en cuestion rehuso la conversion a la tecnologia que funciona con diéxido de carbono.
El PNUD pudo determinar que la empresa estaria dispuesta a eliminar el uso de CFC-11
mediante la conversion a la utilizacion de cloruro de metileno como agente espumante. EI PNUD
propone que se utilicen los fondos no comprometidos remanentes en el presupuesto
(59 289 $EUA, excluida la financiacion para los derechos de licencia) a fin de realizar los
cambios necesarios. El beneficiario compartira los costos adicionales ocasionados por el cambio
de tecnologia.

7. El equipo con dioxido de carbono liquido no podra utilizarse para la tecnologia
alternativa. EI PNUD negociara con el fabricante del equipo con vistas a recuperar la mayor
parte posible de su costo tras su devolucion. Los costos que se recuperen se devolveran al Fondo
Multilateral. Pero como el equipo habia sido ampliamente adaptado a las necesidades del
beneficiario, el monto recuperado sera minimo. Segun la informacion sobre los proyectos de la
Secretaria, actualmente no se estan ejecutando otras actividades que requieran equipo que
funciona con dioxido de carbono liquido y para las que aun no se haya adquirido el equipo. Por
consiguiente, no seré posible utilizar el equipo existente para otro proyecto.

8. El PNUD ha transmitido a la Secretaria un presupuesto detallado y la informacion técnica
correspondiente. La solicitud esta en consonancia con los criterios estipulados en la Decision
22/69. Tal como se pidi6 en la Decision 32/25, el PNUD devolvera los 50.000 $EUA asignados
para derechos de licencia. La Secretaria conviene en que la propuesta del PNUD representa la
manera mas eficiente para lograr la eliminacion en la empresa y la devolucion, asi sea de un
monto pequefio, del costo del equipo que funciona con dioxido de carbono liquido.

9. El Comité Ejecutivo podria aprobar el cambio de la tecnologia del proyecto “Eliminacion
de CFC-11 mediante la conversion a dioxido de carbono liquido en la fabricacion de espumas de
poliuretano flexible en la planta EI Houria” y tomar nota de que el PNUD tiene la intencion de
devolver los 50.000 $EUA asignados para derechos de licencia, mas los costos de apoyo, antes
de la 50% Reunidn y, una vez finalizado el proyecto, de devolver todos los fondos adicionales que
haya recuperado tras la devolucion del equipo al proveedor de la tecnologia que funciona con
dioxido de carbono liquido.
