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RESUMEN EJECUTIVO

. Al 3 de octubre de 2006, 116 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 habian
notificado datos para 2005 conforme al Articulo 7. En el caso de 13 paises que operan al
amparo del Articulo 5 que no habian presentado los datos con arreglo al Articulo 7, se
han utilizado los datos de su respectivo programa de pais, y para otros 15 paises se han
utilizado los datos correspondientes al afio 2004.

o En la primera parte se analizan las perspectivas de cumplimiento en los paises que operan
al amparo del Articulo 5 partiendo de los datos mas recientes facilitados por la Secretaria
del Ozono y la Secretaria del Fondo. Se ha llegado a las siguientes conclusiones:

0 Todos los paises en riesgo de no lograr la congelacién del consumo de CFC ni la
reduccion del 50 por ciento del mismo cuentan con proyectos aprobados para la
consecucion de estos objetivos, a excepcion de Eritrea y Arabia Saudita. Eritrea tiene
actividades en los planes administrativos de 2006-2008. Arabia Saudita ha solicitado la
asistencia del Fondo Multilateral y en la 49? Reunion del Comité Ejecutivo se aprobd la
preparacion de un proyecto de programa de pais/plan nacional de eliminacién.

0 Es posible que sea necesario tomar medidas para lograr la congelacion del consumo de
halones en Rumania y Somalia a fin de conseguir una reduccién del 50 por ciento
en 2005. Se ha presentado en la 50 Reunién un proyecto de bancos de halones para
Rumania. Hay actividades planificadas para Somalia, que se llevaran a cabo cuando las
circunstancias lo permitan. Todos los demés paises en riesgo de incumplimiento han
aprobado actividades sobre bancos de halones.

0 Todos los paises en riesgo de incumplir la congelacion del consumo de metilbromuro y el
20 por ciento de reduccién cuentan con proyectos aprobados para conseguir estas
medidas de control, a excepcion de Tunez que esta exenta en virtud de la decision XV/12
y Turkmenistan que no ha solicitado la asistencia del Fondo.

o0 Todos los paises en riesgo de no lograr la reduccion del 85 por ciento de tetracloruro de
carbono en 2005 cuentan con proyectos aprobados para conseguir esta medida de control,
que se han incluido en los planos administrativos, salvo en el caso de Bolivia,
Macedonia, Mauricio y Tanzania.

0 Todos los paises en riesgo de no lograr la congelacion del consumo de 1,1,1-tricloroetano
ni una reduccion del 30 por ciento en 2005 cuentan con proyectos aprobados o que estan
incluidos en los planes administrativos para lograr estas medidas de control, a excepcion
de Tanzania y Zimbabwe.

. Los datos relativos al Articulo 7 y a los programas de pais apuntan a un posible
incumplimiento de lo siguiente:

» La reduccion de tetracloruro de carbono en un 50 por ciento en Bosnia y Herzegovina
(conforme a los datos relativos al Articulo 7, aunque en cumplimiento segun los datos del
programa de pais), Cabo Verde (programa de pais), Dominica (Articulo 7), Eritrea
(Articulo 7), Kenya (Articulo 7), Paraguay (programa de pais) y San Vicente y las
Granadinas (aunque se encuentra en situacion de cumplimiento respecto al Plan de
Accion aprobado);
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La reduccién de halones en un 50 por ciento en Libia (aunque se encuentra en situacion
de cumplimiento respecto al Plan de Accién aprobado);

La reduccion de metilbromuro en un 20 por ciento en Ecuador (Articulo 7), Guatemala
(programa de pais y objetivo del Plan de Accion para 2005), Tunez (hasta tanto no se
resuelva el problema de los datiles con elevado contenido de humedad), y Turkmenistan;
Fiji, Honduras, Libia y Uganda se encuentran en situacion de cumplimiento respecto a
sus respectivos Planes de Accidn aprobados, aungue no con la medida de control;

La reduccion de tetracloruro de carbono en un 85 por ciento en Bolivia (Articulo 7), R.D.
del Congo (Articulo 7), Iran (Articulo 7), Macedonia (Articulo 7), Mauricio (Articulo 7),
México (Articulo 7), Pakistan (Articulo 7), Paraguay (programa de pais), Tanzania
(Articulo 7) y Zimbabwe (Articulo 7); y

La reduccion de 1,1,1-tricloroetano en un 30 por ciento en Chile (Articulo 7 y objetivo del
Plan de Accién para 2005), R.D. del Congo (Articulo 7), Tanzania (Articulo 7) y
Zimbabwe (Articulo 7).

En la segunda parte se proporciona informacion sobre los paises con posibles problemas
de cumplimiento que estd examinando el Comité de Ejecucion. Se ha llegado a las
siguientes conclusiones:

El Comité de Ejecucién ha examinado 128 problemas de 74 paises;

Se llevaron a cabo 66 actividades segun los datos relativos al Articulo 7 y a los
programas de pais;

Unos 25-27 notificaron la existencia de sistemas de concesion de licencias, pero
indicaron que no estaban operativos;

Existen 14-15 casos en los Planes de Accién de objetivos no alcanzados, la mayoria
relacionados con asuntos reglamentarios;

Los datos relativos al programa de pais muestran el cumplimiento de cinco actividades
en tres paises (Bosnia y Herzegovina, Camerun y Guatemala) que no han sido
notificados a la Secretaria del Ozono;

Los datos relativos al programas de pais también indican que Guatemala quizad no
cumpla el objetivo de metilbromuro estipulado en su plan de accion;

Los datos relativos a los programas de pais también  muestran un posible
incumplimiento de las medidas de control de CFC para 2005 en Cabo Verde y Paraguay

Seguln los datos relativos al Articulo 7 y a los programas de pais, existen 15 casos de
posible incumplimiento de las medidas de control para 2005.

En la tercera parte se especifica que 105 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5
facilitaron los datos relativos a la ejecucion de su respectivo programa de pais, de los
141 que debian presentarlos, y 82 notificaron los datos utilizando el nuevo formato.

