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Projets et activités présentées à la 51è Réunion du Comité exécutif 
 
Présentations par les agences bilatérales et les agence d’exécution  
 
1. Le Secrétariat a reçu pour étude à la 51è Réunion des projets, des activités et des accords 
pluriannuels s’élevant à 68 911 963 dollars US. Ce montant comprend la valeur totale des 
nouveaux accords pluriannuels proposés pour une approbation de principe.   

2. Sur ce total, 73 demandes de financement comprennent les tranches annuelles spécifiques et 
d’autres projets/activités pour un montant de 64 489 263 dollars (y compris les coûts d’appui de 
l’agence le cas échéant). Suite à l’examen par le Secrétariat, le nombre de projets et de 
programmes envoyés au Comité exécutif pour étude est de 58, soit 79 pour cent du nombre total 
des demandes de financement, pour une valeur de 61 882 518 dollars US, soit 96 pour cent de la 
valeur totale des demandes. 

3. La liste des projets recommandés par le Secrétariat pour une approbation totale contient 29 
activités avec une valeur totale de 38 428 372 dollars US. Ils représentent 40 pour cent du 
nombre total des demandes de financement reçues et 60 pour cent de la valeur du niveau de 
financement requis. Une liste de ces projets figure dans l’annexe 1.   

4. Un total de 29 projets et d’activités sont recommandés par le Secrétariat pour examen  
individuel pour un certain nombre de raisons allant du coût du projet à la production vérifiée  de 
CTC dont il n’a pas été tenu compte. En termes de pourcentage, ces projets correspondent à 40 
pour cent de l’ensemble des demandes de financement et à 37 pour cent du niveau de 
financement  requis. La liste des projets d’investissement pour examen individuel figure dans 
l’annexe II. Il conviendrait de remarquer qu’aucune présentation incomplète n’est envoyée à 
cette réunion, et que 15 projets/activités ont été retirés par les agences les présentant.       

Etat du Fonds 
 
5. Au moment de la rédaction du présent document, le solde du Fonds multilatéral s’élève à 
45 368 160 millions de dollars US, ce qui ne sera pas suffisant pour couvrir l’ensemble des 
projets et des activités présentés pour étude à la 51è Réunion avec un niveau de financement 
attendu de 61,8 millions de dollars US, si les projets de la liste destinés à l’approbation complète 
et à l’examen individuel devaient être approuvés au niveau de financement proposé.    

6. Cependant, la situation peut changer pour deux raisons. Tout d’abord, le bilan du Fonds 
pourrait augmenter suite au paiement des contributions par les Parties contribuantes entre ce jour 
et le moment de la réunion, ce qui comblerait une partie ou la totalité du manque actuel. La 
seconde possibilité réside dans le fait que les réductions pourraient être faites en fonction des 
niveaux de financement attendus des projets soumis à l’étude. Si ces deux possibilités ne 
permettaient toujours pas de combler l’insuffisance de fonds, il conviendrait d’appliquer la 
modalité d’approbation de projets avec déblocage ultérieur du financement en fonction de la 
disponibilité des fonds. Pour cela, une liste des priorités de financement devrait être élaborée 
avec les agences d’exécution et approuvée par le Comité exécutif.
