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Introduccion

1. Este documento presenta un resumen de los ajustes financieros indicados por los
organismos de ejecucion y aceptados por la Secretaria del Fondo. Comprende datos estadisticos
de proyectos con saldos durante mas que los 12 meses permitidos después de la terminacién de
los proyectos, como exige la decision 28/7. Los datos que se presentan se basan en un modelo de
presentacion de datos elaborado conforme a la decision 31/2 y comprenden tanto los saldos
comprometidos como los no comprometidos. Con arreglo a la decision 41/92, este documento
también indica el nivel de recursos disponible para el Comité Ejecutivo en efectivo y en pagares,
como se registra en la Situacion de las Contribuciones (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/3), mas la
cantidad de fondos devueltos de proyectos, como se declara en el informe de los saldos.

Fondos que se devuelven a la 512 Reunién

2. La informacién dada por los organismos de ejecucion indica que en la 512 Reunion se
devolveran 206 668 $EUA mas los costos de apoyo de los organismos. Esta cantidad total se
calcula teniendo en cuenta los proyectos terminados con saldos.

3. La Tabla 1 indica el nivel de fondos que devolvera cada organismo.

4. El saldo de fondos de los proyectos transferidos es una cifra negativa dado que consiste

en una contribucion lateral registrada como un pago de Canada. Una vez que la transferencia sea
aprobada, el Tesorero podra retirar los 222 464 $EUA de las contribuciones bilaterales, con lo
que se reducira el monto de las contribuciones generales. El Tesorero luego podra afadir los
206 668 $SEUA en fondos de proyectos terminados a la disponibilidad de recursos. El efecto neto
del nivel de fondos disponible indicado antes de la decision acerca de la transferencia en la
Situacion de las contribuciones (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/3) muestra una cifra negativa de
15 796 $EUA como se indica en la Tabla 1.
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Proyectos con saldos en el afio en que se termind el proyecto

5. La Tabla 2 indica el nimero de proyectos con saldos todavia en poder de los organismos
de ejecucion, y los afios en los que dichos proyectos se terminaron. La tabla muestra que los
organismos de ejecucion tenian saldos por un total de 5516 869 $EUA correspondientes a
proyectos terminados hasta el 31 de diciembre de 2006 inclusive (al menos durante los 12 meses
anteriores).

6. En su 472 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo decidio pedir a la Secretaria del Fondo que

prosiguiera el seguimiento de los tramos anuales de proyectos plurianuales de conformidad con
los documentos sobre los proyectos con demoras de ejecucion y/o con saldos
(decision 47/50, b), ii)). El Banco Mundial no presento informes sobre 26 acuerdos plurianuales
con saldos por un monto de 41 784 594 $EUA. Al no haber notificado acerca de estos acuerdos
plurianuales, el Banco tiene el saldo notificado mas bajo (375 028 $EUA).

7. El PNUMA presenta el saldo notificado més alto (2 182 153 $EUA), con 16 134 $SEUA
atribuibles a tramos de acuerdos plurianuales. La ONUDI tiene un saldo total de
1941 140 SEUA, con 358 295 $EUA atribuibles a tramos de acuerdos plurianuales. EI PNUD
tiene un saldo total de 952 493 $EUA de los cuales 140 625 $EUA son atribuibles a tramos de
acuerdos plurianuales. EI PNUMA también tiene la cantidad mas alta de proyectos con saldos
(84) asi como el saldo total méas alto, de 2 182 153 SEUA. Los restantes organismos tienen
72 proyectos 0 menos con saldos.
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8. Todos los organismos tienen saldos remanentes de proyectos que se terminaron hace mas
de dos afios. La mayor parte de los fondos (1 562 328 $EUA de 3 077 442 $EUA) se atribuyen a
nueve proyectos notificados por la ONUDI que se terminaron hace mas de dos afios. EI PRUNA
tiene 48 proyectos que se terminaron hace mas de dos afios, con saldos por un valor total de
868 125 $SEUA.

