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RESUMEN EJECUTIVO

1. El presupuesto total de los planes administrativos y actividades habituales
correspondiente al trienio 2007-2009 es de 523,3 millones SEUA, lo que supondria la
eliminacion de 58 279 toneladas PAO.

2. Los planes administrativos presentados por los organismos de ejecucion, que incluyen
iniciativas especiales del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento pueden tratar las necesidades
de eliminacion establecidas en el plan de eliminacion trienal con objeto de posibilitar el
cumplimiento para 2010, a excepcion de algunos paises que han notificado que su Gltimo
consumo ha sido nulo.

3. Los organismos de ejecucion incluyeron 75 nuevos acuerdos plurianuales basados en el
desempefio, con una primera partida que deberan presentar en el correspondiente plan
administrativo para 2007 y cuyo valor se estima en 72,69 millones $EUA. De esta suma total,
35 millones $EUA se concentraran como desembolso para las solicitudes formuladas en 2007.

Cuestiones

4, La suma de 185 millones $EUA, incluida en los planes administrativos para 2007, se
atiene a la asignacion de fondos para 2007, equivalente a 187,5 millones $EUA, que incluye un
traspaso de 21,9 millones $EUA del saldo de recursos que no se utilizaron en 2006. No
obstante, el valor total de los planes administrativos para 2007 y 2008 rebasa, en
10,8 millones $EUA, el nivel de financiacion restante para el trienio 2006-2008.

5. La asignaciéon de 325,2 millones SEUA para 2007 y 2008, excluidos los costos de la
Secretaria y de la Tesoreria, se reserva para actividades que no son necesarias para el
cumplimento, basandose en el plan modelo de eliminacion trienal de SAO orientado al
cumplimiento. Esto supone un incremento de la cifra estimada de 40 millones SEUA asignada
para esta clase de actividades y sobre la que se trat6 en la 50% Reunién.

6. El plan administrativo para 2007-2009 incluye 81,3 millones $EUA para actividades
relativas a los HCFC. Esta cifra se desglosa como sigue: 1,4 millones SEUA para encuestas en
2007; 9,8 millones $EUA para actividades de inversion en 2008; 5,7 millones $EUA para
estrategias, encuestas y preparacién de proyectos en 2008 y el saldo restante de
64,4 millones $EUA, para actividades en 2009. El nivel total de los HCFC considerado en los
planes administrativos es de 3 474 toneladas PAO, lo que equivale a 17 por ciento de los niveles
actuales de consumo de los HCFC, equivalente a 20 467 toneladas PAO. No se incluyeron los
proyectos de cierre de la produccion de HCFC.

7. En los planes administrativos para 2007-2009 se asignan 40,4 millones SEUA para
actividades de destruccion de SAO, de los cuales 5,1 millones $EUA corresponden a 2008 y
35,3 millones $EUA para 2009.

8. En 2007 y 2008, se asignan 20,7 millones $EUA para actividades de inhaladores de dosis
medidas en 31 paises, que no son necesarias para el cumplimiento, a saber, proyectos de
inversion, asistencia técnica y desarrollo de la estrategia para inhaladores de dosis medidas, lo
que representa un total de 462 toneladas PAO.
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9. En los planes administrativos para 2007-2008 se incluyen 17,3 millones $EUA para
proyectos de eliminacion acelerada de metiloromuro y proyectos de inversion, por un total de
22,79 millones SEUA, desde 2007 hasta después de 2009. La cantidad correspondiente a los
proyectos de eliminacion acelerada de metilbromuro es de 1 545 toneladas PAO, lo que equivale
a 40 por ciento del consumo restante de SAO, cuestion que incumbe al Comité.

10.  Cabe aqui citar otras actividades que no son necesarias para el cumplimiento, conforme a
las prioridades por categoria aprobadas que figuran en la decisién 50/6, a saber:
5,5 millones $EUA en 2007 y 3,09 millones SEUA en 2008 para actividades adicionales no
incluidas en el presupuesto; 2,5 millones $EUA en 2007 para luchar contra el comercio ilicito y
483 millones SEUA en 2007 y 255 000 en 2008 para la eliminacion de halones.

11.  Con posterioridad a 2008, los organismos de ejecucion concretaron una cifra de
93,6 millones $EUA para actividades necesarias para el cumplimiento, ademas de
564,5 millones SEUA para actividades que no son necesarias para el cumplimiento, de los cuales
452,7 millones SEUA para actividades relativas a los HCFC y 88 millones $SEUA para la
eliminacion de SAO.
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Introduccion

1. La Secretaria y los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y multilaterales iniciaron sus
labores de colaboracién para examinar el plan para el trienio 2007-2009 en enero de 2007, en
una reunion de coordinacion entre organismos. Durante esa reunién, los debates se centraron en
las actividades planificadas en paises que precisaban asistencia para cumplir las medidas de
control para 2007 y 2010.

2. Puede consultarse una plantilla de célculo en la que figuran datos recopilados de los
planes administrativos en el sitio web de la Secretaria, en la direccion www.multilateralfund.org.
En ella figuran los pormenores de los proyectos y actividades que han planificado los organismos
de ejecucidn. El resumen y las tablas de datos anexos estan basados en informacion actualizada
sobre aprobaciones de proyectos extraida de la 502 Reunion y en los datos del Articulo 7, hasta el
12 de febrero de 2007.

SECCION I: PLANES ADMINISTRATIVOS PARA 2007

3. Las actividades incluidas en los planes administrativos son firmes para 2007, pero menos
seguras para 2008 y 2009. En esta seccion se presenta un resumen de las actividades que se
planifica presentar en 2007, asi como la medida en que se tratan los paises para los que se
establece una necesidad de eliminacion en 2007 basandose en el plan modelo de eliminacion
trienal de SAO orientado al cumplimiento para 2007-2009.

Resumen de actividades planificadas en 2007

4. El valor total de los proyectos que los organismos de ejecucion planifican presentar en el
presupuesto de 2007 asciende a 185 millones $EUA, 178,51 millones $EUA son para proyectos
planeados para ser presentados por agencias de ejecucion en el 2007, que supondrian la
eliminacion de 27 876 toneladas PAO, tras su ejecucion. La mayor parte de la financiacion
solicitada para 2007 corresponde a los tramos relativos a los acuerdos plurianuales aprobados,
seguida de los nuevos acuerdos plurianuales y de los proyectos individuales de inversion
(Tabla 1).

