Todos los paises que se encuentran en riesgo de incumplimiento de las reducciones intermedias antes
de 2010 cuentan con proyectos aprobados para alcanzar dichos objetivos, o bien con actividades en
los planes administrativos para 2008-2010, excepto:

Halones en Somalia (para el que hay financiacién disponible para un plan de gestidon para la
eliminacion definitiva cuando las condiciones lo permitan), y

Tetracloruro de carbono (CTC) en EI Salvador (donde el consumo registrado estaba destinado a

Sesenta y siete paises que no han presentado aln datos de 2007 y, por lo tanto, la evaluacion de
sus perspectivas respecto del cumplimiento se basa sobre los datos de afios anteriores,

Los datos para el 2007 indican un posible no cumplimiento para el metiloromuro (Ecuador)
y con las medidas de control para el CTC (Chile, Cuba, México),

Respecto a los paises en los que el Comité de Aplicacion esta considerando en sus reuniones
de 2008 posibles cuestiones relacionadas con el cumplimiento, de las 60 cuestiones respecto
a las Partes que operan al amparo del Articulo 5, veintiséis han sido resueltas,

Los datos sobre la ejecucion de los programas de pais indican que:

So6lo cuatro paises presentaron datos conforme con el nuevo formato aprobado hace tres
afios y solo 10 paises presentaron datos utilizando el sistema que se basa en Internet,

Del célculo de 7 838 toneladas PAO de 2007, cerca de 3592 toneladas (incluidos los
datos con arreglo al Articulo 7 para los cinco paises que no han notificado datos de su
programa de pais), excluidos los HCFC, el Comité Ejecutivo debe considerar ain las
medidas que hay que adoptar,

La mayoria de las 3 592 toneladas de consumo son para los CFC (1 224 toneladas PAO)
y el metilboromuro (2 346 toneladas PAO),

En el programa de pais se notifico un consumo total de 354 521 toneladas métricas de
HCFC. Para los paises que notificaron datos correspondientes a 2006 y 2007, el consumo
de HCFC disminuy6 8 por ciento, el consumo de CFC disminuy6 un 70 por ciento en
relacion con los datos de 2006, pero los principales consumidores y fabricantes todavia
no han notificado datos para 2007,

Ciento seis de los ciento veinte y seis paises que notificaron informacion acerca de planes
de gestion de refrigerantes/planes nacionales de eliminacion/planes de gestion para la
eliminacion definitiva, indicaron progresos en la ejecucion,

Entre los paises que emplean maquinas de recuperacion y reciclaje, 67,8 por ciento
informo que funcionaban “satisfactoriamente” o “muy bien”,

Se ha impartido capacitacion a 64 613 técnicos del servicio de refrigeracion,

Entre los paises que notificaron informacion acerca de sistemas de otorgamiento de
licencias, 122 paises de 132 han informado que dichos sistemas se encuentran en vigencia
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(69 de los 71 paises notificaron datos para 2007 contaban con sistemas de otorgamiento
de licencias vigentes, de los cuales el 97,1 por ciento funcionaba “satisfactoriamente” o
“muy bien”),

0 Se ha impartido capacitacién a 12 464 funcionarios aduaneros,

o0 En la mayoria de los paises el precio de los CFC y los productos de alternativa esta
aumentando,

e LaParte IV incluye la primera evaluacién de riesgo encomendada en la 532 Reunion,

o La evaluacion indica que, si bien varios paises tienen un indicador de posible riesgo o
mas, 69 de los 70 paises indicaron que tenian confianza y hasta mucha confianza en que
cumplirian con las medidas de control,

Introduccion

1. De conformidad con la decision 53/4, la Secretaria del Fondo ha reestructurado el
formato de este documento para incluir datos sobre demoras en la ejecucién de proyectos y una
evaluacion de los riesgos de incumplimiento, Este documento consta de cinco partes:

a) La Parte | se preparé atendiendo a las decisiones 32/76 b) y 46/4, en las que se
pedia a la Secretaria que preparase una actualizacion, para cada Reunion del
Comité Ejecutivo, de la situacion de cumplimiento en los paises que operan al
amparo del Articulo 5 que estan sujetos a las medidas de control del Protocolo de
Montreal,

b) La Parte 11 contiene informacion acerca de aquellos paises que operan al amparo
del Articulo 5 que estan sujetos a decisiones de las Partes y recomendaciones del
Comité de Aplicacion acerca del cumplimiento,

C) En la Parte Il se presentan datos sobre la ejecucion de programas de pais,
incluido un andlisis de los datos de consumo de sustancias que agotan la capa de
ozono por sector, También incluye una seccién que se ocupa de las caracteristicas
de los programas de eliminacién de SAO nacionales,

d) La Parte 1V presenta los resultados de la primera evaluacion de los riesgos,
incluida informacidn sobre proyectos con demoras en la ejecucion,

2. El andlisis y las conclusiones del presente documento no menoscaban en modo alguno la
situacién de cumplimiento que determine la Reunién de las Partes, unico 6rgano facultado para
ello. Los datos comunicados de conformidad con el Articulo 7 se utilizan exclusivamente para
determinar la situacion respecto del cumplimiento cada afio. El analisis que se realiza en este
documento utiliza una combinacioén de datos notificados a la Secretaria del Fondo sobre la
ejecucion de los programas de pais para diversos periodos de cumplimiento y datos con arreglo
al Articulo 7. Por lo tanto, este documento no determina el cumplimiento per se. Por el contrario,
evalla las perspectivas de los esfuerzos de los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 de
cumplir con lo estipulado por una o mas medidas de control del Protocolo de Montreal. Su

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principal finalidad es identificar las SAO que aun deben ser abordadas por medidas apoyadas por
el Fondo Multilateral,

PARTE I: SITUACION Y PERSPECTIVAS DE CUMPLIMIENTO (SEGUN LOS
DATOS MAS RECIENTES DISPONIBLES)

3. Esta seccion presenta los resultados del analisis de la situacion de cumplimiento con
medidas de control hasta el afio 2005, incluidos los controles en 2005 de los CFC, halones,
metilbromuro, tetracloruro de carbono y metilcloroformo.! El analisis parte de la base de que los
ultimos datos de consumo notificados tuvieron en cuenta la eliminacion en los proyectos
ultimados que han sido aprobados por el Comité Ejecutivo. Esto incluye 65 647 toneladas PAO
de produccién de CFC, 41 658 toneladas PAO de produccion de halones, 44 936 toneladas PAO
de produccion de CTC, 100 toneladas PAO de produccion de TCA y 5 toneladas PAO de
produccion de metilbromuro. Se evaluaron a los proyectos ultimados en 1650 millones $SEUA,
de un monto total aprobado de 2020 millones $EUA, En el documento
UNEP/OzL,Pro/ExCom/37/1 presentado a la 372 Reunién del Comité Ejecutivo se presenta una
descripcion pormenorizada de la metodologia aplicada en los analisis.

