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I ntroduction

1 Le présent document fait le résumé des gjustements financiers indiqués par les agences bilatérales
et les agences d’ exécution et convenus par le Secrétariat du Fonds. || comprend des données statistiques
sur des projets des agences bilatérales et des agences d’ exécution dont les soldes ont été détenus pour une
durée plus longue que la période permise de 12 mois aprés |'achevement du projet, conformément aux
décisions 28/7 et 56/2. Les données présentées sont fondées sur le modél e de rapport établi comme suite a
la décision 31/2 et qui comprend les soldes engagés et non engagés. En application de la décision 41/92,
alinéab), le présent document indique également le niveau des ressources disponibles au Comité exécutif
sous forme de liquidités et de billets & ordre, comme il est mentionné dans I’ Etat des contributions
(UNEP/OzL .Pro/ExCom/58/3). Le montant total des fonds retournés couverts dans ce rapport s' éléve a
735 826 $US, incluant les colts d’ appui et les intéréts.

Fondsretournés ala58°réunion par les agences d’ exécution

2. D’aprés les informations communiquées par les agences d'exécution, un montant total de
340 398 $US, excluant les colts d’ appui des agences, sera retourné a la 58° Réunion, comme I’indique le
Tableau 1.

3. Le Tableau 2 indique le nombre de projets ayant des soldes qui sont encore détenus par les

agences d'exécution et leur année d achevement. Il montre que, pour les projets terminés et fermés
jusques et y compris le 31 mai 2008 (depuis au moins 12 mois), les agences d’ exécution détenaient des
soldes d’ un montant total de 7 983 528 $US, excluant les codts d’ appui.

4, A sa 47° réunion, le Comité exécutif avait demandé au Secrétariat de continuer a surveiller les

tranches d'accords pluriannuels dans le cadre des documents sur les retards de mise en oeuvre et les
soldes des projets (décision 47/50, ainéab) ii)).

5. La Banque mondiale détient le solde le plus élevé, soit 3208 729 $US, dont 3 181 487 $US sont

imputables aux tranches d’ accords pluriannuels. Le PNUD détient un solde total de 1 051 018 $US, dont
99 864 $US sont imputables aux accords pluriannuels (APA), tandis que I’ONUDI détient un solde total
de 1384 615 $US, dont 1000 327 $US sont imputables aux APA. Le PNUE a indiqué un solde de
2 339 166 $US, dont 425 750 $US sont imputables aux APA. Le PNUE ale plus grand nombre de projets
avec des soldes (103), suivi du PNUD (89), de I’ ONUDI (34) et de la Banque mondiale (10).

6. Toutes les agences ont des projets achevés depuis plus de deux ans avec des soldes. La plupart
des fonds (3 181 487 $US sur un total de 5752 304 $US) proviennent de huit projets de la Banque
mondiale qui ont été achevés depuis plus de deux ans. Le PNUE a le plus grand nombre de projets (69)
achevés depuis plus de deux ans, avec des soldes totalisant 1 530 274 $US.

7. Il a été demandé aux agences d’expliquer pourquoi des projets achevés il y a plus de deux ans
disposent encore de soldes engagés. Le PNUE a expliqué gue les fonds sont octroyés a ses partenaires de
mise en cauvre sous forme d’ avances en especes assorties des conditions, telles que la présentation d’ états
financiers et de rapports d'inventaires. Toutes ces conditions et exigences doivent étre remplies avant que
les dépenses soient inscrites dans le systéme financier et que les paiements soient effectués. Dans de
nombreux cas, les avances sont versées par |'intermédiaire des bureaux extérieurs du PNUE. Il y a eu,
dans le passé, des retards dans la réception et I'inscription des rapports de décaissement. Le PNUE a
informé le Secrétariat qu’'il coopére avec les gouvernements intéressés pour répondre a toutes les
exigences de compte rendu. Le solde lié aux projets du PNUE achevés depuis plus de deux ans a
augmenté, passant de 2,1 millions a 2,3 millions $US.

