a) La Partie | donne suite aux décisions 32/76 b) et 46/4, qui demandent au Secrétariat de
préparer, pour chague réunion du Comité exécutif, une mise ajour del’ é&at de conformité
des pays A5 qui font I’ objet de mesures de réglementation du Protocole de Montréal .

b) La Partie 1l contient des informations sur les pays A5 qui font I’ objet de décisions des
Parties et de recommandations du Comité d’ application relatives ala conformité.

C) La Partie Il présente des données sur la mise en ceuvre des programmes de pays (PP),
ains qu'une analyse des données sur la consommation de substances appauvrissant la
couche dozone (SAO) par secteur. Elle contient également une section sur les
caractéristiques des programmes nationaux d' élimination des SAO.

d) LaPartie IV présente la méthodol ogie d’ éval uation des risgues.

€) La Partie V contient des informations sur les projets souffrant de retards de mise en
oeuvre et |es projets pour lesgquels de nouveaux rapports de situation ont été demandés.

Compte tenu de la décision du Comité exécutif de demander aux pays A5 de faire leur propre évaluation
des risques de non-conformité, le Secrétariat a présenté dans la Partie |V |a méthodol ogie correspondante.

2. L’ analyse et les conclusions figurant dans e présent document ne préjugent aucunement de I’ état
de conformité déterminé par la Réunion des Parties, qui est le seul organe habilité a faire une telle
évaluation. Les données communiquées en application de I'Article7 (A7) du Protocole ont servi
exclusivement a déterminer sur une base annuelle I’ état de conformité des pays. L’ analyse présentée dans
les pages qui suivent est fondée sur une combinaison de données soumises au Secrétariat du Fonds sur
I’ exécution des programmes de pays pour diverses dates de conformité et sur les données A7. Le présent
document ne prétend donc pas déterminer la conformité per se. Il évalue plutét les perspectives des pays
A5 dans leurs efforts de réaliser la conformité par rapport a une ou plusieurs mesures de réglementation
du Protocole de Montréal. |l a pour principal objet de déterminer les SAO qu'il reste a éliminer par des
mesures appuyées par le Fonds multilatéral.

PARTIE I: ETAT ET PERSPECTIVE DE CONFORMITE (D’APRESLESDONNEESLESPLUS
RECENTES DISPONIBLES)

3. La présente section donne les résultats de I'analyse de I'éat de conformité aux mesures de
réglementation jusques et y compris les mesures de 2005 régissant les halons, le bromure de méthyle
(BM), le tétrachlorure de carbone (CTC) et le méthyle chloroforme (TCA) et les mesures de 2007
régissant les CFC.? L’ analyse suppose que la consommation la plus récente indiquée au titre de I’A7 ou
dans les programmes de pays tienne compte des quantités éliminées par des projets achevés approuvés par
le Comité exécutif. Une description détaillée de la méthodologie utilisée dans les analyses est présentée
dans la note UNEP/OzL .Pro/ExCom/37/18, soumise ala 37° réunion du Comité exécultif.

2 Aucun projet n'a été identifié comme se rapportant aux substances de I’ Annexe B-1; le Comité exécutif n’a ni
examiné ni financé de projets couvrant ces substances, qui doivent faire |’ objet d’ une réduction de 85 % par rapport
au niveau de base a compter de 2007.
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4. L’analyse a utilisé les données les plus récentes disponibles. Au 1% juin 2009, 28 pays A5 ont
soumis des données de 2008 en application de I'A7 et 77 pays ont soumis des données de 2007.
Trente-huit autres pays® ont communiqué au Secrétariat du Fonds des données de 2008 concernant la
mise en cauvre des programmes de pays conformément a la décision 17/34. On a suppose gue les niveaux
de consommation de SAO les plus récents indiqués n’ ont pas augmenté.

5. Les agences d'exécution bilatérales et multilatérales ont soumis des rapports d’avancement
annuels a la 58° Réunion du Comité exécutif, contenant des données sur |’ état de mise en cauvre de tous
projets et activités approuvés par le Comité jusqu'a la fin de 2008. Les données sur les approbations
potentielles de 2009 sont tirées du Plan d activités général du Fonds multilatéral pour les exercices
2009-2011, soumis ala 57° Réunion.

6. Le Secrétariat du Fonds poursuivra la synthése de toutes les données incluses dans les versions
antérieures des rapports sur I'état et les perspectives de conformité, qui ont servi aux analyses du
Secrétariat du Fonds. Ces données sont disponibles sur demande.

