CONTRIBUCIONES PENDIENTES DE LA FEDERACION DE RUSIA
AL FONDO MULTILATERAL
(DECISION 59/54)

Antecedentes

1. A fecha del 5 de marzo de 2010 las contribuciones de la Federacion de Rusia pendientes de pago
al Fondo Multilateral ascienden a un valor de 103 131 225 SEUA. De ello se desprende que la
Federacion de Rusia no ha contribuido al Fondo absolutamente nada desde la fundacion del mismo. La
cuestion del impago de las contribuciones al Fondo Multilateral por parte de la Federacion de Rusia se
abord6 en la ultima reunién del Comité Ejecutivo celebrada en Port Ghalib (Egipto), en el punto "Otros
asuntos" del orden del dia. En su presentacion de la cuestion, la Directora recordd que habia tratado la
cuestion del impago de las contribuciones al Fondo con el representante de la Federacion de Rusia en la
16" Reunion de las Partes celebrada en Praga (Republica Checa) en 2004. Tras ello habia también
informado a la 44* Reunién del Comité Ejecutivo, celebrada asimismo en Praga, de que la demora para
tomar una decision sobre el pago al Fondo de la contribucidn del pais se debia a la reorganizacion de las
responsabilidades ministeriales en el Gobierno. Como resultado de ello, el Comité Ejecutivo habia
decidido, en su 44* Reunion, pedir a la Secretaria que se comunicara con el Gobierno de la Federacion de
Rusia en relacion con la cuestion de sus contribuciones. La Directora envid posteriormente varias cartas
al Gobierno de la Federacion de Rusia el 14 de enero de 2005, el 19 de agosto de 2005, el 16 de diciembre
de 2005, el 13 de febrero de 2006 y el 12 de enero de 2009. También mantuvo reuniones bilaterales con
el representante de la Federacion de Rusia durante las Reuniones de las Partes y las reuniones del Grupo
de Trabajo de composicion abierta.

Los documentos previos al periodo de sesiones del Comité Ejecutivo del Fondo Multilateral para la Aplicacion del Protocolo de
Montreal no van en perjuicio de cualquier decision que el Comité Ejecutivo pudiera adoptar después de la emision de los mismos.
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2. La respuesta de la Federacion de Rusia a la carta mas reciente de la Directora, (ambas se
distribuyeron en la 59 Reunion del Comité ejecutivo recogidas en el documento
UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/59/Inf.3), indicaba que la anulacion, de alguna manera, de las contribuciones
atrasadas acumuladas al Fondo Multilateral podria tener cierto efecto en la adopcion de una decision
positiva por parte del Ministerio de Finanzas de la Federacion de Rusia con respecto al pago de las
contribuciones actuales de la Federacion de Rusia al Fondo Multilateral para la Aplicacion del Protocolo
de Montreal. La Directora indico durante la 59* Reuniéon que la Secretaria agradeceria la orientacion del
Comité Ejecutivo sobre la forma de actuar a este respecto.

3. Un Miembro consideré que el asunto no deberia tratarlo el Comité Ejecutivo sino las Partes,
mientras que otro sefalé que la respuesta de la Federacion de Rusia habia llegado a los Miembros
demasiado tarde para que éstos pudieran recibir indicaciones de sus respectivas capitales, y sugirié que el
asunto se aplazara para que lo estudiara el Comité en su 60 Reunion y decidiera si se trataba de una
cuestion para la Reunion de las Partes. Tras el debate, el Comité Ejecutivo decidié pedir a la Secretaria
que pusiera el asunto de las contribuciones pendientes de la Federacion de Rusia al Fondo Multilateral en
el orden del dia para que lo estudiara el Comité en su 60" Reunion. Asi pues, el documento
UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/59/Inf.3 se ha vuelto a distribuir como seguimiento a la Decision 59/54 y se
adjunta como Anexo 1 al presente documento para someterlo a la consideracion de los miembros del
Comité Ejecutivo.

4, De conformidad con las instrucciones de la Secretaria, la Tesoreria confirmé que no habia ningtin
otro precedente en el que la Federacion de Rusia no hubiera pagado desde un principio sus contribuciones
a un Acuerdo Multilateral sobre el Medio Ambiente. Ademas, no hay tampoco precedente alguno de un
Acuerdo Multilateral sobre el Medio Ambiente en el que una Parte haya acumulado impagos que fueran
perdonados o cancelados. La ultima vez que la Tesoreria envio su factura y recordatorio de pago a la
Federacion de Rusia fue el 13 de enero de 2010. Los recordatorios se envian tres veces al afio a todas las
Partes que tengan promesas en mora. Durante 2010 se enviaran a la Federacion de Rusia otros dos
recordatorios si el monto total impagado no se liquida en su totalidad a lo largo del presente afio en curso.

