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RESUME ANALYTIQUE

e Tous les pays qui risquent de ne pas se conformer aux réductions intérimaires ou qui posseédent une
consommation restante avant 1’élimination (et la réduction du méthylchloroforme) de 2010 disposent
soit de projets approuvés pour atteindre ces objectifs, soit d’activités inscrites dans les plans
d’activités de 2010-2014 qui contribueront a leur réalisation, soit d’activités conduites dans le cadre
du Fonds mondial pour I’environnement, a I’exception de :

o L’Equateur pour le tétrachlorure de carbone qui est en conformité, mais posséde une
consommation restante de tétrachlorure de carbone de 0,1 tonne PAO ;

o Un pays n’a pas encore communiqué les données 2008 ou 2009 en vertu de I’article 7 ou ses
données de programme de pays et par conséquent, I’évaluation de ses perspectives de conformité
repose sur les données des années précédentes ;

o Les données de consommation les plus récentes indiquent que 84 pays (60 avec les données
de 2008 et un avec les données de 2007) persistent a avoir une consommation de CFC, mais
59 pays ont indiqué une consommation nulle et quatre ont indiqué une consommation négative ;

o Les données de consommation les plus récentes indiquaient toutefois que la plupart des pays
possédent une consommation nulle de substances restantes (a 1’exclusion des HCFC), avec
uniquement huit pays signalant une consommation de halons (sept avec les données de 2008) ;
35 pays indiquant une consommation de bromure de méthyle (19 avec les données de 2008) ;
15 indiquant une consommation de tétrachlorure de carbone (neuf avec les données de 2008) ; et
deux pays dépassant 1’objectif de 70 pour cent de méthylchloroforme pour 2010 (un avec les
données de 2008) ;

o Tous les pays ont regu des fonds de préparation d’un plan de gestion de I’élimination des HCFC
ou ont soumis une demande a cet effet lors de la 61° réunion.

e En ce qui concerne les pays susceptibles de présenter des problémes de conformité pris en
considération par le Comité de mise en ceuvre en 2010, sur les 41 problémes constatés dans des pays
visés a ’article 5, 26 ont été résolus.

e Les données sur la mise en ceuvre des programmes de pays (PP) indiquent ce qui suit :

o Tous les pays ont communiqué les données conformément au nouveau format approuvé depuis
cing ans, mais seulement cinq pays ont communiqué leurs données de 2009 a I’aide du systeme
en ligne ;

o A partir d’une consommation de SAO totale estimée de 3 073 tonnes PAO en 2009 dans les pays
visés a larticle 5, a I’exclusion des HCFC, environ 1 155,1 tonnes PAO (y compris les données
relatives a I’article 7 pour les quatre pays n’ayant pas communiqué les données de programme de
pays) doivent étre considérées par le Comité exécutif pour suite a donner ;

o La majeure partie de la consommation de 1 155,1 tonnes PAO concerne le bromure de méthyle
(1 107,2 tonnes PAO) suivi des CFC (47,8 tonnes PAO) ;

o Une consommation totale de 441 738 tonnes métriques de HCFC (29 101 tonnes PAO) a été
rapportée dans les données de programme de pays. Pour les 53 pays ayant communiqué les
données de 2008 et 2009, la consommation de HCFC a diminué de 0,3 pour cent ;
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o 102 des 129 pays qui ont communiqué des informations sur les plans de gestion des frigorigénes /
plans nationaux de gestion de I’¢limination / plan de gestion de 1'élimination finale ont indiqué
avoir progressé dans leur exécution ou achevé leur mise en ceuvre ;

o Parmi les pays qui ont soumis des informations sur les systémes de permis, 130 pays sur 138 ont
indiqué que ces systémes ¢étaient opérationnels (les 52 qui avaient communiqué des données en
2009 disposaient de tels systémes, dont 98 pour cent fonctionnaient « bien » ou « trés bien ») ;

o Dans la plupart des pays, le prix du CFC-11 continue d’augmenter, tandis que le prix du CFC-12
(bien qu’il soit supérieur au prix de 2005) et de plusieurs produits de remplacement baisse.

Sur les 19 projets souffrant de retards de mise en ceuvre, 3 ont été achevés et 15 devraient faire 1’objet
d’une surveillance continue.

Un nouveau rapport était recommandé pour deux projets pour lesquels des rapports de situation ont
été présentés lors de la réunion en cours.

Les nouvelles informations concernant les activités relatives aux HCFC approuvées lors de la
60° réunion et leur élimination associée ont été incluses dans 1’annexe I, appendice VI.
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Introduction
1. Le présent document se compose de quatre parties :

a) La Partie I donne suite aux décisions 32/76(b) et 46/4, qui demandent au Secrétariat de
préparer, pour chaque réunion du Comité exécutif, une mise a jour de 1’état de conformité
des pays visés a l'article 5 qui font I’objet de mesures de réglementation du Protocole de
Montreéal.

b) La Partie II contient des informations sur les pays visés a l'article 5 qui font 1’objet de
décisions des Parties et de recommandations du Comité d’application relatives a la
conformité.

c) La Partie III présente des données sur la mise en ceuvre des programmes de pays, ainsi
qu’une analyse des données sur la consommation de substances appauvrissant la couche
d’ozone (SAO), cela par secteur. Elle contient également une section sur les
caractéristiques des programmes nationaux d’élimination des SAO.

d) La Partie IV présente les résultats des progres obtenus pour réaliser la conformité, d’apres
les informations relatives aux projets souffrant de retards de mise en ceuvre.