De los 105 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que notificaron datos relativos a su
respectivo programa de pais, existen 49 572 toneladas PAO de consumo de SAO
remanente, del cual el Fondo tendra que ocuparse de 7 609 toneladas PAQ, de las cuales
4 011 toneladas PAO pertenecen al sector del metiloromuro y 3 431 toneladas PAO al de
CFC;
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Segun los limites de consumo estipulados en el Articulo 7 para los 36 paises que operan
al amparo del Articulo 5 que nunca notificaron datos relativos al programa de pais, el
Fondo tendra que ocuparse de un consumo de SAO remanente de 9 155 toneladas PAO;

Hay un total de 281 286 toneladas métricas de consumo de HCFC (18 125 toneladas
PAOQ) que consisten principalmente en HCFC-22 (68 por ciento) y HCFC-141b (28 por
ciento).

La tercera parte también trata de la informacion facilitada por 73 paises en el nuevo formato
para el programa de pais:

56 de los 73 paises notificantes indicaron un avance en la ejecucion del plan de gestion
de refrigerantes;

3 316 maquinas de recuperacion y reciclaje estan operativas, de las cuales el Fondo
Multilateral financio 1 562;

El 62 de los paises que cuentan con maquinas de recuperacion y reciclaje informaron
que funcionan satisfactoriamente o muy bien;

37 351 técnicos de servicios de refrigeracion recibieron capacitacion;

66 paises notificaron la existencia de sistemas de concesion de licencias, el 79 por ciento
de los cuales indicaron que funciona satisfactoriamente o muy bien;
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Introduccion

1. El presente documento consta de tres partes, a saber:

a) La primera parte se preparo atendiendo a las Decisiones 32/76 b) y 46/4, en las
que se pedia a la Secretaria que preparase una actualizacion anual del estado del
cumplimiento de las medidas de control del Protocolo de Montreal en paises que
operan al amparo del Articulo 5.

b) En la segunda parte se informa sobre el estado de la ejecucion de los proyectos en
todos los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 cuyos niveles de consumo,
segun los ultimos datos suministrados, rebasan los especificados en las actuales
medidas de control, y los que estan en riesgo de caer en el incumplimiento.

C) En la tercera parte se presentan datos relativos a la ejecucion de los programas de
pais, en particular un andlisis de los datos sobre el consumo de SAO por sector.
Asimismo, contiene un apartado acerca del nuevo formato para la notificacion de
los datos relativos a los programas de pais que incorpora las caracteristicas de los
programas de eliminacion de SAO y una evaluacion cualitativa de sus resultados.

2. El analisis y las conclusiones del presente documento no menoscaban en modo alguno la
situacion de cumplimiento que determine la Reunidn de las Partes, Gnico 6rgano facultado para
ello.

3. Los datos comunicados de conformidad con el Articulo 7 se utilizan exclusivamente para
determinar el estado de cumplimiento cada afio. El analisis aqui utilizado se basa en diversos
datos notificados a la Secretaria del Fondo sobre la ejecucion de los programas de pais durante
distintos periodos de cumplimiento y parte del supuesto de que se lograra la eliminacién gracias
a los proyectos en curso. El presente documento no determina el cumplimiento per se, sino mas
bien analiza la posibilidad de que los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 logren cumplir
uno o varias de las medidas de control previstas en el Protocolo de Montreal.

PRIMERA PARTE: ANALISIS DE LA SITUACION Y LAS PERSPECTIVAS DE
CUMPLIMIENTO SEGUN LOS ULTIMOS DATOS DISPONIBLES

4. En esta parte se presentan los resultados del analisis de la situacion de cumplimiento con
respecto a las medidas de control aplicables hasta 2005 inclusive al CFC, los halones, el
metilbromuro, el tetracloruro de carbono (CTC) y el 1,1,1-tricloroetano (TCA).! En el analisis
de la situacién de cumplimiento se parte del supuesto que en los Gltimos datos de consumo
notificados se tuvo en cuenta la eliminacion resultante de los proyectos concluidos que aprobara el
Comité Ejecutivo. En diciembre de 2005 ya se habian eliminado de los proyectos finalizados
246 449 toneladas PAO, en particular 38 806 toneladas PAO de produccion de CFC,

! No existe proyecto alguno que trate de las sustancias incluidas en el Anexo B-1; el Comité Ejecutivo no ha
examinado ni financiado proyecto alguno en relacién con estas sustancias a las que se aplica desde 2003 una
reduccion del umbral de consumo del 80%.
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31 188 toneladas PAO de produccion de halones y 9 295 toneladas PAO de produccion de
tetracloruro de carbono, cuyo valor representa unos 1360 millones $EUA de los
aproximadamente 1980 millones $EUA aprobados en total. En el documento
UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/37/18, que se sometid a la consideracion de la 372 Reunién del Comité
Ejecutivo, se describe detalladamente la metodologia empleada en los analisis.

5. 116 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 notificaron datos de 2005 con arreglo al
Acrticulo 7 (al 3 de octubre de 2006). Otros 13 paises notificaron datos de 2005 a la Secretaria
del Fondo relativos unicamente a la marcha de las actividades de ejecucion de los programas de
pais (decision 17/34). Para los paises que no presentaron datos de 2005, se utilizaron los ultimos
datos suministrados sobre el consumo. Concretamente, para 15 paises se utilizaron datos
de 2004. Se supone que los niveles de consumo de SAO no han aumentado desde la ultima vez
que se notificaron datos. Ahora bien, cabe sefialar que algunos de estos 15 paises pudieran estar
en situacion de incumplimiento.

6. En los informes anuales sobre la marcha de las actividades que presentaron a la 492
Reunién del Comité Ejecutivo, los organismos bilaterales y multilaterales de ejecucion
notificaron los datos sobre el estado de ejecucion de todas las actividades y proyectos aprobados
por el Comité Ejecutivo a fines de 2005. La informacion relativa a las posibles aprobaciones en
2006 se obtuvieron del Plan administrativo refundido del Fondo Multilateral para 2006-2008.

7. La Secretaria del Fondo proseguira con la preparacion de todos los datos incluidos en las
anteriores versiones de la situacién y las perspectivas de cumplimiento. Estos datos estan a
disposicion de quien los solicite. La Secretaria los ha utilizado para realizar el analisis. En la
Tabla 1 figuran las categorias adicionales de datos disponibles sobre los CFC.