Saldos comprometidos y no comprometidos

9. A continuacién se exponen los montos de los saldos comprometidos y no comprometidos
de los cuatro organismos de ejecucion:

10. Del saldo total de 5516 869 SEUA de proyectos terminados, cancelados y en curso,
4 846 417 $SEUA estan comprometidos (lo que significa que se espera gastar estos fondos) y
670 452 SEUA no han sido comprometidos. Los organismos de ejecucion deben informar sobre
las razones que impidieron la devolucion de todos los saldos no comprometidos dentro de los
plazos establecidos e indicar cuando se los devolverd (decision 31/2 a) ii)). En el Anexo |l se
presenta informacion adicional, por organismo, sobre los saldos comprometidos y no
comprometidos.

11. El PNUD tiene 71 proyectos terminados y un proyecto cancelado. No tiene saldos no
comprometidos. La cantidad total de proyectos con saldos ha aumentado de 64 proyectos
notificados a la 50? Reunion a 72 notificados a la 512 Reunién. EIl nivel general de saldos ha
aumentado de 649 618 $EUA a 987 972 $EUA.

12. El PNUMA tiene 84 proyectos terminados y saldos no comprometidos por valor de
282 919 $SEUA y un proyecto cancelado. La cantidad total de proyectos con saldos ha
aumentado de 70 proyectos notificados a la 502 Reunién a 85 proyectos notificados a la
513 Reunién, y el nivel general de saldos ha aumentado de 1,9 millones $EUA a
2,2 millones $EUA.

13. La ONUDI tiene 24 proyectos terminados y saldos no comprometidos por valor de
126 930 SEUA y un proyecto en curso. La cantidad total de proyectos con saldos ha aumentado
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de 20 proyectos notificados a la 50% Reunion a 25 notificados a la 512 Reunion. Sin embargo, el
nivel general de saldos se mantuvo practicamente igual, en 1,9 millones $SEUA.

14. El Banco Mundial tiene 4 proyectos terminados y 260 603 $EUA en saldos no
comprometidos. La cantidad total de proyectos con saldos ha disminuido de 8 proyectos
individuales (excluidos los saldos de 15 acuerdos plurianuales que fueron notificados a la
502 Reunidn) a 4 proyectos individuales notificados a la 512 Reunion. Durante el mismo periodo,
el nivel de saldos ha aumentado de 327 350$EUA para proyectos individuales
(20 millones $SEUA incluidos los acuerdos plurianuales) a 375028 $SEUA para proyectos
individuales.

Costos de apoyo a los organismos

15. En su 352 Reunidn, el Comité Ejecutivo solicitd que los organismos de ejecucion
devolvieran todos los costos de apoyo a los organismos relacionados con los fondos remanentes
de proyectos. De haberse incurrido en gastos relacionados con esos costos, los organismos de
ejecucion deberian proporcionar una explicacion y devolver el saldo de los fondos
(decision 35/13 k)). En la Tabla4 se indica que se devolvera a la 51* Reunion un total de
24 678 $SEUA en costos de apoyo a los organismos.

La situacion de las contribuciones y desembolsos al 16 de febrero de 2007 indica que el

Tesorero tenia un saldo disponible de 45 368 160 $SEUA en efectivo y pagarés. El nivel total de
saldos devueltos por los organismos de ejecucion multilaterales, incluidos los costos de apoyo a
los organismos, es de 8 882 $SEUA dado que el saldo suministrado por el Tesorero contiene la
transferencia de Canada a ser ajustada. Por lo tanto, al 16 de febrero de 2007, el nivel total de
recursos disponibles para la aprobacion del Comité Ejecutivo en la 512 Reunidén es de
45 377 042 SEUA. No obstante, el valor de las notificaciones presentadas a la Reunién,
excluidos los proyectos retirados, es de 68 911 963 SEUA, de los cuales 64 489 263 SEUA se
solicitan en esta reunion. En consecuencia, sobre la base del valor total de las propuestas
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recibidas por la Secretaria del Fondo, los recursos existentes no seran suficientes para que el
Comité Ejecutivo pueda aprobar todos los proyectos presentados a su 512 Reunion.