5. En el Anexo | figura el resumen de las nuevas actividades que van a ser sometidas a

consideracién en 2007, desglosadas por sectores, ademas del valor y la eliminacidn consiguiente,
desglosados por sustancias quimicas para todas las actividades. La tabla muestra que la mayor
parte de la eliminacién por aprobar en 2007 se refiere a los CFC (1 958 toneladas PAO), que
representa la financiacion por una suma aproximada de 65,16 millones $EUA. Se han asignado
7,46 millones $EUA a proyectos de metilbromuro que, una vez aprobados, conllevarian la
eliminacion estimada de 308 toneladas PAO. Asimismo, se asignaron 3,76 millones $EUA para
la produccion de CFC, con la consiguiente eliminacion de 1, 372 toneladas. Se asignan también
2,2 millones $SEUA para el control de tetracloruro de carbono (CTC); 430 150 $EUA para el
metil cloroformo (TCA); 549 091 $EUA para halones; 1,41 millones $EUA para HCFC y
3,07 millones $EUA para otras sustancias.

6. Cabe destacar que las actividades resumidas en el Anexo | han de sumarse a las
correspondientes a la ejecucion de los programas de trabajo anuales dimanantes de acuerdos
plurianuales aprobados. Los recursos asignados a partidas de financiacion en 2007 ascienden a
87,93 millones $SEUA para la eliminacion de 24 079 toneladas PAO de consumo y produccion de
SAO.

Otras actividades ajenas a la inversién

7. Otras actividades ajenas a la inversion, que figuran en los planes administrativos de 2007,
se relacionan con la asistencia técnica y la capacitacion fuera del Programa de Asistencia al
Cumplimiento y de las actividades de planes de gestion de refrigerantes. Los organismos de
ejecucion y los organismos bilaterales propusieron actividades de asistencia técnica ajenas a la
inversion. En la Tabla 1 del Anexo 1l figura el resumen de estas actividades.
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8. Se prevén proyectos de asistencia técnica por un total de 10,13 millones $SEUA, de los
cuales 6,94 millones $EUA para el PNUMA, 963 7003EUA para el PNUD vy
2,23 millones $EUA para la ONUDI. En la asistencia técnica del PNUMA se incluyen entre
otras cosas: varias actividades relacionadas con el metilbromuro y estrategias de transicion para
inhaladores de fases medidas, asi como otras actividades. EI PNUD incluyd, entre otras
actividades, una actividad relacionada con el metilbromuro y 10 actividades para estrategias de
transicion para inhaladores de dosis medidas; la ONUDI proyecta realizar 15 actividades
relativas a estrategias de transicion para inhaladores de dosis medidas, 21 actividades para
encuestas de HCFC, 2 actividades en el sector de halones y un proyecto para el metilboromuro.

9. Ademas, el PNUMA presentd el siguiente proyecto de capacitacion: Capacitacion para
el cumplimiento integrado, con arreglo al Protocolo de Montreal, mediante la Iniciativa de
Aduanas Ecoldgicas, por un monto de 500 000 $SEUA).

Andlisis de adhesion de los paises al plan modelo de eliminacion trienal de SAO orientado
al cumplimiento para 2007-2009

10. En el Anexo Il se muestra una comparacion, por sustancia y pais, entre las necesidades
de eliminacion establecidas en el plan modelo de eliminacion trienal de SAO orientado al
cumplimiento para 2007-2009 y los planes administrativos de los organismos de ejecucion para
2007. En el Anexo Il se muestra que todos los paises para los que se ha establecido la
eliminacion de SAO son tratados en los planes administrativos para 2007, salvo los citados a
continuacion:

11.  Somalia recibira asistencia especial del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento para
apoyar la sensibilizacion y las politicas, a fin de elaborar un sistema de otorgamiento de licencias
de SAO en 2007.

12.  Por lo que respecta a los halones, brinda asistencia especial del Programa de Asistencia al
Cumplimiento a Afganistan, Eritrea y Somalia, donde no se tratan todas las necesidades de
control de halones.

13. Las necesidades de control del metilbromuro se tratan en todos los paises, a excepcion de
los siguientes: Bahamas, Barbados, Guyana, Mozambique y Vanuatu. Quizas no sea necesario
realizar ninguna actividad, pues ninguno de estos paises registr6 consumo de metilbromuro en
2005. EI PNUMA, en colaboracion con Australia, presta asistencia especial del Programa de
Asistencia al Cumplimiento a todos estos paises, excepto a Vanuatu.

14, Las necesidades relativas al CTC se trataron en los planes administrativos
correspondientes a Bahamas, Congo, Republica Dominicana, Ecuador, Guatemala, Islas
Marshall, Liberia, la ex Republica yugoslava de Macedonia, Perd, Sierra Leona, Tanzania,
Uganda y Viet Nam. Es posible que no se requieran actividades para los CTC en la mayoria de
estos paises, ya que, en 2005, solo se registrd6 consumo de CTC en Viet Nam
(0,1 toneladas PAO). El consumo de CTC puede tratarse en los planes nacionales de eliminacion
0 en planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva que se incluyen en los planes administrativos de
2007 para Congo, Guatemala, Liberia, Peru, Sierra Leona, Tanzania y Uganda.
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15.  No se incluyeron actividades relativas al TCA para los siguientes paises: Brasil,
Camboya, Colombia, Republica Popular Democratica de Corea, Republica Dominicana,
Ecuador, Haiti, India, México, Pakistan, Trinidad y Tabago, asi como Viet Nam. Sobre este
particular también es posible que no se requieran actividades para el TCA ya que, salvo
Camboya (0,1 toneladas PAO) y Ecuador (0,8 toneladas PAO), ninguno de estos paises registro
consumo alguno de TCA en 2005. Aunque no hay actividades planificadas para el TCA en los
planes administrativos de 2007, el consumo de TCA podria tratarse en los planes nacionales de
eliminacion o planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva que figuran en el plan administrativo
de 2007 para Camboya y el proyecto para un plan de gestién de eliminacion definitiva en Haiti,
en el plan administrativo de 2008. EI PNUMA proporcionara asistencia especial del Programa de
Asistencia al Cumplimiento en 2007 para Brasil, Colombia, Ecuador, Haiti, India, México,
Pakistan, Republica Democratica del Congo, Republica Dominicana, Repubica Popular
Democratica de Corea, asi como Trinidad y Tabago.

Posibles coincidencias parciales de proyectos

16. Se tratd y resolvio la mayoria de las coincidencias parciales de proyectos, bien durante la
reunion de coordinacion celebrada en enero de 2007, bien como consecuencia de las
observaciones iniciales proporcionadas por la Secretaria del Fondo. Sin embargo, sigue habiendo
posibles coincidencias parciales pendientes entre el PNUD y la ONUDI. Alemania y
PNUD/PNUMA incluyeron sendos planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva para Angola.
Tanto el PNUD como la ONUDI incluyeron estrategias relativas a inhaladores de fases medidas
para Nigeria. Asimismo, el PNUD y la ONUDI llevan a cabo actividades relativas a un proyecto
de metilbromuro en Guatemala. Tras la presentacion de los planes administrativos definitivos, la
ONUDI acord6 eliminar las coincidencias parciales con el PNUD, por lo que atafie a las
actividades de eliminacion de SAO en Indonesia y al proyecto de eliminacién de inhaladores de
dosis medidas en Pakistan. La ONUDI suprimio también el proyecto relativo al consumo de
HCFC que figuraba en su plan administrativo para el afio 2009 y en adelante, asi como la
preparacion de un proyecto de HCFC en 2008 para China.