4, El analisis utiliza los ultimos datos disponibles. Al 26 de mayo de 2008, 44 paises que
operan al amparo del Articulo 5 habian notificado datos con arreglo al Articulo 7 (en
comparacion con cuatro paises en marzo de 2008). Otros 34 paises notificaron datos de 2007 a la
Secretaria del Fondo relativos unicamente a la marcha de las actividades de la ejecucion de sus
programa de pais (decision 17/34). Para los paises que no habian notificado datos de 2007, se
utilizaron en el andlisis los ultimos datos de consumo. Estos implico utilizar para 64 paises los
datos de 2006 con arreglo al Articulo 7, los datos de 2006 del programa de pais para un pais y los
datos de 2005 con arreglo al Articulo 7 para dos paises. El andlisis parte de la base que los
niveles mas recientes de consumo de SAO notificados no han aumentado, sin embargo, debe
observarse que algunos de los 67 paises para los cuales los datos de 2007 no estaban disponibles
podrian estar en incumplimiento.

5. Los organismos de ejecucion bilaterales y multilaterales presentaron informes sobre la
marcha de las actividades a la 55 Reunion del Comité Ejecutivo, en los cuales facilitaron datos
sobre la situacion de la ejecucion de todas las actividades y proyectos aprobados por el Comité
hasta el fin de 2007. Los datos sobre las aprobaciones potenciales en 2008 han sido tomados del
Plan administrativo refundido para los afios 2008-2010 tal como fue modificado en la 542
Reunion.

6. La Secretaria del Fondo seguira preparando todos los datos incluidos en las versiones
previas de los informes sobre la situacion y perspectivas para el cumplimiento que hayan sido
utilizados por la Secretaria del Fondo con fines analiticos. Estos datos estan disponible a pedido.

La Tabla I presenta otras categorias de datos disponibles para los CFC.

! No se han identificado proyectos que traten de las sustancias del Anexo B-1; el Comité Ejecutivo tampoco ha
considerado proyectos no financiados que traten de estas sustancias que estan sujetas a una reduccién del 80 por
ciento del consumo basico a partir del afio 2003.

SECTOR DE PRODUCCION
7. De los siete? paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 que disponen de instalaciones

para la produccion de CFC, los Gobiernos de Argentina, China, Republica Democratica Popular
de Corea, India, México y la Republica Bolivariana de Venezuela han concertado acuerdos para
llevar a cabo las reducciones previstas. EI Gobierno de Brasil indicé que ha eliminando por
cuenta propia la produccion de CFC. Para la produccién de halones, el Gobierno de China tiene
un acuerdo vigente, y el Gobierno de la India recibié una donacién por Unica vez para el cierre
de sus instalaciones de produccion de halones.

8. Cuatro paises (Brasil, China, Republica Popular Democratica de Corea e India) tienen
establecido un nivel basico de referencia para la produccién de CTC. ElI Comité Ejecutivo ya ha
aprobado proyectos para la eliminacion definitiva del CTC en los sectores de produccion y
consumo para tres paises (China, Republica Popular Democratica de Corea e India), En la 542
Reunidn se aprobd un proyecto para el sector de agentes de proceso de CTC en Brasil.

9. Se aprobaron proyectos para el cierre de la produccién de metilbromuro para China, que
era uno de los dos Unicos paises que operan al amparo del Articulo5 con instalaciones de
produccion de metilbromuro.

SECTOR DE CONSUMO

10. En esta seccion se presenta un resumen de los resultados de un andlisis detallado del
grado en que los paises parecen encontrarse en situacion de incumplimiento o estan en riesgo de
incumplimiento de lo estipulado. Los datos sobre los que se basa este resumen se incluyen en el
Anexo |, que contiene informacion detallada para cada pais, presentada por sustancia. Asimismo,
en el Anexo | se indica si los paises han recibido toda la asistencia que se esperaba que les
proporcionara el Comité Ejecutivo.

11. En el Anexo | se incluyé informacion en la evaluacion del cumplimiento relativa a
cuando se aprobd la actividad que permitié en cumplimiento y cuando el pais notifico que habia
establecido un sistema para otorgar licencias. Esta informacion debera permitir ain mas que el

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Comité Ejecutivo evalle las perspectivas de cumplimientos para los paises, porque la fecha de
aprobacion indica la duracion de la ejecucion del proyecto o del acuerdo y la informacién
relativa al establecimiento de un sistema de otorgamiento de licencias indica que existen
controles que permitirdn un futuro cumplimiento, sea cual sea el nivel actual de consumo. La
informacidn sobre la aprobacion de los proyectos proviene del Inventario sobre los Proyectos
Aprobados. Los datos relativos a los sistemas de otorgamiento de licencia establecidos son
facilitados por la Secretaria para el Ozono (UNEP/OzL.Pro/ImpCom/39/4).

CFC

12. En la Tabla 2 se presenta un resumen sobre la situacion de los paises en relacion con el
cumplimiento con controles sobre los CFC, Basandose en los datos mas recientes notificados
sobre el consumo, pareceria que 144 paises estan en cumplimiento, pero 67 paises no han
notificado aun los datos de 2007. La Tabla 2 presenta el tipo de datos notificados y los datos de
los paises que estarian en cumplimiento. También incluye los paises en riesgo de
incumplimiento, los que han sido agrupados en tres categoria: i) los cuyo consumo mas reciente
excede la congelacion basica; ii) los que estarian en incumplimiento o que corren el riesgo de no
satisfacer la reduccion prevista en 2005 habida cuenta de que su consumo mas reciente excede en
un 50 por ciento el objetivo basico de reduccion; iii) los que estarian en incumplimiento o que
corren el riesgo de no satisfacer la reduccién prevista de 2007 habida cuenta de que su consumo
mas reciente excede en un 85 por ciento el objetivo basico de reduccion.

14. En la Tabla 3 se presenta un resumen de la situacion de los paises en relacion con el
cumplimiento con los controles relativos a los halones. Teniendo en cuenta los datos mas
recientes de consumo, 144 paises estarian en cumplimiento. Setenta y cinco paises han notificado
entre 1995 y 2007 que no consumen halones. Cincuenta y nueve paises han recibido apoyo en
actividades relativas a los bancos de halones o acuerdos de eliminacion, incluidos los paises que
participan en los bancos de halones regionales. La Tabla 3 presenta los tipos de datos notificados
e identifica los paises que estaria en cumplimiento. Cuando los paises estan en riesgo de
incumplimiento, éstos han sido agrupados en las dos categorias que siguen: i) los cuyo consumo
mas reciente excede la congelacién basica, y ii) los que parecen estar en incumplimiento o en
riesgo de no satisfacer los controles de 2005 habida cuenta que su consumo mas reciente excede
del objetivo de reduccion del 50 por ciento.