8. Le PNUD a expliqué que les soldes, totalisant 519 466 $US, résultaient de projets exécutés par
les gouvernements. Il aindiqué que, a moins que ces soldes ne soient retournés par les gouvernements, les
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fonds ne pourront pas étre remboursés au Fonds ni inscrits comme soldes non engagés. Des que les
gouvernements rendront ces fonds, le PNUD pourra les retourner au Fonds multilatéral, en fonction du
statut « Achevé financierement » du projet, ou lorsque les gouvernements soumettront un rapport
financier qui nécessite I inscription des dépenses supplémentaires dans les comptes du PNUD.

9. Le solde détenu par I’ONUDI pour des projets terminés depuis plus de deux ans a baissé de pres
de 300 000 $US depuis la 57° Réunion du Comité exécutif. 1l reste un solde de 191 573 $US dans un
projet en Libye (LIB/REF/32/INV/03), a la suite de certaines difficultés de virement de fonds a
I"entreprise. Sur les 16 projets, huit sont des projets d accords pluriannuels avec des soldes engagés de
88 046 $US et des soldes non engagés de 101 337 $US. Les fonds qui restent de ces projets seront utilisés
avant |’achévement financier de ces tranches. Les soldes non engagés des différents projets seront
retournés aux Fonds multilatéral une fois que toutes les obligations auront été libérées et aprés
I"achévement financier des projets.

10. Le nombre total des projets de la Banque mondial qui comportent des soldes est passé de neuf ala
57° Réunion a dix a la 58°Réunion, tandis que le montant total des soldes a baissé, passant de
3236 340 $US & 3 208 729 $US.

Soldes engagés et non engagés

11. L e tableau ci-aprés montre les soldes engagés et non engagés des quatre agences d exécution :

12. Sur le montant total de 7983528 $US des soldes de projets achevés, transférés et fermés,
6 503 880 $US sont engagés (c'est-a-dire qu’ils seront dépensés) et 1 479 648 $US ne sont pas engageés.
Les agences d exécution sont tenues d' expliquer les raisons pour lesquelles les soldes non engagés n’ ont
pas été retournés dans les délais et d’indiquer la date a laquelle ils seront retournés (décision 31/2, alinéa

a) ii)).

13. Le PNUD a un projet fermé, deux projets transférés et 86 projets achevés. Il ne détient aucun
solde non engagé. Le nombre total de projets comportant des soldes a baissé de 95 projets a la
57°Réunion a 89 projets a la 58° Réunion. Le montant total des soldes est passé de 1574 173 $US a
1051018 $US.

14. Le PNUE a 103 projets achevés et des soldes non engagés de 670 823 $US. Le nombre total de
projets comportant des soldes a baissé de 130 projets a la 57°Réunion a 103 projets a la 58° Réunion. Le
montant total des soldes est passé de 3,7 millions $US a 2,3 millions $US. Le PNUE a expliqué que les
soldes non engagés de 670 000 $US sont des engagements non liquidés des années précédentes. D’ aprés
la procédure comptable interne du PNUE, tous |les engagements obtenus avant 2008 ont été annul és avant
la cléture des comptes de 2008 et crédités au méme exercice fiscal. Ces engagements annulés sont
comptabilisés comme des soldes non engagés de 2008; toutefois, le PNUE les engage de nouveau pour
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couvrir les obligations déa prises. Les montants engagés ne peuvent étre retournés au Fonds parce qu'ils
représentent des avances en liquides payés a des partenaires qui devront faire I’ objet de comptes rendus,
ou des activités pour lesquelles des décai ssements sont en attente.

15. L’ONUDI a 34 projets achevés et des soldes non engagés de 347 487 $US. Le nombre total de
projets comportant des soldes a baissé de 42 projets a la 57°Réunion a 34 projets a la 58° Réunion. Le
montant total des soldes est passé de 2,0 millions $US & 1,38 millions $US. L’ONUDI a expliqué que les
soldes non engagés seront retournés au Fonds multilatéral aprés|’ achévement financier des projets.