SECTEUR DE LA PRODUCTION

7. Parmi les sept* pays A5 qui disposent d’installations de production de CFC, les gouvernements de
I’ Argentine, de la Chine, de I'Inde, du Mexique, de la République populaire démocratique de Corée et de
la République bolivarienne du Venezuela, ont conclu des accords aux fins de réductions planifiées. Le
gouvernement du Brésil aindiqué qu’il a éiminé la production de CFC de sa propre initiative. Dans le
domaine de la production de halons, le gouvernement de la Chine a un accord en vigueur, tandis que le
gouvernement de I’ Inde a recu une subvention unique pour la cléture de ses installations de production.

8. Quatre pays (Brésil, Chine, Inde et République populaire démocratique de Corée) ont une
production de base de CTC. Le Comité exécutif a déa approuvé des projets pour |’ élimination totale de
CTC dans les secteurs de la production et de la consommation dans trois pays (Chine, Inde et République
populaire démocratique de Corée). Un projet pour le secteur des agents de transformation des CTC a été
approuvé pour le Brésil ala54° Réunion.

9. Des projets de fermeture des installations de production du bromure de méthyle (BM) ont été
approuvés pour la Chine, qui est I'un des deux seuls pays A5 ayant de telles installations, |’ autre pays
étant la République de Corée, qui ne demande pas |’ assistance du Fonds.

SECTEUR DE LA CONSOMMATION

10. La présente section fait le sommaire des résultats d' une analyse détaillée de la situation des pays
qui semblent étre en état de non-conformité ou qui risquent de I’étre. Le sommaire est fondé sur des
données figurant dans I’ Annexe |, qui contient des informations détaillées pour chague pays, ventilées par
substance. L’ Annexe | indique également si les pays ont recu toute | assistance qu’ils peuvent s attendre a
recevoir du Comité exécutif.

11. L'évaluation de I'état de conformité présentée a I’Annexe | montre également la date
d approbation de I'activité devant promouvoir la conformité et indique s le pays a rendu compte de
I" établissement d'un systéme de permis. Ces informations devraient contribuer a permettre au Comité

12. Le Tableaul fait le sommaire de la situation de conformité des pays aux mesures de
réglementation des CFC. D’ apres les données les plus récentes communiquées sur leur consommation,
134 pays semblent actuellement étre en conformité selon les données de 2007 ou 2008. Le Tableau 1
indigque le type de données soumises et |es données provenant de pays qui semblent étre en conformité. I
couvre aussi les pays qui présentent des risques de non-conformité, regroupés en trois catégories: i) pays
dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse e niveau de référence; ii) pays qui semblent étre en état de
non-conformité ou qui risguent de ne pas se conformer aux niveaux de 2005 parce que leur consommation
la plus récente dépasse la cible de 50 % de réduction; et iii) pays qui semblent étre en éat de
non-conformité ou qui risquent de ne pas se conformer aux niveaux de 2007 parce que leur consommation
la plus récente dépasse la cible de 85 % de réduction.

Halons

14. Le Tableau 2 est un sommaire de I’ é&at de conformité des pays aux mesures de réglementation
des halons.

Ces questions incluent les problémes de réglementation (systémes de permis/quotas et
interdiction d'importations de matériel contenant des SAO), la communication de données et la
conformité aux mesures de réglementation/plans d’ action, par substance. Le Tableau 6 indique I’ ampleur
des progrés réalisés pour donner suite aux décisions du Comité d’ application, sur la base des informations
fournies par le Secrétariat de I'Ozone et les agences, ainsi que des données contenues dans les
programmes de pays.

25. Sur les 47 probléemes de conformité dans les Parties visées a I'article 5 (A5) examinés par le
Comité d'application en 2009, 32 semblent avoir été résolus, ou les cibles semblent avoir été atteints;
dans le cas d'un pays, le probleme a été classé comme une non-conformité possible; six problemes n’ ont
pas été résolus ou les cibles n’ont pas été atteints; et aucune information n’a éé communiquée pour huit
problémes. Les données des programmes de pays ont indiqué que huit pays avaient atteint leurs cibles de
consommation prévues dans leurs plans d'action mais n’avaient pas encore communiqué de données au
titre de I’article 7. Les agences ont indiqué que les mesures de réglementation avaient été réalisées dans
quatre pays qui n'avaient pas indiqué de systéme de permis dans le document |e plus récent présenté ala
Réunion des Parties.

INFORMATIONS DANS L’ANNEXE I

26. L’Annexe |l contient des informations sur les pays qui font I’ objet de décisions des Parties liées a
la conformité et qui n’ ont pas encore pris les mesures stipul ées dans ces décisions, ou qui semblent étre en
situation de non-conformité. Les résultats sont ventilés par domaine de conformité et par pays.