RECOMENDACIONES
5. El Comité Ejecutivo puede estimar oportuno:
a) Tomar nota del documento UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/60/4 y del Anexo I;

b) Pedir a la Directora que responda a la carta del Gobierno de la Federacion de Rusia y
transmitir en ella los puntos de vista del Comité Ejecutivo al respecto del largo historial de
impago de las contribuciones por parte de la Federacion de Rusia, como se formulo en la
60? Reunion; y

c) Considerar si remitir la cuestion del impago de las contribuciones de la Federacion de
Rusia al Fondo Multilateral para su examen en la préxima reunion del Grupo de trabajo de
composicion abierta y/o la 22* Reunion de las Partes en el Protocolo de Montreal.

Dear Ms. Nolan,

In response to your letter of 12 January 2009 pertaining io the issue of payment of contributions of the Russian
Federation Government to the Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol on ozone depleting
substances I would like to convey the following.

As is known, the Montreal Protocol was ratified by the Unrion of Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR) in 1988. The
London amendment to the Montreal Protocol was adopted in June 1990 and became the basis for the establishment
of the Multilateral Fund for the Implementation of the Montreal Protocol on ozone depleting substances and, in
particular, for providing financial and technical assistance to the developing countries in achieving the goals of the
Montreal Protocol. The London amendment was ratified by the USSR in 1991. It should be pomted out that at the
time the issue of ratifying the London amendment was considered, the USSR proceeded from the assnmption that
the contribution to the budget of the Multilateral Fund would be made exclusively by way of rendeting technical
assistance and transferring the advanced ozone-safe technologies that were then available in the USSR to the
developing countries. It was assumed that the contribution of the USSR would be made in non-cash form and as part

of bilateral cooperation, as per Article 10.6 of the Montreal Protecol for the Parties not covered by paragraph 1 of
Article 1 {(developed countries).

However, in August 1991 well-known political developments took place in the USSR which resulted i the
disintegration of the country. The USSR ceased to exist on 26 December 1991, apd the economic potential
throughout the entire post-Soviet space became sipmficantly weaker, which made it impossible to start the

implementation of the technical assistance plans for the developing countries within the framework of the
Multilateral Fund.

The President of the Russian Federation in his letter of 24 December 1991 informed the UN Secretary General that
the Russian Federation as a newly established state would assume the USSR membership in the UN Security
Council and al} other UN agencies (UNEP received the note in this regard on 31 December 1991).

Based on this premise, the RF Governrent started the implementation of its obligations under the Montreal Protocol
within its junisdiction. In the period that has elapsed (since 1992) Russia has conducted multifaceted activities aimed

at stopping the production of ozone-depleting substances regulated by the Montreal Protocol and a stage-by-stage
transition to the substances allowed for the use in industry.

All of these measures were undertaken in a very difficult economic and financial situation in the country, with the
1998 default and its catastrophic consequences. As a result of the efforts on the part of the Russian Government, by
2001 the production of ozone-depleting substances included in the A and B lists of the Montreal Protocol was
stopped completely, which required significant additional spending estimated at a total of 0.3 billion USD. It is
obvious that against the background of constant deficit of funds and the multitude of tasks facing the country the

solution of which was vital for the RF Government the issue of rendering assistance to other countrics became quite
irrelevant.

Nevertheless, Russia which was from its inception a country with a transition economy (note: from the viewpoint of
its economic potential the Russian Federation of the 1990ies was much closer to the developing countries than to the
developed ones) as a Party not categorized as operating under Article 5 paragraph 1 of the Montreal Protocol had to
pay considerable amounts, as per Article 10.6 of the Montreal Protocol, to the Multilateral Fund, the same way as
the industrialized countries, in accordance with the annual dues which in 1994 and 1995 amounted to 11.7 million
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USD. By 2009 the total arrears in contributions assessed on the Russian Federation were in excess of 100 miilion
USD. The payment of such an amount for assisting the developing countries in the framework of the Montreal
Protocol is a rather daunting task for any country, even an industrialized one.

Pursuant to the obligations of the Russian Federation under the Montreal Protocol the RF Government has
repeatedly instructed the RF Ministry of Finance (Minfin of Russia) to examine the possibility of paying the arrears
to the Multilateral Fund. Unfortunately, the justifications presented to the Minfin of Russia for allocating such funds
from the budget were insufficient for a positive resolution of the issue. The situation with regard to paying the debt
and/or the assessed contribution for 2009 in the amount of 1.94 mullion USD became even more acute at the

beginning of the year due to the environment of the global financial and economic crisis and the resulting significant
deficit in the Russian Federation budget.

The ocutcome of the consuitations held with the Minfin of Russia in the course of prepaning this response does not
give us grounds to hope that the payment of the contribution to the Multilateral Fund could start in 2010.

In this connection the Russian Federation Ministry of Finance recommended that we should revisit this issue at a
later date. Additionally, it should be pointed out that the writing off, in any form, of the accrued arrears in the
contributions to the Multilateral Fund could have a considerable effect on the adoption of a positive decision by the

Minfin of Russia with regard to the paymeat of the current contributions of the Russian Federation to the
Multilateral Fund of the Montreal Protocol.