2. L’analyse et les conclusions figurant dans le présent document ne préjugent aucunement de 1’état

de conformité déterminé par la Réunion des Parties, qui est le seul organe habilité a faire une telle
¢valuation. Les données communiquées en application de I’article 7 du Protocole ont servi exclusivement
a déterminer sur une base annuelle I’état de conformité des pays. L’analyse présentée dans les pages qui
suivent est fondée sur une combinaison de données soumises au Secrétariat du Fonds sur 1’exécution des
programmes de pays pour diverses dates de conformité et sur les données relatives a I’article 7. Le présent
document ne prétend donc pas déterminer la conformité per se. 11 évalue plutot les perspectives des pays
visés a l'article 5 dans leurs efforts pour réaliser la conformité par rapport a une ou plusieurs mesures du
Protocole de Montréal. Il a pour principal objet de déterminer les SAO qu’il reste a ¢éliminer par des
mesures appuyées par le Fonds multilatéral.

PARTIE I: ETAT ET PERSPECTIVES DE CONFORMITE (D’APRES LES DONNEES LES
PLUS RECENTES DISPONIBLES)

3. Cette section présente les résultats de I’analyse de 1’état de conformité aux mesures de
réglementation jusques et y compris les mesures de 2010 régissant les CFC, les halons et le tétrachlorure
de carbone et les mesures de 2015 pour le bromure de méthyle et le méthylchloroforme.' L’analyse
suppose que la consommation la plus récente indiquée en vertu de I’article 7 ou dans les données des
programmes de pays tient compte des quantités €liminées par des projets achevés approuvés par le
Comité exécutif. Depuis la constitution du fonds multilatéral jusqu’a décembre 2009, 229 880 tonnes
PAO de consommation et 195 848 tonnes PAO de production ont été €liminées suite aux projets achevés.

4. Les projets achevés ont ét¢ évalués a 1,92 milliards $US sur un total approuvé d’environ
2,25 milliards $US. Une description détaillée de la méthodologie utilisée dans les analyses est présentée
dans la note UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/37/18, soumise a la 37° réunion du Comité exécutif.

' Aucun projet n’a été identifié comme se rapportant aux substances du groupe 1 de I’annexe B ; le Comité exécutif
n’a ni examiné ni financé de projet couvrant ces substances, qui doivent faire 1’objet d’une réduction de 85 pour cent
par rapport au niveau de base a compter de 2007.
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5. L’analyse a utilisé les données les plus récentes disponibles. Au 21 mai 2010, 32 pays visés a
l'article 5 sur 147 avaient soumis des données de 2009 en application de ’article 7 (par rapport a 28 pays
en juin 2009). Au 2 juin 2010, 21 pays de plus avaient communiqué au Secrétariat du Fonds des données
sur les progrés accomplis dans la mise en ceuvre du programme de pays pour I’année 2009 seulement
(décision 17/34). Pour les pays qui n’ont pas soumis leurs données de 2009, les données de
consommation les plus récentes disponibles ont été utilisées pour 1’analyse. Cela implique 1’utilisation des
données relatives a 1’article 7 pour 1’année 2008 pour 93 pays et les données de 2007 pour un pays.
L’analyse suppose que les niveaux de consommation SAO récents indiqués, a 1’exception des HCFC,
n’ont pas augmenté, méme si cela risque d’étre faux pour 94 pays pour lesquels les données de 2009
n’étaient pas disponibles et qui peuvent ne pas étre en conformité.

6. Les agences d’exécution bilatérales et multilatérales ont soumis des rapports périodiques annuels
a la 61° réunion du Comité exécutif, contenant des données sur 1’état de mise en ceuvre de tous les projets
et activités approuvés par le Comité jusqu’a la fin de 2009. Les données sur les approbations potentielles
de 2010 sont tirées du Plan d’activités généeral révisé du Fonds multilatéral pour les années 2010 a 2014
(UNEP/OzL.Pro/ExCom/61/7) soumis a la 61° réunion.

7. Le Secrétariat du Fonds poursuivra la synthése de toutes les données incluses dans les versions
antérieures des rapports sur I’état et les perspectives de conformité, qui ont servi aux analyses du
Secrétariat du Fonds. Ces données sont disponibles sur demande.

SECTEUR DE LA PRODUCTION

8. Parmi les sept pays® Les pays visés & l'article 5 qui disposent d’installations de production de
CFC, les gouvernements de 1’Argentine, de la Chine, de 1’Inde, de la République populaire démocratique
de Corée, du Mexique, de la République bolivarienne du Venezuela ont conclu des accords aux fins de
réductions planifiées. Le gouvernement du Brésil a indiqué qu’il a éliminé la production de CFC de sa
propre initiative. Dans le domaine de la production de halons, le gouvernement de la Chine a un accord en
vigueur, tandis que le gouvernement de 1’Inde a recu une subvention unique pour la cloture de ses
installations de production.

9. Quatre pays (le Brésil, la Chine, I’Inde et la République populaire démocratique de Corée) ont
une production de base de tétrachlorure de carbone. Le Comité exécutif a déja approuvé des projets pour
I’¢limination totale de tétrachlorure de carbone dans les secteurs de la production et de la consommation
dans trois pays (Chine, République populaire démocratique de Corée et Inde). Un projet pour le secteur
des agents de transformation du tétrachlorure de carbone a été approuvé pour le Brésil a la 54° réunion.
Des projets de fermeture des installations de production de méthylchloroforme ont déja été approuvés
pour la Chine.

10. Des projets de fermeture des installations de production de bromure de méthyle ont été approuvés
pour la Chine, qui est I’'un des deux seuls pays visés a l'article 5 ayant de telles installations. Le deuxiéme
pays, la République de Corée, ne demande pas 1’assistance du Fonds.

11. Le Comité exécutif a approuvé la préparation de projets pour le secteur de la production de HCFC
en Chine et a demandé a recevoir un rapport de vérification technique, alors que le Sous-groupe sur le
secteur de la production poursuit ses délibérations sur les lignes directrices pour le secteur de la
production en marge de la présente réunion.