SECTOR DE PRODUCCION
8. Todavia no se ha llevado a cabo el analisis del sector de produccién, debido a que el

Comité Ejecutivo establecio un procedimiento concreto para los proyectos en el mismo. De los
ocho paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 y que disponen de instalaciones para la
produccion de CFC, los Gobiernos de Argentina, China, Republica Democréatica Popular de
Corea, India, México, Rumania y Venezuela han concertado acuerdos para llevar a cabo las
reducciones previstas. Brasil indic6 que ha eliminando por cuenta propia la produccion de CFC.
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Por lo que respecta a la produccion de halones, China ha concertado un acuerdo al respecto e
India recibi6 una subvencién unica para el cierre de las instalaciones de produccién de halones.

9. Cinco paises, a saber, Brasil, China, Republica Popular Democratica de Corea, India y
Rumania, tienen establecido un nivel de referencia para produccion de CTC. ElI Comité
Ejecutivo ya aprobd los proyectos de eliminacion definitiva de CTC en los sectores de
produccion y consumo para cuatro paises, a saber, China, Republica Popular Democratica de
Corea, India y Rumania. En el Plan administrativo del PNUD para 2006 se incluye un proyecto
para el sector de solventes de tetracloruro de carbono en Brasil.

10.  Se aprobaron planes de eliminacién de metilbromuro para China y Rumania, los Unicos
dos paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 y que disponen de instalaciones para la
produccion de metilbromuro.

SECTOR DE CONSUMO

11. En el Anexo | figura un andlisis exhaustivo del grado de incumplimiento de los paises
que supuestamente incumplen o estdn a punto de incumplir lo estipulado, con datos
pormenorizados por pais y por sustancia. Asimismo, en el Anexo | se indica si estos paises han
recibido la ayuda prevista por parte del Comité Ejecutivo. En este apartado se presenta un
resumen de los resultados de dicho anélisis.

Clorofluorocarbonos (CFC)

12. En la Tabla 2 se resume la situacién de los paises en relacion con el cumplimiento de las
medidas de control de CFC. Segun los ultimos datos disponibles sobre el consumo, 142 paises
estan en situacion de cumplimiento, de los cuales 15 no han comunicado alin los datos
correspondientes a 2005. Ademas del tipo de datos comunicados y de los paises que
supuestamente cumplen las medidas de control prevista, en la Tabla 2 se indican también los
paises en riesgo de incumplimiento, agrupados en tres categorias, a saber: los paises en los que
el consumo mas reciente rebasa el nivel de congelacion de referencia; los paises que realmente
incumplen o estan en riesgo de incumplimiento de la reduccion estipulada para 2005 debido a
que, segun los ultimos datos disponibles, su consumo es superior al que corresponderia a la
reduccion del 50% prevista, asi como los paises con riesgo de incumplir los controles ulteriores,
habida cuenta de que su consumo mas reciente es superior al que corresponderia a la reduccion
del 85% prevista.

13. En la Tabla 3 se resume la situacion de los paises por lo que respecta al cumplimiento de
las medidas de control previstas para los halones. Segln los Gltimos datos disponibles sobre el
consumo, 142 paises se encuentran en situacion de cumplimiento. Setenta y cinco paises han
notificado un consumo nulo de halones entre 1995 y 2005 y un pais no comunicé las cifras del
consumo de referencia ni del consumo mas reciente. Cincuenta y tres paises recibieron ayuda
para la gestion de bancos de halones o los planes de eliminacion. En esta cifra se incluyen los
paises que participan en los bancos de halones regionales. Ademéas del tipo de datos
comunicados y de los paises que supuestamente cumplen las medidas de control previstas, en la
Tabla 3 se indican también los paises que estan en riesgo de incumplimiento, agrupados en dos

14. En la Tabla 4 se resume la situacion de los paises con respecto al cumplimiento de las
medidas de control relativas al metilbromuro (salvo las de cuarentena y preembarque). De los
132 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 y que han ratificado la Enmienda de
Copenhague, 129 suministraron la totalidad de los datos de referencia, 26 de los cuales
notificaron un consumo nulo tanto para el consumo de referencia como para el consumo mas
reciente. El Fondo Multilateral prest6 ayuda a 97 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5
para actividades y/o proyectos relacionados con el metiloromuro. Ademas del tipo de datos
comunicados y de los paises que supuestamente cumplen las medidas de control, en la Tabla 4 se
indican también los paises que estan en riesgo de incumplimiento, agrupados en dos categorias, a
saber: aquellos paises cuyo consumo, segun los datos mas recientes, rebasa el nivel de
congelacién de referencia y los paises que incumplen o estan en riesgo de incumplimiento de las
medidas de control correspondientes a 2005, debido a que su consumo mas reciente es superior
al nivel que corresponderia a la reduccion del 20% prevista.

Tetracloruro de carbono

15. En la Tabla 5 se resume la situacion de los paises con respecto al cumplimiento de las
medidas de control del tetracloruro de carbono. En los datos resumidos se excluyen las materias
primas y no se desglosan segun el uso al que se destinan, por ejemplo como solventes o agentes
de procesos. De los 142 paises que comunicaron datos de referencia, notificaron un consumo
igual a cero tanto para el consumo de referencia como para el consumo mas reciente. Ademas del
tipo de datos suministrados y de los paises que supuestamente cumplen las medidas control, en la
Tabla 5 se indican también los paises que incumplen o pueden incurrir en el incumplimiento de
las medidas de control previstas para 2005, debido a que su consumo mas reciente es superior al
que corresponderia a la reduccion del 85% prevista.

De los 141 paises que suministraron datos de
referencia, 83 notificaron un consumo igual a cero tanto para el consumo de referencia como
para el consumo mas reciente.

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SEGUNDA PARTE: ESTADO DE LA EJECUCION EN PAISES QUE ESTAN

17. Este apartado versa sobre los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que estan
sujetos a decisiones en relacion con el cumplimiento y aquellos que corren el riesgo de verse
sometidos a decisiones en materia de cumplimiento.

18. En su 36 Reunion de 2006, el Comité de Ejecucion examind 128 actividades
de 74 paises, incluidas las que se examinaron para la 372 Reunion. Las actividades basadas en los
datos de 2005 guardaban relacion con asuntos reglamentarios (regimenes de concesion de
licencias y sistemas de cuotas, asi como prohibiciones a la importacion de equipos), notificacion
de datos, cumplimiento de las medidas de control por sustancia, superacion de los niveles
permitidos por las medidas de control o los Planes de Accion.