Comentarios

17. Los Gobiernos de Cuba y Canada solicitan que el Comité Ejecutivo apruebe la
transferencia de Canada al PNUD del proyecto de enfriadores de Cuba (CUB/REF/47/DEM/35).
Se aprobd un total de 222 464 $SEUA en contribuciones bilaterales para Canadd para este
proyecto, y este monto se podria restar de las contribuciones bilaterales de Canada. Dado que no
se han desembolsado fondos, los fondos del proyecto, que suman 196 871 SEUA (més nueve por
ciento de tasas de organismo, que ascienden a 17 718 SEUA) deberian transferirse al PNUD.
Dado que Canada recibié 13 por ciento de tasas de organismo, por valor de 25593 $EUA, la
transferencia costara 7 875 $EUA menos para el Fondo Multilateral.

18.  Tal como antes se mencion0, el Banco Mundial no presentd informes sobre 26 tramos
anuales que se habian clasificado como terminados y, segun los registros de la Secretaria del
Fondo, éstos debian incluirse en la presentacién del Banco Mundial en relacion con proyectos
terminados con saldos. El Banco indicé que habia interpretado que la decision 49/12 b) requeria
que el Banco cambiara las fechas de terminacion, y el Banco las habia cambiado sobre la base de
las fechas de terminacion propuestas que presentd a la 50 Reunion. Anteriormente, el Banco
habia declarado la terminacion de los tramos al aprobarse los tramos subsiguientes (siempre que
se hubieran cumplido los requisitos de desempefio conforme a los acuerdos entre el Comité
Ejecutivo y el pais), lo que generalmente sucedia en el plazo de un afio.

19. En la decisidon 49/12 b) el Comité pidio al Banco Mundial que definiera las fechas de
terminacion para los tramos de los acuerdos plurianuales segln la terminacién de las actividades
relacionadas con los tramos anuales. EI Comité Ejecutivo pidié que las fechas para dichos
tramos anuales, para los que aun debian desembolsarse fondos, se presentaran para la aprobacion
en la 50% Reunidn. En respuesta a esta decision, el Banco cambio la situacion de terminacion
para estos tramos y los present6 a la 502 Reunidn. Se debe sefialar que el Comité Ejecutivo no
adopto las fechas de terminacion modificadas propuestas por el Banco en las consideraciones de
la 502 Reunion. Esto guarda conformidad con la decisién adoptada por el Comité en su
472 Reunion, en cuanto a que la Secretaria del Fondo proseguiria el seguimiento de los tramos
anuales de los acuerdos plurianuales de conformidad con los documentos sobre demoras en la
ejecucion y/o saldos de proyectos (decision 47/50, b), ii)).

20. En la 512 Reunidén, el Comité Ejecutivo considerard el documento sobre Cuestiones
relacionadas con la supervision y la presentacion de informes de los Acuerdos Plurianuales
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/14). Este documento propone un nuevo sistema para hacer un
seguimiento de las demoras de los acuerdos plurianuales, ya que el sistema existente no
funcionaba correctamente respecto de las fechas de terminacién propuestas por el Banco
Mundial. Todos los organismos de ejecucion excepto el Banco Mundial notifican los saldos de
los tramos terminados de los acuerdos plurianuales. La decision 47/50 requiere que los
organismos de ejecucion proporcionen informacion financiera en su presentacion de tramos
anuales, ademas de la informacién proporcionada en los informes sobre saldos. Sin embargo, el
documento sobre saldos es el Unico documento que presenta el valor total de los saldos de
proyectos y acuerdos plurianuales, por organismo. Si el documento sobre saldos no supervisara

los acuerdos plurianuales, el Comité Ejecutivo ya no recibiria informacion sobre los saldos
totales retenidos para los acuerdos plurianuales.

Tomar nota de que los organismos de ejecucion tienen saldos por un total
de 3 077 442 $EUA, excluidos los costos de apoyo, de proyectos completados
hace mas de dos afios. Esto incluye 408 173 $SEUA mas costos de apoyo del
PNUD, 868 125 $SEUA mas los costos de apoyo del PNUMA, 1562 328 $SEUA
mas costos de apoyo de la ONUDI y 238 816 SEUA mas costos de apoyo del
Banco Mundial;

Aprobar la transferencia de 196 871 $EUA en costos de proyecto y 17 718 $SEUA
en costos de apoyo de Canada al PNUD para el proyecto de enfriadores de Cuba
(CUB/REF/47/DEM/35) y reducir el nivel de contribuciones bilaterales de
Canada del modo consiguiente;