SECCION II: PLANIFICACION ADMINISTRATIVA PARA EL TRIENIO 2007-2009

17. En esta seccion se presenta un resumen de las actividades planificadas para su
presentacion en 2008 y 2009, asi como una comparacion entre la eliminacion establecida en el
plan modelo de eliminacion trienal de SAO orientado al cumplimiento para 2007-2009 y la
eliminacion especificada en los planes administrativos para 2007-2009. Aborda mas
detenidamente posibles cuestiones derivadas de las actividades programadas para 2008 y 2009
que incluyen: proyectos de inversion plurianuales relativos a los HCFC; proyectos de destruccion
de SAOQO; la prevision de compromisos sobre proyectos plurianuales y la cooperacién bilateral
planificada.
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Resumen de actividades planificadas en 2008 y 2009

18. El valor total de los proyectos que planifican presentar los organismos de ejecucion
bilaterales y multilaterales en 2008 y 2009 corresponde a 146,71 millones $EUA vy
178,31 millones $SEUA, respectivamente, segun se desglosa en la Tabla 2.

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20. La mayor parte de la eliminacion de SAO sera de CFC tanto en paises que no son de bajo
consumo como en los que son de bajo consumo. Esta eliminacidon se distribuird entre los
organismos bilaterales y los organismos de ejecucion, de los cuales la ONUDI y el PNUD son
los principales encargados. La Tabla 2 del Anexo Il figura un desglose exhaustivo de la cantidad
total de eliminacién de CFC para los afios 2007-2009 y la cantidad atribuida a los paises que no
son de bajo consumo de SAO. Esto indica que la eliminacion de CFC que incluyen los planes
administrativos sobrepasa el nivel total de eliminacion de CFC que estipula el plan de
eliminacion trienal, tanto en general como por lo que atafie a todas las cantidades de CFC,
incluso en los paises de bajo consumo de SAO.

21. La eliminacion de SAO esta también incluida en el plan administrativo relativo a otras
sustancias, principalmente halones, metilbromuro, tetracloruro de carbono (CTC) vy
metilcloroformo (TCA). Estos niveles se detallan en la Tabla 3 del Anexo Il. Cabe sefialar que, a
diferencia del caso de los CFC, no hay puntos de partida para determinar el consumo nacional
total de las sustancias del Anexo By el Anexo E. Por lo tanto y en relacidn con estas sustancias,
la eliminacion propuesta en los planes administrativos difiere, sobremanera, de la eliminacion
calculada en el plan de eliminacion trienal. En cuanto al CTC, al TCA y a los halones, el modelo
se basa en el consumo bésico y no en el nivel actual de consumo. En varios paises se indico que
el consumo habia sido nulo. En los casos de bajo volumen de consumo, se instd a que los
organismos de ejecucion tratasen las sustancias en la preparacion de los planes nacionales de
eliminacién o en los planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva.

22, La cantidad total de eliminacién de metilbromuro supera la cantidad requerida en virtud
del plan trienal de eliminacion de SAO. Sin embargo, la cantidad de eliminacion de halones,
CTC y TCA exigida por el modelo no se trata totalmente en los planes administrativos de los
organismos en lo que se refiere a proyectos de inversion. La diferencia en cuanto al TCA se
atribuye en gran medida al hecho de que, aunque la eliminacién podria tratarse como parte de un
proyecto de asistencia técnica, algunas de las toneladas de TCA podrian incluirse en las
cantidades de CTC

Acuerdos plurianuales basados en el desempefio con partidas anuales

23. Basandose en la informacion facilitada en los planes administrativos para 2007-2009 de
los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y multilaterales, se planifica destinar un total de
824,81 millones $EUA para acuerdos plurianuales, de los cuales 7,21 millones $EUA estan ya
programados para su desembolso después de 2009 y se prevé una cantidad adicional de
450,88 millones $EUA para después de 2009 a raiz de nuevos proyectos. En la Tabla 4 del
Anexo Il se resumen estos datos en que figuran los valores estimados de los acuerdos
plurianuales vigentes y previstos para los tramos anuales de 2007, 2008, 2009 y en adelante.

24. Los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion incluyeron 193 nuevos acuerdos plurianuales
basados en el desempefio, con un primer tramo cuyo valor se estimé en 35 millones $EUA, que
se presentaria en 2007 (véase el Anexo V). Si estos acuerdos se aprueban, el Comité Ejecutivo
tendra unos compromisos futuros adicionales estimados en 644,41 millones SEUA (incluido el
valor del primer tramo asociado con los acuerdos).
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25. En el Anexo IV se presenta la lista completa de los acuerdos plurianuales basados en el
desempefio, que en principio el Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado. Se muestran los acuerdos por pais
y por sector, el organismo que ejecuta el acuerdo y el valor de las partidas anuales desde 1998
hasta 2014, inclusive. EI Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado en principio 94 acuerdos hasta el afio
2014, inclusive, con un valor total inicial de 1020 millones $EUA, de los cuales unos
180,88 millones $EUA quedan por financiar a partir de 2007. El total de los acuerdos
plurianuales vigentes y previstos asciende a 824,81 millones SEUA a partir de 2007 y hasta
2014, inclusive, de los cuales 458,08 se aprobarian con posterioridad al trienio 2007-20009.

Cooperacion bilateral

26. Se incluyen datos acerca de ocho organismos bilaterales en los planes administrativos
bilaterales. Asimismo, se indica que siete donantes bilaterales presentaron planes administrativos
que cubrian actividades para 2007-2009 (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/7). Los pormenores figuran
en la Tabla 5 del Anexo Il y en esta tabla se muestra también el nivel méximo de contribuciones
bilaterales para el trienio 2006-2008, correspondientes a cada uno de los organismos bilaterales.
Para todos los organismos bilaterales, a excepcion de Alemania, el valor de las actividades
planificadas es inferior al nivel maximo de contribuciones bilaterales para el trienio 2006-2008.
Alemania deberé ajustar el nivel de financiacion para sus actividades previstas durante el trienio
2006-2008, de acuerdo con su nivel maximo de contribuciones bilaterales. Asimismo, lItalia
incluyd una actividad relativa a la eliminacion de CFC para un pais sin admisibilidad a los
fondos remanentes. Estas cuestiones se tratan en el contexto del documento sobre los Planes
Administrativos de los Organismos Bilaterales para 2007-2009 (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/7).