16. La Tabla 4 presenta un resumen que cumplen con las medidas de control para el
metilbromuro (excluidas la cuarentena o las previas al envio), Todos los 138 paises que operan al
amparo del Articulo 5 que han ratificado la Enmienda de Copenhague han notificado datos de
niveles basicos de referencia completos. De estos 138 paises, 57 notificaron un consumo nulo
tanto para el consumo basico como para el consumo mas reciente y uno no notificé los datos de
consumo para 2007. Noventa y nueve paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 recibieron
apoyo del Fondo Multilateral para actividades y/o proyectos relacionados con el metilbromuro.
La Tabla 4 presente el tipo de datos notificados e identifica los paises que estarian en
cumplimiento. También incluye los paises en riesgo de incumplimiento, que han sido agrupados
en las dos categorias que siguen: i) los cuyo consumo excede la congelacién basica; y ii) los que
podrian estar en incumplimiento o en riesgo de incumplimiento con el control para 2005 debido
a que el consumo mas reciente excede el objetivo de reduccion del 20 por ciento.

(sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias/cupos y prohibiciones de la importacion de equipos que
contienen SAQ), notificacion de datos, cumplimiento con los planes de accion y las medidas de
control y cambios en los niveles basicos de referencia. La Tabla 7 indica el alcance del logro de
estas decisiones basandose en la informacion facilitada por la Secretaria para el Ozono, los
organismos de ejecucion y mediante los datos de los programas de pais.

CUMPLIMIENTO BASADO EN LOS DATOS DEL PROGRAMA DE PAIS

23. Los datos del Programa de pais facilitan informacion por sector. Los paises que usan el
nuevo formato de notificacion, facilitan la informacion sobre el funcionamiento del sistema de
otorgamiento de licencias, el tonelaje representado, los cupos de importacion que fueron
expedidos, la existencia de un sistema de cupos y/o se exige un registro del importador. También
se da la cantidad de los funcionarios aduaneros capacitados y el namero de los que recibieron
formacion para ser capacitadores.

25. La Tabla 8 indica que cinco paises que podrian estar en incumplimiento con la medida de
control estan en cumplimiento con los Planes de Accion aprobados por la Reunién de las Partes
para permitirles regresar al cumplimiento. Basandose en los datos con arreglo al Articulo 7 para
el metilboromuro, Honduras esta en cumplimiento con los objetivos de sus Planes de Accion. Sin
embargo, esta Tabla indica también un posible incumplimiento basandose en los datos
presentados recientemente con arreglo a las medidas de control para 2005 sobre el metilbromuro
para Ecuador (basdndose en los datos con arreglo al Articulo 7) y el CTC para Chile (Articulo 7),
Cuba (Articulo 7) y México (Articulo 7).
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DATOS DE 2006

26. Basandose en los datos de 2006, dos paises podrian estar en incumplimiento con las
medidas de control del Protocolo para paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5. Los datos de
2007 con arreglo al Articulo 7 para Somalia, indican que su consumo excedié en un 50 por
ciento el consumo basico autorizado para los halones. El Salvador pareceria ser que ha excedido
la medida de control para el CTC.

27. El Salvador ha notificado datos para 2006 con arreglo al Articulo 7. El Salvador notificd
un consumo nulo de CTC, excepto en los afios 1993 y 2006. En su informe de datos relativo al
Programa pais para 2006, El Salvador facilitd informacion sobre su programa nacional de
eliminacion. En él indicé que habia capacitado a 40 funcionarios aduaneros, que tenia vigente un
sistema de otorgamiento de licencias para la importacion y exportacion o permisos de SAO para
los SAO a granel, lo mismo que procedimientos de regulacion para la recoleccion y notificacion
de datos sobre las SAO y los permisos necesarios para la importacion o venta de los CFC a
granel. También tenia un sistemas de cupos para los CTC. El Salvador tiene registros para los
importadores de SAO y usa una base de datos sobre las cupos de las importaciones y las
exportaciones actuales compartidas entre la oficina para el ozono y las aduanas, En 2006, El
Salvador previno que su sistema de otorgamiento de licencias de importacion no funcionaba
“muy bien”. EI CTC no esta incluido en el Plan de gestion de eliminacion definitiva para El
Salvador,

28.  Se presentara la actividad para Somalia cuando existan condiciones para una actividad
sostenible,

INFORMACION QUE FIGURA EN EL ANEXO I1

29. En el Anexo Il figura informacion sobre los paises sujetos a decisiones de las Partes en
relacion con el cumplimiento y que aun no han cumplido lo que exigen dichas decisiones, o
parecen encontrarse en situacion de incumplimiento. La informacion se presenta por cuestion
relacionada con el cumplimiento y por pais.

30. El Anexo Il incluye asimismo una columna titulada “Observaciones del Fondo
Multilateral” que contiene informaciones procedentes de los informes de programas de pais
presentados por las dependencias nacionales del ozono, informaciones procedentes de
organismos de ejecucion multilaterales y bilaterales, y datos sobre el particular obtenidos de los
altimos informes de situacién y sobre la marcha de las actividades.

31. La Parte Il contiene datos sobre la ejecucion de los programas de pais, que se presentan
a la Secretaria del Fondo antes del 1° de mayo de cada afio, e incluyen datos de consumo de SAO
y datos por sector, Esta seccion también presenta informacidn adicional sobre las caracteristicas
de los programas de eliminacion de SAO de los paises.
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DATOS DE CONSUMO DE SAO POR SECTOR

32. La base de datos con la informacion de programas de pais esta disponible en el sitio Web
de la Secretaria del Fondo (www.multilateralfund.org) en una hoja de calculo del programa
Microsoft Excel 2002.

33. Al 26 de mayo de 2008, la Secretaria habia recibido informes sobre la ejecucion de los
programa de pais para 2007 de setenta y dos de los 141 paises que se requeria que presenten
informes y para 2006 de 59 paises, para 2005 de cinco paises y para 2003 de un pais, Los
siguientes paises nunca han notificado datos de programa de pais: Arabia Saudita, Eritrea,
Guinea Ecuatorial, Somalia y Vanuatu, Muchos de estos paises son Partes en el Protocolo de
Montreal desde hace relativamente poco tiempo, No obstante, el Comité Ejecutivo puede
considerar oportuno alentarlos a notificar datos de programa de pais, sefialando que la
renovacion de los proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional esta sujeta a la recepcién de dichos
datos.

34, De los paises que pidieron que se consideraran planes de gestion para la eliminacion
definitiva o planes nacionales de eliminacion en la 55% Reunion, s6lo Bangladesh no presentd
datos de pais y el proyecto fue retirado posteriormente. De conformidad con la decision 52/5, los
datos sobre la ejecucion de los programas de pais debian presentarse con antelacién a la ultima
reunion del afio y las reuniones subsiguientes como una condicion previa para la aprobacion y
liberacion de fondos para los proyectos.

35.  Si bien los niveles de consumo registrados son de afios diferentes y pueden no
necesariamente corresponderse con los datos notificados con arreglo al Articulo 7, los datos del
programa de pais presentan la evaluacion sectorial mas reciente por pais y en el nivel mundial.
Estos datos serviran de ayuda a los paises interesados que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 y al
Comité Ejecutivo para determinar lo que queda por eliminar en cada sector.