16. La Bangque mondiale détient des soldes engagés de 2 747 391 $US pour des projets achevés qui
résultaient tous d’ accords pluriannuels. Ces soldes correspondent & des tranches de programmes annuels
(PA) antérieurs pour deux projets pluriannuels et d'une tranche d'un projet pour le secteur de la
production. Ces soldes sont engagés parce que lorsque les pays ont atteint les buts de performance
respectifs indiqués dans I’ accord avec le Comité exécutif, la tranche ou le PA suivant est approuvé. La
Banque mondiale détient des soldes non engagés de 461 338 $US pour le Plan de gestion de HCFC en
Turquie, achevé en 2005. La Bangue a expliqué au Secrétariat que les questions sur les soldes dans le
contexte de I’ établissement du rapport périodique de 2008 ont soulevé la nécessité de rapprochement des
comptes et de consultation supplémentaires avec le gouvernement turc. La Banque a indiqué qu'elle
serait préte a rendre compte au Comité exécutif, a sa 58° Réunion, de la situation sur les soldes.

Colts d’appui des agences
17. A sa 35° réunion, le Comité exécutif avait demandé aux agences d’ exécution de retourner tous les
colts d appui associés aux soldes des projets achevés. Dans le cas ou des dépenses ont été engagees pour
ces codts, les agences d’ exécution devront fournir des explications et retourner les soldes (décision 35/13,
alinéa k)). Le Tableau 4 montre que 26 352 $US en colts d appui d’ agence seront retournés a la 58°
réunion.

18. Dans sa décision 56/2, alinéas b) et c), le Comité exécutif avait demandé aux agences bilatérales

de lui présenter, a sa 57° réunion, un rapport sur ce qu’elles comptaient faire des soldes des projets
achevés. Le Secrétariat était chargé de poursuivre la surveillance de ces projets et d’en faire rapport au
Comité exécutif. A titre de suivi, le Secrétariat avait demandé aux agences bilatérales ayant des projets
achevés avec des soldes retenus au-dela de la durée permise de douze mois apres I’ achévement des projets
d’ indiquer I’ usage qu’ elles feront de ces soldes.
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19. Le Tableau 5 indique les réponses regues des gouvernements de I’ Allemagne, du Canada, du
Danemark, de I' Italie et de la Finlande. || montre qu’ un montant total de 369 076 $US, incluant le colts
des projets, les colts dappui des agences et les intéréts, sera retourné a la
58° Réunion.

20. Le Tableau 5 montre que le gouvernement du Canada a retourné un solde de 47 460 $US pour

deux projets annulés: un projet de préparation de plan de gestion de I’ élimination finale (PGEF) pour le
Bénin (BEN/PHA/49/PRP/15) et une assistance technique pour un projet d’ élimination du bromure de
méthyle a Trinité-et-Tobago (TRI/FUM/49/TAS/08). Le gouvernement canadien a indiqué au Secrétariat
gue le PNUE a pu terminer le projet PGEF au Bénin sans utiliser les fonds supplémentaires du Canada.
Quant a I'assistance technique au projet d’élimination du bromure de méthyle a Trinité-et-Tobago,
I”accord de projet n’a pas été signe par le gouvernement pendant deux ans et demi apres I’ approbation du
projet et il est peu probable qu’'il soit signé dans un proche avenir. Le Canada retourne également au
Fonds le solde non utilisé de 122 $US en colit de projet et de 16 $US en colts d appui pour un projet
d' assistance technique achevé a Sainte-Lucie (STL/REF/41/TAS/08). Il a pris des mesures pour virer au
compte du Fonds le montant de 47 598 $US.

21. Le Danemark aretourné ala 58° Réunion un solde de 103 310 $US pour deux projets achevés. Ce
montant, incluant 59 363 $US en intérét, a été retourné au Fonds par I’ entremise du PNUD, qui était
I" agence d’ exécution.