27. L’ Annexe comprend également une colonne intitulée “Observations du Fonds multilatéral” qui
donne des renseignements tirés des rapports sur les données des programmes de pays soumis par les
Unités nationales d’ ozone, les apports des agences d’ exécution multilatérales et bilatéraes, ainsi que des
données figurant dans les rapports périodiques et les rapports de situation les plus récents.

28. La Partie Il contient des données sur la mise en cauvre des PP, soumis au Secrétariat du Fonds
avant le 1¥ mai de chaque année, indiquant la consommation de SAO par secteur. La présente section
présente également des renseignements sur les caractéristiques des programmes d’ élimination de SAO des

pays.
DONNEES SUR LA CONSOMMATION DE SAO PAR SECTEUR

29. La base de données sur les programmes de pays peut étre consultée sur le site web du Secrétariat
du Fonds (www.multilateralfund.org) sous le format de tableur électronique Excel 2002 de Microsoft.

30. Au 1% juin 2009, le Secrétariat a recu les données les plus récentes des programmes de pays
soumises pour 2008, envoyées par 66 des 143 pays qui doivent soumettre de tels rapports; il en arecu de
77 pays pour 2007. Les pays ci-aprés n'ont jamais communiqué de données de programme de pays :
Afrique du Sud, Arabie saoudite, Erythrée, Guinée équatoriale, République d’Irag, Somalie et Vanuatu.
Tous les pays ont ratifié le Protocole en 2005 ou avant, sauf I'lrag. Il convient de noter que le
renouvellement des projets de renforcement des institutions est conditionnel a la réception de telles
données. Par ailleurs, les données de mise en cauvre des programmes de pays doivent étre soumises avant
la derniére réunion de I'année et aux réunions qui suivent, comme condition préalable a |’ approbation de
fonds pour les projets et leur libération.

3L Bien que les niveaux de consommation enregistrés relévent d'années différentes et ne

correspondent pas nécessairement aux données soumises au titre de I’ A7, les données des programmes de
pays permettent de faire une évaluation sectorielle a jour, par pays et al’ échelle mondiale. Ces données
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devraient aider les pays A5 intéressés et le Comité exécutif a évaluer les quantités qu'il reste a éliminer
sur une base sectorielle.

32. Le Tableau 7 présente |e total de la consommation restante de SAO a éliminer par substance, que
le Comité exécutif n’a pas encore examiné, compte tenu des Dominicaine, des PGF pour les pays FVC et
du stockage de halons.

33. Le document soumis a la 55° réunion du Comité exécutif indiquait qu’il restait 3 483,8 tonnes

PAO arégler, d aprés les données les plus récentes des PP, comte tenu des projets approuvés mais non
mis en oeuvre. La réduction de la consommation de 1 874,8 tonnes PAO résulte des approbations de
financement des 55° 56° et 57° réunions du Comité exécutif et des données actualisées de la
consommation regues depuis la publication du document pour examen ala 55° réunion. La consommation
restante de SAO est fondée sur les informations communiquées par les 136 pays A5 qui ont soumis des
données PP. D’ apreés les données communiquées au titre de I’ A7 par les sept autres pays, et compte tenu
de I’ élimination représentée par les PGF des pays FVC, les banques de halons, les projets d' élimination
totale et les Dominicaine approuvés en principe, la quantité totale restante de SAO serait de
3073,2 tonnes PAO (Tableau 8).

CARACTERISTIQUES DESPROGRAMMESNATIONAUX D'ELIMINATION

36. La nouvelle forme de présentation des données de programmes de pays adoptée en vertu de la
décision 46/39 a permis aux unités nationales d' ozone (UNO) de déterminer les perspectives de
conformité d’un point de vue quantitatif aussi bien que qualitatif.

Exhaustivité des données

37. La nouvelle forme de présentation des données de programmes de pays est en vigueur depuis
quatre ans. Elle est utilisée par 61 des 62 pays qui ont soumis des données pour 2008. La plupart des
données communiquées sous cette nouvelle forme sont complétes, sauf pour la section des
réglementations. Aucun pays n’a soumis de données de 2008 par e systéme en ligne, qui a été inauguré le
25 avril 2007. Sur les 143 pays qui sont tenus de fournir des données de programmes de pays aux fins
d analyse dans le présent document, seuls 62 pays se sont exécuteés.

Résumé des données

38. Soixante-deux des 143 pays disposant de PGF/NPP/TPMP ont indiqué avoir progressé dans
I’ exécution de leurs PGF. Parmi les pays qui ont communiqué des données avant 2008 et ceux qui ont
soumis des données pour 2008, 109 sur 136 pays ont enregistré de tels progrés dans I’ exécution de leurs
PGF.