? La Roumanie n’est pas incluse, bien qu’elle ait recu des fonds pour I’élimination de la production et de la
consommation, car elle a été reclassée comme pays non visé a I’ Article 5 a compter du 1% janvier 2008.
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SECTEUR DE LA CONSOMMATION

12. La présente section fait le sommaire des résultats d’une analyse détaillée de la situation des pays
qui semblent étre en état de non-conformité ou qui risquent de I’€tre. Le sommaire est fondé sur des
données figurant dans 1’ Annexe I, qui contient des informations détaillées pour chaque pays, ventilées par
substance. L’ Annexe I indique également si les pays ont recu toute 1’assistance qu’ils peuvent s’attendre a
recevoir du Comité exécutif.

13. L’évaluation de D’état de conformité présentée a I’Annexe I montre également la date
d’approbation de I’activité devant promouvoir la conformité et indique si le pays a rendu compte de
I’établissement d’un systéme de permis. Ces informations devraient contribuer a permettre au Comité
exécutif de mieux évaluer les perspectives de conformité des pays parce que la date d’approbation indique
la durée de I’exécution d’un projet ou d’une entente. Les renseignements relatifs a 1’établissement d’un
systéme de permis montrent que des mesures de réglementation sont en place pour réaliser la conformité
future, indépendamment de la consommation actuelle. Les informations sur 1’approbation des projets sont
tirées du Répertoire des projets approuvés. Les données relatives a 1’établissement de systémes de permis
ont été fournies par le Secrétariat de 1’ozone comme des données recueillies au 14 mai 2010.

CFC

14. Le tableau 1 fait le sommaire de la situation de conformité des pays aux mesures de
réglementation des CFC. Le tableau 1 indique le type des données indiquées et inclut les pays classés
dans deux catégories : 1) ceux dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif de 85 pour cent de
réduction de 2007 qui s’applique jusqu’en décembre 2009 ; et ii) ceux dont la consommation la plus
récente dépasse 1’objectif d’élimination de 100 pour cent en 2010.

de I’Ethiopie, de la Somalie et du Timor-Leste. Les plans de gestion de I'élimination finale des CFC pour
ces pays seront intégrés aux plans de gestion de I'¢limination des HCFC, conformément a la
décision 60/5 d).

Halons

16. Le tableau 2 est un sommaire de 1’état de conformité des pays aux mesures de réglementation des
halons. Soixante-quinze pays ont indiqué une consommation nulle de halons entre 1995 et 2009.
Soixante-et-un pays ont regu un appui pour les activités de stockage de halons ou les accords
d’¢limination, y compris des pays participant au stockage régional de halons. Le tableau 2 indique le type
de données soumises et inclut les pays classés dans les deux catégories suivantes : i) ceux dont la
consommation la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif de 50 pour cent de réduction de 2005 qui s’applique
jusqu’en décembre 2009 ; et ii) ceux dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif
d’¢élimination de 100 pour cent en 2010.

17. Tous les pays dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse leurs mesures de réglementation ou
considérés comme étant a risque de non-conformité ont regu un appui du Fonds multilatéral, a I’exception
de la République de Corée et des Emirats arabes unis. La République de Corée et les Emirats arabes unis
¢taient convenus de ne pas recevoir de soutien financier du Fond multilatéral.

Bromure de méthyle

18. Le tableau 3 fait le sommaire de la situation de conformité des pays aux mesures de
réglementation du bromure de méthyle (a I’exclusion de la quarantaine et des mesures préalables a
I’expédition). Les 144 pays visés a l'article 5 qui ont ratifi¢ I’Amendement de Copenhague ont
communiqué toutes les données de référence. Les trois pays visés a l'article 5 qui n’ont pas ratifié
I’Amendement de Copenhague sont les suivants : L’Angola, la Guinée et le Népal. Sur les 144 pays qui
ont ratifi¢ I’Amendement de Copenhague, 58 ont indiqué une consommation de référence et une
consommation la plus récente nulles. Dans un seul cas, aucune donnée de consommation n’était
disponible pour 2008. Quatre-vingt-quinze pays visés a l'article 5 ont recu 1’appui du Fonds multilatéral
pour les projets et/ou les activités d’élimination du bromure de méthyle. Le tableau 3 indique le type de
données soumises et inclut les pays classés dans les deux catégories suivantes: i) ceux dont la
consommation la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif de 20 pour cent de réduction de 2005 qui s’applique
jusqu’en décembre 2014 ; et ii) ceux dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif
d’élimination de 100 pour cent en 2015.

19. L’Iraq et le Turkménistan sont les seuls pays dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse les

mesures de réglementation de 2005. Des projets ont été¢ approuvés pour le Turkménistan afin d’éliminer
complétement I’utilisation du bromure de méthyle et la 58° réunion a regu 1’approbation du Fonds
multilatéral pour la préparation de projets et d’activités sur le bromure de méthyle. L’Iraq posséde un
projet prévu dans les plans d’activités de 2010 a 2014.

Tétrachlorure de carbone

20. Le tableau 4 est un résumé de la situation de conformité des pays aux mesures de réglementation
du tétrachlorure de carbone. Les données résumées n’incluent pas les matiéres intermédiaires et le tableau
ne fait pas de ventilation par utilisation ultime (ex : solvants et agents de transformation). Sur les 146 pays
qui ont soumis des données de base, 90 ont indiqué une consommation de référence et consommation la
plus récente nulles. Le tableau 4 indique le type de données soumises et identifie les pays classés dans les
deux catégories suivantes : i) ceux dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif de 85 pour
cent de réduction de 2005 qui s’applique jusqu’en décembre 2009 ; et ii) ceux dont la consommation la
plus récente dépasse 1’objectif d’élimination de 100 pour cent en 2010.