19. Los Planes de Accidn se aprobaron para facilitar el retorno al cumplimiento de los paises
que se hallaron en situacion de incumplimiento. Estos Planes incluyen a menudo niveles de
consumo previstos distintos de los que exigen las medidas de control aplicables a los paises que
operan al amparo del Articulo 5. Segun la informacion facilitada por la Secretaria del Ozono,
58 actividades lograron cumplir los objetivos del Plan de Accidn, incluidas las 32 que la
Secretaria del Fondo notifico como resueltas en la 492 Reunion. Tres paises han logrado volver a
situacion de cumplimiento, a saber, Guinea Bissau (CFC), Iran (1,1,1-tricloroetano), y Sierra
Leona (halones).

20. Por otra parte, los datos relativos a los programas de pais muestran que cinco actividades
en los tres paises siguientes se han llevado a buen término, aunque no se hayan presentado a la
Secretaria del Ozono los datos relativos al Articulo 7 o un informe sobre las medidas
reglamentarias.

21.  Se pidié a varios paises que informaran acerca del establecimiento de regimenes de
concesién de licencias o de prohibiciones a la importacion. Ninguno de los 25 paises que
presentaron un informe indicaron que su régimen de concesion de licencias o prohibiciones no
existiera 0 no estuviese operativo.

22.  Ademas, Guatemala notificd la prohibicion a la importacion de equipos SAO, aunque
dicha prohibicion no se aplica ni estd operativa. Otros dos paises, a saber, Cabo Verde y
Mauricio, notificaron que su regimen de concesién de licencias no esta funcionando muy bien.

23. En tres actividades obligatorias se pidieron explicaciones a algunos paises y en una al
PNUD en relacion con su proyecto de 1,1,1-tricloroetano en Chile. China explicé el consumo de
“otros CFC” (sustancias del Anexo BI) que habia notificado. Turquia justificd el consumo
notificado de bromoclorometano (sustancias del Anexo BIII). EI PNUD respondid, como es lo
habitual, en el informe del Fondo para el Comité de Ejecucion y en el presente documento, que
también se distribuye al Comité de Ejecucion. Dos paises, a saber, Dominica y Kenya,
sometieron Planes de Accion a la consideracion de la 372 Reunidn del Comité de Ejecucion.

24.  Segun la informacidn y los datos facilitados, hubo un total de 14 casos que no cumplieron
lo estipulado en los Planes de Accion. Como se muestra a continuacion, estos casos guardaban
relacion principalmente con medidas reglamentarias, dos casos con el incumplimiento del nivel
de consumo y un caso con la notificacion de datos:

25.  Segun los datos relativos a los programas de pais, Guatemala podria no estar en situacion
de cumplimiento con el objetivo de metilbromuro estipulado en su Plan de Accién que aprobé en
la decision XV/34 y ulteriormente en la recomendacion 36/19. Somalia no presenté un plan de
accion, conforme a lo solicitado en la decision XIV/10.

Cumplimiento sequn los datos relativos a los programas de pais

26. Los datos relativos a los programas de pais incluyen informacion por sectores. Para
aquellos paises que hayan utilizado el nuevo formato notificacion, habran proporcionado
informacion acerca del funcionamiento del sistema de licencias y el tonelaje que representan las
cuotas de importacion asignadas, asi como acerca de la existencia de un sistema de cuotas y, si
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procede, el registro de los importadores. Asimismo, se proporciona informacion relativa al
nimero de funcionarios de aduana capacitados y de los que recibieron formacion como
instructores en la materia. En el nuevo formato también se incluye informacion relativa a la
marcha de los planes de gestion de refrigerantes y sobre el funcionamiento de los equipos de
recuperacion y reciclaje, la cantidad de SAO recuperada y reutilizada, asi como el niumero de
técnicos de refrigeracion capacitados (instructores inclusive) y diplomados. En el nuevo formato
también figura el nimero de usuarios finales que han adaptados sus equipos que utilizan SAO y
las previsiones del pais en cuanto al cumplimiento de las medidas de control en el futuro.

28.  Como puede verse en la Tabla 7, varios paises que estan en situacion de incumplimiento
de las medidas de control, si cumplen lo estipulado en el Plan de Accion aprobado en la Reunion
de las Partes, lo que les permite su retorno al cumplimiento. En el caso de los CFC, Bosnia y
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Herzegovina cumple los niveles de consumo estipulados en su Plan de Accion, segln los datos
del programa de pais. San Vicente y las Granadinas cumple los niveles de consumo estipulados
en su Plan de Accion. En cuanto a los halones, Libia cumple los niveles de consumo estipulados
en su Plan de Accién. En lo que respecta al metilbromuro, Fiji, Honduras, Libia y Uganda
cumplen los niveles de consumo estipulados en su Plan de Accidn, mientras que Guatemala no
cumple los estipulados en su Plan de Accion. Chile también se encuentra en situacion de
incumplimiento con relacién a los objetivos de consumo indicados en su Plan de Accion para
1,1,1 tricloroetano.

Datos de 2005

29.  Segun los datos de 2005, varios paises pueden encontrarse en situacion de
incumplimiento de las medidas de control del Protocolo aplicables a los paises que operan al
amparo del Articulo 5. En cuatro paises, el consumo en 2005 de CFC fue mayor que el
correspondiente a una reduccién del 50% con respecto al nivel de referencia, a saber, Eritrea y
Papua Nueva Guinea segun los datos notificados con arreglo al Articulo 7, asi como Cabo Verde
y Paraguay segun los datos que figuran en los respectivos programas de pais. Ocho paises
registraron un consumo de tetracloruro de carbono mayor que el estipulado en la medida de
control, a saber, Bolivia, Republica Democrética del Congo, Macedonia, Mauricio, México,
Pakistan, Tanzania, y Zimbabwe. Tres paises registraron un consumo mayor que el estipulado
en la medida de control para 1,1,1 tricloroetano, a saber, Republica Democratica del Congo,
Tanzania 'y Zimbabwe.

Informacién consignada en el Anexo Il

30. En el Anexo Il figura informacion sobre los paises sujetos a decisiones de las Partes en
relacion con el cumplimiento y que aun no han cumplido lo que exigen dichas decisiones, o
parecen encontrarse en situacion de incumplimiento. EI Anexo Il esta desglosado por pais,
decisiones de las Partes, recomendaciones formuladas en la 358 y 362 Reuniones del Comité de
Ejecucion y asuntos conexos.