SECCION I1I: EJECUCION DE LAS ACTIVIDADES EN CURSO Y CUMPLIMIENTO

217. En esta seccidn se trata la cuestion de la ejecucion de las actividades en curso y los
esfuerzos realizados por los organismos de ejecucion y bilaterales para tratar las necesidades de
cumplimiento de los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5. En ella figura un resumen muy
sucinto del estado o perspectivas del cumplimiento.

Ejecucion de las actividades en curso

28. La Tabla 4 presenta la eliminacién de SAO incluida en los planes administrativos para
proyectos individuales y acuerdos plurianuales en curso comparada con la eliminacion de SAO
que se planifica presentar para su aprobacion durante el trienio 2007-2009. La tabla indica que
el principal esfuerzo en cuanto a eliminacion durante el trienio esta relacionado con la ejecucion
de proyectos méas que con la aprobacién de nueva eliminacion.

29. Los planes administrativos evidencian que se eliminarian 67 668 toneladas PAO con las
actividades aprobadas y en curso. Los organismos indicaron que se eliminarian otras
17 032 toneladas PAO después de 2009. Asimismo, proporcionaron secciones en sus planes
administrativos sobre la aceleracidn de la ejecucion de proyectos y/o un examen en base a cada
pais de sus esfuerzos por ejecutar los proyectos en curso.

Asistencia al cumplimiento en los planes administrativos de los organismos

30. Durante la reunion de coordinacion entre organismos, celebrada en enero de 2007, se
trataron cuestiones relativas al cumplimiento. Se analizé cada pais que se encontrd que no estaba
en situacion de cumplimiento en lo que se refiere a las aprobaciones vigentes y las actividades
planificadas requeridas para que los paises vuelvan a la situacion de cumplimiento. En los planes
administrativos, los organismos han indicado actividades programadas respecto de esos paises
que se encontré que no estaban en situacién de cumplimiento. Sus planes administrativos
trataban también el estado de las actividades en todos los paises que operan al amparo del
Articulo 5, haciendo hincapié en los que se encontr6 que no estaban en situacion de
cumplimiento.

Estado o perspectivas de cumplimiento

31. En el Anexo VI figuran las tablas que indican el estado o las perspectivas de
cumplimiento con las proximas medidas de control del Protocolo de Montreal. Este documento
se suele presentar por separado, pero para esta reunion se ha combinado con el plan
administrativo de 2007 con fines de informacion y para permitir realizar una comparacion entre
las actividades programadas y las actividades requeridas por el plan trienal de eliminacién.

Triclorofluorometano (CFC)

32. Las actividades de eliminacion en Bosnia y Herzegovina, asi como en Paraguay pudiesen
necesitar medidas adicionales para cumplir todas las medidas de control de CFC. Bosnia y
Herzegovina cuenta ya con un plan de eliminacion definitiva de SAO aprobado. Ademas, en el
Anexo VI figuran siete paises que pudiesen necesitar mas apoyo para el cumplimiento en cuanto
al objetivo de reduccion del 50 por ciento establecido para 2005, a saber: Bosnia y Herzegovina,
Dominica, Eritrea, Kenya, Paraguay, San Vicente y las Granadinas y Arabia Saudita. De estos
paises, Bosnia y Herzegovina, Dominica, Kenya, asi como San Vicente y las Granadinas
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disponen ya de planes de eliminacion de CFC o de eliminacion definitiva aprobados. Eritrea,
Paraguay y Arabia Saudita ya tienen proyectada la realizacion de planes de gestion de
eliminacion definitiva o de planes nacionales de eliminacion en los planes administrativos de los
organismos de ejecucion.

Halones

33. La Jamahiriya Arabe Libia y Somalia podrian necesitar tomar medidas adicionales para
cumplir con los controles de reduccién del 50 por ciento de los bancos de halones. De ellos, el
Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado un proyecto de gestion de bancos de halones para la Jamahiriya
Arabe Libia Popular y Socialista. No hay actividades programadas para Somalia en los planes
administrativos para 2007-2009, aunque el PNUMA esté tratando las necesidades de Somalia en
cuanto a los halones como una iniciativa especial del Programa de Asistencia al Cumplimiento y
puede presentar un proyecto, cuando proceda, habida cuenta de las anteriores decisiones del
Comité Ejecutivo.

Metilbromuro

34. De los ocho paises que podrian necesitar adoptar medidas adicionales para cumplir los
controles de reduccion del 50 por ciento de los niveles de metiloromuro, cuatro de ellos (China,
Fiji, Libia y Uganda) tienen proyectos o acuerdos de eliminacion con el Comité Ejecutivo para la
eliminacién definitiva a escala nacional del metiloromuro. Dos paises (Ecuador y Guatemala)
tienen proyectos que permitirian cumplir los controles de metiloromuro de 2005. No hay
actividades en los planes administrativos de 2007 para Tanez, aunque la ONUDI incluy6 un
proyecto de fumigacion de datiles en el plan administrativo para 2008. No hay actividades en los
planes administrativos de 2007-2009 para Turkmenistan, con arreglo a la decision del Comité
Ejecutivo de no proporcionar asistencia del Fondo Multilateral en el futuro para actividades de
eliminaciéon de SAO en Turkmenistdn, salvo las relativas al fortalecimiento institucional
(decision 46/21 c)). Asimismo, aunque Uganda esté en situacion de cumplimiento, puede que
necesite medidas adicionales para lograr el objetivo de reduccion del 50 por ciento en 2005.
Uganda ya dispone de un acuerdo de eliminacion suscrito con el Comité Ejecutivo para la
eliminacion definitiva de metilbromuro.

Tetracloruro de carbono (CTC)

35. En las tablas del Anexo VI, que indican el estado del cumplimiento, se muestra que 8
paises corren el riesgo de no lograr el cumplimiento de las medidas de control de CTC. De éstos,
4 suscribieron acuerdos con el Comité Ejecutivo para la eliminacién de SAO o CTC o planes de
gestion para eliminacion definitiva, a saber, la Repablica Islamica del Iran, Pakistan, Paraguay y
Zimbabwe. De los otros cuatro paises, tres tienen actividades en los planes administrativos de
2007 (Bolivia, Republica Democratica del Congo y México). No hay actividades programadas
para los Emiratos Arabes Unidos en los planes administrativos para 2007-2009, dado que no han
solicitado financiacién del Fondo Multilateral.
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Metilcloroformo(TCA)

36.  Todos los paises que figuran en el Anexo VI se avienen con las medidas de control para
el cumplimiento de la eliminacién de TCA. No obstante, hay dos paises que podrian necesitar
adoptar medidas adicionales para lograr avenirse con las medidas de control de TCA establecidas
en 2005, a saber, Chile y la Republica Democratica del Congo. Chile dispone ya de un proyecto
de eliminacion definitiva de TCA aprobado. La Republica Democréatica del Congo tiene una
actividad programada en el plan administrativo para 2007.