36. En la Tabla 9 se muestra el consumo total de SAO remanente por sectores, después de
tener en cuenta los proyectos aprobados pero no ejecutados aun. También incluye la eliminacién
del consumo total correspondiente a proyectos aprobados que no han sido completados y el
porcentaje del saldo restante que hay que eliminar (por sector).

37. La eliminacién de SAO total aprobada, pero no ejecutada (Tabla9) no incluye la
eliminacion aprobada en principio para los acuerdos plurianuales o la eliminacion que se espera
como resultado de la ejecucion de los planes de gestion de refrigerantes y del establecimiento de
bancos de halones. Ademas de la eliminacion ya financiada, el Comité Ejecutivo ha aprobado en
principio proyectos sectoriales y nacionales de eliminacion para los que se liberan tramos
anuales a condicion de que se hayan logrado las reducciones previstas.

38. La eliminacion resultante de los futuros tramos anuales reducira considerablemente el
consumo remanente indicado en la Tabla 9. Ademas, los planes de gestion de refrigerantes en
paises de bajo volumen de consumo de SAO representan el 85 por ciento del nivel de consumo
basico de referencia de estos paises, aunque los datos de los proyectos aprobados pero que aun
no se han ejecutado no representan todo este tonelaje. Ademas, la eliminacion de SAO aprobada
pero no ejecutada indicada en la Tabla 9 no incluye una parte del consumo de halones para los
paises que ya han recibido un proyecto de banco de halones.

41. En la Tabla 12 figuran los niveles de consumo de HCFC segun los datos mas recientes
disponibles. Se observa que el consumo de HCFC haciende a 354 521 toneladas métricas (23 502
toneladas PAQ), principalmente de HCFC-22 (60 por ciento del total) y HCFC-141b (32 por
ciento del total).

42. El nivel indicado en este informe se basa en datos de 2007 de 72 paises y datos de 2006

de 59 paises, de 2005 para cuatro paises y de 2003 para un pais, , EI consumo en dichos paises
aumento 67 292 toneladas métricas (4 853 toneladas PAO). Para esos paises, notificando datos
para 2006 y 2007, el consumo de HCFC disminuy6 en 8 por ciento y el consumo de CFC
disminuyd en un 70 por ciento en relacion con los datos de 2006.

Completar los datos

44, Este es el tercer afio que se usa el nuevo formato para notificar los datos de pais. Todos
los paises facilitaron los datos de 2007 usando el nuevo formato. Sin embargo, la mayoria de los
datos presentados en el nuevo formato eran incompletos en tres secciones principales:
cualitativa, cuantitativa y reglamentaria. Solo cuatro paises, Libano, Malawi, Marruecos y
Swazilandia presentaron toda la informacion en todas las tres secciones. Solo diez paises
presentaron los datos de 2007 utilizando el sistema basado en Internet, el que fue instalado el 25
de abril de 2007,

45, Sélo 72 de los 141 paises solicitados presentaron para su analisis en este documento los
datos de pais en la fecha prevista. A pesar de que varios paises que presentaron pedidos de
financiacion a la 55% Reunidn, también presentaron datos de pais, muchos no lo hicieron.

Resumen de los datos

46.  Sesentay uno de los 68 paises que presentaron informes y que tiene planes de gestion de
refrigerantes, planes nacionales de eliminacion y planes de gestion para la eliminacién definitiva
indicaron progresos en la ejecucion de sus planes de gestion de refrigerantes.

47. Incluidos los paises que notificaron datos anteriores a 2007, se encuentran en
funcionamiento 8 703 maquinas de recuperacion y 2 208 maquinas de reciclaje en total. Entre los
paises que emplean maquinas de recuperacion y reciclaje, 67,8 por ciento inform6 que las
maquinas funcionaban ‘satisfactoriamente’ o ‘muy bien’. En total, se han recuperado
224,1 toneladas PAO de CFC-11, de las cuales se reutilizaron 142,8 toneladas PAO, y un total de
5 229 toneladas PAO de CFC-12, de las cuales se reutilizaron 1 459,3 toneladas. No se
recopilaron datos para las restantes SAO

48. Los datos notificados para 2006 y 2007, considerados junto con los datos de los informes
de afios anteriores, indican que se ha impartido capacitacion a 64 613 técnicos de servicio y
mantenimiento de refrigeracion, se ha certificado a 47 140 técnicos y se ha impartido
capacitacion a 2 494 instructores de técnicos en servicio y mantenimiento de refrigeracion.

49.  Ciento veinte y dos de 132 paises notificaron que tienen sistemas de otorgamiento de
licencias vigentes (69 de los 71 paises que notificaron datos de 2007 tenian sistemas de
otorgamiento de licencias vigentes, de los cuales el 97,1porciento funcionaba
‘satisfactoriamente’ o “‘muy bien’).

50.  Ciento cuatro de los 132 paises que notificaron datos (incluidos los datos de los informes
de afos anteriores) indicaron que tenian sistemas de cupos vigentes. Ademas, 117 paises
notificaron que requerian el registro de los importadores. Se ha informado que se ha impartido
capacitacion a 12 464 funcionarios aduaneros en total (incluidos los datos de los informes de
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afios anteriores). No resulta claro si se trata de datos anuales o acumulativos. En la Tabla 13 se
presenta un resumen del costo de algunas SAQ y los productos sustitutivos.

51. La Secretaria del Fondo pidié aclaraciones acerca de los datos de precios que no
reflejaban los datos comparables de otro paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5. No se
proporcionaron datos para halones, metilbromuro o CTC.

52. La Tabla 13 indica que los precios medios del CFC-11, el CFC-12, el HCFC-22 y el R-
502 han aumentado y que mas paises experimentaron mas aumentos que disminuciones de
precios. Sin embargo, conforme a los datos de 2005 y 2006, los precios medios de los productos
sustitutivos (tales como el R-502) continGan siendo més altos que los precios del CFC-11 vy el
CFC-12, y el HCFC-22 sigue siendo ain mucho menos costoso que los CFC.

PART IV: EVALUACION DEL RIESGO DE INCUMPLIMIENTO

53. En su 532 Reunidn el Comité Ejecutivo pidio a la Secretaria del Fondo que lleve a cabo
una modificacion del documento sobre la situacién de cumplimiento para que incluyera una
evaluacion de los riesgos de incumplimiento basada en criterios, al mismo tiempo que participa
en consultas continuas con los paises y organismos a fin de asegurar que los paises que operan al
amparo del Articulo 5 estén incluidos en el proceso (decision 53/4)

54, En su 54% Reunidn, el Comité Ejecutivo pidié a la Secretaria del Fondo que continuara
con sus esfuerzos para obtener una respuesta de los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5
sobre la evaluacion del riesgo, los indicadores generales de posible riesgo de incumplimiento y
de su capacidad de alcanzar el cumplimiento. En primer lugar, se debe hacer hincapié que estos
factores de riesgo puede indicar posible dificultades para alcanzar el cumplimiento (decisién
54/4, inciso b).