22. Le PNUE, en tant qu’ agence d’ exécution des projets bilatéraux de la Finlande, a retourné ala 58°
Réunion le solde de 76 855 $US du projet NIC/REF/25/TAS/06, en indiquant que les soldes des autres
projets réalisés pour la Finlande seront retournés quand tous les paiements auront été effectués et inscrits
dans les comptes du PNUE.

23. L’ Allemagne retourne ala 58° Réunion un solde de 55 630 $US en co(it de projet et 7 232 $US en
colts d’ appui pour le projet URT/REF/36/TAS/14, qui est terminé. L’ Allemagne a indiqué au Secrétariat
son intention d’ utiliser ces fonds pour des projets bilatéraux futurs.

24, L’Italie a retourné a la 58° Réunion le montant de 72 196 $US en co(t de projet et 7 753 $US en
colts d'appui pour le projet YUG/REF/34/INV/13. D’un autre cbté, elle a signalé, pour le projet
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ROM/FUM/34/INV/19, un surpaiement a I’ONUDI qui avait été retourné ala 57° Réunion, résultant en
un crédit de 1 499 $US pour I’ Italie (1 282 $US en colit de projet et 217 $US en codits d’ appui). Ce crédit
a €été retranché du solde non utilisé du projet YUG/REF/34/INV/13, donnant un retour total de
78 451 $US par I'Italie a la 58° Réunion. L’Italie a avisé le Secrétariat de son intention de retourner ce
montant au Fonds.

25, L’Espagne a indiqué au Secrétariat qu'il n'y avait aucun solde restant dans le projet
LAC/FUM/47/ITAS/37, achevé en 2007.

26. L’Annexe Il au présent document donne des détails sur les projets dont les soldes ont été
retournés ala 58° Réunion par I’ Allemagne, le Canada, le Danemark, laFinlande et I’ Italie.

27. Le Tableau 6 indique les soldes détenus par les agences bilatérales et leurs années d' achévement.
Il montre que, pour les projets terminés et fermés jusques et y compris le 31 mai 2008 (depuis au moins
12 mois), les agences bilatérales détenaient des soldes d’un montant total de 205 939 $US, incluant les
colts d' appui. La France détient des soldes de 162 319 $US pour des projets terminés depuis plus de deux
ans.

28. L’Annexe | contient des informations supplémentaires sur les soldes engagés et non engagés,
ventilées par agence.

29. Sur le total des soldes de 8,1 millions $US dans les projets mentionnés dans le présent rapport,
guelque 4,7 millions $US proviennent d’APA et sur ce montant, environ 3,2 millions sont dans le
programme de mise en cauvre de la Banque mondiale. Comme cela a été le cas dans le dernier rapport sur
les soldes, la question des soldes dans les APA concerne surtout la Banque mondiale. Le présent rapport
indique également un solde de 162 319 $US détenu pour des projets bilatéraux terminés depuis plus de
deux ans.
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30. L’ état des contributions et des décaissements au 27 mai 2009 montre que le Trésorier dispose
d un solde de 89 461 196 $US sous forme de liquidités et de billets & ordre. Le montant total des soldes
retournés par les agences d’ exécution est de 366 750 $US, incluant les codts d’ appui. Le montant total des
soldes retournés par les agences bilatérales est de 369 076 $US, incluant les colts d’ appui et les intéréts
accrus. Le montant total des ressources disponibles aux fins d’ approbation par le Comité exécutif a sa
58°Réunion, compte ddment tenu du solde du Fonds indiqué dans le document
UNEP/OzL .Pro/ExCom/58/3, et le montant total retourné par les agences d exécution et les agences
bilatérales (a I'exclusion de I’ Allemagne qui souhaite utiliser le solde de 62 862 $US pour des projets
bilatéraux), s éléve a90 134 159 $US.

31. Etant donné que le niveau de financement requis pour les projets et les activités soumis a
I’examen du Comité exécutif est de 27 886 816 $US, les ressources dont dispose la 58° Réunion sont
suffisantes, compte tenu des approbations potentielles (UNEP/OzL .Pro/ExCom/57/16).