39. Les pays qui ont communiqué des données avant 2008 et ceux qui ont soumis des données pour
2008 ont indigué un nombre total de 11 360 appareils de récupération et 4 068 dispositifs de recyclage en
exploitation. Parmi les pays qui utilisent des dispositifs de R&R, 64,4 % signalent que ces appareils
fonctionnent bien ou trés bien. Un total de 315,3tonnes PAO de CFC-11 a été récupéré, dont
143,3 tonnes PAO ont été réutilisées, et un total de 5886,6 tonnes PAO de CFC-12 a été récupéré, dont
2 814,8 tonnes PAO ont été réutilisées. Les données sur les autres SAO n’ ont pas été recueillies.

40. Dans I’ensemble, les données communiquées pour 2008, 2007 et 2006, combinées avec les
données tirées des rapports des années précédentes, indiquent au total la formation de 76 733 techniciens
d’ entretien de réfrigération, la certification de 59608 de ces techniciens et la formation de
3 451 formateurs de techniciens dans ce domaine.

41. Sur les 136 pays qui ont communiqué des données sur les systémes de permis, 128 pays ont
signalé gqu'ils utilisent des tels systémes (112 des 119 pays ayant soumis des données utilisent ces
systemes, dont 85,2 % fonctionnaient bien ou tres bien).

42. Sur les 136 pays qui ont communiqué des données sur les systemes de quota (incluant des
données tirées des rapports des années antérieures) 112 pays ont indiqué avoir mis en place de tels
systemes. En outre, 123 pays exigent I’ inscription des importateurs. Un nombre total de 12 867 agents de
douane a été signalé comme ayant regu une formation (compte tenu aussi des données tirées des rapports
des années antérieures). On ignore S'il s agit de données annuelles ou cumulatives. Les colts de certaines
SAOQ et des produits de remplacement sont indiqués dans le Tableau 10.

Le Tableau 10 ci-dessus montre gque le prix moyen du CFC-11 a continué d’ augmenter. Le prix
moyen du CFC-12 était |égerement inférieur, mais les prix des HCFC-22, HCFC-141b, HCFC-142b et
HFC-134a sont beaucoup moins éevés que ceux des CFC-11 et CFC-12.

A sa 57° réunion, le Comité exécutif a encouragé « les Parties intéressées visées a I’ article 5 de

mener a bien leur propre évaluation des risques au regard de la conformité en mettant pleinement en
application la méthode et les indicateurs établis par le Secrétariat (décision 57/5 b)). La présente section
couvre la méthodol ogie appliquée pour I’ évaluation des risques.

46. Les données utilisées pour I’ évaluation des risques proviennent essentiellement des rapports des
pays visés a |’article 5 eux-mémes, ainsi que des informations sur les projets que le Comité exécutif a
approuvés a leur intention. A cet égard, chacun des pays visés a I’article 5 dispose de la plupart des
données dont il a besoin pour faire sa propre évaluation. Les données supplémentaires qui pourraient étre
utilisées figurent dans les rapports d’ avancement présentés a la 58° réunion dans le Rapport périodique
consolidé (UNEP/OzL .Pro/ExCom/58/10), en plus des informations contenues dans le présent document
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portant sur les projets ayant des retards de mise en oeuvre et sur les projets pour lesguels de houvealix
rapports de situation ont été préparés.

47. L’évaluation de risques comprend a la fois des indicateurs généraux et des indicateurs
particuliers. Les indicateurs généraux sont classés en catégories couvrant les facteurs suivants: systemes
de permis et registres des importateurs;, mesure dans laquelle I’'UNO est opérationnelle et intégrée dans
les ingtitutions nationales du pays, point de vue du pays sur la conformité et les forces facilitant la
conformité ou y faisant obstacle, et durée des retards des projets en cours. Les principaux indicateurs sont
liés a I’assistance que le Fonds multilatéral a fournie ou non pour éiminer la consommation restante
d’'une SAO donnée, soit par desinitiatives CAP ou des projets approuveés couvrant toute la consommation
restante. Le deuxiéme groupe comprend les indicateurs liés aux retards, aux calendriers et aux taux de
décaissement des projets relativement a la consommation restante, |’ approbation de tranches annuelles,
les tendances de consommation et les comparaisons entre les importations et les quotas, ainsi que le colt
des SAO comparé a celui des produits de remplacement éventuels. Les pays peuvent se référer aux
évaluations antérieures, réalisées par le Secrétariat du Fonds, et les mettre a jour d’ aprés les données des
nouveaux programme de pays.