21. Tous les pays dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse leurs mesures de réglementation ou
considérés comme étant a risque de non-conformité ont regu un appui du Fonds multilatéral, a I’exception
de I’Equateur. L’Equateur est le seul pays susceptible de ne pas demander une assistance supplémentaire
pour atteindre 1’objectif de réduction de 100 pour cent pour le tétrachlorure de carbone. La Banque

22. le Tableau 5 fait le sommaire de la situation de conformité des pays aux mesures de
réglementation du méthylchloroforme. Sur les 146 pays qui ont soumis des données de base, 103 ont
indiqué zéro comme consommation de base et consommation la plus récente. Le tableau 5 indique le type
de données soumises et les pays classés dans les trois catégories suivantes : 1) ceux dont la consommation
la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif de 30 pour cent de réduction de 2005 qui s’applique jusqu’en
décembre 2009 ; ii) ceux dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif de 70 pour cent de
réduction de 2010 ; et iii) ceux dont la consommation la plus récente dépasse 1’objectif d’¢limination de
100 pour cent en 2015.

HCFC

24. L’annexe VI inclut une analyse des données sur la consommation la plus récente de HCFC et
indique si le pays a bénéficié soutien financier pour la préparation du plan de gestion de 1’élimination des
HCFC, le nombre de projets d’investissement approuvés, le nombre de projets de démonstration
approuvés, 1’élimination totale approuvée en tonnes PAO et les activités planifiées dans les plans
d’activités de 2010. Une nouvelle colonne a été ajoutée a I’annexe afin d’indiquer le nombre
d’approbations de plans de gestion de 1'¢limination des HCFC et la durée du plan de gestion de
1’élimination des HCFC (par exemple, plan de gestion de I’¢limination des HCFC approuvé pour atteindre
une réduction de 10 pour cent en 2015 ou une réduction de 35 pour cent en 2020).

25. Les données de base relatives aux HCFC ne seront pas disponibles avant 2011 aprés la
communication des données de base des deux années (2009 et 2010). Tous les pays font I’objet de projets
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de préparation de plans de gestion de 1’élimination des HCFC ou ont soumis une demande a cet effet a de
la 61° réunion.

PARTIE II: SITUATION DE CONFORMITE DANS LES PAYS FAISANT L’OBJET DE
DECISIONS DES PARTIES SUR LA CONFORMITE ET LES PAYS A RISQUE DE NON-
CONFORMITE

26. La présente section concerne les pays visés a l'article 5 qui font I’objet de décisions liées a la
conformité et les pays qui présentent des risques de non-conformité.

27. Les Parties ont pris 41 décisions liées a la conformité pour 35 pays dont le Comité d’application a
été saisi en 2009 avec certaines décisions concernant 2010. Ces questions incluent les problémes de
réglementation (programmes de permis/quotas et interdiction d’importations de matériel contenant des
SAO), la communication de données et la conformité aux mesures de réglementation/plans d’action, par
substance. Le tableau 6 indique I’ampleur des progres réalisés pour donner suite aux décisions du Comité
d’application, sur la base des informations fournies par le Secrétariat de 1’ozone et les agences
d’exécution, ainsi que par le biais des données contenues dans les données des programmes de pays.

28. L’information fournie dans le tableau 6 révele que 26 des 41 questions ont été réglées : sept en se

fondant sue les données relatives a 1’article 7, huit selon les rapports remis au Secrétariat de 1’ozone, neuf
selon les données relatives au programme de pays et deux a partir des rapports des agences d’exécution.
Aucune donnée relative a I’article 7 ni au programme de pays n’était disponible pour 14 pays.
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INFORMATIONS DANS L’ANNEXE II

29. L’annexe II contient des informations sur les pays qui font I’objet de décisions des Parties liées a
la conformité. Les résultats sont ventilés par domaine de conformité et par pays. Dans certains cas, il n’y
a aucune donnée pour 1’année 2009 permettant d’évaluer la conformité aux mesures de réglementation et
aux plans d’action.

30. L’annexe II comprend également une colonne intitulée « Observations du Fonds multilatéral »
qui donne des renseignements tirés des rapports sur les données relatives aux programmes de pays soumis
par les Bureaux nationaux d’ozone, les apports du Secrétariat de 1’ozone et des agences d’exécution, ainsi
que des données figurant dans les rapports périodiques et les rapports de situation relatifs au probléme.

PARTIE III : DONNEES SUR LA MISE EN (EUVRE DES PROGRAMMES DE PAYS

31. La Partie III contient des données sur la mise en ceuvre des programmes de pays, soumises au
Secrétariat du Fonds avant le 1% mai de chaque année, indiquant la consommation de SAO par secteur. La
présente section présente également des renseignements sur les caractéristiques des programmes
d’¢élimination de SAO des pays.

32. Le format de communication des données relatives aux programmes de pays a été approuvé lors
de la 35° réunion du Comité exécutif dans le cadre de la décision 35/58 (e).

DONNEES SUR LA CONSOMMATION DE SAO PAR SECTEUR

33. La base de données sur les programmes de pays peut étre consultée sur le site web du Secrétariat
du Fonds (www.multilateralfund.org) sous le format de tableur électronique Excel 2002 de Microsoft.

34, Au 2 juin 2010, le Secrétariat avait recu les rapports sur I’exécution des programmes de pays en
2009 de 53 pays sur les 143 pays tenus a cette obligation, de 82 pays pour 2008 et de cing pays pour
2007. Les pays suivants n’ont jamais communiqué de données relatives au programme de pays : La
Guinée équatoriale, 1’Erythrée et la Somalie. Le Timor-Leste n’a pas communiqué les données PP dans la
mesure ou il a récemment ratifié le Protocole, contrairement aux autres pays qui I’ont ratifié en 2007 ou
avant. La Guinée équatoriale n’a pas regu d’assistance avant juillet 2006. Il convient de noter que le
renouvellement des projets de renforcement des institutions dépend de la réception de telles données. Par
ailleurs, les données de mise en ceuvre du programme de pays doivent étre soumises avant la dernicre
réunion de 1’année et aux réunions qui suivent, comme condition préalable a I’approbation de fonds pour
les projets et a leur libération. Tous les pays sollicitant des projets pour examen lors de la 61° réunion ont
soumis les données relatives au programme de pays de 2008, conformément a la décision 52/5, a
I’exception du Timor-Leste.