31. En el Anexo Il figura asimismo una columna titulada “observaciones del Fondo
Multilateral” que contiene informacion procedente de los informes sobre los respectivos
programas de pais presentados por las Dependencias Nacionales del Ozono, informacion
procedente de organismos de ejecucion multilaterales y bilaterales, y datos sobre el particular
obtenidos de los dltimos informes de situacion y sobre la marcha de las actividades.

TERCERA PARTE: DATOS RELATIVOS A LA EJECUCION DE LOS PROGRAMAS
DE PAIS

32. La tercera parte trata de los datos relativos a la ejecucion de los programas de pais. Los
datos de los programas de pais se remiten todos los afos a la Secretaria del Fondo el 1 de mayo.
Consisten en datos sobre el consumo de SAO, desglosados por sectores. También incluyen
informacion adicional que sirve para determinar las perspectivas de cumplimiento a partir de las
caracteristicas del programa de eliminacion de SAO del pais, gracias a la nueva base de datos de
programas de pais, conforme a la decision 46/39.
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DATOS RELATIVOS AL CONSUMO DE SAO POR SECTOR

33. Los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 remiten todos los afios a la Secretaria del
Fondo los datos relativos al consumo de SAO por sectores, conforme a las Decisiones de las
1181323 222 282 292 30% y 462 Reuniones del Comité Ejecutivo. Al 3 de octubre de 2006, la
Secretaria sélo ha recibido 105 de los 140 informes sobre la ejecucion de programas de pais para
el afio 2005.

34. La Secretaria recopil6 estos datos en el formato adecuado y para los que no notificaron
datos de 2005, incluyo los datos obtenidos de los anteriores informes sobre programas de pais.
Por consiguiente, se incluyen 14 informes de 2004, 7 informes de 2003, dos informes de 2002 y
un informe de 2001.

35. La base de datos con la informacion de programas de pais figura en el sitio Web de la
Secretaria del Fondo (www.multilateralfund.org) y en una hoja de calculo del programa
Microsoft Excel 2002.

36. Pese a que el consumo registrado corresponde a distintos afios y tal vez no concuerde
necesariamente con los datos comunicados con arreglo al Articulo 7 del Protocolo de Montreal,
estos datos constituyen la evaluacion de los sectores mas reciente desglosada por pais, asi como a
escala mundial. Estos datos serviran de ayuda a los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5
interesados, y también al Comité Ejecutivo para determinar lo que queda por eliminar en cada
sector.

37. En la Tabla 8 se muestra el consumo total de SAO remanente por sectores, después de
tener en cuenta los proyectos aprobados pero no ejecutados aun. También se incluye la
eliminacion del consumo total correspondiente a proyectos aprobados pero no ejecutados aun y
el porcentaje restante que hay que eliminar por sector.

38. La eliminacidn total aprobada aun pendiente que se especifica en la Tabla 8 no incluye la

resultante de los acuerdos plurianuales aprobados en principio ni la eliminacién prevista como
resultado de la aplicacion de los planes de gestién de refrigerantes y del establecimiento de
bancos de halones. Ademas de la eliminacidén ya financiada, el Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado en
principio proyectos sectoriales y nacionales de eliminacion para los que se conceden tramos
anuales a condicion de que se logren las reducciones previstas.

39. La eliminacion resultante de los futuros tramos anuales reducira considerablemente el
consumo remanente indicado en la Tabla 8. Ademas, los planes de gestion de refrigerantes en
paises de bajo consumo de SAO representan el 85% del nivel de consumo de referencia de estos
paises, aunque los datos de los proyectos aprobados pero no ejecutados no representan todo este
tonelaje. Ademas, la eliminacién aprobada ain pendiente indicada en la Tabla 8 no incluye cierto
consumo de halones de paises que ya se han beneficiado de un proyecto de banco de halones. Por
consiguiente, la Tabla 9 refleja el consumo remanente por sustancia del que el Comité Ejecutivo
todavia no ha ocupado, después de tener en cuenta los acuerdos plurianuales, los planes de
gestion de refrigerantes en paises de bajo consumo y el establecimiento de bancos de halones.

40.  Cabe recordar que en los calculos que se realizaron en la 49% Reunion del Comité
Ejecutivo se indicé que quedaban pendientes 10 495,01 toneladas PAO segun los datos mas
recientes de los programas de pais, teniendo en cuenta los proyectos aprobados pero no
ejecutados aun. La reduccion de 2 885,69 toneladas PAO en el consumo es consecuencia de las
aprobaciones en la 492 Reunién del Comité Ejecutivo y de los ultimos datos sobre el consumo
recibidos desde que se publicara el documento para su consideracion en la 492 Reunién. Los
datos se basan en los 105 paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5y que notificaron datos
sobre el programa de pais. No obstante, los 36 paises que no notificaron estos datos también
pueden pedir la asistencia del Fondo.

41. Partiendo de los datos notificados con arreglo al Articulo 7 para estos paises, y tomando
en consideracién la eliminacion que representan los proyectos de gestion de refrigerantes en
paises de bajo consumo, los bancos de halones, los proyectos de eliminacion definitiva y los
acuerdo plurianuales aprobados en principio, el volumen total de SAO remanente asciende a
9 155,72 toneladas PAO como se muestra en la Tabla 10.

Datos sobre hidrofluorocarbonos (HCFC)

42. En la Tabla 11 figuran las cifras de consumo de HCFC segun los ultimos datos
disponibles. Se observa que el consumo de HCFC asciende a 281 826 toneladas meétricas
(18,125 toneladas PAO), principalmente de HCFC-22 (68,3 por ciento del total) y HCFC-141b
(28,4 por ciento del total).