SECCION IV: INDICADORES DE DESEMPENO

37. La decision 41/93 establecié un nuevo grupo de indicadores de desempefio para los
organismos de ejecucion. Estos organismos dispusieron metas para estos indicadores de
desempefio en sus planes administrativos para 2007. Todos los organismos de ejecucion han
indicado en sus planes administrativos sus esfuerzos previstos para ayudar a los paises a
conseguir el cumplimiento. EI PNUMA incluy6 en su plan administrativo las misiones previstas
para paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 y los servicios especiales del Programa de
Asistencia al Cumplimiento para prestar asistencia a paises con necesidades en materia de
cumplimiento. Asimismo, indicé la medida en que sus actividades sirven de apoyo a las de otros
organismos. En el Anexo VII se presenta informacion sobre indicadores historicos de
desempefio, tal y como se solicitdé en la decision 42/5. El resto del Anexo VII trata los
indicadores en proyectos de inversion y ajenos a la inversion (2000-2004) e indicadores de
desempefio que son propios del PNUMA.

SECCION V: ASIGNACION DE RECURSOS Y PRIORIDADES PARA
FONDOS NO EXIGIDOS PARA EL CUMPLIMIENTO EN EL
PRESUPUESTO DEL TRIENIO 2006-2008

38. Figuran en esta seccion la asignacién de recursos para el trienio 2007-2009, con arreglo a
las decisiones del Comité Ejecutivo sobre la planificacion financiera para el trienio 2006-2008
(decision 48/3), sus decisiones relativas a la planificacion administrativa durante 2006 y, en
particular, la decision 50/6 sobre prioridades para el trienio 2006-2008, mas alla de las cuestiones
identificadas por el plan modelo de eliminacion trienal renovable.

39. En la Tabla 5 se presenta el calculo de los recursos disponibles para el plan
administrativo de 2007. En ella se observa que, habida cuenta del traslado de fondos
correspondientes a 2007, se dispone de recursos suficientes para sufragar el valor total de las
actividades incluidas en los planes administrativos de 2007 que presentaron los organismos de
ejecucion bilaterales y multilaterales.

40. En su 502 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo pidio a los organismos bilaterales y de ejecucion
que tuvieran en sus planes administrativos para el afio 2006 proyectos que eran necesarios para el
cumplimiento, que incluyeran dichas actividades en sus planes administrativos para 2007-2009 y
presentasen los motivos por los que no se habian incluido (decision 50/3). Los organismos de
ejecucion incluyeron en el respectivo plan administrativo para 2007 todas las actividades
necesarias para el cumplimiento, salvo las que figuran, a continuacién, en la Tabla 6.

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41.  Con respecto a las actividades necesarias para el cumplimiento que no se incluyeron en el
plan administrativo para 2006 (en la evaluacion realizada a finales de 2006) el PNUD vy el
PNUMA incluyeron, conjuntamente, en el plan administrativo para 2007, las actividades
relativas a la preparacion de un plan de gestion de eliminacion definitiva de CTC y TCA para la
Republica Unida de Tanzania (decision 50/4).

42. En la Tabla 7 figuran los costos de aprobacion y planificacién, asi como el presupuesto
para el trienio 2006-2008. En ella se observa que sobre la base de los costos reales aprobados en
2006, las actividades proyectadas en los planes administrativos para 2007 y 2008 rebasan el
nivel previsto para el trienio. Asimismo, se observa una cantidad de 327,5 millones SEUA
disponible para asignaciones en 2007 y 2008. Cabe sefialar que al menos 1,8 millones SEUA
para actividades relativas a los planes de gestion de eliminacion definitiva incluidas en los planes
administrativos sobrepasan el maximo permitido para estas actividades. Esto contrarrestaria,
hasta cierto punto, el posible superavit del presupuesto.

43. En la Tabla 8 se presentan los recursos asignados en los planes administrativos para el
trienio 2007-2009 segun las actividades que se consideran necesarias para el cumplimiento del
plan modelo de eliminacién trienal de SAO orientado al cumplimiento y las actividades que no
se consideran necesarias para el cumplimiento en el modelo. En ella se indica que las cantidades
necesarias para el cumplimiento durante el trienio corresponden a 161,9 millones $EUA para
2007 y 104,6 millones para 2008, lo que equivale a un total de 266,5 millones $SEUA, de los
327,5 millones remanentes en el presupuesto para el trienio. Por consiguiente, se dispone de
61 millones $EUA para otras asignaciones distintas de las consideradas en el plan modelo de
eliminacion trienal, aunque los organismos de ejecucion indicasen un monto de
23,1 millones $EUA para 2007 y 48,7 millones $EUA para 2008, lo que equivale a un total de
71,8 millones $EUA.

44.  En su 502 Reunidn, el Comité Ejecutivo estudié un documento acerca de las prioridades
para el trienio, mas alla de las cuestiones identificadas por el plan modelo de eliminacion trienal
renovable. EI Comité Ejecutivo habia pedido a la Secretaria que preparase un informe interino
para su consideracion en la 512 Reuniédn en el contexto del debate sobre el plan administrativo
2007-2009. El él deberian figurar todas las prioridades presentadas en el documento
UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/50/8, a saber:

e Iniciativas adicionales de financiacion adicional fuera de los planes administrativos y los
presupuestos

e Lucha contra el comercio ilicito

e Destruccion de SAO

e Halones

e HCFC (hidrofluorocarbonos)

e Metilbromuro

e Actividades relativas a inhaladores de dosis medidas

e Total parcial (no exigido para el cumplimiento)

45.  Asimismo, incluye los proyectos y actividades para la eliminacion de CTC relacionados
con la elaboracion y aplicacion de legislaciones sobre SAQ, las actividades que se suprimieron
en los planes administrativos y aquellas propuestas en la 50* Reunion (decision 50/6). Se pidio
igualmente que la Secretaria preparase un informe final, habida cuenta de las encuestas sobre
HCRC y los informes pertinentes del Grupo de Evaluacion Tecnoldgica y Economica.