55. Desde la 542 Reunion, la Secretaria del Fondo ha actualizado la evaluacion de los
factores de riesgo, teniendo en cuenta los datos para el 2007 con arreglo al Articulo 7 y de los
Programas de pais, incluyé informacion de los objetivos de consumo anual en los planes
nacionales de eliminacion y los planes de gestion para la eliminacion definitiva, afiadié nuevos
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proyectos aprobados por la 542 Reunion, actualizo la situacion mas reciente sobre la situacion de
la ejecucion basada en los informes sobre la marcha de las actividades presentados a la 552
Reunién y reviso la situacion de las acciones requeridas para los paises en las cuestiones
relativas al cumplimiento. Se prepararon respuestas pormenorizadas para varios paises que
solicitaron mas informaciones en relacion con la evaluacion de los factores de riesgo.

56.  Ademas, a los paises que no respondieron a los correos electrdnicos enviados antes de la
542 Reunidn, se le enviaron correos electronicos para recordarles de revisar la evaluacion de
riesgos actualizada y para obtener su respuesta sobre los factores de riesgo. Para obtener una
respuesta verbal, la Secretaria intentd también contactar a esos paises por teléfono.

57. En el Anexo Il se presenta un resumen de las informaciones de todos los factores de
riesgo en todos los paises, junto con una evaluacion del propio pais relativa a su capacidad de
alcanzar o mantener el cumplimiento tras haber evaluado los resultados de los indicadores de
riesgo. También facilita informacion a los paises con proyectos que tienen demoras en su
ejecucion y proyectos para los cuales se solicitaron informes adicionales sobre su situacion.

58. La Secretaria del Fondo ha recibido seis respuestas tardias a la primera evaluacion de los
factores de riesgo, lo mismo que 21 nuevas respuestas tras la recopilacion de los datos
actualizados. En el Anexo Il se presentan todos los paises que respondieron a la evaluacion de
los factores de riesgo.

Indicadores generales

59. Se invitd a los paises a suministrar comentarios acerca de la evaluacion de riesgo, junto
con sus opiniones acerca de su capacidad para cumplir con lo estipulado e informacidn sobre las
fuerzas que, en su pais, podrian alentar o menoscabar el cumplimiento. Se formularon preguntas
acerca de la informacion de los datos de programa de pais que se requerian para la evaluacion del
riesgo, especialmente respecto de los datos de precios y la integracion en las instituciones
nacionales.

60. De los 70 paises que respondieron al cuestionario de la Secretaria, 33 indicaron que se
sentian "muy confiados" respecto de la capacidad de su pais para cumplir con lo estipulado. Los
restantes paises indicaron que se sentian “confiados”. S6lo Vietnam indicd que "no confiaba™ en
su capacidad de cumplir con lo estipulado, sin especificar los motivos.

Fuerzas gue alientan o0 menoscaban la capacidad de cumplir con lo estipulado

61.  Varios paises respondieron positivamente a la pregunta acerca de las fuerzas que
alentarian un cumplimiento sostenido, indicando una potencial exposicion menor al riesgo de
incumplimiento futuro. Veinte y tres paises notificaron posibles obstaculos para lograr un
cumplimiento sostenido, incluyendo las siguientes fuerzas en sus respuestas:

e Existencia de un sector informal de refrigeracion y aire acondicionado;

e Comercio ilicito, y falta de rigor y uniformidad en los controles de importacion,
especialmente por tierra;
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e La falta de procedimientos y reglamentos rigurosos cuando se otorgan licencias a los
comerciantes que desean organizar el comercio de SAO,;

e  Precios muy parecidos entres las SAO y sus sustitutos;

e El uso de equipos de refrigeracion doméstica con CFC en los segmentos pobres de la
poblacion, que carecen de poder adquisitivo para comprar refrigeradores sin CFC;

e Inestabilidad politica y falta de seguridad en situaciones posbélicas;
e Demoras en la ejecucion e instalacion de equipos en el marco de los proyectos; y

e Procedimientos administrativos inadecuados o excesivamente complejos,

Otros indicadores generales

62. Con respecto de los otros indicadores generales de riesgo, 15 paises no han establecido
sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias segun los datos con arreglo al Articulo 7. Entre los 127
que hay establecido sistemas de licencias, ocho paises han indicado que sus sistemas de licencia
no estaban en funcionamiento. Los paises que no han establecido sistemas de licencias y aquellos
en que los sistemas no estan en funcionamiento se encuentran en riesgo de que se produzcan
importaciones inesperadas que ocasionan incumplimiento. Quince paises indicaron que no
registran a sus importadores. Los paises que no registran a sus importadores pueden estar en
riesgo de incumplimiento porgue no saben con exactitud cuales son los importadores de SAO,

63. Los paises que no han identificado actividades que estén siendo ejecutadas por una
dependencia nacional del ozono pueden no tener una dependencia operativa y se considera que
estan en riesgo porque las dependencias nacionales del ozono son los administradores primarios
del plan nacional de eliminacion de SAO. Para tres de los paises analizados, no hay informacion
suficiente para evaluar este indicador. Ciento treinta y nueve paises indicaron que tienen una
dependencia nacional del ozono operativa. Cuando las dependencias nacionales del ozono estan
plenamente integradas en las instituciones nacionales, es mas probable que puedan alentar
medidas gubernamentales de apoyo al cumplimiento. Para seis de los paises analizados no hay
informacion suficiente para evaluar este indicador. Ciento treinta y seis paises notificaron que su
dependencia nacional del ozono estaba integrada en las instituciones nacionales,

64. Los paises con proyectos con demoras y proyectos para los que se pidieron informes de
situacion adicionales estan sujetos a una estrecha supervision. De los 142 paises analizados, 16
tienen proyectos sujetos a demoras de 12 a 18 meses, o pedidos de informes de situacion.

Proyectos con demoras en la ejecucién

65. Hay 27 proyectos en curso que se han clasificado como proyectos con demoras en la
ejecucion y estan sujetos a los procedimientos del Comité para la cancelacién de proyectos
(véase “demoras en la ejecucion del proyecto” en el Anexo Ill, paginas 2 y 3). Los proyectos con
demoras en la ejecucion son aquellos: i) que se prevé completar con una demora de mas de 12
meses, y/o, ii) en los que no se ha efectuado ningin desembolso en un plazo de 18 meses después
de la aprobacion del proyecto. El desglose de los proyectos con demoras en la ejecucion por
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organismo de ejecucion y bilateral se presenta en la Tabla 14 como sigue: Alemania (1); el
Banco Mundial (3); Canada (1); Francia (2); Espafa (1); ONUDI (6); PNUD (5); y el PNUMA
(4). Se han recibido informes de todos los organismos sin embargo faltan cuatro proyectos de
Japén. Las demoras son frecuentemente causadas por factores relacionados con la empresa
beneficiaria (cinco).