PART V: PROJETS AYANT DES RETARDS DE MISE EN OEUVRE ET PROJETS POUR
L ESQUEL S DE NOUVEAUX RAPPORTSDE SITUATION ONT ETE DEMANDES

48. Dix-neuf projets en cours ont été classés comme projets ayant des retards de mise en oeuvre et
sont soumis a la procédure d’annulation du Comité (voir Annexe 1I1). Il s'agit de: i) projets qui seront
terminés aprés plus de 12 mois de retard et/ou ii) projets ol aucun décaissement n'a eu lieu durant la
période de 18 mois suivant leur approbation. Le Tableau 11 fait la ventilation des projets ayant des retards
de mise en oeuvre par agences d’ exécution et agences bilatérales: PNUD (cing); ONUDI (trois); PNUE
(quatre); Japon (trois); Bangue mondiale (trois); Allemagne (un). Toutes les agences ont soumis des
rapports. Les retards sont dus le plus souvent a des rai sons techniques (cing), des facteurs externes (deux),
al’agence d exécution (un). Aucune raison n’a été donnée pour les 11 autres projets.

49, Dans leurs rapports, les agences d’ exécution et les agences bilatérales ont signalé divers degrés

d’avancement dans la résolution des retards. Un des projets indiqués comme souffrant de retards a la

projets seront retirés de la liste des projets souffrant de retards de mise en oeuvre.

Projets présentant quelques progres

50. Seize projets ont été classés comme présentant “quelques progres’, et les agences d’ exécution et
les agences bilatérales ont fait savoir qu’elles continueront de les suivre (Annexe IV). Quoi qu'il en soit,
il convient de noter que les projets approuvés depuis plus de trois ans doivent faire I’ objet d'un suivi, en
application de la décision 32/4. 1ls ne peuvent donc pas étre retirés de la liste aux fins de surveillance
préalablement a leur exécution finale, quels que soient les progrés déa accomplis. C'est pourquoi il est
recommandé d’ en poursuivre le suivi.

Projets pour lesquels des rapports de situation supplémentaires sont demandés

51. Les projets de renforcement des institutions, de stockage de halons, de formation des agents de
douane, de récupération et de recyclage et de démonstration, ne sont pas soumis aux procédures
d annulation. Le Comité exécutif a néanmoins décidé de continuer de les surveiller, le cas échéant
(décision 36/14 b)). A sa 57° Réunion, le Comité exécutif a demandé 15 nouveaux rapports de situation.
Ces rapports sont requis s'il Ny a aucune indication de progrés dans le rapport précédent et/ou si de
nouveaux obstacles a la réalisation du projet ont été signalés. Des rapports supplémentaires ont été
demandés pour six projets, aux fins de soumission ala 59° Réunion (Annexe V) et pour un projet dont le
rapport est demandé pour la 58° Réunion.

52. L’ Australie a indiqué qu'’ elle rendrait compte des résultats d’ une réunion des pays insulaires du
Pacifique et qu’'elle demanderait alors des informations sur I’ établissement du systéme de permis et sur

DETAILED ANALYSISOF THE STATUSOF IMPLEMENTATION IN COUNTRIES SUBJECT
TO DECISIONSOF THE PARTIES ON COMPLIANCE AND THOSE AT RISK OF
NON-COMPLIANCE

1 Annex | presents the detailed analysis of the status of implementation in countries subject to
decisions of the Parties on compliance and those at risk of non-compliance. The data tablesin Appendixes
I-VI indicate whether a country has received a total phase-out agreement for a specific controlled
substance. The CFC anaysis (Appendix 1) shows further whether a low-volume consuming country
(LVC) has received a Refrigerant Management Plan (RMP) or a RMP update since the 31% Meeting of
the Executive Committee, which should be sufficient to ensure a country’s compliance at least up to, and
including, the 85 per cent reduction target in 2007 (decision 31/48(h)). The analysis of halons (Appendix
I1) indicates whether a halon banking activity has been approved. Halon banking guidelines require that
regulations facilitating production and import bans are established within six months of the establishment
of areclamation centre (decision 18/22). Decision 35/57 presumes that halon banking should be the last
project approved for the halon sector. The methyl bromide analysis (Appendix I11) indicates further
whether a country has received funding for a phase-out to meet the 2005 control measure. Appendices 1V
and V present information on the carbon tetrachloride (CTC) and methyl chloroform (TCA) phase-out,
respectively. A new appendix was added to provide information on latest HCFC consumption only, as
the baseline will not be established until after 2010.