35. Bien que les niveaux de consommation enregistrés relévent d’années différentes et ne
correspondent pas nécessairement aux données soumises au titre de ’article 7, les données relatives au
programme de pays permettent de faire une évaluation sectorielle a jour, par pays et a 1I’échelle mondiale.
Ces données devraient aider les pays visés a l'article 5 intéressés et le Comité exécutif a évaluer les
quantités qu’il reste a éliminer sur une base sectorielle.

36. Le tableau 7 indique le total de la consommation restante de SAO a éliminer par secteur en
considérant les projets ayant été approuvés, mais pas encore mis en ceuvre. Il indique également
I’élimination de la consommation totale a partir des projets approuvés en cours d’achévement et le
pourcentage restant a éliminer (par secteur).

37. L’¢élimination totale de SAO approuvée, mais non mise en ceuvre (tableau 7) n’inclut pas les
accords pluriannuels approuvés en principe ou le niveau d’élimination qui devrait découler de I’exécution
des plans de gestion des frigorigénes et du stockage des halons. Outre les projets d’élimination déja
financés, le Comité exécutif a approuvé, en principe, les projets d’élimination sectoriels et nationaux pour
lesquels des tranches annuelles sont accordées en fonction des réductions planifiées obtenues.

38. L’élimination découlant des tranches annuelles futures concernera une quantité significative de la
consommation restante identifiée dans le Tableau 7. En outre, les plans de gestion des frigorigénes relatifs
aux pays a faible volume de consommation représentent 85 pour cent de la consommation de base de ces
pays et les plans de gestion de 1’élimination des HCFC représentent la limite de base restante. Toutefois,
les données des projets approuvés, mais non mis en ceuvre ne sont pas prises en compte pour la totalité de
ce tonnage. En outre, 1’élimination des SAO approuvée, mais pas encore mise en ceuvre indiquée dans le
tableau 7 n’inclut pas la consommation de halons dans les pays ayant déja bénéficié d’un projet de
stockage de halons.

39. Le tableau 8 présente le total de la consommation restante de SAO a éliminer par substance, que
le Comité exécutif n’a pas encore examiné, compte tenu des accords pluriannuels, des plan de gestion de
1’élimination finale, des plans de gestion des frigorigénes pour les pays a faible volume de consommation
et du stockage de halons.

40. Le document soumis a la 58° réunion du Comité exécutif indiquait qu’il restait 1 609 tonnes PAO

a traiter, d’aprés les données les plus récentes des programmes de pays, compte tenu des projets
approuvés mais non mis en ceuvre. La réduction de la consommation de 465,5 tonnes PAO résulte des
approbations de financement des 58, 59° et 60° réunions du Comité exécutif et des données actualisées de
la consommation regues depuis la publication du document pour examen a la 60° réunion. La
consommation restante de SAO est fondée sur les informations communiquées par les 139 pays visés a
l'article 5 qui ont soumis des données relatives au programme de pays. Les quatre pays qui n’ont pas
communiqué les données relatives au programme de pays peuvent également demander ’assistance du
Fonds. D’aprés les données communiquées au titre de 1’article 7 pour ces quatre pays, la quantité totale
restante de SAO a prendre en compte (compte tenu de 1’élimination représentée par les plan de gestion de
I”¢limination finale et les plans de gestion des frigorigénes des pays a faible volume de consommation, les
banques de halons, les projets d’élimination totale et les accords pluriannuels approuvés en principe)
serait de 1 155,1 tonnes PAO (tableau9).

Données sur les HCFC
41. Le tableau 10 indique les niveaux de consommation des HCFC d’aprés les données les plus

récentes. On constate que la consommation de HCFC s’élevait a 441 738 tonnes métriques (29 101 tonnes
PAO) de consommation de HCFC, constituée essentiellement de HCFC-22 (62,7 p. cent du total) et de
HCFC-141b (31,8 p. cent du total). Les 441 738 tonnes métriques de HCFC représentent une
augmentation de 62 754 tonnes métriques par rapport a la quantité rapportée (378 984 tonnes métriques)
lors de la 58° réunion. Par comparaison, le Fonds avait éliminé 232 317 tonnes métriques (250 904 tonnes
PAO) de consommation des SAO au 31 décembre 2009. Les quantités indiquées dans le présent rapport
proviennent des données pour 1’année 2009 communiquées par 52 pays, pour I’année 2008 de 82 pays et
de 2007 de cinq pays. La consommation de HCFC dans les pays ayant communiqué des données pour
2008 et 2009 a diminué de 0,3 pour cent.

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CARACTERISTIQUES DES PROGRAMMES DE PAYS

42. Le nouveau format de présentation des données de programmes de pays adopté en vertu de la
décision 46/39 et révisé a la 60° réunion (décision 60/4 b) iv)) a permis aux Bureaux nationaux de I’ozone
de déterminer les perspectives de conformité d’un point de vue quantitatif aussi bien que qualitatif.

Exhaustivité des données

43. Le nouveau format de présentation des données de programmes de pays est en vigueur depuis
cing ans et bien qu’il ait été révisé a la 60° réunion aux fins d’utilisation pour les HCFC, tous les 52 pays
ont communiqué les données de 2009 sous le nouveau format, mais 30 pays seulement ont utilisé le
format révisé a la 60° réunion. Les trois sections principales (données qualitatives, quantitatives et
réglementaires) de la plupart des données fournies sous ce nouveau format étaient cependant incomplétes.
Seuls trois pays, les Bahamas, I’Egypte et la Malaisie ont fourni de I’information dans les trois sections.
Cinq pays seulement ont communiqué les données de 2009 par le systéme en ligne, qui a été inauguré le
25 avril 2007.

44, Seuls 52 pays sur les 143 pays concernés ont communiqué les données relatives au programme de
pays de 2009 a temps pour leur analyse dans ce document. Tous les pays ayant présenté une demande de
financement lors de la 61° réunion ont également soumis des données relatives au programme de pays
pour 2008, sauf le Timor-Leste.