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PERSPECTIVAS DE CUMPLIMIENTO SEGUN LAS CARACTERISTICAS DE LOS

43. El nuevo formato de notificacién de datos sobre programas de pais aprobado en la
decision 46/39 permite a las dependencias nacionales de ozono determinar las perspectivas de
cumplimiento de manera cualitativa y cuantitativa. De los 105 paises que suministraron datos
correspondientes a 2005, s6lo 82 utilizaron este nuevo formato para la notificacion de datos. Tres
de los paises que utilizaron el nuevo formato no suministraron ninguno de los nuevos datos que
requiere éste. Debido a la escasez de datos y a la falta de integridad, estas estadisticas generales
quiza no sean representativas de todos los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5

Integridad de los datos

44, Este es el primer afio en que se utiliza el nuevo formato y al analizar los datos se
detectaron ciertas anomalias en los mismos. Los datos que se consideraron anémalos no se
utilizaron al elaborar el resumen que se presenta en este apartado. En algunos casos, parece que
se presta a confusion cuando hay que suministrar los datos en forma acumulativa (por ejemplo en
el caso de personas capacitadas), cuando hay que suministrarlos en cifras anuales (por ejemplo,
las cuotas de exportacion e importacion), y cuando se debe representar el nimero de cuotas
otorgadas o el volumen de cuotas en toneladas métricas

45, Por otra parte, muchos de los datos suministrados conforme al nuevo formato eran
incompletos, por lo que respecta a los tres ambitos principales: cualitativo, cuantitativo y
normativo. Sélo cuatro paises, a saber, Bolivia, Guyana, India, y Kirguistan suministran toda la
informacion en estos tres ambitos. Quince de los 82 paises aportaron toda la informacion sobre
datos cuantitativos y 42 de los 82 paises facilitaron informacion integra de indole normativa.
Unicamente 16 paises proporcionaron informacion cualitativa que evalda, por ejemplo, la
eficacia de diversas medidas adoptadas, mientras que otros 30 aportaron informacion integra en
el &mbito cualitativo, excepto la evaluacion de la actividad de los organismos de ejecucion. El
Comité Ejecutivo ha solicitado al PNUMA que preste asistencia a través de su Programa de
Asistencia al Cumplimiento y que incluya en el orden del dia de las préximas reuniones de la red
regional que se celebren antes de mayo de 2007, puntos en los que se describa la forma de
rellenar el nuevo formulario (decision 49/5 d)).

Resumen de los datos e informacion suministrada en el nuevo formato

46.  Cincuenta y seis, de los 73 paises con planes de gestién de refrigerantes que
suministraron datos, indicaron los adelantos registrados en la ejecucion del correspondiente plan
de gestion de refrigerantes.

47. Un total de 3 316 maquinas de recuperacion operativas y 1 562 maquinas de reciclaje se
financiaron con recursos del fondo Multilateral en los paises que notificaron datos. De los
57 paises que informaron sobre sistemas de recuperacion y reciclaje operativos, el 38,6 por
ciento de estos paises considera que el funcionamiento de estos sistemas es deficiente, el
45,6 por ciento considera que funcionan satisfactoriamente y el 15,8 por ciento afirma que estos
sistemas funcionan muy bien. Se recuperd un total de 9 133 toneladas PAO de CFC-12, de las
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cuales se reutilizaron 9 094 toneladas PAO. De esta Ultima cantidad, 7 545 toneladas PAO
pertenecian s6lo a Kirguistan. Se recuper6 un total de 220 toneladas PAO de CFC-11, de las
cuales se reutilizaron 141 toneladas PAO.

48. Recibieron capacitacion 37 351 técnicos de servicio de refrigeracion, de los cuales
29 827 recibieron un certificado y 1 869 recibieron formacién como instructores de técnicos de
refrigeracion. Como se mencion0 anteriormente, no estd claro si estas cifras se refieren a
cantidades anuales o al total acumulativo.

49, De los 66 paises que suministraron informacion sobre el régimen de concesion de
licencias, el 21,2 por ciento de estos paises considera que este régimen funciona deficientemente,
el 25,8 por ciento lo considera satisfactorio y el 53 por ciento afirma que el régimen funciona
muy bien. De los 82 paises que utilizaron el nuevo formato, 54 (66 por ciento) afirman disponer
de un sistema de cuotas y 67 (82 por ciento) indicaron que el registro del importador es
obligatorio.

50.  En 2005 se otorgd un total de 60 751 toneladas métricas de cuotas de importacion y
299 951 toneladas métricas para la exportacion. Cabe la posibilidad de que algunos de estos
datos sean acumulativos y no anuales. Se lo notificado, recibieron capacitacion
8 451 funcionarios de aduanas, aunque nuevamente no se sabe si se trata de cifras anuales o
acumulativas. El nuevo formato de notificacion también contiene informacion sobre los costos
de SAO y del sucedaneo HFC-134a, que se resumen en la Tabla 12.

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DETAILED ANALYSIS OF THE STATUS OF IMPLEMENTATION IN COUNTRIES
SUBJECT TO DECISIONS OF THE PARTIES ON COMPLIANCE AND THOSE AT
RISK OF NON-COMPLIANCE

1. Annex | presents the detailed analysis of the status of implementation in countries subject
to decisions of the Parties on compliance and those at risk of non-compliance. The data tables in
Appendixes 1-V indicate whether a country has received a total phase-out agreement for a
specific controlled substance. The CFC analysis (Appendix 1) shows further whether a low-
volume consuming countries (LVCs) has received a Refrigerant Management Plan (RMP) or a
RMP update since the 31* Meeting of the Executive Committee, which should be sufficient to
ensure a country’s compliance at least up to and including the 85 per cent reduction target in
2007 (decision 31/48(h)). The analysis of halons (Appendix II) indicates whether a halon
banking activity has been approved. Halon banking guidelines require that regulations
facilitating production and import bans are established within six months of the establishment of
a reclamation centre (decision 18/22). Decision 35/57 presumes that halon banking should be
the last project approved for the halon sector. The methyl bromide analysis (Appendix I11I)
indicates further whether a country has received funding for a phase-out to meet the 2005 control
measure.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR CFCs (Appendix I)

2. Based on their latest reported consumption data, 142 countries could now be considered
to be in compliance, but 15 have not yet reported 2005 data. The latest reported consumption for
these countries combined is 43,582 ODP tonnes. This is some 120,311 ODP tonnes lower than
their combined baseline level of 163,893 ODP tonnes. Ninety-eight of these countries are LVCs
of which 90 have received support for RMPs from the Multilateral Fund. This includes support
for 62 LVCs to meet their 85 per cent reductions by 2007.

3. Countries have been grouped into three categories: (a) those whose latest consumption
exceeds the baseline freeze; (b) those in actual non-compliance or at risk of not meeting the 2005
reduction step because their latest consumption exceeds the 50 per cent baseline reduction target;
and (c) those at risk of not meeting future controls because their latest consumption exceeds the
85 per cent baseline reduction target.

@) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the CFC baseline freeze

4. This category consists of the following two LVC countries: Bosnia and Herzegovina and
Paraguay. All other countries appear to be in compliance.

5. The two countries whose latest consumption exceeds the baseline freeze have each been
provided with support to enable their compliance, as follows:

e Bosnia and Herzegovina has a national ODS phase-out agreement with the Executive
Committee and an Action Plan approved by the Meeting of the Parties that would allow it
to complete the phase-out of CFCs prior to 31 December 2007.
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e Paraguay has received an RMP to meet its 50 per cent and 85 per cent reduction targets.

(b) Countries at risk of not achieving the 50 per cent CFC baseline reduction

6. This category consists of 13 countries. These countries may be in non-compliance with
the control measures. It includes 11 LVCs, which may need to achieve additional CFC
phase-out amounting to 531 ODP tonnes by 2005 in order to comply with the 50 per cent
reduction target. Of the 13 countries in this category, 4 have projects with phase-out included in
the 2006 business plans.

7. Of the 13 countries, the Executive Committee has approved RMPs for 9 LVCs. These
9 countries had already received either a RMP to meet their 50 per cent and 85 per cent
reductions or a national phase-out agreement. Palau is one of the LVCs that has a phase-out
agreement with the Executive Committee as part of the Pacific Island Country strategy.

8. Bosnia and Herzegovina is the only country that did not have an approved RMP, but has
a national phase-out agreement.

0. The remaining three countries that appear to possibly need additional activities to achieve
the 50 per cent reduction are Eritrea, Saudi Arabia and the United Arab Emirates. The United
Arab Emirates does not seek Multilateral Fund assistance. Saudi Arabia has sought assistance
from the Multilateral Fund and the project preparation of a country programme/national phase-
out plan was approved 49™ Meeting of the Executive Committee.

(©) Countries at risk of not achieving the 85 per cent baseline reduction

10. This category consists of 106 countries including 71 LVCs, which may need to achieve
additional CFC phase-out amounting to 20,683 ODP tonnes by 2007 in order to comply with the
85 per cent reduction target. Of these 106 countries, 51 were to receive projects with phase-out
in the 2006 business plans.

11. Of the 106 countries, the Executive Committee has approved RMPs for 18 non-LVCs and
63 LVCs, including 76 countries that had already received either an RMP to meet their 50 per
cent and 85 per cent reductions or had a national phase-out agreement approved. The Federated
States of Micronesia, Palau and Solomon Islands are three of the LVCs that have phase-out
agreements with the Executive Committee as part of the Pacific Island Country strategy.

12.  There are six LVCs that have approved national phase-out agreements. These countries
are: Albania, Armenia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Ecuador, Papua New Guinea and
Turkmenistan. For Armenia and Turkmenistan, funding has been approved by the GEF.

13.  The remaining 19 countries that may require additional actions to achieve the 85 per cent
reduction are Afghanistan, Argentina, Colombia, Eritrea, India, Indonesia, Iran, Korea Republic,
Lebanon, Libya, Malaysia, Mexico, Philippines, Saudi Arabia, Somalia, Thailand, Tunisia,
United Arab Emirates and Venezuela. With the exception of Eritrea, Somalia and Saudi Arabia,
all countries currently eligible for Fund assistance have national CFC phase-out agreements with
the Executive Committee, which contain a phase-out schedule that is consistent with the targets
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in the Montreal Protocol. Korea Republic and the United Arab Emirates do not seek Multilateral
Fund assistance.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR HALONS (Appendix 1)

14. Based on their latest consumption data, 67 countries could now be considered to be in
compliance. The latest combined consumption for these countries is 6,816 ODP tonnes. This is
some 39,607 ODP tonnes lower than their combined baseline level of 46,423 ODP tonnes.

15.  Seventy-five countries have reported no consumption of halons between 1995 and 2005.
One country has reported neither baseline nor latest consumption data.

16. Fifty-three countries have received support for halon banking activities or phase-out
agreements. This includes those countries participating in regional halon banks. Halon banking
is presumed to be the last funded activity in the halon consumption sector for most countries but
there are some halon phase-out activities that are part of multi-sectoral phase-out agreements.

17. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the baseline freeze; and (b) those in actual non-compliance or at risk of not
meeting the 2005 control because their latest consumption exceeds the 50 per cent reduction
target.

@) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the baseline freeze for halons

18.  This category consists of two countries (Libya and Somalia) that may require additional
actions to achieve compliance with the freeze on halons. These countries would need to
phase-out a total of 87 ODP tonnes to meet the freeze target. Libya is the only country in this
group that has received support for halon banking from the Multilateral Fund. Activities would
be provided for Somalia once conditions exist for a sustainable activity.

(b) Countries at risk of not achieving the 50 per cent baseline reduction for halons

19.  This category consists of three countries, including one LVC that may need to phase-out
additional halons amounting to 413 ODP tonnes by 2005 in order to comply with the 50 per cent
reduction targets. Libya is the only country that has received support from the Multilateral Fund
for halon banking activity. The remaining two countries that might not achieve their 50 per cent
reduction targets, Romania and Somalia had reported latest consumption in 2004 of
1.76 ODP and 23.37 ODP tonnes, respectively.

20.  Two of the three countries that may need to phase-out additional amounts of halon to
comply with the 50 per cent reduction targets have received Multilateral Fund assistance or have
planned activities in the 2006 business plans, including Libya and Romania. The Executive
Committee may wish to consider requesting implementing agencies to consider the possibility of
including activities in the future business plans for countries that do not have approved halon
banking or planned activities in the 2006 business plans, including Somalia (once conditions
exist for a sustainable activity).
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ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR METHYL BROMIDE (Appendix I11)

21. This section presents the analysis for compliance with methyl bromide control measures.
It should be noted that all data reported and used in this analysis relate to controlled use only,
which means that the data excludes quarantine and pre-shipment (QPS). Of the 132
Article 5 countries that have ratified the Copenhagen Amendment, 129 have reported complete
baseline data. Of these 129 countries, 48 reported zero for both the baseline consumption and
the latest consumption.

22. Ninety-seven Article 5 countries have received support from the Multilateral Fund for
methyl bromide activities and/or projects. This includes projects that will lead to a complete
phase-out of methyl bromide in 46 of these countries, partial phase-out in an additional 17 of
these countries, and other forms of assistance received by 34 of these counties.

23. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the baseline freeze; and (b) those that could be in non-compliance or at risk
with the 2005 control because their latest consumption exceeds the 20 per cent reduction.
Appendix Il identifies those countries that have not ratified the Copenhagen Amendment.

€)] Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the MB baseline freeze

24.  This category consists of seven countries that may require additional actions to achieve
compliance with the freeze target. These countries are: Ecuador, Fiji, Guatemala, Honduras,
Libya, Tunisia and Turkmenistan. These countries would need to phase-out a total of
274 ODP tonnes to achieve compliance with the freeze. With the exception of Turkmenistan
(5.64 ODP tonnes), all countries at risk of not achieving the freeze have received assistance from
the Multilateral Fund.

25.  Of the seven countries, Fiji and Libya have phase-out agreements or approved projects
under the Multilateral Fund that amount to a total phase-out of methyl bromide consumption.
Fiji and Libya have reported consumption that is consistent with the Action Plan requirements.

26. Ecuador, Guatemala and Honduras have approved projects for partial phase-out of methyl
bromide. Honduras has reported consumption that is consistent with the Action Plan
requirements. However, Guatemala’s consumption (522.8 ODP tonnes) is not consistent with
the Action Plan requirement (360 ODP tonnes). Ecuador did not have an Action Plans
requirement for methyl bromide.

27.  Tunisia and Turkmenistan may require additional activities. The Multilateral Fund has
provided funding for methyl bromide projects and other activities in Tunisia. Additional action
may be required as there are currently no alternatives available the target use on palm dates with
high moisture content in the case of Tunisia. Turkmenistan does not seek Fund assistance.
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(b) Countries at risk of not achieving the 20 per cent MB baseline reduction

28.  This category consists of the following 8 countries: Ecuador, Fiji, Guatemala, Honduras,
Libya, Tunisia, Turkmenistan and Uganda. This list includes six LVCs. These countries may
need to meet additional combined reduction amounting to 441 ODP tonnes by 2005 in order to
comply with the 20 per cent reduction targets. Seven of the 8 countries have received support for
methyl bromide activities from the Multilateral Fund. Three of these seven countries (Fiji, Libya
and Uganda) have phase-out agreements or projects for total phase-out, and three countries
(Ecuador, Guatemala and Honduras) have projects for partial phase-out to achieve the
20 per cent baseline reduction.  Fiji, Honduras, Libya and Uganda have reported 2005
consumption data that are consistent with the Action Plan requirements. However, Guatemala’s
consumption (522.8 ODP tonnes) is not consistent with the Action Plan requirement (360 ODP
tonnes).

29.  Of the seven countries, Tunisia needs to phase out a total of 3.3 ODP tonnes to achieve
the 20 per cent reduction. Tunisia has already received project preparation from the Fund for an
activity in the high-moisture content date sector once an alternative is available.

30.  Seven of the 8 countries that may need to make further reductions to comply with the
20 per cent reduction targets for methyl bromide have received assistance from the Multilateral
Fund. The remaining country, Turkmenistan does not seek Fund assistance.

CARBON TETRACHLORIDE (CTC) (Appendix 1V)

31. This section presents the analysis of compliance with carbon tetrachloride control
measures. All data reported and used in this analysis are those related to controlled use only,
which excludes feedstock. Reported CTC consumption was not differentiated by specific end
use, such as solvents and process agents.

32.  Of the 142 countries with reported baseline data, 83 reported zero both for the baseline
and the latest consumption.

33.  The analysis addresses those countries that might be in non-compliance or at risk of not
meeting the 2005 control measures because their latest consumption exceeds the 85 per cent
reduction. Appendix IV notes those that have not ratified the London Amendment.

34, Eleven countries might not achieve compliance with the 85 per cent reduction by 2005.
These countries would need to phase-out a total of 327 ODP tonnes to meet the 85 per cent
reduction by 2005. Five of these 11 countries have reported consumption above 10 ODP tonnes
including: Romania (176.6 ODP tonnes), Pakistan (148.5 ODP tonnes), Mexico
(89.5 ODP tonnes), Congo DR (16.5 ODP tonnes) and Iran (13.6 ODP tonnes).

35.  The Multilateral Fund has provided funding for CTC projects and activities in 6 out of
the 11 countries. Of these, three countries have received approved projects for CTC phase-out
(Paraguay, Pakistan and Romania). Congo DR, Iran and Mexico have received project
preparation funds for the CTC sector. All countries that have ratified the London Amendment
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and are eligible for Multilateral Fund assistance have received assistance or in business plans
except for Bolivia, Macedonia, Mauritius and Tanzania.
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METHYL CHLOROFORM (TCA) (Appendix V)

36.  This section presents the analysis for compliance with methyl chloroform control
measures. Of the 141 countries that have reported baseline data, 83 reported zero both for the
baseline and the latest consumption.

37. Countries have been grouped into two categories: (a) those whose latest consumption
exceeds the baseline freeze; and (b) those that could be in non-compliance or at risk of not
meeting the 2005 control measures because their latest consumption exceeds the 30 per cent
reduction target. Appendix V specifies those countries that have not ratified the London
Amendment.

@) Countries whose latest TCA consumption exceeds the baseline freeze

38. This category consists of the following two countries that may require additional
activities to achieve compliance with the 2003 freeze target: Tanzania and Zimbabwe. These
countries would need to phase-out a total of 1 ODP tonne to achieve compliance with the freeze.
The level of TCA phase-out needed to achieve the freeze in 2003 was as follows: Tanzania
(0.99 ODP tonnes) and Zimbabwe (0.03 ODP tonnes).

(b) Countries that could be in non-compliance or at risk of not achieving the
30 per cent TCA baseline reduction

39.  This category consists of the following four countries that have ratified the Copenhagen
Amendment and may need to achieve additional phase-out amounting to 2.41 ODP tonnes by
2005 in order to comply with the 30 per cent reduction targets: Chile, Congo DR, Tanzania and
Zimbabwe. For these countries, the amount of TCA phase-out needed to achieve compliance
with the 30 percent reduction by 2005 is as follows: Chile (0.71 ODP tonnes); Congo DR
(0.67 ODP tonnes); Tanzania (0.99 ODP tonnes); and Zimbabwe (0.03 ODP tonnes). Chile and
Congo DR are the only countries at risk of not achieving the 30 per cent baseline reduction have
received assistance or in business plans from the Multilateral Fund.