46. Esta seccién se aviene con la decisién 50/6, mediante la presentacion de la tabla, objeto
de debate por parte del Comité, para su analisis general e individual, por categoria. En la Tabla 9
se destaca en negrilla cada categoria. Asimismo, se presentan los niveles correspondientes de
financiacion indicados para cada plan administrativo y la relacion de costo a eficacia de las
actividades. No figuran en los planes administrativos actividades concretas en el ambito de la
elaboracion de leyes sobre SAO, aunque esta cuestion se trata a través del cumplimiento de
ciertas actividades, que figuran bajo la rabrica de “comercio ilicito”, en los planes de gestion de
eliminacién definitiva y en la asistencia especial para el cumplimiento. Todas las actividades
para la eliminacion de CTC incluidas en los planes administrativos se avienen a las exigencias
del modelo y, por consiguiente, no hay actividad alguna de las resefiadas que no se atenga a las
exigencias del modelo.

47. La cantidad correspondiente a la eliminacién de SAO que figura en los proyectos de
eliminacion acelerada de metilbromuro equivale a 1 545 toneladas PAO, lo que representa el
40 por ciento del consumo remanente de metilbromuro que debe tratar el Comité Ejecutivo, que
asciende a 3 769 toneladas PAO." La cantidad total de HCFC en los planes administrativos
supone 3 474 toneladas PAO, lo que equivale a un 17 por ciento del consumo actual de HCFC
(20 467 toneladas PAQ). Los planes no incluian programas de cierre de la produccién de HCFC.

1 7 527 toneladas PAO (20 por ciento del calculo bésico para los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5) menos
3 758 toneladas PAO para los paises con planes de eliminacion definitiva.
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China, el mayor pais consumidor de HCFC, pidi6 a la ONUDI que suprimiese el proyecto para el
sector de consumo de HCFC que ese organismo habia incluido para China en su plan
administrativo para 2009 y més adelante, ademas de la preparacion del proyecto en 2008.

Iniciativas adicionales de financiacién fuera de los planes administrativo y los presupuestos

48. Esta categoria de actividades, no incluidas en el modelo orientado al cumplimiento
abarca lo siguiente: estudios y proyectos de capacitacién que estaban previstos; un proyecto
relativo a solventes de Triclorotrifluoroetano (CFC 113) que no es necesario para el cumplimiento
(dado que en el plan de gestion de eliminacion definitiva se trataba todo el consumo de CFC);
actividades en paises que actualmente no son Partes (Timor Oriental e Irak); actividades que
actualmente no disponen de admisibilidad para la financiacién (proyectos relativos al
bromoclorometano en Turquia y Sudéfrica); actividades que financia el Fondo para el Medio
Ambiente Mundial; actividades relativas a halones para paises con consumo actual nulo y
actividades relativas al consumo de metilbromuro para paises que son Partes, pero que no han
ratificado la Enmienda de Copenhague, asi como de eliminacién acelerada de la produccién.

49, El monto total incluido en los planes administrativos para 2007 y 2008 era de
8,6 millones SEUA. EI monto total para 2009 y mas adelante era de 11,26 millones $SEUA.
Muchas de estas actividades podrian ser admisibles para financiacion tras realizarse las
oportunas ratificaciones o si las Partes tomas decisiones adicionales para que a estas actividades
sean admisibles para la asistencia del Fondo Multilateral.

Lucha contra el comercio ilicito

50. Esta categoria abarca las redes de aplicacién de las medidas aduaneras, que podrian
realizarse conjuntamente con las reuniones de las redes regionales. Se aprob6 una Red de
aplicacion de las medidas aduaneras para Suecia en el ambito de la Red de Asia Sudoriental
(ASP/SEV/34/TAS/42). Aungue el proyecto se habia aprobado al principio como proyecto
unico, posteriormente se renovo. ElI Comité Ejecutivo, al considerar las actividades adicionales
para combatir el comercio ilicito en el contexto de los planes administrativos para 2006-2008
decidié mantener la inclusién de una actividad relacionada con una red para combatir el
comercio ilicito en el plan administrativo de cooperacion bilateral de Suecia para 2006
(decision 48/5 i)). Habida cuenta de esta decision, se podria aln considerar esta actividad como
necesaria para el cumplimiento, aunque indirectamente, y se incluyé en la categoria de
prioridades conforme a la decision 50/6. Estas actividades se tratan en las solicitudes bilaterales
que se presentaron a la consideracion de la 512 Reunion (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/19), asi
como en las enmiendas al programa de trabajo del PNUMA (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/20).

51. El monto total incluido en los planes administrativos para combatir el comercio ilicito es
de 2,49 millones $EUA para el afio 2007 exclusivamente, lo que equivale a financiarlo durante
un trienio.

Destruccion de SAO

52. En su 48?2 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo decidid trasladar a 2008 las actividades de
destruccién de SAO del plan administrativo de Japdn para 2007 (decision 48/5 h) y retirar todas
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las actividades de destruccion de SAO del plan administrativo de Alemania para 2006-2008
(decisidn 48/5 g) iv)), del PNUD (decision 48/6 b) iii)) y de la ONUDI (decision 48/8 a) iv)). El
proyecto de demostraciéon japonés se incluye en el plan administrativo para 2008 y 2009 v,
habida cuenta de esta decision, se podria considerar necesario para el cumplimiento. En su
502 Reunidn, el Comité Ejecutivo decidié pedir a la Secretaria que formulase las atribuciones
especificas para un estudio sobre el tratamiento de las sustancias que agotan la capa de 0zono no
deseadas, que deberia estar terminado a 1 de febrero de 2008 (decision 50/42). Se considerara un
informe de situacién sobre las atribuciones especificas en el contexto del documento
UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/40.

53. El monto total incluido en los planes administrativos para la destruccion de SAO es de
5,1 millones $EUA para 2008. ElI monto total para 2007 y méas adelante es de
93,1 millones $EUA.

Gestion de bancos de halones a largo plazo

54, En su 482 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo retirar el apoyo para la gestion a largo plazo de
los bancos de halones del plan administrativo del PNUMA (decision 48/7 b) v)). En relacion con
estas actividades, el PNUMA habia incluido 374 000 $EUA para 2007, 255 000 $SEUA para
2008y 215000 $EUA para 2009.

Actividades relativas a los HCFC

55.  En su 48 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo decidio retirar del plan administrativo del
PNUMA para 2006-2008 los proyectos de inversion sobre HCFC. El plan administrativo de la
ONUDI para 2008 incluye 9,8 millones $SEUA para proyectos de inversion en HCFC. Por lo que
atafie a los posibles proyectos de inversion sobre HCFC en el futuro, no se dispone actualmente
de pauta alguna para que el Comité Ejecutivo elabore o evalle los costos adicionales de estos
proyectos (concretamente de proyectos sobre el HCFC-22) y esta es una cuestion que el Comité
pudiese considerar. No obstante, el Comité tomé varias decisiones que denotan una presuncion
en contra de la conversion de CFC a tecnologias de HCFC-141b, que financio el Fondo
Multilateral, exigiendo una justificacion y estimacion de los costos de la conversion en una
segunda etapa en el entendimiento de que la compaiiia beneficiaria sufragaria la conversion en
una segunda etapa (decisiones 17/17, 19/2, 20/48 y 38/38).