Progreso en la solucion de las causas de las demoras

66. En sus informes, los organismos de ejecucion y bilaterales informaron que el progreso en
superar las demoras habia sido variable. Tres de los proyectos listados con demoras en la
542 Reunidn ya se han completado,

Proyectos con algun progreso

67.  Catorce proyectos se clasificaron en la categoria “con algin progreso” y los organismos
de ejecucidn y bilaterales indicaron que continuarian supervisando dichos proyectos (Anexo V).
No obstante el progreso observado, debe sefialarse que los proyectos aprobados por més de tres
afios deben continuar siendo supervisados en virtud de la decision 32/4. Por consiguiente, estos
proyectos no pueden ser retirados de la lista correspondiente a supervision antes de su
terminacion definitiva, sea cual fuere la amplitud del progreso que se haya logrado. Por lo tanto,
se recomienda continuar con la supervision de los mismos.

Proyectos sin progreso: notificacion de posible cancelacion

68. En el Anexo Il se presenta la lista de los proyectos para los cuales no se ha notificado
ningan progreso. Conforme a los procedimientos existentes, la Secretaria del Fondo enviara
avisos de posible cancelacion respecto de estos proyectos debido a que no han logrado ningun
progreso,

69. Los proyectos para los cuales no se ha notificado ninguin progreso por primera vez y para
los que la evaluacion se ha convenido con el organismo correspondiente, incluyen un proyecto
de refrigeracion en Argentina y un proyecto de asistencia técnica para el metilbromuro en la
Republica Arabe Siria, que se indican en el Anexo I11. Conforme a los procedimientos existentes,
la Secretaria del Fondo enviara avisos de posible cancelacion respecto de estos proyectos debido
a que no han logrado ningun progreso,
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Proyectos para los que no se notificaron progresos en dos reuniones consecutivas

70.  Antes de la 542 Reunién, se enviaron notas sobre posible cancelacion al pais y al
organismo respecto del proyecto que se identifica en el Anexo Ill, para el que no se habia
notificado ningun progreso en dos reuniones consecutivas del Comité Ejecutivo. Estas incluyen
dos proyectos de espumas en la Republica Islamica de Iran. En respuesta a la clasificacion de
proyecto sin progresos, se suministraran hitos y fechas limite a la 552 Reunion, en el contexto de
esta cuestion del orden del dia,

Posible cancelacion de proyectos y repercusiones del proyecto cancelado en el cumplimiento

71. En el Anexo 1 se identifica un proyecto para posible cancelacion por mutuo acuerdo. El
proyecto es para la Republica Arabe Siria. El proyecto esta sujeto a un procedimiento de
cancelacion porque no satisfizo los hitos aprobados con el Comité Ejecutivo.

Proyectos para los que se pidieron informes de situacion adicionales

72. Los proyectos de fortalecimiento institucional, bancos de halones, capacitacion aduanera,
recuperacion, reciclaje y demostracion, no estan sujetos a los procedimientos para la cancelacion
de proyectos. Sin embargo, el Comité Ejecutivo ha decidido continuar supervisandolos segun
corresponda (decision 36/14 b). Dado que se presentan informes sobre la marcha de las
actividades para todos los proyectos aprobados a la 552 Reunidn, no se requieren informes de
situacion adicionales.

73. El Anexo Il facilita informaciones sobre los proyectos que entran en las categorias que
siguen: completados, con progresos, con algin progreso, sin progreso notificado a una reunion,
sin progreso notificado a dos reuniones seguidas y para posibles cancelaciones.

Indicadores evaluados segun cada SAO

74, La evaluacion de los indicadores principales se detalla en la Parte | de este documento, y
formula la conclusién de que todos los paises que operan al amparo del Articulo 5 han recibido
financiacion o recibiran financiacion como parte de los planes administrativos o iniciativas
especiales del Programa de asistencia al cumplimiento, segun proceda.

75. Respecto de los indicadores de riesgo para cada SAO, en aquellos casos en que los
proyectos fueron aprobados hace menos de un afio, la implementacion puede haberse iniciado
recientemente y puede no haber habido tiempo suficiente evitar el riesgo de incumplimiento.
Cuarenta y tres paises tienen proyectos que se ocupan del consumo de CFC que se aprobaron
hace menos de un afio. Seis paises tienen proyectos de este tipo para halones, tres para
metilbromuro, diez para CTC y tres para TCA.

76. Los paises con proyectos o planes para la eliminacion definitiva que no se aprueban
puntualmente pueden encontrarse en riesgo de incumplimiento. Once paises indicaron que tenian
proyectos que se ocupan del consumo de CFC que no fueron aprobados conforme al calendario
previsto. Ningln pais tenia proyectos de halones que no se hubieran aprobado conforme al
calendario previsto, pero un pais tuvo demoras en al aprobacion de actividades para
metilbromuro, uno para los proyectos relativos al CTC y otro para los proyectos relativos al
TCA.
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77, Treinta y nueve paises indicaron que habian sufrido demoras en la ejecucion de
proyectos que se ocupan del consumo de CFC, 26 para halones, 21 para metilbromuro, 11 para
CTC y 12 para TCA. Los paises con proyectos o planes para la eliminacion definitiva cuya
ejecucion sufre demoras pueden encontrarse en riesgo de incumplimiento,

78. En el caso de los proyectos que no han desembolsado fondos durante el primer afio de
ejecucion, puede no haber habido actividades para reducir el riesgo de incumplimiento. Veinte y
cuatro paises indicaron que tenian proyectos que ya habian sido aprobados con mas de un afio de
anterioridad que se ocupan del consumo de CFC y en los que aun no se habian realizado
desembolsos, mas otros ocho para halones, diez para metilbromuro y seis para CTC y TCA
respectivamente,

79. Los paises cuyos patrones de consumo no indican una disminucion lineal uniforme en el
consumo pueden estar en riesgo de aumentar su consumo, a menos que se comprendan los
motivos del patron irregular. Del total de 142 paises analizados, en el caso del CFC, se indican
26 paises con un patron de consumo irregular, 20 para el metiloromuro, 19 para el CTC y 9 para
el TCA.