Résumé des données

Toutes les autres SAO

45. Quarante-deux des 50 pays disposant de plans de gestion des frigorigénes/plans nationaux
d’¢limination/plans de gestion de I’élimination finale ont indiqué avoir progressé¢ dans 1’exécution de
leurs plans de gestion des frigorigénes/plans nationaux d’élimination/plans de gestion de 1’¢limination
finale ou avoir achevé leur exécution. Parmi les pays qui ont communiqué des données avant 2009
102 sur 129 pays ont enregistré¢ de tels progrés ou achevé I’exécution de leurs plans de gestion des
frigorigénes/plans nationaux d’élimination/plans de gestion de 1’élimination finale.

46. Les pays qui ont communiqué des données avant 2009 ont indiqué un nombre total de
14 281 appareils de récupération et 7 424 dispositifs de recyclage en exploitation. Parmi les pays qui
utilisent des dispositifs de récupération et de recyclage, 67,2 pour cent ont indiqué que ces appareils
fonctionnent « de maniére satisfaisante » ou « trés bien ». Au total, 232,4 tonnes PAO de CFC-11 ont été
récupérées et réutilisées et 5 172 tonnes PAO de CFC-12 ont été récupérées, dont 2 999 tonnes PAO ont
été réutilisés. Les données sur les autres SAO n’ont pas été recueillies.

47. Les données les plus récentes communiquées pour 2006-2009, combinées avec les données tirées
des rapports des années précédentes, indiquent au total la formation de 88 636 techniciens d’entretien en
réfrigération, la certification de 63 229 de ces techniciens et la formation de 3 807 formateurs de
techniciens dans ce domaine.

48. Cent trente des 143 pays tenus de remettre des rapports ont indiqué posséder des programmes de
permis fonctionnels (les 52 pays ayant soumis des données de 2009 possédaient des programmes de
permis fonctionnels et 98 pour cent d’entre eux fonctionnaient « de manicre satisfaisante » ou « trés
bien »).

49. Sur les 131 pays qui ont communiqué des données sur les systemes de quota (incluant des

données tirées des rapports des années antérieures) 112 pays ont indiqué avoir mis en place de tels
systémes de quotas. En outre, 125 pays exigent I’inscription des importateurs. Au total, 15 360 agents de
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douane auraient regu une formation. On ignore s’il s’agit de données annuelles ou cumulatives. Les coiits
de certaines SAO et des produits de remplacement sont indiqués dans le tableau 11.

50. Aucune donnée de ce type n’a été fournie pour les halons, le bromure de méthyle et le
tétrachlorure de carbone.

51. Le Tableau 11 révele que les prix moyens du CFC-12, CFC-113, CFC-114, HCFC-141b, HCFC-
142b, HCFC-22. HCFC-245fa, HFC-356mfc, isobutane (HC-600a), pentane, R-404A, R-407C, R-502 et
R-507A ont baissé et que les pays ont été plus nombreux a connaitre des baisses que des hausses de prix.
Toutefois, comme pour les données de 2005, 2006 et 2007, les prix moyens des produits de remplacement
(comme le R-502) restent supérieurs a ceux du CFC-11 et du CFC-12. Par ailleurs, les HCFC-22, HCFC-
141b et les HFC-142b restent moins chers que les CFC pertinents d’aprés cet échantillon de données.

HCFC

52. Le mode¢le révisé a la 60° réunion afin d’y inclure des données pertinentes sur 1’élimination des
HCFC (décision 60/4 b) iv)) en est a sa premiére année d’utilisation. Trente des 52 pays ont communiqué
les données de 2009 en utilisant le nouveau format comprenant de 1’information sur les HCFC.

53. Six des 30 pays ayant communiqué des données ont révélé posséder un systéme de quotas établi
et 22 pays ont indiqué qu’ils obligent les importateurs a s’enregistrer. Au total, 272,8 tonnes PAO de
HCFC-22 ont été récupérées et 230,8 tonnes PAO de celles-ci ont été réutilisées. Huit cent soixante-
quinze agents de douanes auraient recu une formation sur les HCFC.

54. Au total, 888 appareils de récupération et 318 dispositifs de recyclage sont fonctionnels, 5 590
techniciens ont été certifiés, 12 524 techniciens ont été formés et 354 formateurs de techniciens ont regu
une formation sur la récupération et le recyclage des HCFC.

PARTIE IV : PROJETS AYANT DES RETARDS DE MISE EN (EUVRE ET RAPPORTS DE
SITUATION SPECIALE

55. Dix-neuf projets en cours ont été classés comme projets ayant des retards de mise en ceuvre et
sont soumis a la procédure d’annulation du Comité. Il s’agit de : i) projets qui seront terminés aprés plus
de 12 mois de retard et/ou ii) projets ou aucun décaissement n’a eu lieu durant la période de 18 mois
suivant leur approbation. La ventilation des projets ayant des retards de mise en ceuvre, par agence
d’exécution et agence bilatérale, est indiquée dans le tableau 12 comme suit : PNUD (sept), PNUE (trois),
ONUDI (trois), la Banque mondiale (deux), Japon (trois) et Australie (un). Les retards sont dus le plus
souvent a des facteurs liés a des raisons techniques (9).

Progres dans la résolution des causes de retard

56. Dans leurs rapports, les agences d’exécution et les agences bilatérales ont signalé divers degrés

d’avancement dans la résolution des retards. Trois des projets indiqués comme souffrant de retards a la
60° réunion sont maintenant achevés (annexe III).

Projets présentant quelques progres

57. Quinze projets ont été classés comme présentant « quelques progres » et les agences d’exécution
et bilatérales ont fait savoir qu’elles continueront de les suivre (annexe IV). Quoi qu’il en soit, il convient
de noter que les projets approuvés depuis plus de trois ans doivent faire 1’objet d’un suivi, en application
de la décision 32/4. Ils ne peuvent donc pas étre retirés de la liste aux fins de surveillance préalablement a
leur exécution finale, quels que soient les progrés déja accomplis. C’est pourquoi il est recommandé d’en
poursuivre le suivi.