56.  Asimismo, en su 482 Reunion, el Comité Ejecutivo decidio retirar las actividades sobre
HCFC de los planes administrativos del PNUMA y de la ONUDI para 2006-2008
(decisiones 48/7 ¢) y 48/8 a) v)) en la inteligencia de que esas actividades serian consideradas en
la primera reunion del Comité Ejecutivo en 2008, a condicion de que:

a) “Se haya atendido a las prioridades de cumplimiento de los paises que operan al
amparo del Articulo 5 para el trienio y haya fondos suficientes remanentes de las
actividades con prioridad,;

b) Los estudios sobre HCFC propuestos guardaran conformidad con la orientacion

del Comité Ejecutivo en base a las lecciones aprendidas de los estudios del PNUD
aprobados y del estudio de Alemania en China; y
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C) Al considerar la asignacion de los fondos remanentes para actividades sobre
HCFC, el Comité Ejecutivo tendria en cuenta el nivel de financiacion aprobado
mediante la decision XVI11/40 de la 172 Reunion de las Partes (decision 48/8 a) v).

57. El resumen ejecutivo de las encuestas del PNUMA sobre HCFC y el estudio que
Alemania realiz6 en China figuran en el documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/Inf. 2 y 3.

58. El monto total de financiacion incluido en los planes administrativos para las actividades
relativas a los HCFC es de 1,4 millones SEUA para 2007, concretamente para encuestas de la
ONUDI. Para 2008, todos los organismos de ejecucion incluyeron actividades sobre HCFC que
ascendieron a un monto total de 15,5 millones $EUA, de los cuales 9,8 millones $EUA serian
para proyectos de inversion. EI monto total para 2007 y mas adelante era de 470 millones SEUA.

Actividades relacionadas con el metilboromuro (eliminacion acelerada y proyecto ajeno a la
inversion)

59.  En su 48%Reunidn, el Comité Ejecutivo decidi6 mantener proyectos para paises que
habian recibido apoyo para el logro de las medidas de control de metilbromuro de 2005 durante
el trienio 2006-2008, teniendo en cuenta los compromisos de adelantar significativamente la
eliminacion de metiloromuro antes del afio 20015 (decisién 48/8 a) i)). Los organismos de
ejecucion incluyeron proyectos de eliminacion acelerada de metilbromuro por un total de
4,7 millones $EUA y 9,6 millones SEUA, en sus planes administrativos para 2007 y 2008
respectivamente.

60.  Se debe recordar que en el estudio sobre la reposicion para el trienio 2006-2008 no se
tuvo en cuenta que eliminacion de metilbromuro exigida para 2015 habia de ser requisito de
cumplimiento para 2007-2009. Ademas, el plan trienal de eliminacion que se presenté a la
consideracién de la 50? Reunién no incluia ninguna actividad para la eliminacion de
metilbromuro maés alla de los requisitos de la medida de control para 2005. EI Comité Ejecutivo
acordd mantener las actividades para la eliminacion acelerada de metilbromuro en el trienio
2006-2008, habida cuenta de las necesidades para el cumplimiento y de los compromisos para
acelerar considerablemente la eliminacion de metiloromuro de un pais, antes del afio 2015
(decision 48/8).

61. Asimismo, en la 482 Reunién, el Comité Ejecutivo acordd avalar los planes
administrativos para 2006-2008 del Banco Mundial, asi como un proyecto de metilbromuro para
que un pais que ya habia recibido asistencia pudiese cumplir con las medidas de control de 2005.
Como condicion para ello, el Gobierno concernido debia comprometerse a acelerar la
eliminacién de metilbromuro (decision 48/9).

62. En su 482 Reunion, el Comité pospuso también la consideracion de las actividades ajenas
a la inversion relacionadas con el metilbromuro, en espera de la coordinacion sobre este
particular entre el PNUD, el PNUMA y la ONUDI. Se pidi6 a los organismos que coordinasen
las actividades en los planes administrativos, pero éstos no estuvieron de acuerdo en mantener
ninguna de las actividades en los planes administrativos en ese entonces. Los organismos de
ejecucion incluyeron en sus planes administrativos para 2007 y 2008 proyectos de eliminacion
de metilbromuro ajenos a la inversion por un monto de 2,9 millones $EUA y 120 000 $EUA,
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respectivamente. Se pidié a los organismos que coordinasen y acordasen qué actividades era
necesario incluir en los planes administrativos. Sin embargo, como los organismos no llegaron a
un consenso sobre el particular, el Comité Ejecutivo pudiera desear retirarlas de los planes
administrativos.

Actividades sobre inhaladores de dosis medidas

63. En la 182 Reunion de las Partes, la decision XVI111/16 trataba de la cuestion relativa a las
dificultades a que se enfrentan algunos paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 con respecto a
la fabricacion con CFC de inhaladores de dosis medidas. Las Partes pidieron que Comité
Ejecutivo considerase la financiacion de proyectos relativos a inhaladores de dosis medidas con
CFC para paises con dificultades en el ambito de las pautas que sentaba el Fondo Multilateral y
que revisase la decision 17/7, con respecto al plazo para considerar los proyectos de conversion
de inhaladores de dosis medidas. En su 492 Reunidn, el Comité Ejecutivo considerd un estudio
sobre inhaladores de dosis medidas que elaboré la Secretaria del Fondo y pidi6 que se presentase
informacion  actualizada  sobre el particular a la  51% Reunion (véase
UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/Inf.4). EI Comité puede aprobar, caso por caso, hasta 30 000 SEUA
para la preparacion de una estrategia de transicion para inhaladores de dosis medidas con CFC en
paises con bajo consumo en los que su hubiera demostrado y documentado plenamente que es
necesaria una estrategia (decision 45/54).