80. Si las importaciones reales no disminuyen mas rapidamente que los cupos para el mismo
periodo, el pais puede estar en riesgo de incumplimiento. Se han analizado los datos para
2005-2007. Hay 75 paises para los cuales no habia datos disponibles (ya sea para dos afios o los
tres afios) para los CFC, 107 para los halones, 99 para el metilbromuro, 105 para el CTC y
107 para el TCA, de manera que no se pudo calcular el indicador para estos paises. Veintiséis
paises indicaron que sus importaciones reales no estaban disminuyendo mas rapidamente que los
cupos en el caso de los CFC, tres paises en el caso de los halones, catorce paises en el caso del
metilbromuro, siete paises en el caso del CTC y seis paises en el caso del TCA,

81.  Si los niveles de importacion son mas elevados que los cupos, el pais puede encontrarse
en situacion de incumplimiento. No hubo datos para 39 paises en relacion con los CFC,
77 paises en relacion con los halones, 71 paises en relacion con el metiloromuro, 77 paises en
relacion con el CTC y 80 paises en relacion con el TCA. Once paises indicaron que sus
importaciones eran mayores que los cupos para el CFC, dos para los halones, 11 para el
metilbromuro, cinco para el CTC y uno para el TCA,

82. Los paises pueden estar en riesgo si la diferencia de precio entre el HFC-134a vy el
CFC-12 no esta disminuyendo. Para 71 paises, no se pudo calcular este indicador debido a la
falta de datos. Para 14 paises, la diferencia de precios no indico una tendencia de disminucion.

83. Los paises pueden estar en riesgo si la diferencia de precio entre el HFC-502 y el CFC-12
no estd disminuyendo. Para 97 paises, no se pudo calcular este indicador debido a la falta de
datos. Para 12 paises, la diferencia de precios no indicé una tendencia de disminucién,

Conclusiones

84. Los indicadores generales observan las précticas y politicas anteriores de los paises como
parte de una evaluacion general del riesgo. El analisis mostrd que, si bien la mayoria de los
paises no se encuentran potencialmente en riesgo conforme a estos indicadores, hay varios paises
que no han establecido sistemas de otorgamiento de licencias o en los que dichos sistemas no
estan en funcionamiento. También hay paises que todavia no registran a sus importadores,
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85. Respecto de los indicadores especificos, la mayoria de los paises no parecen estar en
riesgo de incumplimiento. Algunos paises enfrentan cuestiones relacionadas con aprobaciones
de proyectos, desembolsos tardios de las financiaciones, patrones de consumo fluctuantes y
niveles de importacién superiores a los cupos. Asimismo, para algunos paises, la diferencia entre
los precios del HFC-134ay el CFC-12 y el HFC-502 y el CFC-12, no indicaron una tendencia de
disminucion y las SAO siguen siendo menos caras que sus sustitutos.

86.  Varios paises comentaron acerca del valor de la evaluacion del riesgo. La evaluacion
actualizado del riego tuvo en cuenta los datos de los programa de pais para 2007 y esto permitio
incluir cuestiones relativas a los propios datos cuando se pidio la opinion del pais sobre sus
perspectivas de cumplimiento. Tal como sucedié en la evaluacién previa, para facilitar las
futuras evaluaciones de riesgos se solicitd informaciones adicionales sobre los datos de precios
relativas a todas las SAO, lo que también se incluyd en todos los cuestionarios enviados a los
paises.

87. Uno de los hallazgos clave de la evaluacién fue que 69 paises indicaron que se sentian ya
sea muy confiados o confiados en que podrian cumplir con lo estipulado después de haber
examinado la evaluacion de riesgo. Tal como se indica en el documento presentado a la
532 Reunidn, el Comité Ejecutivo pudiera tomar nota de los paises que han respondido a la
evaluacion de riesgo y han indicado que se sienten confiados en que alcanzaran o mantendran
sus objetivos de cumplimiento, asi como de los paises que no han respondido adn al cuestionario
enviado por la Secretaria del Fondo pero parecen presentar cierto riesgo de potencial
incumplimiento. La Secretaria podria continuar actualizando la evaluacion basada en el riesgo y
obtendria respuestas de los paises y enviaria notas a estos paises sefialando el posible riesgo y
solicitando aclaraciones acerca de sus opiniones sobre el cumplimiento futuro y la evaluacion del
riesgo.
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88.  EIl Comité Ejecutivo podria considerar oportuno:

DETAILED ANALYSIS OF THE STATUS OF IMPLEMENTATION IN COUNTRIES
SUBJECT TO DECISIONS OF THE PARTIES ON COMPLIANCE AND THOSE AT
RISK OF NON-COMPLIANCE

1. Annex | presents the detailed analysis of the status of implementation in countries subject
to decisions of the Parties on compliance and those at risk of non-compliance. The data tables in
Appendixes 1-V indicate whether a country has received a total phase-out agreement for a
specific controlled substance. The CFC analysis (Appendix 1) shows further whether a
low-volume consuming country (LVC) has received a Refrigerant Management Plan (RMP) or a
RMP update since the 31* Meeting of the Executive Committee, which should be sufficient to
ensure a country’s compliance at least up to, and including, the 85 per cent reduction target in
2007 (decision 31/48(h)). The analysis of halons (Appendix Il) indicates whether a halon
banking activity has been approved. Halon banking guidelines require that regulations
facilitating production and import bans are established within six months of the establishment of
a reclamation centre (decision 18/22). Decision 35/57 presumes that halon banking should be the
last project approved for the halon sector. The methyl bromide analysis (Appendix I11) indicates
further whether a country has received funding for a phase-out to meet the 2005 control measure.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR CFCs (Appendix I)

2. Based on their latest reported consumption data, 144 countries could now be considered
to be in compliance, but 67 have not yet reported 2007 data. The latest reported consumption for
these countries, combined, is 27,529 ODP tonnes compared to 38,918 ODP tonnes in last year’s
report. This is 136,036 ODP tonnes lower than their combined baseline level of
163,565 ODP tonnes. Of these countries, 101 are LVCs of which 91 have received support for
RMPs from the Multilateral Fund. This includes support for 75 LVVCs to meet their 85 per cent
reduction targets by 2007.

3. Countries have been grouped into three categories: (a) those whose latest consumption
exceeds the baseline freeze; (b) those in actual non-compliance or at risk of not meeting the 2005
reduction step because their latest consumption exceeds the 50 per cent baseline reduction target;
and (c) those in actual non-compliance or at risk of not meeting the 2007 reduction step because
their latest consumption exceeds the 85 per cent baseline reduction target.

@ Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the CFC baseline freeze

4. This category includes one LVC, Bosnia and Herzegovina. All other countries appear to
be in compliance. The Government of Bosnia and Herzegovina has received the following
support to enable its compliance:

e a national ODS phase-out agreement with the Executive Committee and an Action Plan
approved by the Meeting of the Parties that would allow it to complete the phase-out of
CFCs prior to 31 December 2007.
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(b) Countries at risk of not achieving the 50 per cent CFC baseline reduction

5. This category consists of three countries. These countries may be in non-compliance with
the control measures. It includes two LVCs, which may need to achieve additional CFC
phase-out, amounting to 241 ODP tonnes by 2005 in order to comply with the 50 per cent
reduction target. Of the three countries in this category, one has projects with phase-out included
in the 2008 business plans.

6. Of the three countries, the Executive Committee has approved RMPs for one LVC,
Solomon Islands. The Government of Solomon Islands has already received project funding for
complete phase-out of CFCs from the Executive Committee.

7. Bosnia and Herzegovina and India did not have an approved RMP, but have national
phase-out agreements with the Executive Committee.