Projets ne présentant aucun progres — lettre d’annulation possible

58. Il y a un projet ne présentant aucun progrés pour la premiére fois. Cette évaluation a été
confirmée par I’agence d’exécution concernée et comprend I’assistance technique pour la réduction de
’utilisation du bromure de méthyle et le développement de stratégies régionales d’élimination pour les
pays a faible volume de consommation (AFR/FEM/38/TAS/32). La mise en ceuvre de ce projet relevait
du PNUD. Conformément a la procédure existante, le Secrétariat du Fonds fera parvenir un avis
d’annulation possible de ce projet car il n’a présenté aucun progres.

Projets pour lesquels des rapports de situation supplémentaires sont demandés

59. Les projets de renforcement des institutions, de stockage de halons, de récupération et de
recyclage, et de démonstration ne sont pas soumis aux procédures d’annulation. Le Comité exécutif a
néanmoins décidé de continuer de les surveiller, le cas échéant (décision 36/14 b)). A sa 60° réunion, le
Comité exécutif a demandé six rapports de situation supplémentaires. Ces rapports sont requis s’il n’y a
aucune indication de progrés dans le rapport précédent et/ou si des obstacles supplémentaires a la
réalisation du projet ont été signalés. Des rapports de situation supplémentaires ont été demandés pour
deux projets, aux fins de soumission a la 61° réunion (BHE/SEV/43/INS/19 et KUW/PHA/52/TAS/10).
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Projets annulés automatiquement

60. Le Comité exécutif, a sa 60° réunion, a décidé d’annuler quatre projets si ces projets ne
connaissaient aucun progrés, comme en ferai foi I’information communiquée a la 61° réunion (décision
60/4 ¢)). Trois projets ont été annulés automatiquement car aucun progrés n’a ét¢ communiqué a la

61° réunion (annexe V).

DETAILED ANALYSIS OF THE STATUS OF IMPLEMENTATION IN COUNTRIES SUBJECT
TO DECISIONS OF THE PARTIES ON COMPLIANCE AND THOSE AT RISK OF
NON-COMPLIANCE

1. Annex I presents the detailed analysis of the status of implementation in countries subject to
decisions of the Parties on compliance and those at risk of non-compliance. The data tables in
Appendixes I-VI indicate whether a country has received a total phase-out agreement for a specific
controlled substance. The analysis of halons (Appendix II) indicates whether a halon banking activity has
been approved. Halon banking guidelines require that regulations facilitating production and import bans
are established within six months of the establishment of a reclamation centre (decision 18/22). The
methyl bromide analysis (Appendix III) indicates further whether a country has received funding for a
phase-out to meet the 2005 control measure. Appendices IV and V present information on the carbon
tetrachloride (CTC) and methyl chloroform (TCA) phase-out, respectively. Appendix VI provides
information on latest HCFC consumption only, as the baseline will not be established until after 2010.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR CFCs (Appendix I)
2. Countries have been grouped into two categories: (a) those whose latest consumption exceeds the
85 per cent baseline reduction target of 2007 that applies until December 2009; and (b) those whose latest

consumption exceeds the 2010 100 per cent phase-out target.

(a) Countries at risk of not achieving the 85 per cent CFC baseline reduction

3. This category consists of three countries, including one LVC country, which may need to achieve
additional CFC phase-out amounting to 1,411 ODP tonnes by 2007 in order to comply with the 85 per
cent reduction target. Of these three countries, one was to receive projects with phase-out in the 2010
business plans.

4. Of the three countries, Vanuatu is one of the LVC countries that has phase-out agreement with
the Executive Committee as part of the Pacific Island Country (PIC) strategy.

5. The remaining two countries that may require additional actions to achieve the 85 per cent
reduction are Bangladesh and Iraq. All countries currently eligible for Fund assistance have national CFC
phase-out agreements with the Executive Committee, which contain a phase-out schedule that is
consistent with the targets in the Montreal Protocol. All of the countries that are at risk have received
support from the Executive Committee to address their compliance needs.

(b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target

6. This category consists of 84 countries, including 49 LVC countries, which may need to achieve
additional CFC phase-out amounting to 5,678 ODP tonnes by 2010 in order to comply with the 100 per
cent reduction target. Of these 84 countries, 25 have phase-out projects included in the 2010 business
plans.

7. Of the 84 countries, the Executive Committee has approved national CFC phase-out agreements
for 78 countries including 45 LVC countries. Two countries (the Republic of Korea and the United Arab
Emirates) have agreed not to receive funding from the Multilateral Fund. The remaining four countries do
not have projects for complete phase-out of CFC or included in the 2010-2014 business plans including
Angola, Ethiopia, Somalia and Timor-Leste. The CFC terminal phase-out management plan for these
countries will be integrate into HPMPs according to decision 60/5(d).
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ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR HALONS (Appendix II)
8. Seventy-five countries have reported no consumption of halons between 1995 and 2009.

9. Sixty-one countries have received support for halon banking activities or phase-out agreements.
This includes those countries participating in regional halon banks. Halon banking is presumed to be the
last funded activity in the halon consumption sector for most countries but there are some halon phase-out
activities that are part of multi-sectoral phase-out agreements.

10. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the 50 per cent reduction target of 2005 that applies until December 2009; and (b)

those whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 100 per cent phase-out target.

(a) Countries at risk of not achieving the 50 per cent baseline reduction for halons

11. This category consists of one non-LVC country (Iraq) that may need to phase out additional
halons amounting to 3.9 ODP tonnes in order to comply with the 50 per cent reduction targets. The latest
consumption for Iraq in 2008 is 39.1 ODP tonnes.

(b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target

12. This category consists of eight countries that may need to phase-out additional halons amounting
to 1,811 ODP tonnes by 2010 in order to comply with the 100 per cent reduction targets. These countries
have received support from the Multilateral Fund, except the Republic of Korea and the United Arab
Emirates. The Republic of Korea and the United Arab Emirates have agreed not to receive funding from
the Multilateral Fund.