64. Los organismos de ejecucion incluyeron un monto total de 17,9 millones $EUA para
proyectos de inhaladores de dosis medidas para paises que no son admisibles para financiacion
de los fondos remanentes, porque el plan de eliminacion de CFC o de SAO incluia todos los
datos comunicados sobre el consumo total (decisién 35/37). No obstante, los organismos
indicaron que, en ciertos casos, se acababa de comunicar por vez primera el consumo de
inhaladores de dosis medidas. Asimismo, incluyeron 2,8 millones $EUA en relacion con
estrategias de inhaladores de dosis medidas para paises en que los planes de gestion de
eliminacion definitiva no evidenciaban totalmente ni documentaban la necesidad de estas
estrategias. La decision 45/54 requiere que se demuestre y documente, plenamente, todo lo que
se necesite, por lo que el PNUD solicité también fondos para la preparacion de proyectos por
valor de 15000 $EUA, a fin de demostrar y documentar la necesidad de las estrategias que
contempla la decision 45/54. EI Comité Ejecutivo pudiera considerar estos proyectos, habida
cuenta del debate sobre el estudio sobre Opciones destinadas a abordar la situacion de los paises
mencionados en la decision XVI11/14 de la 172 Reunion de las Partes: nota de estudio modificada
(seguimiento a la decision 49/33) (documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/39), y determinar la
politica a seguir con respecto a las solicitudes de estrategias para la transicion de inhaladores de
dosis medidas con CFC, cuando un pais no haya demostrado el uso de CFC en relacion con
inhaladores de dosis medidas.

SECCION VI: OBSERVACIONES SOBRE LOS PLANES ADMINISTRATIVOS
65.  De los 71,8 millones $EUA para actividades que no son necesarias para el cumplimiento

incluidas en los planes administrativos para 2007 y 2008, s6lo 61 millones SEUA son admisibles
para financiacion dentro del presupuesto para el trienio 2006-2009. EI Comité Ejecutivo pudiese
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considerar el modo de asignacion de los recursos disponibles, conforme a las categorias de
prioridades aprobadas en la decisién 50/6.

66. Para ello, el Comité Ejecutivo pudiese replantear las decisiones que tomase en la
48?2 Reuniodn con respecto a los planes administrativos avalados para 2006-2008 y considerar el
oportuno ajuste de los mismos. ElI monto correspondiente a las actividades relativas a proyectos
de inversion sobre HCFC en 2008 es de 9,8 millones $EUA y de 5,1 millones $EUA para los
proyectos de inversion sobre destruccion de SAO. En las decisiones aprobadas en el
48?2 Reunion, el Comité ya habia acordado retirar estas actividades de los planes administrativos
correspondientes al trienio 2006-2008. ElI monto correspondiente a las restantes actividades que
no son necesarias para el cumplimiento es de 57 millones $EUA, de los 61 millones remanentes
en el presupuesto 2006-2008.

67. Los organismos de ejecucion presentaron un presupuesto total para 2009 y méas adelante
cuyo monto asciende a 93,6 millones $EUA en relacion con actividades necesarias para el
cumplimiento, ademas de 564,5 millones para las que no son necesarias para el cumplimiento.
De la cantidad que no es necesaria para el cumplimiento, 452,7 millones SEUA son para
actividades y 88 millones $EUA para destruccion de SAO. Los 28,3 millones $EUA restantes se
desglosan como sigue: 15,4 millones SEUA para inhaladores de dosis medidas;
5,3 millones $EUA para eliminacion acelerada de metilbromuro; 600 000 $EUA para
fortalecimiento institucional de paises que no son admisibles para financiacion actualmente;
215 000 $EUA para la gestion a largo plazo de bancos de halones del PNUMA; 120 000 $EUA
para actividades de metilbromuro ajenas a la inversion; 1,08 millones $EUA para actividades que
actualmente no son admisibles para financiacion; 282 500 $EUA para actividades en paises con
economias en transicion, que se consideran financiados por las actividades del Fondo para el
Medio Ambiente Mundial, asi como 701 000 $EUA para actividades relativas a metilbromuro de
Partes que no han ratificado la Enmienda de Copenhague. Tal vez el Comité quiera considerar
estos niveles de financiacion en 2009 y més adelante, asi como formular una definiciébn mas
amplia de los costos adicionales para actividades sobre HCFC, habida cuenta de las encuestas
relativas a los HCFC vy al estudio sobre HCFC en China que presentan a la consideracion del
Comiteé en esta reunion.

68. Los planes administrativos para el trienio 2007-2009 abarcan dos de los afios que se
inscriben en la reposicion actual para 2006-2008 y un afio del préximo trienio. En su
482 Reunion, el Comité avald la actual reposicion de los planes administrativos para el periodo
correspondiente a 2006-2008, en el contexto de los planes administrativos individuales de los
organismo de ejecucion multilaterales. Aunque la reposicién iba acompafiada de una declaracion
segun la cual ello no constituye una aprobacion de las actividades en ella incluidas, se propone
una frase adicional para que en cada uno de los planes administrativos de los organismos de
ejecucion se indique que la financiacion queda adn pendiente de consideracion para 2009 y mas
adelante. Asi pues, se afiade el siguiente tenor a la recomendacién relativa a los planes
administrativos de los organismos: “sin perjuicio de lo dispuesto en la decision de las Partes
sobre la reposicién para el afio 2009 y mas adelante”.

69. Los planes administrativos que presentaron los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y
multilaterales tratan de todas las necesidades de eliminacion incluidas en el plan de eliminacion
trienal que se debe lograr para que los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo V cumplan las
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medidas hasta 2010, inclusive. Todas las actividades de eliminacion de SAO que no abarcan
concretamente los proyectos o las actividades en los planes administrativos no son admisibles
para financiacion, se han tratado a través de iniciativas especiales del Programa de Asistencia al
Cumplimiento, se podrian tratar como componente de un plan de gestion de eliminacion
definitiva o pertenecen a paises en que el consumo de halones, metiloromuro, CTC o TCA fue
nulo para 2005.

70. A fin de que todos los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo V logren el
cumplimiento, los organismos de ejecucion tendran que tomar medidas para agilizar la ejecucion
de los proyectos, dado que los organismos deben eliminar 67 668 toneladas PAO en proyectos
aprobados y acuerdos plurianuales en curso, de las cuales 35 945 toneladas PAO se eliminarian
en 2006.

RECOMENDACIONES

71. El Comité Ejecutivo pudiera juzgar oportuno:

a) Tomar nota del Plan administrativo refundido para 2007-2009 del Fondo
Multilateral, tal y como figura en el documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/51/6;

b) Considerar las prioridades en relacion con la cifra de 61 millones SEUA para
actividades que no son necesarias para el cumplimiento conforme al plan modelo
de eliminacion trienal renovable para 2007-2009 sobre la base de las siguientes
categorias incluidas en la decision 50/6:

i) Iniciativas de financiacion adicional fuera de los planes administrativos y
los presupuestos;

i) Lucha contra el comercio ilicito;

iii) Destruccion de SAO;

iv) Gestion de bancos de halones;

V) Actividades relativas a los HCFC;

vi) Proyectos de inversion relativos a los HCFC;
vii)  Eliminacion acelerada de metilbromuro;

viii)  Proyectos ajenos a la inversion relacionados con el metilbromuro, asi
como

iX) Actividades relativas a inhaladores de dosis medidas.