(c) Countries at risk of not achieving the 85 per cent CFC baseline reduction

8. This category consists of 38 countries, including 24 LVCs, which may need to achieve
additional CFC phase-out amounting to 10,153 ODP tonnes by 2007 in order to comply with the
85 per cent reduction target. Of these 38 countries, 24 were to receive projects with phase-out in
the 2008 business plans.

0. Of the 38 countries, the Executive Committee has approved RMPs for six non-LVCs and
21 LVCs, including 27 countries that had already received either an RMP to meet their
50 per cent and 85 per cent reductions or had a national phase-out agreement approved. Palau
and Solomon Islands are two of the LVCs that have phase-out agreements with the Executive
Committee as part of the Pacific Island country strategy.

10.  There are two LVCs that have approved national phase-out agreements. These countries
are Albania and Turkmenistan. For Turkmenistan, funding has been approved by the GEF.

11.  The remaining nine countries that may require additional actions to achieve the
85 per cent reduction are Afghanistan, India, Republic of Korea, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya,
Malaysia, Philippines, Saudi Arabia, Somalia and United Arab Emirates. With the exception of
Somalia, all countries currently eligible for Fund assistance have national CFC phase-out
agreements with the Executive Committee, which contain a phase-out schedule that is consistent
with the targets in the Montreal Protocol. All of the countries that are at risk have received
support from the Executive Committee or have projects in the 2008-2010 business plans to
address their compliance needs, except for the Republic of Korea and the United Arab Emirates
that do not seek Multilateral Fund assistance.
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ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR HALONS (Appendix 1)

12. Based on their latest consumption data, 69 countries could now be considered to be in
compliance. The latest combined consumption for these countries is 2,106 ODP tonnes compared
to 5,947 ODP tonnes in last year’s report. This is 44,327 ODP tonnes lower than their combined
baseline level of 46,433 ODP tonnes.

13.  Seventy-five countries have reported no consumption of halons between 1995 and 2007.

14. Fifty-nine countries have received support for halon banking activities or phase-out
agreements. This includes those countries participating in regional halon banks. Halon banking is
presumed to be the last funded activity in the halon consumption sector for most countries but
there are some halon phase-out activities that are part of multi-sectoral phase-out agreements.

15. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the baseline freeze; and (b) those in actual non-compliance or at risk of not
meeting the 2005 control because their latest consumption exceeds the 50 per cent reduction
target.

@) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the baseline freeze for halons

16.  This category consists of one country, Somalia, which may require additional actions to
achieve compliance with the freeze on halons. Somalia would need to phase out a total of
1.1 ODP tonnes to meet the freeze target. Activities would be provided for in Somalia once
conditions exist for a sustainable activity.

(b) Countries at risk of not achieving the 50 per cent baseline reduction for halons

17. This category consists of one LVC country that may need to phase-out additional halons
amounting to 10 ODP tonnes by 2005 in order to comply with the 50 per cent reduction targets.
Somalia has reported latest consumption of 18.8 ODP tonnes in 2006.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR METHYL BROMIDE (Appendix I11)

18.  This section presents the analysis for compliance with methyl bromide control measures.
It should be noted that all data reported and used in this analysis relate to controlled use only,
which means that the data excludes quarantine and pre-shipment (QPS). All of the
138 Article 5 countries that have ratified the Copenhagen Amendment have reported complete
baseline data. Of these 138 countries, 57 reported zero for both the baseline consumption and the
latest consumption and one where 2007 consumption data is not available.

19. Ninety-nine Article 5 countries have received support from the Multilateral Fund for
methyl bromide activities and/or projects. This includes projects that will lead to a complete
phase-out of methyl bromide in 51 of these countries, partial phase-out in an additional 15, and
other forms of assistance received by 33.
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20.  Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the baseline freeze; and (b) those that could be in non-compliance or at risk
with the 2005 control because their latest consumption exceeds the 20 per cent reduction.
Appendix Il identifies those countries that have not ratified the Copenhagen Amendment.

@) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the MB baseline freeze

21.  This category consists of two countries that may require additional actions to achieve
compliance with the freeze target. These countries are Ecuador and Saudi Arabia. These
countries would need to phase-out a total of 82.3 ODP tonnes to achieve compliance with the
freeze. All countries at risk of not achieving the freeze have received assistance from the
Multilateral Fund.

22.  Saudi Arabia has phase-out agreements or approved projects under the Multilateral Fund
that amount to a total phase-out of methyl bromide consumption. Ecuador has a project for
partial phase-out to achieve the 20 per cent baseline reduction.

(b) Countries at risk of not achieving the 20 per cent MB baseline reduction

23.  This category consists of the following three countries: Ecuador, Honduras and
Saudi Arabia. This list includes two LVCs. These countries may need to meet additional
combined reduction amounting to 140.5 ODP tonnes by 2005 in order to comply with the
20 per cent reduction targets. These countries have received support for methyl bromide
activities from the Multilateral Fund. Two of these three countries (Honduras and Saudi Arabia)
have phase-out agreements or projects for total phase-out, and one country (Ecuador) has a
project for partial phase-out to achieve the 20 per cent baseline reduction. The Government of
Honduras has reported consumption data that are consistent with their Action Plan requirements.

CARBON TETRACHLORIDE (CTC) (Appendix 1V)

24.  This section presents the analysis of compliance with CTC control measures. All data
reported and used in this analysis are those related to controlled use only, which excludes
feedstock. Reported CTC consumption was not differentiated by specific end use, such as
solvents and process agents.

25.  Of the 143 countries with reported baseline data, 86 reported zero both for the baseline
and the latest consumption.

26.  The analysis addresses those countries that might be in non-compliance or at risk of not
meeting the 2005 control measures because their latest consumption exceeds the 85 per cent
reduction. Appendix IV notes those countries that have not ratified the London Amendment.

27.  Six countries might not achieve compliance with the 85 per cent reduction by 2005.
These countries would need to phase-out a total of 71.9 ODP tonnes to meet the 85 per cent
reduction by 2005. One of these six countries has reported consumption above 10 ODP tonnes:
Mexico (79.1 ODP tonnes).
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28.  The Multilateral Fund has provided funding for CTC phase-out agreements or projects in
five out of the six countries (Bolivia, Chile, Cuba, Ethiopia and Mexico). All countries that have
ratified the London Amendment and are eligible for Multilateral Fund assistance have received
assistance or have activities in the business plans, except for El Salvador.

METHYL CHLOROFORM (TCA) (Appendix V)

29. This section presents the analysis for compliance with TCA control measures. Of the
144 countries that have reported baseline data, 102 reported zero both for the baseline and the
latest consumption.

30.  Countries have been grouped into two categories: (a) those whose latest consumption
exceeds the baseline freeze; and, (b) those that could be in non-compliance or at risk of not
meeting the 2005 control measures because their latest consumption exceeds the 30 per cent
reduction target. Appendix V specifies those countries that have not ratified the London
Amendment.

31.  All countries are in compliance with the 2003 freeze target.