ANALYSIS OF COMPLIANCE FOR METHYL BROMIDE (Appendix I1II)

13. This section presents the analysis for compliance with methyl bromide control measures. It
should be noted that all data reported and used in this analysis relate to controlled use only, which means
that the data exclude quarantine and pre-shipment (QPS). All of the 144 Article 5 countries that have
ratified the Copenhagen Amendment have reported complete baseline data. Of these 144 countries,
58 reported zero for both the baseline consumption and the latest consumption and one where
2008 consumption data is not available.

14. Ninety-nine Article 5 countries have received support from the Multilateral Fund for methyl
bromide activities and/or projects. This includes projects that will lead to a complete phase-out of methyl
bromide in 59 of these countries, partial phase-out in an additional 10, and other forms of assistance
received by 30.

15. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the 20 per cent reduction target of 2005 that applies until December 2014; and (b)
those whose latest consumption exceeds the 2015 100 per cent phase-out target. Appendix III identifies
those countries that have not ratified the Copenhagen Amendment.

(a) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 20 per cent MB baseline reduction target

16. This category consists of the following two countries: Iraq and Turkmenistan. These countries
may need to meet additional combined reduction amounting to 1.34 ODP tonnes in order to comply with
the 20 per cent reduction targets. Iraq already has methyl bromide preparation project approved at the
58" Meeting and Turkmenistan has approved project that will lead to complete phase-out of methyl
bromide.
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(b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2015 phase-out target

17. This category consists of 35 countries that may need to meet additional combined reduction
amounting to 2,993 ODP tonnes by 2015 in order to comply with the 100 per cent reduction targets. Of
the 35 countries, 25 countries have approved projects that will lead to complete phase-out of methyl
bromide. FEight countries may need additional assistance from the Multilateral Fund to achieve the
phase-out of methyl bromide by 2015. The remaining two countries (South Africa and Singapore) are
currently not eligible to receive funding from the Multilateral Fund. It should be noted that South Africa
could receive funding for HCFC phase-out.

CARBON TETRACHLORIDE (CTC) (Appendix IV)

18. This section presents the analysis of compliance with CTC control measures. All data reported
and used in this analysis are those related to controlled use only, which excludes feedstock. Reported
CTC consumption was not differentiated by specific end use, such as solvents, process agents and
laboratory use.

19. Of the 146 countries with reported baseline data, 90 reported zero both for the baseline and the
latest consumption.

20. Countries have been grouped into the following two categories: (a) those whose latest
consumption exceeds the 85 per cent reduction target that applies until December 2009; and (b) those
whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 100 per cent phase-out target. Appendix [V notes those
countries that have not ratified the London Amendment.

(a) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 85 per cent CTC baseline reduction
target
21. Two countries might not achieve compliance with the 85 per cent reduction. These countries

would need to phase out a total of 1.42 ODP tonnes to meet the 85 per cent reduction by 2005.
22. The Multilateral Fund has provided funding for CTC phase-out agreements or projects in one of
the two countries (Iraq). Ecuador is the only country that may not need additional assistance to meet the

100 per cent reduction target for CTC since its consumption is for laboratory uses.

(b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 2010 phase-out target

23. This category consists of 15 countries that may need to phase-out additional CTC amounting to
942 ODP tonnes to meet the 100 per cent reduction by 2010. Thirteen of the 15 countries have received
funding for CTC phase-out agreements or projects from the Multilateral Fund. The Republic of Korea
has agreed not to receive CTC funding from the Multilateral Fund. Ecuador may not need additional
assistance to meet the 100 per cent reduction target for CTC since its consumption is for laboratory uses.

METHYL CHLOROFORM (TCA) (Appendix V)

24. This section presents the analysis for compliance with TCA control measures. Of the
146 countries that have reported baseline data, 103 reported zero both for the baseline and the latest
consumption.

25. Countries have been grouped into three categories: (a) those whose latest consumption exceeds
the 30 per cent reduction target that applies until December 2009; (b) those whose latest consumption
exceeds the 70 per cent reduction target of 2010; and (c) those whose latest consumption exceeds
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the 2015 100 per cent phase-out target. Appendix V specifies those countries that have not ratified the
London Amendment.

(a) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 30 per cent TCA baseline reduction
target
26. All countries are in compliance with the 30 per cent TCA baseline reduction target.
(b) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 70 per cent TCA baseline reduction
target
27. This category consists of two countries: Bangladesh and the Republic of Korea. These countries

may need to phase out additional TCA amounting to 62.5 ODP tonnes by 2010 in order to comply with
the 70 per cent reduction targets. Bangladesh has received funding for agreement or project for complete
phase-out of TCA. The Republic of Korea is not eligible for funding from the Multilateral Fund.

(©) Countries whose latest consumption exceeds the 100 per cent TCA baseline reduction
target
28. This category consists of nine countries that may need to meet additional combined reduction

amounting to 401 ODP tonnes by 2015 in order to comply with the 100 per cent reduction target. Eight of
those nine countries have received funding for TCA phase-out agreements or projects from the
Multilateral Fund. The remaining country (the Republic of Korea) is not eligible to receive TCA funding
from the Multilateral Fund.

HCFCs (Appendix VI)

29. Appendix VI includes an analysis of the latest consumption data on HCFCs and indicates whether
the country had received HPMP preparation funding, the number of investment project approved, the
number of demonstration projects approved, total phase-out approved in ODP tonnes and activities
planned in the 2010 business plans. The baseline data will not be available until 2011 when both of the
baseline years (2009 and 2010) will have been reported. All countries have received HPMP preparation
funds or have submitted requests to the 61* Meeting. A new column is added to the appendix to indicate
HPMP approvals and the duration covered by the HPMP (such as, HPMP approved to achieve up to the
10 per cent reduction in 2015 or to achieve up to the 35 per cent reduction in 2020, for example).
